After Holy Communion
we should solely think of
Jesus Christ present in our
hearts. After Mass we
should not leave the church

with the people wH did no
receive : we shoula remaii,
some time to entertain
Jesus Christ.

103. How shall we enter-
tain Jesus Christ after
Holy Communion?
We must adore Him pre-

sent in our hearts; we must
thank him for all His bless-
ings; we must ask Him to
help us to persevere in His
grace; we must renew our
resolution to resist all temp-
tations, and to avoid all oc-
casions of sin ; we must
offer Him our heart, body
and soul, to be consecrated
entirely to His service; then
we pray for the living and
the dead.

104. Is it good to desire
to receive Hoty Communion
when we cannot actually
receive it ?
Yes, it is very good to de-

sire to receive Holy Com-
munion when we cannot
actually receive It. Jesus
Christ answers our desire
by coming to us and by
pouring abundant graces in
our hearts.

XIII. PENANCE

105. What do you do
wlien you want to receive
the Sacrament ofPenance?
When I want to receive

the Sacrament of Penance,
I do five things; 1st. I ex-
amhie my conscience; 2nd.
I excite myself to contrition
and firm purpose ; 3rd. I

confess my sin? to the
Priest; 4th. I receive abso-
lution; 5th. I perform the
Penance of Satisfaction im-
posed by the Priest.

106. What do you do
when you want to examine
your censcience 9
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When I want to examine
my conscience, I repair to
the Church, where I kneel
•down, and after making the
Sign of the Cross, I pray to
God to enlighten my soul
that I may know my sins.

107. How do jfou ex-
amine your conscience f
To examine my c o n-

science, I first repass in my
mind all the places where I

have heen since my last

Confossion; thm I examine
myself on the Ten Com-
mandments of God, the Pre-
cepts of the Church, the
Seven Capital Sins, and the
duties of my st^ite; last of
all I And out how many
times I committed each of
my sins.

108. After you have ex-
amined your conscience
what do you do

?

After I have examined
my conscience, I excite my-
self to a lively contrition of
my sins, and to a Arm pur-
pose to sin no more.

109. ^Vhat do you do to
excite yourself to a lively
contrition and ':o a firm
purpose f
To ex« ite mysel/to a live-

ly contrition of my sins, and
to a firm purpose to sin no
more: 1st. I pray God to
grant me the grace oi con-
trition and firm purpose;
2nd. I consider heaven
which I have lost by my
sins; 3rd. I consider hell,
which I have deserved; 4th.
I consider the goodness of
God whom I have offended;
5th. t consider the suffer-
ings of Jesus Christ, and
His death upon the Cross,
caused by my sins, then I

say the act of contrition,
And I recite the Conflteor.

110. How do you confess
your sins to the Priest f

I kneel down by the side
of the Priest, and after
making the Sign of the
Cross, I say: " Bless me
Father, for I have sinned.
I confess to Almighty God
and to you Father." Then
I tell the Priest how long it

is since my last confession,
whether or not I received
absolution and performed
my penance, then I confess
my sins.

111. After confessing
all your sins ichat do you
say 9
After confessing all my

sins, I say: "For these and
all the other sins I do not
remember, and all the sins
of my past life, I am hearti-
ly sorry, and humbly ask
pardon of God, and of you
Father, penance and abso-
lution,"

112. What do you do
tvhen the Priest speaks to
you in^ confession f

I answer simply and
clearly all his questions; I

listen in silence, with great
attention and respect to his
advice and directions; I see
what ppnance he imposes
upon me, and whether or
not he gives mi absolution.

113. What do you do
when the Priest gives you
absolution f
When the priest gives me

absolution I bow down my
head, I recite the a^^t of
contrition, and make the
Sign of the Cross.

114. What do you do
whsn the Piiest tells you
**Go in peace andprayfor
mer'

I go and kneel down at
some distance, where I re-
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the temptations and avoid
all occasions of sin; I re-
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Priest gave me, and how I

am to conform myself to it;

I ask God to Help me with
His grace; then I make the
penance the Priest imposed
upon me; I then leave the
Church, and keep myself
for some time yet in recol-
lection.

115. What is the absolu-
tion which the Priest gives
at confession f
Through the power which

he received trom Christ, the
Priest gives me absolution,
by wliich my sins are for-

given, my soul is healed,
and the grace of God is con-
ferred upon me.

116. hoes the Priest al-
ways give absolution ^
The Priest cannot always

give absolution ; only to

those whom he sees well
disposed does he give abso-
lution; but to those whom
he does not consider well
disposed he cannot give ab-
solution; he dismisses them
with his blessing.

117. What do you do
ivhen the Priest does not
give you absolution ?

Wiien the Priest does not
give me absolution, I excite
myself to a greater sorrow
for my sins, and I follow
the advice the Priest gives
me, that I may soon enter
into the true dispositions re-

quired to receive absolu-
tion.

118. Is it a great sin to
conceal a mortal sin in
confession 7

Yes, It is a great sin to
conceal a mortal sin in con-

fession; the confession be-
comes null, and the sins
that have been confessed
are not forgiven. All sub-
sequent confessions are also
null, and the sins are not
forgiven, until the mortal
sin which has been conceal-
ed, has been confessc , as
well as the number 01 con-
fessions made since the sin
was concealed, which con-
fessions must be all made
over again.

119. Is it a sin to neglect
to diligently examine one's
conscience before confes-
sion ?
Yes, it Is a sin to neglect

to diligently examine one's
conscience before confes-
sion ; It is a contempt of
the Sacrament of Penance,
It exposes one to omit sins
in confession, in which case
it is equal to the couccHling
of one's sins in confession.

120. Is it a great sin not
to excite oneself to tnte
contrition and firm pur-
pose of amendment ?

Yes, it Is a great sin not
to excite one elf to coi.tri-

tlon and to firm purpose of
amendment, and to avoid
the occasions of sin; It is a
sin of contempt of the Sa-
crament of Penance. It is

equal to the concealing of
one's sins in confession.

121. What do you do if
you forget a sin in your
confession ?

If I forget a sin In con-
fession without any fault of
mine, it Is forgiven with the
other sins which have been
told in confession, but I

confess It to the Priest in
my next confession.

122. Does the Pnest
make known to anybod]/f
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uihat he hears in confes-
sion ?
The priest can tell nobody

what he hears In confession;
he must keep It an invio-
lable secret.

123. What is that pen-
ance which the Priest gives
you when you go to con-
fession ?
That penance Is sacred

which the Priest gives me
in confession ; we should
not forget that it is a ^in to
neglect it, but we should
be anxious to perform it as
soon as possible, and in the
manner prescribed by the
Priest.

124. Wfiy does the Priest
impose a penance in con-
fession ?
The Priest imposes a pen-

ance in confession as an
atonement for our sins.

God wants it; it is tne will
of God thatwe should atone
for all our sins,

125. What becomes after
death, of those who nave
notfully atoned for their
sins in this world ?
When chose who have not

fully atoned for their sins
in this world die, they go to
Purgatory, where they fin-

ish the atonement for their
.%in8.

126. Will they remain
forever in Purgatory ?
They will not remain for-

ever in Purgatory. When
they will have completed
the atonement for their sias
they will go to Heaven.

XIV. EXTREME UNCTION

127. What is Extreme
Unction ?
Extreme Unction is a sa-

crament instituted for the

spiritual and corporal relief

of the sick in danger of
death.

128. What are the effects

of Extreme Unction on the
soul ?
Extreme Unction cleanses

the soul from the effects of
sin, and strengthens it

against the last assaults of
the devil.

129. miat are the effects

of Extreme Unction on the
body ?

It soothes the pain of the
patients, and restores them
to health, if it be expedient
for their salvation

.

130. How shbuld wejtre-
parefor Extreme Unction?
We should be truly sorry

f ^' our sins, and make a
good confession, if it be
posssible.

How does the Priest
administer Extreme Unc-
tion ?
The Priest anoints with

the Holy Oil of the Sick, the
eyes, ears, nostrils, mouth,
hands and feet of the per-
persoa in danger of death,
asking God to remit him
the sins which he may have
committed through each of
those senses.

XV. HOLY ORDERS

132. What is Holy Or-
ders ?
Holy Orders is a Sacra-

ment by which Priests are
ordained, and receive the
power and grace to dis-

pense the Word of Ood and
administer the Sacraments,
and perform their other
sacred duties.

133. When did Jesus
Christ institute Holy
Orders 9
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'In did JefY*.

When He instituted the
Holy Eucharibt, Jesus Christ
instituted, also, Holy Or-
ders when He said, '^Do'this

in commemoration of Me."
134. Who confers *^is

Sacrament of Holy Or-
ders if

Only the Pope and Bi-
shops confer the 8acrament
of Holy Orders.

136. How does a man be-

come a Priest r
He receives the Sacra-

ment of Holy Orders at the
hands of the Bishop; there
he receives the power and
grace to di»pen<'e the Word
of God and administer the
Sacraments.

XVI. MATRIMONY
136. What is Matri-

mony ?
Matrimony is a Sacrament

which sanctifies the union
of man and woman.

137. What are the ef-
fects of the Sacrament of
Matrimony if

The effects of the Sacra-
ment ofMatrimony are—Ist.

To sanctify the love of hus-
band and wife; 2nd. To give
them grace to bear with
each other's weaknesses;
3rd. To enable them to

bring up their children in

the fear and love of God.
138. What shntild younrf

people do in oi'der to make
a good marriage f

They should nrst pray to

Ood to find their proper
consorts; they should also
consult their parents.

139. How shouldparents
act when tihey know their
children's ontentionsf
They sh,uld consult the

will of God aid advice their
children in accordance with
that divine will.

140. What does God
forbid to parents in re-
gard to their children's
marriage f
God expressly forbids

parents to sell their child-
ren in Matrimony; to pre-
vent them, unreasonably,
from marrying the party
they have chosen, and to
compel them to marry an-
other party against their
will.

When a couple have
agreed to get married, what
shall they do f
They must not live to-

gether until they are nfkr-
rled before the Priest; their
banns should be published
on three consecutive Sun-
days; they should duly
prepare for marriage by
learning all their prayers
and the Catechism.
