Tliat man was created in a state of holiness, under

the law of his Maknr;i but by voluntary transgression
fell from that holy and happy state ;2 in consequence
of which all mankind are now sinners;"* not by con-
straint but choice;* being by nature utterly void of
that holiness required by the law of God, positively
inclined to evil, and therefore under just condemnation
to eternal ruin,"' without defense or excuse. *

That Repentance and Fafth are indispensable duties,

and also inseparable graces, secured in the soiil by the

courages the use of means in the highest degree;^ that
it is ascertained by its effects in all v^ho ^:elieve the
gospel ;« isthefoimdation of Christian assurance;^ and
that to ascertain it with regard to ourselves, demands
and deserves our utmost diligence.®

SECTION L

tlegular Meetings and Ordinances.

Article 1. The aniiual meeting of the Ch\uch shall

be hekl on the first Monday evening in June, at which
meeting the annual report of the Treasurer is to be
presented.

AftTicLE 2. The Church Coiiference meeting shall

he held on the Thursday evening preceding the first

Sunday in each month.

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SECTION III.

The Standing" Committee.
Article 1. Tho Standing Committee sliall consist

of seven persons of wliieli tlie pastor and deacons shall

be elected permanent members, and the other members
elected annually by the Church ; four shall be a quorum
for the transaction of business.

Article 2. This Committee shall meet regularly on
the Wednesduy evening preceding the monthly Confer-

ence meeting.

Article 3. They shall have power to fill vacancies

in their body during the year ; also, to call a special

business meeting of the Church when deemed neces-

sary.

Article 4. The duties of this Committee shall be :

To examine all candidates for membershi[) ; to exercise

a general care over the order and discipline of the
Church ; to encourage the feeble, to look after such as

may be remiss in their covenant engagements, and re-

13ort to the Church such cases as in their judgment
require its action. It shall also be their duty to advise
with and counsel the pastor, and so fcir as they are
aV)le, 1 y their sym])athy and co-cperation to relieve and
aid him in his work.

Article 5. The power of this Committee in relation

Article 1. Candidates for baptism may be proposed

at any regular meeting of the Church, and shall stand
propounded one week. The Church may, at any regu-
lar meeting, by a two-thirds vote, suspend this rule

when deemed expedient.

Church. The Committee shall then invite the Candi-

date to be present at any regular meeting of the Church,

when he shall make a public declaration to the Church
of the "reason for the hope that is in him." The Can-

didate, then retiring, the action of the Church with

reference to admission shall be taken.

Article 3. All letters of recommendation and dis-

mission from other Churches, shall be presented to the

pastor or deacons, and l)y them laid before the Stand-

ing Committee, who shall make such incpiiries as seem

to them needful, after which, if the result be satisfac-

tory, the letters shall be presented to the Church.

SECTION Y.

Committee on Baptism.

A Committee on Bai)tisni shall be a[>pointed, consist-

ing of three males and three females, chosen annaally,

wliose duty it shall be to notify candidates for baptism

of tlu^ir acceptance, and make all necessary arrange-

ments for administering the ordinance.

SECTION VI.

Dismission of Members, &c.

Artii;LE 1. Every member in good standing is en-

titled to a dismission to any regular Baj)tist Church.

Members wishing to unite with any other evangelical

Church are entitled to a certificate of disnussion from

this Church.

Article 2. When a member has received a lette^^ of

dismission, it shall be his duty to present it, without
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unnecessary delay, to the Church to wliich it is directed.
No letter shall be valid longer than six months. Per-
sons holding letters of dismission are still regarded as
connected with this Church, until we are informed that
they have united with some other Church.
Article 3. When any resident member shall volr.a-

tarily neglect his covenant obligations for six months
continually, it shall be the duty of the clerk to report
the name of such member to the Standing Committee.
Article 4. If aftei- diligent search the Church fail

to find the whereabouts of a member long absent, such
name may by vote of tiie Church be placed on the re-
tired list.

SECTION VII.

Discipline.

Article 1. In all cases of personal offence between
brethren, the party feeling liimself aggrieved shall
endeavor, by a private interview with the offending
brother, to obtain satisfaction according to the rule laid
down by our Saviour in Matt, xviii. 15. If a reconcil-
ment thus take place, the diHiculty is to be considered
as ended, and never to be mentioned to others.

If such means prove ineffectual, the aggrieved brother
should invite the offender to come with him before liie
Standing Committee, who shall give the case a careful
and impartial hearing, and endeavor, if possible, to re-
move the matter of offence without bringing it before
the Church. Should they fail in their effort, they shall
report the case to the Church, stating the action they
deem advisable.

Article 2. When a member is accused of any pul)-
lic offence against the requirements and discipline of
the Church, the Standing Committee shall at once give
not'ce to the person implicated, and proceed immedi-
ately to investigate it. Should the investigation result
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in favor of the accused, or should the person offending
remove the cause of grief, and the case do not require
public notice, the Committee shall make no report to
the Church. Otherwise the Committee shall report
the case to the Church for its action.

SECTION YIII.

Duties of the Clerk.
The Clerk shall keep a fair record of the doings of

the Church. He shall notify all members of commit-
tees, all delegates, and all officers of the Church of their

appointment. He shall also sign all certificates and
letters of dismission; and shall send a duplicate of
every letter of dismission granted Vjy the Church, to the
clerk of the Church to which such letter is directed.

SECTION IX.

Duties of the TreasT irer.

The Treasurer shall receive and faithfully keep the
funds of the Church. He shall enter in a separate ac-

count all moneys contributed for the expenses of the
Lord's Supper, and the support of the poor, which shall

be held subject to the order of the Deacons of the
Church. All other funds belonging to the Church shall

be paid out by vote of the Church. The Treasurer
shall also make an annual report of the finances of the
Church, pointing out the sources of income, and the
objects for which it has been expended.

SECTION X.

Alteration of these Rules.

These rules of order may be altered or amended by
vote of two-thirds of the members present at any regu-
lar business meeting of the Church : provided, notice
of such intended alteration or amendment has been
given to the Church at least one month previously.
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
