Ald, McBride Protests.

Ald. McBride protested against  the
city “golng into the neal estate busi-
ness.”” He did not see why the strip of
land on which the Lez-avenue houses
stood should be acquired at all, The
result would simply be to increase the
value of the property on the other side
of the avenue, and the city would lose
the taxes on the Lee-avenue land.

Ald.  Chisholm returned that there
were only 18 houses on the land, altho
there were lots on :‘which 23 more could
be situated.

Ald., McBride protested against a
policy of rushing in the matter. While
he favored the idea in general of the
purchase, he wished Lee-avenue let
alone,

“The only objection to the park is
that it is.not large enough,” asserted
Controller Hocken. To cut out the Lee-
avenue portion would be to reduce the
extent by three acres, which would
spoil the park. He complimented the
assessment commiesioner for his en-
ergy in securing the option. Every
member of council, he declared, regret-
ted the loss of the chance to acquire
the Leuty-avenue property.

“Not every one,” corrected Ald. Mec-
Bride.

Controller Hocken added- that nearly
ali the money for parks had been spent
in the west end, and Ald, Keeler agreed
that the east end should be “given a
chance.”

Ald. Vaughan descanted on the al-
leged beauties of the beach front, and
Ald, Foster considered that the pro-
perty would make a very pretty park.
and that the city could shortly turn it
over, if it so desired, at an advance of
$20,000 in the price.

The vote then taken showed Ald.
McPBride as the only opponent of the
purchase, Ald. McMurrich was absent
when the vote was taken.

Want James St. Extension,

The present city council dces not ap-
prove of any interference with the for-
mal bylaw passed by the council of
1906 for: the. extension of James-street.

THE TRANSVAAL AND THE EMPIRE
Contrary to an earlier report, General
Botha, premier of the Transvaal,: will
attend t‘hel colonial conference. Since
his accession to office he has continued
‘to display qualities of the highest or-
der and his public appearances give
ground for the belief that South Af-
rica will be largely the gainer by his
administration. Speaking at a banquet
. glven earlier in the month, in honor,
of the new ministry, by the citizens of
Pretoria, he declared that British in-
terests would be absolutely safe in the
hands of the new cabinet, and that the
world would see that the Transvaal
ministry was as zealous for the honor
of the flag as any ministry could be.
The people of the Transvaal he de-
clared, were actuated by motives of
deep gratitude, because the King and
the British government and people had
trusted the Transvaal in a manner
unequaled in history, by the grant
of a free constitution. Was it possible,
he asked, for the Boers ever to forget
such generosity? ;

The value and effect of declarations
such as these, made in the capital of a
country where bitter strife between
“Briton and Boer prevailed only a few
years ago, can hardly be over-estimat-
ed. Had they been made in another
place and under different conditions,
they might have been open to the re-
mark that circumstances had made
them expedient, But it is scarcely pos-
sible to doubt that General Botha spoke |
in'all candor and that he is, sincerely |
ambitious to take his place among the
builders of the empire. For of “even
greater Importance and significance
was-his intimation that his endeavor
would be to create a great
united nation, in which one

Were the assertion not so constantly
advanced, it would be difficult to con-
ceive that any man possessing ordin-
ary common sense, could serlously pre-
tend that over-capitalization does not
affect the right of the public to the
cheapest and most efficient service. If
a public service enterprise can be es-
tablished and operated with a capital
of say $1,000,000, and the returns to the
shareholders be fixed, as in the case of
the Toronto Gas Company, at say ten
i per cent,, it is plain enough that only
$100,000 is withdrawn from the ' net
earnings, and the rate charged the
public user can be fixed on that basis.

HRST DEPOTY IN HISTORY

o s .

Leaders Express Regret. at lliness
of Hon, J, W. St. John—
House Proceedings.

Speaker St. Johna’'s illness gave rise
yesterday .to the first incldent of tne
kind that has occurred in the local leg-
islature since confederation. Prece-
dents, however, for all such contingen-
cies or emergencies, are to be found in
‘parliamentary procedure, and on the
assembling of the members the clerk
of the house stated the faets concern-
ing the Speaker's aibsence, Piremier
Waitney rose and expressed his regret
at ‘the cause of ithe absence of Hon.
Mr. St. John. He was sure it would be
the fervent wish of every heart in the
assembly that his recovery would be
speedy. He dwelt on the Speaker’'s
peopularity, remarking that he held a
very high place in the regard of the
members of the house. It was-the first
time, he continued, that such a pro-
cedure had to be followed since 1867.
On one occasion Speaker Ballantyne
was absént for a day (Feb. 21, 1894),
and his preédecessor, ex~-Speaker Jacoh
Baxter, took his place. The rules pro-
vided that no Speaker could be ap-
Dointed -until the lapse of 48 hours., A
deputy would be appointed for 24
hours, and at the end of that time,
another for the second 24 hours. Should
the Speaker still be absent, a new
Speaker ought to be appolnted for the
remainder of the session. Premier
‘Whitney then moved, seconded by Hon,
J. J. Foy, that J. 8. Duff be Speaker
for the day.

Hon. G. P. Graham expressed the
very sincere regret of the opposition at
the Speaker’'s illness, referring to the
ability and loveableness wihich
endeared him to every member, ‘He
concurred in the election of the: hon.
gentleman proposed.

It is understood that Thomas Craw-
‘ford; who {s himself indisposed thru
l1a grippe,, would have been selected to
| take the absent Spedker’s place. If
{Mr, Crawford is able to return by to-
! morrow he will then be appointed for
the remainder of the session. /

University Bill

A blll respecting the University of
Toronto was ‘introduced by Premier
Whitney, who stated that it was of a
formal character, An agreement was
entered upon in 188 by the city and
the wuniversity. to settle disputes by
arbitration.

!party in the case in point, the bill pro-
| vided for the appointment of a single
|arbitrator to be agreed upon by both
parties. In the event of a failure to
select an arbitrator, each. side would
select one, and these two would select
a third,

Exception was made in .the rulés of
theé house to permit the first reading
of a bill to incorporate the Village of
Neustadt, County of Grey. It was
shown. that the mecessary advert{sing
had been done locally, tho this had not
been brought to the attemntion of the
chairman, of the committee on stand--
ing orders in the first instance, when
the bill was thrown out, The popula-
tion was almost sufficient for the in-
corporation, which was required fn
order to enable the council to take cer-
tain actlon.

Speaks to Canadian Club on
. Business and Education.

. President Wm. Peterson of MecGill
Uriversity was the guest, at the.
Canadian Club’s luncheon yesterday.
The professor addressed the assembly
of business men upon “Business and
Bducation,”  making a' strong argu-
ment in favor of a college training for
business life, o

He dwelt at some length upon the
work of the technical schools, and
the advantages they brought to a
student in equipping him for impor-
tant executive positions.

It was good for academic men to
meet with men of practical business,
he said. There ought to be a mutual
sympathy between them, and it would
be for the good of each,

Business is. business, everyone sdid,
but what education was no one could
agree upon. - :

Theré was & conviction abroad that
business was a good thing for every-
one, and new. types of training were
necessary to our developing condi-
tions. ;

The old currjculum was devoted to
the trdining of the faculties, and re-
sulted in lawyers, doctors and clergy
ad lib. :

But /great advances in physical
science; commercial development, ap-
plied art, and especially in engineer-
ing had been made within -the last
century, which the. universities were
now teaching. Germany was making
great advances in the matter, and
to-day, in Canada, two-thirds of the
western students were. studying ap-
plied science,

The engineering schools were look-

ed after as well as the schools of law

and medicine, and last year 275 col-

lege graduates found positions with

the Westinghouse Co. alone.
Science and Industry,

The latest stage of our development
in education for business had to -do
with the. application of sélence to in-
dustry, checking waste or the prodi-
gal uge of raw material, the solution
of economic problems, and prepara-
tion for the executive control of com-
mercial enterprises. The - late Presi-
dent "Harper had said, “The college
man is being sought out for positions
of' importance in every great in-
dustry.” Lord Goschen said that his
