Fir*t 
among these was the League of Na­
tions. This did not prevent war en­
tirely. but it went a long way by get­
ting the nations
grievances before actual conflict. But 
people must remember fhat the ideals 
of the league were not vet accom­
plished and war was still rampant 
In many parts of the world.

Trying to Build Up,
There were still people here and 

there thruout Canada trying to stir up 
trouble, and there were also the advo­
cates of unpreparedness. But he was, 
thru his position, going -to try and 
build up—consistent with the most 
rigid economy—a sufficient defensive 
force for Canada and on a purely vol­
untary basis. No person In Canada 
wanted war, and no person who had 
seen devastated France wanted Canada 
laid waste. And the best way to pre­
vent that in time of trouble was to 
send an expeditionary force from Can­
ada to the scene of conflict.

Touching on the United States, the 
general noted that while they were a 
peace-loving people, they were trebling 
their appropriations for regular forces 
and more than trebling their naval ex­
penditures so that they would not be 
again caught unprepared.

During the period he fashioned the 
stone into a sharp-edged ax and used 
a longer stick, with the result that a 
spear efvolved and man’s fight for ex­
istence was made that much easier.

the Germans as the Bismarck and 
sold to the White Star Line by tbie 
reparations corpmission a few days 
ago, is expected to begin plying out 
of New York to English Channel 
ports early in 1922. The ship will 
be given a White Star name, ending 
in "ic," and will be operated a* a 
team mate to the .Olympic, the largest 
British-built vessel, which for some 
years has headed the White Star 
fleet.

Many inquiries have been receiv­
ed at the International Mercantile 
Marine Company’s offices dn New 
York In the last few days for infor­
mation regarding the Bismarck, which 
now becomes available for the first 
time since her launching on the eve 

j of the war. Since the war begun, and 
\ down to date, the Germans have 
-made a mystery of the Ship, going eo 
far only a few weeks ago as to denjf 
representatives of the company that' 
purchased the vessel permission tc( 
go on board when they visited Ham­
burg for the purpose of inspecting the 
ship.

Since her launching In June, 1914, 
the Bismarck has lain at the docks 
of her builders, Blohm and Voss, at 
Hamburg, waiting completion. In the 
early months of the war her engines 
were installed, and work was rushed 
toward fitting her out for service at 
the earliest moment following peace, 
which the Germans expected would! 
come quickly. It wae their purpose 
to make this ship the head of the 
augmented German merchant marine 
which they expected to put on the 
eeas as the result of a German vic­
tory In the field.

Then, as 
the pinch came for copper and brass 
for use in their torpedoes and «hells, 
the Germans stripped the great ship 
of every kind of fixture that would 
yield either metal.

» Ottawa, Feb. 26.—The
values of farm land In Canada 
higher in 1920, as also were farm 
wages, but values of farm live stock 
and of wool showed a considerable 
decrease, according to the Dominion 
bureau of statistics annual report for 
the year in question.

The average values of occupied 
farm land, in Canada, including both 
improved anti unimiproved land, to­
gether with all classes of farm build­
ings, was 248 per acqe, as compared 
with 246 in 1919, 241 in 1918, 238 in 
1917, 236 in IMS, 236 in 1915. British 
Columbia led the provinces, owing to 
the special value of land there for 
fruit growing. The average values in 
that prdvince was 2175. In Ontario 
the average value was 270.
