Kot a word was given out at police
headquartens concerning the case, al
though Police Inspector McLaughlin is
quoted as having asserted that he was
only waiting for his detectives to make
in arrest before given all the facts.

From a trustworthy source it ~was
learned that an English lord,” while trav-
elling in France in 1876, met a woman,
who afterwards became the mother of a
child. Thig child, a girl, was teken to0
England by the lord in question and kept
away from his family. He finall lly con-
segted that e friend, the captain of a
merchantman plying between London and
Yokohama, should adopt the girl.

The girl was brought up at Yokohama.
On sea trips with her adopted father she
is said to have met the lord, who lived on
his estate.

Soon ‘the girl came to be spoken of as
an heir to some of the hni,’n _pwperty,
and thié fact led to the kidmapping.

Contrary to expectation the cold wave
of Saturday has passed and the weather
is /extremely mild again. The predicted
snow storm came, but the snow has al-
most gone again in consequence of the

“| rain and warm temperature. The fall of

snow, if measured on the level, was two
inches.

*A southwesterly gale sprung up yester-
day about 9 o’clock, and continued: until
about four o’clock this morning. The
velocity of the wind ranged from 30 to
44 miles an hour. The greatest velocity
was Between 2 and 4 o’clock ‘yesterday.
It continued at 40 miles until ten o’clock
last night, gradually decreasing until
about 4 o’clock this morning, when it was
blowing 34 miles,

_The wind is still southwest and indica-
tions point to it shifting to west and
northwest, and 'the prospects of another
cold wave tonight or tomorrow. ’

The highest temperature * during the
night was 40, and the lowest 36. On Sa-
turday morning, the temperature register-

was 8 above. By 9 o'clock Sunday morn:
mg‘lt was 20 above, and continued to rise,
until 40 was reached during the mght,

The 5th of February last year was con-
siderably different. It was a clear, cold
day, the lowest temperature being 1 above
and the highest 10 above the cipher.
There was 20 inches of snow on the
ground.

In 1902, which ‘was’the preceding mild
‘winter, on the same day, the highest tem-
perature was 20 above and the lowest
6 above. There was good sleighing, with
5 inches of snow on the ground.

So far, this winter has all previous re-
cords beaten for mild weathen,

THE COFFEE PLANT.

A Native of Abyssinia That Was
Transported to Arabia.

_ The origin of coffee is lost in the
mists of antiquity, but the plant is be-
Hieved to be & native of Abyssinia and
to have been carried thence into Arabla
early in the fifteenth century, whence
the Meccan pilgrims soon carried it to
all parts of the Mohammedan Wworld.
A buréau of commerce and labor pub-
lication notes that Burton in his “Anat-
omy of Melancholy” (1621) makes ‘this
reference to it: “Turks have a drink
called coffee, so named from a berry
black as soot and as bitter, Which they
sip up hot, because they find by experi-
ence that that kind of drink so used
helpeth digéstion and promoteth alac-
rity.”

Although brought to Venice'by a phy-
gician in 1591, it was only in 1682 that

the first coffeehouse was established |

in London, and it only became fashion-
able in Paris in 1660, says the same
authority. England gradually forsook
coffee for tea, but the progress of the
beverage, though slower, was steadier
in France.

Until 1896, when the Dutch began to
successfully grow coffee trees in Java
from the Maiibar (India) bean, all cof-
fee came from Arabia. The coffee cul-
ture of the West Indies and Central
and South América had its beginnings,
it §s said, in a slip taken from a tree in
the botanic gardens at Paris, which
had obtained a vigorous gro th from a
cutting said to have been stolen from
the botanic gardens at Amsterdam. All
the plantations of the old and new
werld are practically derived from the
specimens taken from Arabia, first to
India, thence to Java and elsewhere.

ANTIQUE SEVRES. |

Yeu Can Always Distinguish the Gen-
uine by Its Gpdhul

False Sevres i the bric-a-brac shops
is offered ' genuine by “reputable
dealers” in London and Paris as well
a8 ih Néw York. It is old, it is true,
but only a8 old as the “restoration” in
France, although the marks would indi-
cate & miuch earlier and better period.
The counterfeits may usually be de-
tected by the surface of the gliding.
In the real it was burnished in lines
by means of metal nails with rounded
points, which were set in a piece of
wood.

The imitations of later date than the
real have been burnished in a similar
manner, but with an agate. Tt re-
quired considerably more force to -ob-
tain a bright sutface by the ancieamt
method than by the use of the agate
point; henee the burnishéed lines in the
genuine ware are perceptibly sunken,
while in the counterfeit ware they are
flush with the general surface of the
gilding. There are other means of
“gpotting” the imitations, such as the
inexact copying, of the marks which
have served since 1753 te denote the
dute of fabrication, and the use of
chrome green, which was not discov-
ered until 1802, but the test of the
burnished parts’ of the gilding is the
easiést for the ordinary buyer.

Mr. David R. Forgan, a maritime prov-
ince man, but for a quarter of a century
@ power in financial circles in Chicago,
electrified ' the represeptatives of seventy-
three Preshyterian churches, in Chicago
the other night by the following epeech,
which ia receiving the more attention be-
cause it is the utteranve of a rich man:—

\“Perhaps yon think it impossible ghat
a man’e soul should entirely shrivel up in
the pursuit of wealth. If you knew some
millionaires as well ag I know theni you
would agree with me that they bad lost
the last vestige of the souls they may
be presumed to have possessed before the
mania for moneygetting possessed them.
I would like to acquire millions, but if the
process is going to make me like eome
of the old devils I know who are million-
aires I don’t want the money.

“To me there can be mno eadder sight,”
said Mr. Forgan, “than an old man, al-
ready inoumbered by this world’s wealth,
but eager only to increase it before he
topples from the earth. You yourselves
have eeen such men. They are more nu-
merous in smaller towns than in larger
cities. Almost every small town has its
wealthy men who never part with ja dol-
lar if they can hélp it.

“Regently 1 waw g letter .from a mil-
lionaire referring to the death of a clerk
who faithfully had served him thirty
years. The man who wrote this letter is
rated at $20,000,000. “ He is an Eastermer.

“In »‘hhisl}etter, after disposing of sev-
eral matters, he referred to the death
of his old emyploye incidentally, and de-
recbed that the exact date of the sever-
ance of his . connection with the office,
because of his last illness, be ascertained,
the exaet amount due him for the frac~
tion of the month he had worked be fig-
ured -out, and a cheque for the amount be
mailed to his widow.

HIS WIFE .

Tragedy in Haverhill That Has|
Peculiar Side to it.

Haverhill, Mass.,’ Feb. 4—While Isaac
Bonnell, of Nashuwa (N. H.), lay on tihe
floor of the apartments of his wife, Mis.
Ida Bonnell, a palm reader, of this aty,
today, bleeding from a bullet wound in
the head, he accused first his wite and then
A. T. Morrell, her manager, of shooting
him. Bonnell was removed to the Hale
hospital, where his case was placed on the
dangerous list, and Mrs. Bonnell was lock-
ed up on a charge of assault with intent
to- kill, with Morrell being also theld as a
witness. .

Mrs. Bonnell told the police that her
husband fired at her first, and she showed
an ‘abrasion on her right arm, and a bullet
hole through her sleeve. She claimed that
ghe fired at him in self defence.

Wihen: the police rushed up o Mrs. Bon-
nell’s apartment on the second floor of 156
Merrimack street, this afternoon, they
found Mrs. Bonnell and Morrell endeavor-
ing to staunch the blood which was pour-
ing from the wounded man’s mouth.

The police were considerably confused
at the contradictory statement of the
wqunded man, but realizing his condition
took him at once to the Hale hospital. On
reaching the police station, Mrs, Bonnell
stated that she had not been fiving with
her husband for about nine months. She
said that she was engaged in palm read-
ing, and that Morrell was her manager.
Her hudband arrived from Nashua today.
When he appeared in the room, Mrs. Bon-
nell said she was seated at a table reading,
while Morrell was sitting by a window.
Bonnell upon entering the room demanded
“a, private reading immediately,” and ask-
ed his wife to go into the back room. She
stanted to follow him, but as he appeared
very angry at Morrell’s presence, she de-
cided mot to go. Mrs. Bonmell said that
her husband thén drew a ‘revolvér from
his hip pocket and fired at ther, the bullet
grazing her arm. She reached over to a
table and drew a thinty-two-calibre auto-
matic revolver from beneath two books.
She aimed at her bhusband’s head and
fired. Bonmell fell to the Hoor with a
shriek. i Gy

Both weapons were found by the police
upon their ‘arrival. ' Each was warm, and
each had one exploded cartridge. ‘I'he
police stated later that Mrs. Bommell ap-
peared very composed, and insisted that
she fired the shot at her husband. Bon-
nell, however, after first declaring that
his ‘wife shot him and that sife fired first,
changed his statement a few minutes later
and declared that Morrell fired the shot.

‘After Bonmell- had reached the hospital,
the bullet was removed by means of a
probe. The bullet entered the man's
cheek and, passing completely through his
head; lodged in the back of his neck. Hws
condition tenight was regarded as critical,
but it was believed that he has a chance
of recovery. E !

Rector of St. John'’s Refers to Death of Late Rev. John de-
ﬁoyr&s, Late Rev. Prof. Sheraton, and Late Alderman

Thomas Millidge.

On Feb. 3 a year ago Rev. Johm de
Soyres, late rector of Stone church, was
called to his rest, and yesterday morning
in the church o whose service he gave
the best years of his life, a reverent and
touching reference was made to his mem-

“I have heard much of him,” he said.
“I have felt his influence before I came
to you and when I assumed office tiere 1
to]d you what I thought of his life and
wark. Seven months following in his foot-
eteps and amid the results of that work
thavg but served to deepen my respect for
thim' and my admiration for those wonder-
ful gifts which God had entrusted to him.

“In every circle of our church life and
our civic life he is missed—there is none
to take his place—he has no successor. Lo
many he has ben a blessed example in the
unreserved consecration of his talents to
the sérvice of God. He nailed hig colors
to the masthead, knew where he stood and
what he believed.
