Minot's Rock Light carried mway—Two lives lost—W ¢
learned yesterday from Cohasset of the destruction by the™
severe gale, of Minot’s Rock Light House and the loss of
the two Assistant Keep The news was communicated
to us by Mr. Bennett, the Keeper of the Light, who arrived
in the city yesterday morning, witli fragments of the struc-
tare.  The last time that the Light was seen standing was
at about half-past three o’clock Wednesday afternoon. The
Light was not scen burning that evening. Barly on Thurs-
day morning Mr. Bennett was on the beach, and discovered
strewed all around fragments of the huilding, the lantern,
bedding, clothes, one of Mr. Bs life buoys, &e. The twe
assistant keepers, Joseph Wilson, 20 years of age, and Jo-
seph Antonio, (a Portuguese,) aged 23, both true and faith-
i'ulI men, were swept away with the Light House and In
M. Bennett was absent from the Light when the sad catas-
trophe occurred.  He bad been ordered up to Boston by
Collector Greely, to purchase a new boat, and, on his re-
tarn, ‘T'uesday afternoon, found the sea so high that he could
not get cut to the light house.
