MORNING SESSION
After the session was called to order 

by the national president, Miss R. M.
Church of Toronto, and the devotional 
office said, the minutes of the previous 
sessions were approved and the roll 
called.

The first report presented was that 
of the committee on immigration. The 
report in part follows : “The subject 
of immigration is one of supreme im­
portance to all - Canadians. The bring­
ing into our land of a vast population 
from other countries is a special re­
sponsibility to such an organization as 
the Imperial Order Daughters of the 
Empire, as we are pledged to our ut­
most to safeguard the national life of 
our Empire and our Dominion. That 
is our charter and the reason for our 
existence.

“I am glad to see from Government 
statistics, that on the whole English- 
speaking people slightly predominate, 
for in the fiscal years ending March 
31, 1925, 53,178 Britishers came to 
Canada as against 42,366 from 

^ English speaking countries, and 15,818 
from the United States of America- 
total 111,362.

“However, it appears that the larger 
number of British immigrants stay in 
Eastern Canada, while the West gets 
the majority of foreign-speaking peo­
ple, so that the West feels far more 
heavily Hhe problem of Canadianizing 
our newcomers, and as the West has 
less money and fewer people, I feel we 
should make a plea for help in the West 
for this purpose.

. NEW CANADIANS.
“The policy of allowing our New 

Canadians to settle in colonies or com­
munities seems to be exceedingly detri­
mental to their becoming Canadian- 
ized. In communities such as the Douk- 
hobors, Mennonites, etc., in which they 
have been allowed to settle, they live 
to themselves in absolute isolation from 
all Canadian Influences, are almost en­
tirely self-contained, often refusing to 
allow* their children to attend the 
schools provided for them, and under 
these circumstances it may be genera­
tions before they become familiarized 
with Canadian habits and characteris­
tics. If our new Canadian people were 
scattered among British or Canadian 
settlers, they must of necessity imbibe, 

national customs and ideals.

A young 
man who boarded in the Gallop home, 
Walter Simpson, was detained by the 
police on suspicion of being connected 
with the case, but was released on bail. 
He will be called as a witness for the 
Crown.

The miners representatives flatly re­
fused to consider an extension at 
hours; likewise it was found impos­
sible to agree upon any common 
ground for negotiations.

But the delegates insisted that 
the miners ought to have a voice in the 
selling terms of coal and that prices 
should be fixed on a basis that would 
allow the present wages to be paid.

All hope of an early cessation of the 
strike seems to have been dissipated 
by the meeting.

The report of the Commercial Intel­
ligence Committee was in part as fol­
lows:

In 1900 our total exports were valued 
at $168,972,301. In 1926 they were 
valued at $1,315,192,791, an increase in 
the 25 years of over 777 per cent. Over 
the same period our imports were re­
spectively $172,651,676 and $927,323,- 
625, an increase of over 539 per cent.

Some interest, too, attaches to the 
brief study of the figures showing im­
ports and exports by degree of manu­
facture from 1922 to 1925, inclusive. 
Quoting millions only, the imports of 
raw materials for those years respec­
tively were 216, 228, 254, 220 million 
dollars, and for partly manufactured 
goods 71, 77, 100, 85 million dollars. 
Turning for a moment to the considera­
tion of some figures for the years from 
1922 to 1925, inclusive, in millions the 
exports of partly manufactured goods 
were 107, 151, 176, 161 million dollars, 
and for fully manufactured goods 303, 
364, 514, 430 million dollars.

The exports of fully manufactured 
goods for the fiscal year 1925 exceeded^ 
those of 1924 by $15,000,000 and signs’ 
are not lacking that, in the $300,000,000 
increase in 1926 over 1925, fully manu­
factured products play a still greater 
part.

LONDON, June 9—There is a gen­
eral feeling in diplomatic and political 
circles that Lord Willingdon will prove 
an excellent Governor-General for the 
Dominion of Canada and will be popu­
lar with the Canadian people.

There has been considerable pressure 
exerted by some Canadian interests in 
favor of the appointment of a Cana­
dian as Governor-General, but the Brit­
ish government, while not openly op­
posing the suggestion, insisted that be­
fore such a precedent should be created 
in imperial administration the consent 
of all the Dominions to the idea must 
be secured. Even then the wisdom 
of the change was questioned, 
proved impossible to secure any unan­
imity of opinion from the .various Do­
minions on the question so nothing 
was done.

It is indicated in official circles here 
that Lord Willingdon created a very 
good impression during his recent 
visit to Canada and that his appoint­
ment is most acceptable to the Cana­
dian government.

Sir 
John Simon is considered the head of 
this section, the members of which are 
asserting that Mr. Lloyd George’s chief 
supporters are of Tory persuasion and 
hold their seats in the House of Com­
mons mainly by the support of Tory 
votes. ‘

KING NOTIFIED part of his success in this election to 
the Brassey influence, at that period 
all-powerful in Hastings. Lord Bras­
sey was the head of a family which 
in the course of a generation had taken 
Arm root in the Sussex soil, had built 
themselves a palace called Norman- 
burst, near Battle, and had both social­
ly and officially become leaders in the 
district. The founder of the family 
fortunes, Thomas Brassey, who amass­
ed great wealth as a contractor for the 
building of railways, canals and the 
like, was one of the most famous speci­
mens of England’s self-made men of 
the early 19th century. Lord Brassey 
was in several ways a great man. No 
man of his time was a more active fig­
ure in public and political life, no man 
cultivated a broader or more varied 
field of endeavor—intellectual and 
practical—and as scholar, scientist, 
and man of affairs his record of 
achievement was remarkable. Some of 
his best work was done at the Admir­
alty where he was at different times 
civil lord and secretary. He wrote 
much on naval matters, was the 
founder and first editor of the Naval 
Annual and was a practical seaman, 
holding a Board of Trade master’s cer­
tificate. Everybody knows that he wat 
the owner of one of the most cele­
brated yachts in the world, the Sun­
beam. - This vessel, which had been 
seen on nearly all the seven seas, was 
ih 1916 presented to the Government 
of India as a hospital ship. Locally, 
Lord Brassey was relatively as great a 
man as he was nationally, and natural­
ly his association with Hastings was 
something to conjure with at all times. 
Even from the historic and most an­
cient and honorable office of Lord 
Warden of the Cinque Ports—an ap­
pointment particularly coveted—he was 
not excluded. The peerage did not 
long exist after the death of the first 
holder. At the decease of his son, the 
second Earl, in 1919 it became ex­
tinct.

The versatile Lord Brassey, it should 
be mentioned, was Governor of Vic­
toria, Australia, from 1895 to 1900, and 
during that period his son-in-law 
served as his aide*de-camp. It was im­
mediately after his return from this 
first official experience overseas that 
Mr. Freemafi-Thomas captured Hast­
ings. Hi is borough he continued to 
represent until 1906, when he was de­
feated and transferred his services to 
the Bodmin division of Cornwall, for 
which he was the parliamentary repre­
sentative until 1910.

(OilWilliam TJ- Lilley of the staff of 
Manchester Robertson Allison Ltd., 
is possessor of a book that left the 
hands of the printers away back in 
1586, that is 340 years ago. 
fine example of the printer’s art and 
that of the binder and is in remarkable 
state of perservation. The title page 
set$ out that it is “Designed to give 
500 pointes of good husbanderie, as 
well as for the champion of open 
countrie as also for the woodland or 
generale mixed in every monthe with 
housewifrie.
Thomas Tasser, gentleman.”

Mr. Lilley, after some search in 
books of reference, found that Mr. 
Taser was born about 1560 and died 
about the year his book was printed. 
He liad been of humble birth and 
early engaged as a plowboy. He was 
taken in hand by Lord William Paget 
and by him was educated at Oxford. 
The book is dedicated by the author 
to the man of high estate who had 
provided him an education.

The book had been the property of 
Mr. Liliey’s uncle, the late John Kerr, 
for many years chief of the Saint John 
fire department. It had come to Mr. 
Kerr from his uncle, Charles Briscoe, 
who, in turn had received it from the 
late chiefs grandfather, also named 
John Briscoe, who was buried at St. 
Andrews in 1842

The book was printed in "The now 
dwelling of Henrie Denham, Alders- 
gate, at the Signe of the Starre.” The 
text is difficult to read by the modern 
eye trained to the present style of 
type. The book is highly prized by 
Mr. Lilley.

At a special meeting of the finance 
committee of the Saint John Municipal 
Council, held this morning at the 
Court House, it was decided that the 
advertisement for tenders for a bond 
issue authorized at the May meeting 
of the council should be placed only- 
in the local newspapers; and a com­
mittee was appointed to open the ten­
ders and award the contract to the suc­
cessful bidder.

County Secretary J. K. Kelley, K.C., 
reported that, acting under authority 
granted at the last meeting of the 
Municipal Council, he had awarded the 
contract for printing the bonds to the 
Globe Publishing Co., they having sub­
mitted the lowest tender. The bonds 
will be issued under date of July 1, 
1926, and will bear interest at the rate 
of 5 per cent. The total issue is 
$248,500, of which $8,500 of sewerage 
bonds for Lancaster will run for 20 
years. The balance of the issue, $240,- 
000 for Lancaster paving, will be serial 
bonds and $12,000 will be paid off 
each year until all have been retired.

ONLY, LOCAL PAPERS
The county secretary said that - In 

view of the large amount of the Issue 
he would like directions from the com­
mittee as to whether the advertise­
ment for tenders should be placed only 
in the local press or whether the finan­
cial papers of upper Canada should be 
used as well.

Commissioner Bullock said he 
thought the local press should be used 
and expressed the opinion that the 
bond dealers in other parts of the 
country would 
on and put in a bid if they desired to 
do so. He moved that advertisements 
be inserted in the local press only.

The opinion was expressed at the 
meeting that local financial - houses 
would absorb the issue.

It was decided to appoint a com­
mittee of five to open the tenders and 
award the contract. The chairman 
named the following as the committee: 
Mayor White, Commissioner Bullock, 
Councillors McCuvour and Smith, and 
the warden, with the county secretary, 
J. King Kelley, K. C.
