ONE KILLED FOR
EVERY 18,000 TONS

This is Alberta’s Mine Record
For 1914—Comparison
For 1922.

(Canadian Press)

Ottawa, Aug. 6—There was a min-
or killed in Alberta for every 18,000
tons of coal output, according to a
report published by the Federal De-
partment of Labor. In British Colum-
bia in the same year, there was a
fatality for every 83,000 tons raised.
The figures for Nova Scotia are not
given. The report covers a period of
ten years and the product per fatality
varies. The lowest output per fatality
in  Alberta was 18,000 tons in 1914
and the highest 282,000 in 1921. In
British Columbia the lowest output
per fatality was 37,000 tons in 1915
and the highest 256,000 in 1921.

Last Year's Record. .

In 1922 there were 381 fatal acci-
dents in the coal mines of British
Columbia, a ratio of 4.66 per cent per
1,000 employed. In the metalliferous
mines of the province the number of
fatal accilents was six, or a ratio of
2.84 per thousand; in Alberta the
number was 25,°'a ratio of 4.12; in
Ontario the number was 30, a ratio of
2.72; in Quebec the number was 16,
a ratio of 2.72. The Nova Scotia
figures for 1922 are not given; in 1921
in that province there was 29 fatal ac-
cidents, a ratio of 3.36 per thousand;
jn the Saskatchewan mines there was
only one fatal accident in 1922. The
yatios are not given for Manitoba .and
New Brunswick:

GERMANY REGRETS

Was Act of Natives, Says
Announcement.

Berlin, Aug. 6.—It is unknown whe-
ther there is justification for the
French suspicion that the bombing at
Dussseldorf last' SBaturday was the act
of Germans, but 'should inquiry prove
stich to “be “the ¢ase, the Governmient
would be déeply regretful, says an an-
nouncement made in official quarters.
The Government, it is added, can only
emphatically repeat its recent com-
municafion to the papal nuncio that it
condelnfs every form of violence and
believes that such acts can fulfill no
useful purpose, merely serving to in-
jure Germany’s cause.

While a detachment of French troops
was marching through the streets of
Duesseldorf on Saturday afternoon ‘led
by trumpeters a hand grenade was
thrown into their midst. Two of the
soldiers and a German woman and
child were injured. The French troops
at once broke ranks and chased a Ger-
man named Pabt. He probably will
be court martialed with a possibility
of shooting. The chief of police of
Duesseldorf has been arrested as re-
sponsible for any disorder.

Other Violence

Duesseldorf, Aug. 6—The explosion
of a hand grenade here Saturday which
wounded two members of a French
troop train, is a repetition of similar in-
cidents which have occurred in various
parts of the Ruhr. A bomb was found
in Essen, with fuse attached, -opposite
the building occupied by the coal syn-
dicate. A German was arrested. Near
the station of Essen West, a bomb was
exploded. It did little damage.

SAYS HUSBAND
WAS IMPOSTER

o
Brooklyn  Woman Asks Free-
dom From Dr. Biglow of
Boston.

New York, Aug. 6._Mrs, Celia A.
Bigelow of 675 Vanderbilt avenue,
Brooklyn, applied to Supreme Court
Justice Cropsey for annulment of her
marriage to Dr. A. Carl Bigelow, once
of Boston, whose present whereabouts
are unknown, on the ground that he
was an imposter, ‘who had married her
under a false name and had disappear-
ed after he had “borrowed” the last
cent of her personal wealth, amounting
to $30,000.

“He got it all and left me nothing,”
she told the court. Mrs. Bigelow, who
was the widow of Bernard Simmons, a
paper manufacturer, said she was in-
trodued to “Dr. Bigelow” at Port
Chester, N, Y., on Nov. 15, 1920, and
their wedding followed a year later.

“He told me,” Mrs. Bigelow testifled,
“he was an ‘eminent physician,’ iden-
tified with leading hospitals, and that
one of them was the Long Island Col-
lege Hospital. He described a system
he had devised for the treatment of
heart desease, and said that in no in-
stance had he failed to get $200 a case.

“We moved to 122 Sterling place. He
had often asked me if I had any mon-
ey and I told him I had $30,000 or so.
He took small amounts at intervals,
and finally got it all, including a note
for $150, payable to myself. He had
it cashed.

“I could not understand how an in-
fluential physician could be continually
cut of money, and I became suspicious.
I made a visit to his sister in Boston,
Mrs. Edmond A. Fordyce. Previously |
imy husband had told me that his sis- |
ter was his first patient and that his |
first operation had been performed on
her. While in Boston I learned he was
not a doctor and that his real namd
was Quinn, When I returned to Brook-
lyn he had disappeared.”

Sheldon Fairbanks Brings
News of ‘McMillan
Expedition.

Sheldon Fairbanks, a special writer
attached to the McMillan Greenland
Expedition, the first man to leave the
party, passed through the cityy on
Saturday en route to his homé in
Brookline, Mass.

The object of the expedition, he
said, was to place a tablet to the mem-
ory .of the men of the Greely expedi-
tion who perished on Cape Sabine, and
to carry out scientific work on Ells-
more Island. This is the tenth trip
Capt. McMillan has made to the polar
regions in the last fifteen years. Con-
ditions on the Labrador shore were
the worst in 75 years, and at Red Bay
the ship was besieged by hungry na-
tives seeking food.

On his return journey Mr. Fairbanks
visited Stag Bay, the site of the re-
puted gold field, but saw no sign of
the precious metal, and parties who
were there prospecting had not met
with much success. .

Mr. Fairbanks left on Saturday even-
ing for Boston.

The suicide theory, which was at-\
tached to the death of Miss Margaret
Lindsay, in Labrador, was finally set
at rest by Mr. Fairbanks. He gave the
opinion of Sergeant Dwyer, who had
handled the case, that Miss Lindsay’s
death was purely accidental.

VALUE OF CHEESE IN DIET

90| Its Importance Revealed in Recent

Studies of Food Substances.

Estimates of the nutritional value of
cheese 'in the past have been made or
the basis of its' high caloric content
and its place in the dietary has been
rather as an alternative for meaty
foods than as indispensable for its in-
trinsic merit, says The Nation’s Health.

All this is in a fair way to being chang-
ed on the basis of recent studies of
food substances.

S. K. Robinson, writing in The Am-
erican Food Journal, asserts that with-
out cheese the American dietary can-
not readily be balanced in certain basic
constituents.

The importance of cheese from the
newer standpoint of vitamins, mineral
salts and certain amino acids is the
basis of Mr. Robinson’s study. In the
process of cheese making the greatest
part of the casein and fat is brought
down‘in the curdling process, leaving
behind in the whey the milk, sugar and
albumin. Most of the mineral sub-
stances—the calcium, phosphates and
'iron—are lost only to a small extent.
The ch is rich in fatsoluble A, the

Whatever is argued in favor of the nu-
tritive value of milk can therefor be
said of cheese which, for some uses,
being the more concentrated food, en-
hances some of the benefits derived
from a milk diet several fold.

Until recently the science of nutri-
tion busied itself chiefly with the study
of fats, proteins and carbohydrates.
The importance of mineral constitu-
ents is apparent, however, when it is
considered that 2 per cent of the body
weight is made up of calcium, and

| more than 1 per cent of phosphorus.

Starling reports an interesting experi-
ment which shows the importance of
minerals in which rats fed upon a well
balanced diet, but devoid of minerals,
died sooner than another litter of rats
placed upon 8 starvation diet.

Of the calcium found in the body, 99
per cent is found in the bone. ] Qs—
pborus, however, is distributed through-
out the body. No other element has
such a wide distribution, and the cal-
cium and phosphate content of the
mother’s milk is ¥ery definitely relat-
ed to the growth of the young animal.

Lorand is quoted as saying the su-
periority of brain tissue lies chiefly in
its phosphorus content and it is further
claimed that fatigue of nerve and
brain tissues should be met by diet.
Robinson draws a parallel between the
deficiency of the average American diet
in calcium and phosphorus and the
average American’s nervous tension,
and recommends an increase in the
amount of cheese and milk to stabilize
this inequality. I

. Little, if anything, is said ofCook’s
Mills .in, the ordinary histories of the
war of 1812, but it was made clear
by General E.- A. Cruikshank and ‘other
speakers. at Wednesday’s ceremony
that this engagement marked the cul-
mination of the dangerous invasion of
the Niagara Peninsula in 1814. After
the success at Chippawa the Americkns
had advanced to the west, and General
Drummond feared an attempt to pene-
-trate in the direction  of Burlingtol
by the Beaver Dams. .

Col. Christopher Myers was gent to
“feel the enemy,” and advanced eéarly
on October 19 from Misener’s house
on Lyons Creek, three miles . from
Cook’s Mills, with ‘a force of about
750 men, led by the distinguished Glen-
garry Light Infantry. The Americans
were encountered with a body of 1,-
500 to 2,000 men, but no, canhnon.
Colonel Myers made every effort’ to
draw the enemy from the woods, but
they came only to the edge. After de-
stroying a small quantity of.. grain
stored in the mill the Americans re-
tired hastily next day by the route
over which they hiad advanced, 'al-
though they had been reinforced dur-
ing the night by two more regiments
of infantry. On October 21 the
whole invading army retired to Fort
Erie, and soon after recrossed the Nia-
gara River. The Americans reported
the loss of 12 killed and 54 wounded.

“The check received here by -the
American army,” said R. W. Geary,
President of the Lundy’s Lane Histori-
cal Society, “was of the greatest im-
portance to our country’s defenders.
The most critical and most ominous
period for Canada of the whole war
was perhaps the last few weeks ending
October 19, 1814, at Cook’s Mills. This
period of stress really brought out
Drummond’s finest generalship, and I
hope to see a monument erected to his
memory on this frontier commensur-
ate in importance with the greatness
of his service to Canada in the War of
1812-14.”

THE HIGH COST OF EATING.

(The Outlook.)

Breakfast, dinner, and supper cost
considerably more than they did ten
years ago. The increase in the retail
cost of food since 1918, taking the
country as a whole, is about forty-six
per cent.

The percentage of increase is based
on the average of the increases in the
cities of the country selected as typi-
cal by the Bureau of Labor Statistics,
United States Department of Labor.
The largest increase, fifty-six per cent,
is shown by Richmond, Virginia. The
smallest, thirty-one per cent, is shown
by Portland, Oregon. Detroit and
New York are next to the highest, and
Los Angeles and Denver next tg the
lowest. Midway of the list are such
cities as St. Louis and Atlanta. Indi-
cations are, therefore, that the in-
crease in food costs has been greatest
along the Atlantic seaboard, least on
the Pacific slope, and has ranged be-
tween the two in the interior. The
Bureau of Labor Statistics, however,
has not published an analysis of the
figures on this basis. Such an analy-
sis would probably show many excep-
tions to the rule.

Despite the steep ten-year climb,
retail food costs are not yet, appar-
ently, at the peak. From May 15 to’
June 15 of this year about eighty per
cent of the selected citiest showed in-
creases ranging from three per cent to
less than one-half of one per cent. Dur-
ing the year from June 15, 1922, to
June 15, 1923, more than ninety-five
per cent of the selected cities showed
increases, the greatest being seven per
cent, and the smallest less than one-
half of one per cent. A single city, St.
Paul, showed a decrease of one per
cent. The fairly regular geographical
variation shown for the ten-year period
does nnt apply either to the past year
or to the last month for which govern-
mental statistics are available.

THE CRIMINAL CAREER.

(Toronty - Globe) :
One way to discourage crime would
be to write a true story of the lifc of
the criminal.- The newspaper account,
the moving picture and: the novel us-
ually touch only the “high spots” the
crime, the pursuit, and possibly the
capture. Even where capture is the
conclusion there is something attract-
ive to unformed or ill-regulated minds
in the conflict and the danger. But .if
the whole story could be told there
would be a very different picture.
Take the case of the Toronto bank
robbes. What kind of life have the
fugitives from justice been leading for
the past few days, with the utmost
difficulty in procuring food and shel-
ter, and with a wounded man on their
hands? Suppose they escape for the
présent ,what kind of lives will they
lead. A, well known Toronto journal-
ist, who had wide experience in crim-
inal cases, made the illuminating re-
rark that he seldom kncew of a crim-
inal enjoying his ill-gottcn gains, even
from the lowest and most materialistic

point of view. He seldom appeared as
a well dréssed guest in a good hotel,|

but was usually lurking in some dirty,
squalid dive. His life ‘is that of a
hunted animal. He is at the mércy of
accomplices, of greedy ‘“fences” and
mercenary ‘women. This is the typi-
cal criminal. The “double-lifer” who
appears “alternately: as a burglar or
highwayman and a gentleman of fash-
jon or a-deacon in a church is rarely
found outside .the pages-of a novel.
The typical  life.-pf a . ecriminal is
sordid and .ugly and less interesting
and pleasurable than the humdrum
career of a clerk or a mechanic, The
commonplace. . citizen who  may be
found playing .with his children, fill-
ing the furnace or watering the lawn
has no need to envy the actors in the
drama of crime.

GIANT SKELETONS 0,000,000 YEARS
OLD LINKASIA AND AMERICA

World’s Greatest Fossil Fields Found by Andrews—
Will Take 100 Years to Exhaust Them,

Washington, Aug. 6—In a ' report
just received from Pexin, Roy Chap-
man Andrews, leader of the Third Asi-
atic expedition, declares .that the exist-
ence of a land connection between Asia
and North America has unquestionably
been established and hundreds of years
of work will be required to exnaust the
huge deposits in ‘“one of the world’s
greateést fossil fields.” Andrews wrotg
from the expedition’s camp in the Gobi
Desert, Mongolia, and was on the eve
of départure to the interior.

The Third Asiatic expedition was
launched on the theory that Central
Asia was the centre of dispersal of the
mammalian life of Europe ana Amer-
jea. ' Mr. Andrews’ letter follows:—

“Third Asiatic Expedition, in Camp,
Moiigolia, Lat. N. 43 degrees, 20 min-
utes, Long. E. 111 degrees, 48 minutes,
May 27.—The first month of the expe-
dition’s world is far beyond our hopes.
Where we expected only fragments we

: have discovered an immense deposit of

Jarge and small dinosaur bones. It will
require many mopths to exhaust this
region, but have received two partially

-¢omplete skeletons and parts of several

others. This includes herbivorous din-
csaurs, 30 feet long, of the Iguanden
type, and smaller carniverous specie.
These bones are at least 5,000,000 years
old, but beautifully preserved.

“They probably are related to Euro-
pean types and with our former work
indicate that Central Asia is the an-
vestral home of the dinosaurs which
migrated to Europe and America.
Expedition Is Divided.

The cxpedition now is divided into
two parts. One is working in the dino-
sagr beds and the other exploring later
geological strata. The second group,
camped 24 miles south of “the first, is
working in eocene deposits, the dawn
period of mammalian life. The strata
is extraordinarily rich in fossil remains.

We have discovered a skull of a giant
rhinoceros, like the best known as the
Titanothere, which, although it has
been buried for 3,000,000 years, is al-
most as perfect as though the animal
had died a week ago. The Titanoth-
sres were previously only known in
America. Finding this particular stage
in their development shows that they
crossed from America by way of a
former land bridge to Aswm,

We have found also remains of a

giant dog-like carnivore as well as
many teeth and jaws of an ancestral
tapir-like animal. We coul@ spend
easily a year’s work in these great de-
posits, but will give them only lime
enough to get a few of the choicest
things.

The expedition’s belief that Mongolia
is one of the world’s greatest fossil
fields is thoroughly confirmed. It will
require 100 years’ work by many ex-
peditions to exhaust these huge de-
posits. G

Desert Will Hide Party.

On June 7 the expedition will pro-
ceed westward into the Central Gobi
Desert. Then no further communica-
tion will be possible until we return
to Kalgan in October. We will be al-
most as completely buried as though
we were at the North Pole so far as
information of what is happening in
the outside world is concerned.

We expect to imvestigate areas which
we located last summer and to explore
new regions south of the Altai Moun-
tains toward Chinese Turkestan and
far to the West. Mapping is being
pushed vigorously and splendid work
is being accomplished. In some of the
western deposits which are of extraor-
dinary interest we hope to find new evi-
dence of animal and possible human
ancestry.

During the last two weeks the
weather has been very bad.  Terrific
windstorms have raged incessantly and
filled the air with driving sand and
well nigh burying us in our tents. Dur-
ing such storms all work had to cease
and bwe'occupied ourselves only with
keeping -our tents upright. The cars
are doing splendidly and as antelope
are plentiful, we have more than
enough meat. Yesterday morning the
temperature at 6.30 was 28 degrees
above zero. We are all wearing winter
clothes. The entire party is in excel-

lent health.

BSHOP ONLY
" NADE ONE BE

Still the Dean of Durham
Says His Church is Divid-
ed on Question.

(London Daily Mail)

Bishop Welldon, the Dean of Dur-
ham, giving evidence yesterday before
ihe 'House of Commons Committee
which is considering a betting tax, said

he thought the Church of England as a
body was divided on the question of
bettings

He considered the pari-mutuel and
totalisator tended to be a more
straight-forward system of betting, but
it was not within his province to sug-
gest the introduction of either of these
1eachines if it were found desirable to
plice a duty on betting. The Chair-
man, Mr. Cautley, K.C.: What is the
p.oral view you hold as to betting?—
I do not think it a sin in itself, but it
1ay. easily become a sin. It seems to
be almost parallel to drinking—im-
moral when carried to excess. The
bichop added that he could not hold
that man who risked one shilling com-
mitted a sin. He had scen hundreds of
men have their little flutter of one
‘chilling on board ship as to the ship’s
run.

Sir Beddoe Rees: Did you put your
shilling on?—No; but I should not
have considered it was committing a
sin had I done so.

Annual Trip to Inaccessible
Island Requires Nerve .
' and Skill.

* London, July 11—(By Mail.)-~Wiit- |

ing from Tristan da' Cunha, Rev. H.
M. Rogers, resident missionary on that
isolated island in the South Atlantic,
gives in today’s Times the following
interesting details about Inaccessible
Island, a still lonelier spot than Tristan
da Cunha:

A voyage to Inaccessible Island,
some thirty miles from here, is some-
thing of an adventure in an open boat
made only of canvas and light wood,
especially as the sea between is rough
and full of cross currents. The Tristan
boatmen make an annual visit, and it
requires nerve and skill.. This year
four small craft made the crossing, and
after a stay of a few days' returned
safely. :

Inaccessible Island can genmerally be
seen looming up as a great blue jagged
cliff from the high land 'of Tristan. It
is ‘by no means an inviting-looking
place, though more thickly wooded than
Tristan and of a much lower elevation.
1t has never been inhabited save by
$#wo brothers who stayed on it for two
yeats and endured considerable priva-
tion. There is good fresh water ob-
tainable, fish abound in the waters, and
seabirds innumerable, but there is no
good harbor and landing is uncertain
-in all’ seasons.

The islanders of Tristan have named
the few beaches where it is possible to
land; for example, “Salt Beach” and
«Blendon Hall Beach”—this last after
the fine ship Blendon Hall, wrecked on
the island with some loss “of life many
years ago. The survivors were ‘rescued
by boats from Tristan.

Octopi On Rocks. -

Like Tristan, Inaccessible is sur-
rounded by a vast quantity or kelp,
but its waters are haunted by man-
eating sharks, and great octopi craws
hideously over the rocks. As there
are no rats on the island, the tus-
sock and island trees grow high and

thick, and the Tristanites have taken
over some sheep and cattle to fatten.
But this year, on ‘arrival at Salt
Beach, they were perturbed to find
some of the fat cattle and sheep
vanished, leaving no' trace. The main
object of the voyage to Inaccessible
is always to search for driftwood,
which the ocean currents throw up
on the beaches and: under the cliffs,
and to obtain seabirds:or their eggs
for food. The driftwood is used by
the men to floor and roof their houses,
and is very eagerly sought for. It is
supposed to be washed over from tim-
berladen ships, or even to come from
distant wrecks on the American or
African coast. It might interest the
student of ocean currents to know that
wood of trees and seeds of plants, call-
ed here ‘“sea beans,” known to grow
in West Africa ar South America, have
been found and identified here on the
beaches. ]

This time, kowever, there was no
luck in finding wood. It was hoped to
finish some new cottages, and help to
complete the new church, for, which
some kind friends at home: recently
sent wood. But among the many sea-
birds found were seyeral specimens of
a scarce bird known as the “Island
Cock.” This bird, which has hitherto
not figured, I believe, in any musedims,
was searched for by the Quest Expedi-
tion, but not obtained. It is remark-
able in habits and appearance, quite
smal]l in size, of a black color, with
red eyes, and very short wings. It
never flies, but runs with amazing

swiftness, and hides cunningly in the
tussock and bush. It lives in a bur-
row with several entrances, which it
makes for itself in the ground, and is
very elusive, as it is very cunning, en-
tering one way and emerging another.
It is a land bird, and is not found here,
though I believe it once was. Its eggs
have never been obtained. Nor does it
sing.. It seems to be a survival of a
primitive type, reminding one. of the
New Zealand Kiwi in certain respects,
though it is more cinning than the
Kiwi. It feeds on worms, grubs, and
such seeds as it may pick up, it is said.
It is as big as a large sparrow.
Perpendicular Cliff,

Salt Beach, where the boats from
Tristan are often forced to land, is
faced by a perpendicular cliff practical-
ly impossible to climb and steeper than
Beachy Head, as well as higher. It was
the sight of this beach that earned the
island its name. The weather is often
so bad that when the boats reach inac-
cessible they are unable for perhaps a
fortnight to recross the wild channel of
roaring waters which separate the two
‘islands, and in this ‘case the crews are
liable to be hard put to'it for food.

While ‘the men were away there was
a cry of “Sail Ho!” and two small
whaling steamers were sighted making
towards Falmouth Bay. Those who
were left at home were scarcely enough
for a “boat’s ‘crew, but' the missionary,
the bigilads, and the Boy Scouts got a
large row boat down the bank and

BOMB WARSHIPS
FROM HIGH IN AIR

Plans of Army Aviators for
Attack on the Virginia
and New Jersey. -

Washington, Aug. 4.—Details have
been announced of the plans for the
destruction by the Army Air Service
in bombardment practice of the old
battleship Virginia and New Jersey off
Cape Hatteras late this month or early
in September,

Since the Ostfriesland tests in 1921
Army bombing has gone ahead tre-
mendously. The largest bomb used
then weighed 1,000-pound.

Somie diatoms lead a free and sep-
arate existence, while others are at-
tached by stalks to various objects or
to others of their kind. In still other
cases they are associated in colonies.
Most .of the free-living forms have the
power of spontaneous movement when
in contact with something solid. In
the past, capacity for locomotion was
believed to belong exclusively to ani-
mals, but now it is recognizcd that
certain minute plants and certain re-
production cells of some larger plants
have at some period of their existence
the power to move from place to place
in a watery medium.

Diatoms are said to be especially
abundant at present in the Antarctic
Ocean, where, in some regions, they
constitute almost the entire plant life,
and directly or indirectly are the
means of support of marine animals.
They form there, in places, a conspic-
'uous yellowish scum on the surface of
' the sea and around the bases of ice-
| bergs.

the surface under the city of Rich-
mond, Va., and extending through the
eastern part of that State into portions
of Maryland. These fossil deposits,
consisting almost wholly of the glass-
like skeletons of microscopic plants’
are sometimes hard and sometimes soft
and powdery.

The material is put to various eco-
nomic uses, a principal one being as
an ingredient of polishing powders and
scouring compounds. The minute flinty
shells of diatoms are brittle, but their
freagments are very hard and well
adapted to polishing. stones, metals,
etc. The more powdery deposits, some-
times known as “fossil flour,” are used
as a sort of matrix or filled in the
manufacture of rubber goods, and some-
times in making dynamite as an as-
sorbent for nitroglycerine,

Numerous photographs were exhibit-
ed by Dr. Howe, illustrating the sym-
metrical forms assumed by these lowly
plants and the beautiful and exquisit
sculpturing of their cell walls as
brought out by a microscope. Most
of the photographs were presented to
the Botanical Garden some years ago
by the late Charles F. Cox, a business
man who formerly was president of
the New York Academy of Sciences
and for many years was treasurer of
the Botanical” Gardens.

The' Mari-
time Proyinces have been complaining
about the hardness of the times down
here, but in comparison with the Prai-
rie Provinces, conditions here are really
pn::yerous. 1 had the opportunity of
obtain
garding the state of business in all the
provinces and I was surprised. to find
what a good showing our own section
of the Dominion had heen making as
compared with-many other parts. The
most prosperous places at present seem
to be Vancourver in the west and Tor-
cnto and. Montresl in the east. Both
Helifax and St. John, however, that is
judged by the experience of wholesale
merchants, are better than any of the
cities of the plains; in fact it was the
¢xpresséd’ opinion’ of ‘some that Dbills
were being more promptly paid in the
Maritime Provinces ‘than in most parts
of Canada. ' Needless-to say, this was
cheering news to me.”

Mr. Murphy reports that large pre-
parations are now being made to har-
vest the western wheat crop. More
than 100,000 harvesters, both male and
female are expected to arrive shortly.
Of these a great many are coming out
from England and it is hoped that out
6f the large number arriving a portion
at least will remain permanently in the
country.

He was accompanied from
Switzerland by Fritz Beck the associa-
tion’s representative in Canada and the
United States. Almost all the reports
received to date he said indicate that
the Swiss settlers are doing very well.
-Complaints were received in only one

Nonpe of the Swiss
settlers sent out by Dr. Bernhard’s or-
ghnization has been ‘in Canada long,
the first party having arrived on March
24 1gst. Successive parties have arriv-
ed since oconsisting of about fifty per-
‘sons each making a tota] already in the
country of nearly 750.

Drydock and Shipbuilding Co., Ltd.,
and hissbride of a few weeks, formerly |
Miss Gertrude Edith Tomalin, of|
Niagara House Raling, England, have|
arrived from England. i

In an interview Mr. Ross said that
he had purchased a new and powerful|
tug, at the instigation of some of the
directors, while in England. She will;
be used for salvage purposes and wili
be operated out of Sydney and Halifax,
as well as from this port. Formerly
the St. Alban, she was christened the
“Optimist” by Mrs. Ross.

It is comparatively new having been
completed in 1918, and is equipped
with the very latest salvage equipment,
has.a wireless outfit and all the latest
appointments for a vessel of its class,
being capable also of great speed. He
also purchased the West Hope, another
steel tug which was built in 1919,
which will replace the Florence in St.
John harbor where it will be used for
docking boats.

Captain Greenlaw, skipper of the tug
Margaret Hackett, and one of the best
known tug captains’in the harbor, will
sail for England from Quebec on. Fri-
day to bring the “Optimist” across the
ocean. ‘He will tow the West Hdpe
and Mr. Ross.expects .that the vessels
will arrive here about September 1.

The Dry Dock.

Asked when the dry dock at Court-
enay Bay would be‘in operation, Mr.
Ross said they would be open for busi-
ness on October 1. He was surprised,
he saidyt@ find that so much work had
been aeeomplished during his absence
and he;felt sure that they would be
able to handle business at the dale
specified. Lot

While in England he had made a
tentative agreement with one of the
largest British  shipbuilding firms,
Swan, Hunter, & Wigham Richardson
Co., Ltd., to amalgamate with the St.
John Dry Dock and Shipbuilding Co.,
Ltd., the basis of amalgamation to be
approved by the directors of the local
company. If the local directors ‘were
satisfied - with the proposition, he felt
sure it would go through. The object
of such an amalgamation with a noted
British- firm, he explained, was to get
work on the large vessels, for with a
new firm. bregking into the business
here, the 'steamship companies might
be rather skeptical of their ability to
handle large vessels. The basis of the
agreement with the British firm would
be to have them handle and supervise
the work, under the business manage-
ment of -the local firm.

Build Large Ships.

The reputation of Swan, Hunter and
Wigham Richardson, Ltd., is known all’
over the world. Among their most
noted accomplishments in the ship-
building industry, is the construction
by a subsidiary, Barclay, Carle & Co,,
Ltd.,, of the Mauretania, which holds
the Atlantic speed record. This is one
of eleven vessels built by this firm for
the Cunard Steamship Co., Ltd. They
have also constructed some of the lar-
gest passenger vessels of the Canadian
Pacific fleet, among them being the
Minnedosa, Melita, Missanabie and
Metegama. There are a number of
other subsidiary and amalgamated
companies, in the steel and iron manu-
facturing business, as well as in ship-
building and repair works. During the
war this firm built several cruisers,
submarines and destroyers for the Brit-
ish Admiralty and it holds an interest
also in the New York Dry Dock Co.,
Inc. To have such a firm connected
with our local enterprise undoubtedly
would be of immense advantage.

Asked if further construction work
would be carried on this winter by the
company at East St. John, Mr. Ross
said that the caisson gate in connection
with the dry dock had been built by
the Dominion Bridge Company, but the
local company, in order to keep their
skilled men at work this winter, plan-
ned to build the other gate needed,
themselves. They would get the steel
cut in England and would carry on
with the construction work. The mag-
nitude of this task may be realized
when it is known that 1,100 tons of
steel goes into such a gate.

Mrs.Ross, when asked how she liked
Canada,. said she was delighted with
what she had seen of it. This is not
her first visit as she was here in March
of this year, stopping off for a time
during a ‘world tour which she was
making.

Puts Up Good Fight, But is
Beaten by Length and
a Half.

Baltimore, Aug. 6—FHaving led the
field for over half the distance of a mile
and a quarter, Hilton Belyea of St.
John, came very near to a national row-
ing championship on Saturday, but was
nosed out by McGuire, who led the
Canadian at the line by a length and a
half, in the fifty-first regatta of the
National Associdtion of Amateur Oars-
men held on the Patapsco River.

Edward McGuire, a Buffalo police-
man, rowing for the Mutual Club, won
the event but only by a margin of a
length and a half with Belyea, the
veteran Canadian, placing second, and
Costello, holder of the national title
before the regatta, a poor third.

McGuire’s time was 8 minutes, 48
seconds; Belyea’s, 8 minutes, 51 sec-
onds. The winner’s time did not con-
stitute a record, being one minute, 6
1-5 ‘seconds slower than the mark es-
tablished in the morning race. Belyea
lay back prone in his ‘scull for several
minutes after crossing the line. :

Every one got his money’s worth but
those who were favoring Costello. -The
latter did not have a chance: He was
distanced in the first half mile. Bel-
yea, on the contrary, came up to all

the race, Getting away to a splendid
start he took a slight lead and started
to increase it gradually.” At the half
way mark he was ahead by two lengths
with McGuire second and Costello
trailing.

Then came the break. Not exactly a
break but a repetition of the age old
story that youth must be served. Mc-
Guire challenged his older rival’s lead.
Bit by bit he crept closer. Belyea,
aware of McGuire’s every move, also
spurted.

Battle for the Lead.

The two shells seemed to leap
through the water under the added
impetus of the sprints. Foot by foot
McGuire gained and Belyea must have
realized then and there that he would
'be beaten. McGuire was clearly the
younger and stronger- sculler. Yet
Hilton never once let up. Despite the
terrific strain that must have taken a
far greater toll of strength and endu-
rance from the Canadian than it did
from the Buffalo sculler, the former
fought the good fight and went down
{o defeat like a hero.

McGuire caught Belyea at the mile
mark. Belyea held him even, pow to
bow, for a couple of strokes, but the
younger man was not to be denied and
his long, powerful strokes carried him
to the fore.

McGuire increased his lead to two
lengths but, try though he did, hie
could not better that margin and thus
the shells crossed the finish line, Mc-
Guire taking the dip of the judges’ flag
just a few seconds before Belyea. Cos-
tello, the former champion, finished
third, six lengths behind Belyea.

McGuire advanced into the cham-
pionship singles through his unexpect-
ed victory over Gilmore and Gude in
the Association race held early in the
morning. He won the associations by
a margin of two lengths, Gilmore plac-
ing second and Gude third. In view of
the fact that Gilmore of Bachelors has
twice this season rowed in three win-
ning crews on the same afternoon, and
that Gude has a record of seven
straight victories in as many starts in
a single shell, McGuire’s triumph was
remarkable and might never have oc-
curred but for the fact that the Phila-
delphia ace weakened himself consider-
ably in the quarter mile dash event an
hour earlier. :

Upsets featured the entire regatta.
The Penn A. C. four-oared shell lost
to the Penn Barge quartette it had
beaten in Canada by a margin of four
lengths, while Jack Kelly also stroked a
losing crew in the quadruples sculls
which was won by Duluth.

Kelly and Costello scored the only
win of the day for the Penn A G in
the senior doubles, defeating Gilmore
and Hapgood, of Bachelors by two
lengths.

Mayor Fisher read a letter from the
Civiec Commission, asking for authoriz-
ation of expenditures of $2,8397 for 50
meters and $3,175 for 500 western cedar
poles.

Commissioner Thornton asked if the
Civic Commission would be soon pre-
senting a statement of expenditure to
date.

Commissioner Bullock asked If this
was all the poles that would be re-
quired and if the distribution system
would be completed by December 1.

RS AL illet, said he thought it
doubtful if the work would be complet-
ed by that date. He said that not a
single post hole had yet been dug on
the west side and wanted to know if
another crew could not be put to work
over there.

Call for More Speed.

Mayor Fisher said he was very glad
the matter had been brought up, as
it would help the Commission in its
efforts to speed up the work on the dis-
tribution system. He had felt for some
time there should be a second contrac-
tor on the work and an effort had been
made to come to some arrangement
with the contractors to this end, but
without avail so far. The manager had
advised very strongly on this point and
declared himself of the opinion that
progress by the present contractor was
too slow.

Commissioner Thornton expressed
surprise at the statement of the mayor
that the council could help as they had
been told to keep their hands off and
not interfere with the Commission. He
did not know who was meant by the
manager, but if it was Mr. Yates then
he did not think that gentleman had
done very much to daté.

The mayor said he had meant Mr.
Yates who had come here as manager
and was still on the job.

The Commissioner said he had
watched the Civic Commission very
carefully and he was of the opinion

| that Mr. Wilson had done the work

and should receive the credit for it.
Commissioner Wigmore said it was
the disposition of the council not to
interfere with the commission but seo
far as the west side was concerned he
felt a start should have been made
on that work before this. In connec-
tion with Mr. Yates, he had been dis-
appointed with him at first and was
more so now. He thought the engineer
should be given credit and also some

FORT HOWE DEED

Thornton Sdggests Possi-
bilities of Suits for
‘Damages.

A decision to take up with the Do-
miniod Parks Association the matter
of a transfer of Fort Howe from the
Dominion Government to the city was
arrived at this morning by the City
Council.
