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Residence, Barn and
‘Part of Greenhouses at
Coldbrook Are Burned

Walter Pedersen Sdffers Heavily by
Early Morning Blaze—Wife Rescued
From Burning Home— Personal Be-
fongings All Gone -

With a loss, which he places at $20,-
000, perhaps more, fire this morning
totally destroyed the  Coldbrook
dwelling and barn, owned by Walter
Pedersen, florist, of 141 Charlotte street,
end badly damaged his green houses
adjoining. ' His large stock of plants and
bulbs are also badly damaged. About
the only things saved from the burning
buildings were two horses, which were
in the barn and g set of harness. Mrs.
Pedersen had a narrow escape from bé-
ing burned, being rescued by her hus-
band while the house was in flames.

A little after 6.80 o'clock, Mr. and|
Mrs. Pedersen were at breakfast with

the night fireman, Michael Marshall.
Alexander MacEachern and Isaac West-
erholm, two men employed by Mr. Ped-
ersen for work about the green houses,
had finished breakfast and had gone to
do some work about the barn, which ad-
joins the house in the rear. Mrs, Mac-
FEachern, Mrs. Pedersen’s housekeeper,
was also in the house. A crackling no

was heard in the dining-room and flames
were noticed in one corner near the céil-

The house is two stories high, the
whole lower floor being used as a fur-
nace room, in which there are two large
furnaces, from which two sheet iron
funnels run up through the roof. It is
supposed that the fire originated from
one of these pipes. The rooms in which
Mr. and Mrs. Pedersen and their help
resided were situated on the second floor.

As soon as the blaze was discovered
all began to fight it, and with the as-
sistance of pails and a small hose, tlie
fire was almost -extinguished, when it
was found that the room on the other
side of the wall was in a mass of flames,
It was then seen that there was no hope
of saying either the house or contents.

Two car-
riages and a sleigh, several sets of har-
ness and a large quantity of hay and
féed went up in smoke.

It was with difficulty that the -two
horses were rescued. One of them was
a& rather nervous animal and the men
.were forced to fight with it to get it out.
‘Hardly had the horse been removed
when the barn loft, then a mass of see-
thing flames, fell with a crash right
where the horses had been a few mo-
ments before.

Considerable damage was done to the

two greenhouses. The one that is far-|
‘ther away from the house was damaged
only to the extent of a few panes of
glass cracked' with the heat, but the
whole end of the other one, for about
twenty ‘feet, is wrecked, the glass being
ig;oken and the metal frames badly
twisted. What plants in this green-
‘house were not destroyed by the fire
were, it is thought, killed afterwards by
the frost. The other greenhouse is filled
with plants, and unless the heating ap-
‘paratus can be restored early today, it
is feared they may be destroyed. .
' The odccupants of the house escaped
with hardly anything but the clothes
which they were wearing at the time.
| Mrs. Pedersen and Mrs. MacEeachern
were taken to the Three Mile House!
with just their house clothes, and
Mr. Pedersen was forced to walk there
 without either shoes, hat or coat.

Besides their buildings, Mr. and Mrs.
Pedersen lost all their house furnish-
ings, which they had stored in one of
the rooms of the house, awaiting’ the
erection of a dwelling in the spring.

While recog-
pizing the tendency of historians to ex-
aggerate topographical obstacles, such as
streams, rivers, 1s mountain
ranges, Sir John said that, having him-
self inspected the battlefield of the
Plains of Abraham, no book, in his op-
inion had ever adequately brought home
the bold and daring conception of Wolfe
when he getermined to scale and attack
the precipitous heights on the St. Law-
rence., As a soldier speaking to sold-

 iers, he concluded, he would like to say

how grateful he felt to the people of
Westerham fox keeping fresh the mem-
ory of the birth, great life and glorious
death of Wolfe.

ND CANCER CURE”
YET, SAYS A NOTED

Declares Radium and Mesothorium
Theory “a Gigantic Swindle™

Berlin, Jan. 83—%“A’ gigantic swindle,”
is the vigorous description applied by
Prof. Ernest Schweninger of Munich,
who was Bismarck’s private physician,
#o the theory that radium and mesothor-
fum are: the long sought cures for can-
cer. He protests that the hue and cry
from serious minded members of his
profession sent up in regard to the mir-
aculous value of radium and mesothor-
ium for cancer treatment, are ‘“highly
unworthy of genuine medical ethics.”

“In mesothorium, ‘I see at the best a
quicker, pleasanter and even more cer-
tain means of arresting the ravages of
the cancerous disease than any hitherto
employed, but it certainly does not hold
out any promises whatever of eradicat-
ing the disease from the system.to an
extent which promises restoration of
health. Radium and mesothorium in
other words, are simply a new and aux-
iliary means of treating cancer. They are
certainly not a cure. In the last analysis,
they are no better than any other inade-
guate means at our disposal.”

INFECTIOUS DISEASE

Out of 895 cases of infectious diseases
in St. John last year there were twenty-
scven deaths. Eleven occurred from
gdiphfheria, eleven from typhoid fever,
‘and five from measles. The total cases
‘were:-——Diphtheria, 113; scarlet fever,
: fifty-one; typhoid fever, eighty-eight;
measles, 142; and smallpox 1. The great-
est number of cases of infectious disease
was in March when seventy-four were
recorded. Of this fifty-one were measles,
while Febrnary was second with fifty-
five of which forty-two were measles.

FINANCE AND POLITICS

There has been and is a vigorous dis-
eussion in the press of the United States

concerning the causes of the halt in :

business which has been apparent for
some time past. ‘The Republican lead-
ers of course assert that the Democratic
policy is responsible, and that as a re-
sult of downward revision of the tariff
end attacks upon the great vested inter-
ests the period of depression has come
and will become more pronounced,
On the other hand, the friends of the
; Wilson administration vigorously deny
that Democratic’ ‘policy is responsible
for the change that has taken place,
gnd Senator Simmons, who was chair-
man of the finance committec when the
tariff bill was before the senate, boldly
ttacks the Republicans and declares
hat the halc in business and  anything
pproachinig panicky conditions that may
ave developed is, entirely due to “the
efforts of a little coterie of moncyed
nien who cortrol big finances.” He says
that, “a big concern like that which J.
P. Morgan & Company of New York
dorminate; would not mind losing $40,-
000,000 or $50,000,00C in a financial crash
if it could block certain legislation.”
Secretary Redfield expresses the same
view, and declares that the fnancial in-
‘terests have gone to the extreme in try-
ing to bring on a panic. Secretary Red-
field is able to show that the flooding
of the markets which was to prove dis-
astrous to American manufacturers has
not taken place, and quotations from
geveral financial jeurnals show that sent-
fment in financial circles does not indi-
cate that the country is in a bad way,
or the conditions nearly as bad as some
men profess tc believe. It is pointed
out that the Christmas season money
orders issued by the New York post of-
fice in December, for transmission to for-
eign countries, amounted to nearly 38,-
000,000, or at least a million and a
quarter more than for the corresponding
period last year. The New York Even-
ine Post has a letter from Pittshurg
which predicts that as stocks of mer-
chandise on hand are geéting low there
must very soon be a fresh buying move-
ment and a general husiness recovery.
The news which came over the wires
yesterday and today shows that the
money trust is breaking up, and an in-
ternational banker is quoted as saying
that the action taken by J. P. Morgan
& Company in withdrawing fromn the
directorates of a score or more of great
corporations is only the fore-runner of
many such announcements, and that the
change indicates a decision on the part
of the big financiers to get more in line
with public sentiment. The news will
be very welcome to President Wilson
and his colleagues, and will tend to
strengthen public confidence in the pol-
icy of the Democratic party.

THE LIQUOR TRAFFIC.

The Naticna! Liquor Dealers’ Journal
of the United States recently had a re-
markable article on the liquor traffic, in
which it is practically declared that the
traffic must soon go. Among other things
it says:

“When the pecple decide that it (the
traffic) must go, it will be banished. To
us there is ‘the hand writing on the
wall, and its interpretation spells doom.”

The writer goes on to say that hence-
forth the prchibition fight in the United

for other business purposes, making it.

States will be nution-wide, and over the
question whether there shall be a con-
stitutional amendment to prohibit the
manufacture and sale of zll alcoholic
liquors. It is pcinted out that thirty-six
states must unite to secure such an
amendment, but that there are already
nine prohibition states, and cighteen in
which the majority of the people in each
live under local option.

It is interesting to note that this
griter, who says he “believes that pro-
hibition is theoretically wrong,” takes
no stock in the argument against pro-
hibition that it is not effective, or in
other words that prohibition does not
prohibit. )

“This,” he seys, “is not basic or moral.
The fact of failure to enforce is no argu-
ment against even the expediency, much
less against the moral issue involved.
Ultimately all questions must be settled
by moral standards. Only in this way
can mankind be saved from self-efface-
ment. When the people decide that the
liquor trafic must go it will be banish-
ed.” :

In seeking a reason for the position
in which the liduor traffic finds itself,
this writer in the National Liquor Deal-
ers’ Journal says that the . business is
itself to blame because “it has formed
an alliance with the slums, deliberately
aids the most corrupt political powers,
and backs with all its resources the most
unworthy men, the most corrupt and re-
creant officials; while it does not aid
the purification of municipal, state or
lnational administration, because it has
to ask immunity for its own lawless-
ness.” Summing up the whole situation
‘he says to those interested in the liquor
traffic: “Prepare the defence, friends,
make your case ready for court; the
trial cannot be postponed.”

This is certainly a remarkable article
to be found in a journal of the trade,
and it indicates Low vigorously and
with what success the friends of tem-
perance in the United ‘States have been
pressing their campaign for some years
past.
