Great Britain's secretary for foreign
affairs, in the course of -his long-her-
alded discourse on the famous pact for
security and disarmament before the
Council of the League of Nations to-
day. - Mr. Chamberlain made it clear
that the British attitude toward the
protocol was that of the Empire, and
resulted from consultation and close
co-operation between the Dominions
and the mother country.

Dominions Reject Plan,

One of the most important features
of Mr. Chamberlain’s address, which
outlined the British objections to the
protocol, was that telegraphic commu-
nication with the British Dominions
4nd India showed that Canada,: Aus-
tralia, New Zealand, the Union of
South Africa, apd India were also un-
aule to accept the protocol. He id
he was not yet in possession of the
views ‘of the Irish Free State.

Sympathy Expressed,

After emphasizing the sympathy
that existed throughout the British
Emplte with any effort to improve the
international machinery for world
peace, Mr, Chamberlain said that suc-
cessive administrations in Great Brit-
ain, with the full approval of the self-
governing Dominions, not only had in
theory favored arbitration, which was
one of the features of the protocol, but
had practiced it. They had not only
preached disarmament, but had actu-
ally disarmed to the limit of national
safety. They had taken a full share
in creating and supporting the League
of Nations, and the Permanent Court
of International Justice, while the im-
mense sacrifices they had made in. the
cause of general security, were matters
of recent history.

Amendment Needed.

If therefore, continued Mr. Cham-
berlain, after consulting the Domin-
jons and India, Great Britain saw in-
supcrable objections to signing and |
ratifying the protocol in its present
shape, this was not because she felt
herself out of harmony with the pur-
peses the protocol was intended to
serve, or was opposed in principle to
plans for clarifying the meaning of the
League of Nations’ covenant or
strengthening its provisions.

“Amendment and interpretation may
in themselves be desirable,” added the
British foreign secretary, “but His
Majesty's government carnot believe
that the protocol as it slands provides
a suitable method of attempting that
tesk.”

Although quarantine against the im-
portation of plants and shrubs from
foreign countries has been in effect in
the United States for several years,
this is the first time that it has been
extended to shamrocks.

Just why it was extended to sham-
rocks this year, R. I. Smith, in’ charge
of the federal horticultural board that
is enforcing the quarantine act here,
could not say. That was a matter, he
said, for Washington to decide.

. Conference Suggested,

Sir Eric Geddes speaking yesterday
pleaded that the Federation of British
Industries in closer touch with
their fellow ‘manufacturers in otheér
industrial countries of the world to
discuss a general expansion of trade
by co-operation.

The cabinet today is considering a
scheme to call a national conference of
workers and employers to establish
some form of industrial peace while
labor is still insisting that there should
be an enquiry to investigate why ship-
building orders go abroad which is
generally believed to be due to the in-
efficiency of the works here. Sudden
awakening of British industry to the
danger is a good sign.

Nigerian Incident,

There is likely to be a battle in Par-
liament over the snubbing of Lord
Leverhulme by Sir Hugh Clifford,
Governor of Nigeria, which is causing
considerable indignation.

It appears that at Lagos on January
10th Sir Hugh, in his official capacity,
gave a dinner-dance in honor of Lord
Leverhulme, who was visiting the port
in his steam yacht Albion. In his
private capacity, however, the governor
refused to dine aboard the Albion on
thé following evening. The refusal was
said to be due to his resentment to a
statement alleged to have been made
by Lord Leverhulme that the govern-
ment of Nigeria was in the hands of
“hureaucratic and autocratic officials,
who retain the worst features of our
colonial system which two centuries
ago lost us our American colonies.”

Coursol, an invalid, who has been con-
fined to bed for a long time, and is in-
capable of moving because of rheuma-
tism and paralysis, was assaulted and
maltreated by his wife, Mary Jane
Agnes Dwyer, who gagged him. to the
point of suffocation in April 1924, and
later beat him and twisted his neck,
according to -a judgirent handed down-
by Mr. Justice De Lorimer in the
Superior court, granting the husband’s
suit for a judicial separation.

The plaintiff declared that he was
instituting the action for separation
on grounds of unspeakable cruelty and

abuse.
The Wife’s Plea,

The defendant, said Mr. Justice De
Lorimier, pleaded that she had always
heen a good and faithful wife, always
loving, taking care of the plaintiff in
his illness. She stated that since her
husband had become incapable of look-
ing after his affairs, she had taken
charge of the common domicile, where
she rented Tooms for her benefit and
that of her husband and children.

New York Grand Jury Probes
Lax Marriage Bureau Methods

NEW YORK, March 12—Twenty
girl brides, some of them only 12 years
old, most of them 15 and 16, none more
than 18, were summoned: before the
Bronx county grand jury this week in
an investigation into the marriage
license bureaus of Manhattan and the
Bronx. .

Each girl, all of whom have annul-
ment and divorce suits pepding, was
questioned, after which the jury ad-
journed until Friday, when a present-
ment urging radical reforms in the mar-
riage bureaus will be presented to Jus-
tice Tierney.

The girls were subpoenaed by \Dis-
trict Attorney McGeehan of the Bronx,
who instituted the investigation follow-
ing complaints that the measures in
determining the age of applicants for

licenses were lax, and in face of statis-

age of civil marriages were failures due
to the hasty manner in which they were
performed.

INQUIRY INTO LOSS
OF SHIP CANCELLED

Canadian Navigator Case
Was Held at Barbadoes.

The inquiry into the burning of the
C. G. M. M. steamer Canadian Navi-
gator, which was to have been held
here today has been cancelled, accord-
ing to advice received by G. K. Mc-
Nah, port agent for the C. G. M. M,,
last evening from Montreal.

An inquiry was held into the fire at
Barbadoes before the officers and crew
left there, but the cause of the ex-
plosion, which started the fire, could
not be learned. Owing to the fact
that the finding and evidence of this
court were not received promptly by
the authorities at Ottawa, it was de-
cided to hold a court of inquiry here.

The complete papers dealing with the
case were received this week by the
Canadian authorities, and the evidence
was deemed satisfactory and any fur-
ther inquiry was regarded as needless

expense.

Arrangements were made at once by
the head office of the C. G. M. M. at
Montreal to furnish' the officers with
transportation from St. John to Hali-
fax, and it was forwarded by mail last
night. It arrived this afternoon on the
Montreal train and Postmaster Alex-

M. M. This enabled the offi
leave on the Halifax train. Most of

ARMY IS REDUCED

British Forces Fewer, Than Last
Year—Budget Cut
£500,000.

LONDON, March 12.—The British
army estimates for 1925-26 fixes the
land forces at 160,600 men, a reduction
of 1,000, while the amounts for main-
tenance will total £44,500,000 against
£45,000,000 last year.

BOTH COMMENCED

Early Gains Offset by Heavy
: Losses During Last
Six Months.

OTTAWA, March 11—A close sim-
llarity marks the operating perform-
ances of the Canadian Pacific and the
Canadian National Railways in the
calendar year of 1924, according to the
statistics made public today by the
Dominion bureau. The decrease in the
operating revenues of the Canadian Na-
tional (Canadian lines) was a little
more than $13,000,000, while the de-
crease of the Canadian Puacific was &
little more than $12,000,000. Tie de-
crease in operating expenses of the
Canadian National (Canadian lines)
was mor~ than $13,000,000, while that
of the Canadtan Pacific was a little more
than $12,000,000, but the decrease in the
net operating revenue of the Canadian
National (Canadian lines) was only a
little more than $86,000, while the de-
crease in operating revenue of the
Canadian Pacific was more than $250,-
000.

Revenues Compared.

Operating revenues of the Canadian
National (Canadian lines) in 1924 to-
talled $201,224,493.18, while those of the
Canadian Pacific were $180,796,044.12.
Operating expenses of the Canadian
National (Canadian lines) were $189,-
460,403, while those of the Canadian
Pacific were $143,258,643, and net oper-
ating revenue of the Canadian National
(Canadian lines) was $11,764,089, and
that of the Canadian Pacific $37,537,-
400.

Farly in 1924 the tonnage and gross
earpings of the Canadian National held
well up to the 1923 record, so that by
the end of July gross earnings were
ahead of those of 1923 by $206,192 while
operating expenses had been reduced
by $2,254,730. From September to the
end of 1924 trafic was lighter and the

total gross earnings for the year were
$13,562,714, or 6.3 per cent less than
in 1923. Operating expenses continued
well below those of 1923, but not suffi-
ciently to overcome the loss in rev-
enues and allow the net revenues to
maintain the lead gained in the first
seven months; The net revenues were
$86,459 Lelow those of 1923.

Gross Receipts.

Gross revenues of the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway were heavier each month,
January to June, 1924, than in 1928,
but from July on they dropped, the
lead being overtaken by the end of Sep-
tember and a decrease at the end of
the year recorded of $12,031,885. Heavy
maintenance expenses during the first
six months ketp the operating expenses
well up to the 19238 figures but reduc-
tions were made September to Decem-
ber which with reductions in transpor-
tation expenses and other items, re-
duced the total for the year by $l11,-
781,563, or 7.6 per cent.

Entire System.

Operating revenues of the  entire
Canadian National system (including
the United States lines) in 1924 to-
talled $235,588,182.55, a decrease of
more than $19,000,000 from 1923 oper-
ating expenses of the whole system
were $218,343,931.07, a decrease of more
than $14,000,000, and net operating rev-
enues were $157,244,251.48, a decrease
of more than $3,000,000, while operating
income was $11,689,794.48, a decrease
of more than $1,500,000. The net oper-
ating deficit of the New England lines
was reduced by nearly $9,000, while
the net operating revenue of the Grand
Trunk Western, the big feeder to the
Canadian lines, was $5,710,667.77, a re-
duction from the previous year of more
than $3,000,000.

Sue Ponzi Investors

To Recover $90,000

BOSTON, March 11.—Two suits for
$45,000 each were filed in United. States
District Court by Henry V. Cunning-
ham, trustee of the estate of Charles
Ponzi, one-time get-rich-quick finan-
cier, against Louis and Charlotte Blass
of the Jamaica Plain district.

The trustee alleged that the defend-
ant;, hisband and wife, received
“fraudulent preferences” when they
withdrew their investments and inter-
est from Ponzi’s international postal
reply coupon scheme, Aug. 5, 1920, a
few days before the bubble collapsed
and Ponzi was arrested.

WASHINGTON, March 12. — Evi-
dence designed to show that the Fed-
eral Government has lost millions of
dollars in taxes through war amortiz-
ation allowances to the United States
Steel Corporation, the Aluminum Com-
pany of America, and hundreds of other
companies, is contained in official
transcripts of hearings filed with the
Senate by the Couzens investigating
committee.

Counsel and engineers for the com-
mittee contended that an amortization
allowance of $55,068,312 to the United |
States Steel Corporation was $27,926,-
014 in excess of what it should have
been, and that there was involved a
difference in tax of $21,478,518. This
case has not been closed, however.

An over-allowance of at least $6,500,-
000 to the.Aluminum Company of
America on the amortization total of
$15,589,614 was alleged by counsel and
the engineers.

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THE LEGISLATURE.

Ag the session of the Legislature
which begins to-day is the last before
8 general election, the Speech from the
Throne, which is published in full in

» The Times-Star today, will command
unusual attention. It contains littie
that should prove contentious, but as a
pre-election session commonly involves
some “talking at the country” the
Premier’s hope to compress the work
and the talk into six weeks may be
difficult of fulfilment. After some dis-
cussion of agriculture and the British
potato embargo it is pointed out in the
Speech that the Government, learning
of a probable new market for New
Brunswick potatoes in Western Canada,
has been negotiating, with every hope
of success, to obtdin such freight rates
to points in the Middle West and
through to the Pacific Coast as will
permit of large shipments to those dis-
tricts. Reference is made to the fact
that the lumber industry has not yet
fully recovexed from the depression
resulting from the war, but the steady
growth of the manufacture of pulp and
newsprint in tle province is recorded
with satisfaction.

Steady progress in the guarding of
the public health is referred to, and
the pRople of the province are reminded
that since this department was estab-
lished the incidence of communicable
disease has ‘been lessened by more than
fifty per cent., infant mortality reduced
from 135 to 100 for each thousand
births, and deatths from all causes
decreased from 15.16 to 12.3 per thou-
sand. This has all been brought about
since 1920, “a saving of from 500 to
1,200 lives annually.”

The Government, says the Speech,
while making no special effort to
encourage immigration on a large scale,
has recognized the necessity of increased
population to stimulate industrial
development, and yet clearly recognizes
the necessity for great care in the
selection made. It has therefore sent
qualified agents to visit the agricul-
tural districts of Great Britain and the
Scandinavian countries to secure desir-
able settfers. In pursuing a policy
designed to keep :the keep the native-
obrn at home, and to induce exiles lo
return, the Government is considering
regulations to facilitate the opening up
of new colonization districts in the
Crown land areas.

_~With reference to Grand Falls the

""" Speech says that all preparatory work

in connection with the development has
been completed, “and we are now
awaiting the decision of the Inter-
national Waterways Commission to
permit of the undertaking of this great
work, which my Government is éure
will stimulate the growth and progress
of the province.” Investigation of the
feasibility of the harnessing of the tidal
waters of the Petitcodiac is to be con-
tinued. It is the intention of the Govx
ernment to provide free school books

,in certain grades, and a hope is ex-
pressed that at a date not too far dis-

_ ant this eystem may be extended to
more advanced grades.

The Speech contains the following
reference to the campaign for Maritime
Province betterment launched by The
Telegraph-Journal and' The Times-
Star and gaining so much support
throughout Canada:

It is a source of satisfaction to
my Government to note that the
attempts made, jointly by the Gov-
ernment and a number of our lead-
ing citizens, assisted so ably by
the press, to bring about a freer
exchange of commodities between
the various Provinces of Canada,
have met with a large measure of
success. To assure a complete real-
jzation of our hopes in this respect
it is absolutely necessary that a
more equitably system of adjusting
freight rates on all Canadian rail-
ways be adopted, and my Govern-
ment desires to assure you that no
effort will be spared to bring
about such a change as will be
deemed equitable and fair to the
Maritime Provinces. My Govern-.
ment is firmly convinced that the
terms under which the Maritime
Provinces entered Confederation
fully justify all the demands now
being pressed upon the Federal
authorities for a betterment of
existing conditions.

The Maritime Provinces being
recognized as the gateway of the
Dominion of Canada, my Govern-
ment has persistently, during. re-
cess, demanded that our Canadian
ports be utilized to the fullest
extent for the importation of all
goods for use in Canada and the
exportation of all Canadian goods
destined to foreign ports. It is
only, by utilizing our ports to their
fullest that the Dominion can hope
to hold her own in the industrial
development of the American Con-
tinent.

With regard to the taking-over of
the Valley Railway by the C. N. R,
the Government says that negotiations
are still in progress, “and have reached
a point where the Government feels

Justified in expressing the hope that}

this raflway will soon be taken over
by the Dominlon authorities.”

LONG STRIDES,

There is an old saying that “a
watched pot boils slowly.” Those who
look at the c;)untry’l trade month by
month, or year by year, are in no posi-
tion to realize how much development
of national business there has been in
twenty-five years. In Mr. Frank
Yeigh’s “Five Thousand Facts About
Canada” a table is given making some
comparisons between the years 1924-25
and 1900-01.

In that time Canada’s agricultural
production has increased from $364,-
906,866 to $1,342,182,000. .

Trade with the United States from

-$135,667,000 to $1,081,963,000.

Trade with the United Kingdom
from $175,361,000 to $518,644,000,

Manufacturing production from $481,-
053,000 to $2,489,843,000.

Life insurance from $4381,069,000 to
$3,4838,508,000.

Even if allowance be made for the
difference in the value of money now
as compared with 1900, the figures are
nevertheless striking.

+ In 1918 exports of Canadian pro-
ducts were valued at $855,754,000.
During the war the increase was
abnormal and the value passed a
billion dollars in 1918. There was a
decline by 1922 of $740,240,000, but
after that period the value rose again,
and for the twelve months ended Janu-
ary _ last exports were valued at
$1,064,000,000. Here, again, allowance
must be made for ‘the difference jn
prices, but while those to-day are much

higher than in 1918, they are somewhat |

lower than they were two years after
the war. At least it is significant that
exports are -again approaching the
highest point they reached during the
war period.

Imports have shown a steady decline
since 1921, when they were valued at
nearly a billion and a quarter. For the
year ended March 381 last, they fell
below a billion, and for the twelve
months ending last January they. stood
at somewhat less than $800,000,000.

In the twenty-five year cBmparison,
one unsatisfactory feature is the extent
to which our trade with tke United
States has grown in comparison with
our exchangg of goods with Great
Britain.

————
HEIR ONLY TO INFAMY,

It is amazing that serious discussion
is caused in Gerﬁnny to-day by the
suggestion of a Nationalist newspaper
that the former crown prince should
be elected as Germany’s next President
in succession to the late President
Ebert. Berlin despatches indicgte that
the Nationalist party has b}Zgiving
serious consideration to “some such
scheme for the left-handed returm of
the Hohenzollerns to a high place in
the direction of German affairs, Im-
possible as any such plan appears, the
despatches nevertheless show that the
Monarchists have had their hopes
aroused by the death of Ebert, and that
they give solemn approval to a news-
paper article actually proposing young
William as the national president be-
cause of “his birth, his political ability,
military prestige, openness of charac-
ter, popularity and moral mode of life,”
and urging thaj these qualities make
him the natural heir to the highest
post in the German Republiec.

The German people as a whole are
scarcely crazy enough at the moment
to embrace the ex-crown prince, but
Europe has reason for believing that
the tendency shown in the last election
toward militarism and autocracy is still
growing., - The Prussians, who are a
dominating factor still in German
affairs are opposed to any form of
popular rule.

Open advocacy of the former
Kaiser’s eldest son as a presidential
candidate sounds insane gnough to the
world at large, a world which recalls
that at armistice time the free peoples
were discussing the advisability of
hanging the Kaiser, and probably re-
frained from doing so only because
they thought that would make a martyr
of him in the eyes of the German people
and prolong their resistance to a final
settlement.

William the Foolish, son of William
the Assassin, is heir only to infamy.
The Germans should be thinking of
keeping him hidden away rather than
of exalting him; but when some reac-
tionary Prussian writer trots him out
as one to be honored there still are
many Germans who forget history and
dream again of triumphant Prussian-
ism drilling and ruling and robbing the
world.

As he cannot bequeath to anyone
his hold upon the imagination of Italy,

Umbrellas in Fiction
(Penguin in London Observer.)

Why should the possession of an um-
brella, .the prerogative of royalty
among some Eastern nations, be re-
garded as ludicrous by so many nov-
elists and playwrights? Even Robin-
son Crusoe, who can hardly be denied
to have lived the simple life, felt the
need of one, and’this is his ‘description
of the first umbrella in English fiction:

“After this I spent a great deal of
Time and Pains to make me an Um-
brella; I was indeed in great want of
one, and had a great mind to make
one, . . . I took a world of Pains at
it, and was a great while before 1
could make anything likely to hold;
nay, after I thought I had hit the Way,
spoil’d 2 or 8 before I made one to my
Mind; but at last I made one that
answer’d indifferently well: The main
difficulty I found was to make it te
let down. I could make it to spread,
but if it did not let down too, and
draw in, it was not portable for me
any Way but just over my Head,
which would not do. However, at last,
as I said, I made one to answer and
cover’d it with Skins; the Hair up-
wards, so that it cast off the rain like
a Penthouse.” ‘

In spite of the lead given by Robin-
son Crusoe, and so well supported by
Jonas Hanway,—he was, you will re-
member, the first man who had the
courage to carry one in London,—an
absurd prejudice against umbrellas
persisted for a couple of hundred years.
In Mrs. Gaskell’'s “Cranford,” pub-
lished in 1853, there is evidence of this:

“I can testify to a magnificent fam-
fly red-silk umbrella, under which a
gentlé little spinster . . . used to pat-
ter to church on rainy days. Have you
any red-silk umbrellas in London? We
had a tradition of the first that had
ever been seen in Cranford; and the
little boys mobbed it, and called it ‘a
stick in petticoats.” It might have been
the very red-silk one I have described,
held by a strong father over a troop
of little ones. . « . .

Clara Middleton, in Meredith’s “Ego-
ist,” carried a ‘“gray-silk parasol, traced
at the borders with green creepers,”—
a parasol is at least cousin to an um-
brella,—on the morning that she hurt
Sir Willoughby Patterne’s feelings by
“walking on the high road without
companion or attendant. . . .”

Dicken’s umbrellas ‘are often fully
described, and they are usually appro-
In “Pickwick”
alone we have a choice of several. Mr.
Stiggins possessed “a faded green um-
brella with plenty of whalebone stick-
ing through the bottom, as if to coun-
terbalance the want of a handle at the
top.” Mrs, Bardell’'s was “an extra-
sized umbrella,” and evidently accom-
panied its owner on all ceremonial oc-
casions, for it was handed in solemnly
by Mr. Dodson when Mrs. Bardel| took
her seat in court to make her rlaim
for breach of promise against Mr.
Pickwick, Mr. Dodson’s partngr, Mr.
Fogg, habitually carried -an umbrella,
though we are not told what it was
ke . ;.

But the umbrella in fiction belonged
to, or was at least associated with,
Mrs. Gamp. It was “a species-ofegig
umbrella, in color like a faded leaf,
except where a circular patch of lively
blue had been dexterously let in at the
top,” and it caused its owner some
trouble. When she traveled by coac
it was in the habit of thrusting ot
“its battered brass nozzle from im-
proper crevices and chinks,” and Mrs.
Gamp “so often moved it, in the course
of five minutes, that it seemed not
one umbrella but fifty.” Tom Pinch
had reason to remember Mrs. Gamp’s
umbrella, for as he and Ruth were
watching the departure of the Ant-
werp packet-boat, he came into close
contact with it:

« . ., Soon after disengaging him-
self with perfect good humor, he had
a sensation of the fertule in his back,
immediately a ards of the hook
entangling his ankles, then of the um-
brella generally wandering about his
hat and flapping at it like a great bird,
and lastly of a poke or thrust below
the ribs. . . .”

This formidable Instrument was
highly prized by its owner. We are
told that, within her apartment in
Kingsgate street, High Holborn, “Mrs,
Ganfp’s umbrella, as something of
great price and rarity, was displayed
with particular ostentation,” and
formed one of the decorations of the
chimney plece and adjacent wall.

Why It Leans.

Pisa’s famous leaning tower was one
of the wonders of our school days as we
tasted the strange things of the world
in geography lessons, says Bystander
in the Toronto Globe. Now the tower
is reported in danger, and discovered to
be increasing its “leaning.” A short
time ago there was alarm over the con-
dition of St. Paul’s Cathedral, in Lon-
don, which had been threatened by
underground railways and other mod-
ern invention. Pisa’s tower, it seems,
was not built to a foundation as un-
derstood in modern times, and, in fact,
suffers from the digging of a trench at
the base, in which water gathers and
seeps down, weakening the under-
structure.

The lean of the tower is said by some
authorities to be unintentional and to
have come from gradual failure of the
foundation. The tower was com-
menced it 1068 and finished in 1850.
By 1829 it was 15% feet out of per-
pendicular, and in 1910 it had reached
a lean of 16Y, feet. Even in the height
of 179 feet this is considerable, when
viewed by the visitor from the "top,
looking down the receding side. The
walls at the base are 13 feet thick, and
about half as thick at the top.™ The
tower is a perfect example of Tuscan-
Romanesque, in white marble, varied
with black and red stripes. It was
which is one of the glories of Italy.
It will be remembered that the famous

campanile of Venice collapsed in 1902 !

but was rebuilt, a fact which is not
reassuring to the authorities of Pisa.

Dublin Defies Hollywood.

(Toronto Star)

The Irish Frée State has come out
with a declaration of independence in
the matter of movie films, A board of
censors decides what films can be
shown and draws the line where it
sees fit. Two London film magnates—
who handle American pictures—went
over from London to Dublin to see
about this. They went to headquar-
ters and saw Prof. McGinness, a
member of ‘the Government, who is the
final authority on appeal from the
board of censors. .

They talked quite plainly to the pro-
fessor and the professor talked quite
plainly to them. They told him that
unless the censors behaved they would
not allow the Free State to have any
films at all and the Free State would
have to do without movies altogether.
The professor told them the Free State
could get along without films and
would do so unless it could get the
sort that were worth getting.

So the argument proceeded.  The
London film magnates declared that
what was good enough for 120,000,000
people in America ought to be good
enough for 8,000,000 people in the Free

_| State. Prof. McGinness replied that he

doubted very much if the movies the
people got in America were good
enough for them.” The London mén
explained that they did not produce the
pictures, they only distributed them,

1| and had to take what the American
‘| producers gave them.

Prof. McGin-
ness replied that the Irish Free State
didn’t have to take them, and wasn’t
going to do so on any such basis.

He left $17,500,000 to
the next-of-kin on his mother’s side,
and also four steel chests which are
still lying unopened in the museum at
Haarlem.

Remarkabfe Codicil.

A remarkable codicil in the will de-
creed that: “The chests and the money
are ffo be kept untouched for 100 years
aftef my death, when I shall be predent
to see them opened and handed out to
my heirs on the male side. A romantic
episode in connection with the search
for evidence ¢oncerned an oak chest,
which had for generations been in the
possession of James Taylor’s family.
That chest was said to contain im-
portant papers hidden in a secret
drawer. The tradition of this chest
was that it had been taken to the
Hastings Workhouse by James Tay-
lor’s stepmother and family, when they
entered the institution in 1875. From
that time all trace of it was lost until
recently, when Mr. Taylor discovered
it in possession of another relative.
When the secret drawer was opened
some missing documents were found.

All sorts of fantastic stories crowded
round the story of the fortune. One
British claimant stated that he had
been over to Holland and seen the
sealed chests where the treasure was
alleged to be. The Consul-General on
answer to enquiries has stated the
estate has been wound up and the will
of the late Teyler van der Hulst rests
in the municipal archives of the city
of Haarlem in the Netherlands. !

SENATE REQUIRED?

Prerogative of U. S. Execu-
tive to be Matter for
Supreme Court.

WASHINGTON, March 12.—(United
Press.)—The power of the President of
the United States to remove appointed
officials from their offices without the

consent ot the United States Senate
will come before the Supreme Court
this month or next, in one of the most
important cases handled sy the tribunal
in many years.

Two of the greatest constitutional
lawyers in the nation will argue the
case of Frank S. Meyers, who was re-
moved from~ his office as postmaster
at Portland, Ore., before the term for
which he had been appointed expired.
Woodrow Wilson signed the executive
order of removal early in 1920,

The specific question at issue is this:

“Does the President under the con-
stitution have the power to remove
appointive officials without the approval
of the United States Senate?”

The Supreme Court thought the ques-
tion co .important that after the case
was argued before it last December, it
asked the consent of both Meyers and
the government to have it re-argued,
with George Wharton Pepper, Penns?—
vania senator, and one of the leading
lawyers of the country, appearing as a
friend of the court to argue against
the President’s power to remove with-
out the approval of the Senate.

The argument will be held
about March 17 if Pepper has had
enough time away from the Senate to
investigate the case fully. Otherwise,
it will be held early in April

This is the first revival of the ques-
tion since the administration of Grover
Cleveland, during which Congress pro-
tested violently against his summary
removal of officials of the government.

The makers of the constitution ar-
gued long and violently over the ques-
tion, legal authorities say, but could
arrive at no agreement on the Presi-
dent’s power to remove his workers.
So no specific reference was made to
the question, the constitution as adopt-
ed merely providing that the President
shall have power to “appoint, with the
consent of the senate,” the officials.

Action by Coolidge.

The removal power has been used
frequently in recent years; President
Coolidge having summarily ousted sev-
eral United States district attorneys
this winter upon recommendation of
Attorney-General Stone. Investigations
conducted by Stone caused him to take
his cases to Mr. Coolidge, who' issued
executive order ousting the men
charged with failing in their official
duties, after they had refused requests
for their resignations.

JUDGMENT IS GIVEN

IN SCHOOL QUESTION

Members of Quebec Appeal
Court Unanimous on 6 of 8
Issues.

QUEBEC, March 11—Declaring that
the provincial legislation of 1903,
which said that for school purposes, a
Jew was considered to be a Protestant,
was ultra viras of  the legislature
and opposed to the spirit and
intent of the British North Am-
erica Act, and of legislation prior
to the union, the Court of Appeals to-
day, which under Mr. Justice Green-
shield had heard argument on eight
questions relative to this matter sub-
mitted by the Board of Protestant
School Commissioners for Mohtreal,
rendered their judgment and were
unanimous in all but two of the
answers given,

The judgment of the Court of Ap-
peals also declares that the provincial
legislature has no right to pass a law
providing that Jews be made members
of the Protestant Board of School

Commissioners of Montreal, members
of the Council of Public Instruction, or
| advisory members of any of these
bodies.

It is also ruled that the legislature
has no power to establish eeparate
schools for Jews.

QUEBEC, March 11—New Bruns-
wick’s efforts to develop a hydro-elec-

tric system were before the Legislative

Assembly today when the bill of the
New Brunswick Electric Power Com-
mission Company, was upfor third
reading after its passage through the
private bills committee. New Bruns-
wick wishes to build dams in this
province in connection with its general
plan for a hydro-electric plant at Grand
Falls, N. B.

The agreement between the authori-
ties of the two provinces™ was finally
endorsed.

The matter was first debated by
Hon. E. L. Patenaud and Jules Lan-
glois, Conservative, of Temiscouata, as
regards the question of whether the
New Brunswick ministers mentioned as
promoters of the bill were authorized
by their province to extend works out-
side of New Brunswick.

Premier Takes 2 Hand.

E. Theriault, of L’Islet, who is spon-
goring the bill, handled this matter and
_when the discussion seemed to drag
“ out intermittently, Hon. M eaulf,
and finally Hon, Mr. Taschereau took
a hand. The Premier pointed out that
all this province was concerned with
was the matter of \
Quebec, and fot as to the powers of
the New Brunswick people to extend
outside their own province.

Langlots Amendments.

The matter then turned to the amend-
ments which Jules Langlois wanted. He
had three demands, each of which was
defeated in turn by a party vote. Mr.
Langlois was dissatisfied with the gen-
eral law governing damages, and asked
In this connection that “the damages
and compensation to be estimated in
the valuation or expropriation shall
comprise all improvement, beach servi-
tudes, rights of ownerships, cultivation
or other rights belonging to riparians
even though the property on which
such damages occur should form part
of the public domain and had been held
only on a precarious title, by mere tol-
eration or otherwise.”

Second Defeated,

This amendment was defeated.

Mr. Langlois then turned to the one
which had been defeated in the pri-
vate bills committee and which sought
to make the New Brunswick authori-
ties go into the retail electrical busi-
ness in Quebec in the county of Tem-
iscouata. .

This clause reads: “The company
shall have the right to and it must,
within two years of construction, es-
tablish an electric power transmission
line as far and including St. Louis du
Ha Ha and offer the power for indus-
tries and for public and private light-
ing, at the wholesale price obtaining
at Edmundston, and this in the valley
of Lake Temiscouata and its tribu-
taries.”

Mr. Langlois argued that as the prov-
ince of Quebec was to give up its

waters there should be some form of

compensation in the way of service.
The amendment was defeated.
Liberal Amendment.

Mr. Langlois brought on his third

amendment, reading that “the company

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Premier Hopes To Have Legislature
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Carries Queer Hatred

CORK, March 12—Oliver Stephen
Piper, owner of the docks and ship-
yards at Passage West here, and chair-
man of the Queenstown Gas Company,
carried to his grave a great and queer
hatred of Ireland, where he had always
lived and prospered. He left $250,000
to his wife, but on condition that she
spend no more than three months in
cach year in Ireland and he preferred
the three months be not spent in Cork,
but in Dublin. Upon failure on her
part to remain outside of Ireland_at
least nine months in the year, her
portion of the estate will be forfeited.

FAVOR LOTTERY TO
FINANCE  OLYMPICS

Dutch to Raise Funds in This
Manner if Government
Refuses Help.

AMSTERDAM, March 12 — A lct-
tery loan will finance the 1928 Olympic
games if the chamber of deputies at
The Hague refuses to vote the appro-
priation of one million florins for the
games now befcrs *he House, the
Dutch Olympic Commission has de-
cided. The tickets will be put on sale
in every country which took part in
the Olympic games at Paris, provided
its laws permit loans with lottery feat-
ures. This excludes the United States.

'I:he Dutch commission reached its
decxsiqn after the project for a popular
subscription, considered at first, had
been abandoned because of lack of en-
couragement. The bill for the appro-
priation was introduced on govern-
mental initiative and the opposition to
it is political. The present outjook
appears to be that it will be disposed
of before the end of the month. :
Should the lottery not meet with
success, then the Dutch committee will
inform - the International Olympic
(Cominittees’ Congress at Prague ‘Wext
May of its desire to be relieved of its
responsibility of staging the games.
The procedure to. be followed, should
the eventuality occur, has already been
decided upon and it would probably
be one of the last acts of Baron De
Coubertin, as president of the Inter-
national Committee to request Los
Angeles to assume charge of the
games,

A precedent for the above action
was established in 1908 when Italy
passed up the games and the Inter-
national Committee awarded them to
England, which prganized them in a
much shorter time than would be given
Los Angeles.

RAISE AGE LIMIT

Jolly Young Men’s Club Makes
Minimum Figure 95
Years.

NEW YORK, March 11.—The Jolly
Young Men’s Club at the Home of the
Daughters of Jacob, 167th street and
Findlay avenue, the Bronx, with a
membership whose ages range from
90 to 107 years, developed a wide fac-
tional split yesterday afternoon at a
meeting which considered changing the
age of eligibility from 90 to 95 years.
The sixty-five members of the Jolly
Young Men’s Club were about ‘equally
tdiVided on the proposition, and a final
vote on the question was postponed
for one week.

Pastor Declares City Congre-
gations Could Solve Civic
Problems.

_ Declaring that evangelistic services
sometimes became a kind of spiritual
Coney Island and that there were re-
ligious hoboes who do no work for any

church and pay no taxes for the sup-
port of any religious cause, Rev. James
Dunlop addressed those attending the
mid-week service at the Central Bap-
tist church last night.

A revival of religion was as natural
and more necessary than a revival of
trade, he said, adding that the Church
of.God was the only human institution
with the seeds of new life within itself.
Nations fell and remained dead but the
Church, though many might say at dif-
ferent times that it was dead, always
revived, in fact, he said, the history of
the church was the history of revivals.

They did not give
more teachers and workers and more
intelligent service.

PURCHASE PORTRAIT

Pauline Lucca Had Wonder-
ful Influence Over Famous
German Statesman.

LONDON, March 12—A secret that
might once have stirred all the diplo-
matic world of Europe is now. revealed
for the first time at Covent Gardep
Opera House.

Among the collection of musical sou-
veRirs. now exhibited there is a photo-
graph of Bismarck, the Iron Chancellor,
taken with a famous opera singer of
his day, Pauline Lucca. It'is the only
remaining evidence of a love affair
which might have remained for ever
hidden.

The photograph was taken in 1865,
when the two subjects of it were
spending a holiday at Bad-Gastein. It
was a caprice of the singer’s that her
distinguished friend should be photo-
graphed with her. At first he was un-
willing, but at last he gave in to her
request with the words: “Life is earn-
est, art is gay!”

Only Frivolous Words,

They were probably the only frivo-
lous words ever spoken by the Iron
Chancellor, who, as the picture plainly
reveals, never expected that the pic-
ture would leave her hands, but by
some mysterious means the plate was
stolen by the photographer, and his
enemies prepared to make it public.

It was recaptured just in time to
avert a serious scandal, and for years
the Bismarck family endeavored to
obtain and destroy every possible copy.

The present photograph, the only
one remaining in existence, was’ dis-
covered in a parcel of papers in the
muniment room at Covent Garden.

Pauline Lucca made her first appear-
ance there in the “Hunguenots,” and
was such a great success that she was
re-engaged the following year. She
suddenly broke her contract, however,
for a reason known only to herselfs
merely remarking: “I shall ruin my
voice in your fog; you get a;black
nose from every flower you smell.” .

CREW IS RESCUED

The
stern frame of the motorship was
broken and instead of putting in a
new one, a long and expensive con-
tract, a mould box was placed over
the frame and a crucible containing
molten meltal was placed over it.

Not Much Legislation on
Government Programme,
Says Veniot

ELECTION TAKES PLACE
BEFORE NEXT SESSION

Much Speech-Making Ex-
pected in View of Im-
pending Appeal.

FREDERICTON, March 11.—Ex-
pressing the hope that the fifth and
last session of the eighth Legislative

Assembly of New Brunswick, which
opens here tomorrow, would be com-
pleted within six weeks, Hon. P. J. ,
Veniot, Premier of the province, an-
nounced tonight that the Government’s
legislative programme would not be
unnecessarily lengthy.

“This is going to be a business ses-
sion,” said Premier Veniot, “and if the
Opposition desire to talk at length, then
I propose to have night sessions in
order that the passage of measures
which are to come before the House
may be expedited.”

“There is not very much Government
legislation on the assessment pro-
gramme and I do not think any of our
proposals will be contentious,” added
the Premier, :

Hon. Mr. Veniot intimated that he
would have the House sit in the even®
ings during the debate on the address
in reply to the Speech from the Throne
and that the same policy would be
followed once the budget debate got
under way. If possible, the Premier
sald, the session would conclude within |
six weeks.

Considerable Talk Likely.

New Brunswick will have an election
this year and pre-election sessions are
always featured more or less by a
plethora of speech-making. It is, there-
fore, evident from the Premier’s an-
nouncement tonight that a great deal
of the oratory will have to be delivered
in the evening sittings, this being neces-
sary if the session is to conclude as
soon as the Government leader antici-
pates.

Interest in Hydro.

Naturally the paragraphs in the
Speech from the Throne referring to
hydro development in New Brunswick
are engaging the attention of the poli-
tical leaders here. Premier Veniot inti-
mated that the legislation to be intro-
duced by the Government this sessioR
would have to do entirely with the.
Grand Falls development scheme. De-
finite announcement regarding the
Grand Falls project will, of course, be
delayed until the Internatonal Water-
ways Commission meets late this
month.

This afternoon representatives of the
St. John Power Commission conferred
with Premier Veniot on matters af-
fecting the hydro development in St.
John, but no formal statement as to
the issues discussed was forthcoming
after the conference.

Quebec Paper Represented.

Hon, J. E. Michaud arrived here this
afternoon and attended the meeting of
the Government at which matters con-
nected with the session were discussed.

The press gallery this year will have
the addition of a representative of a
newspaper located outside the province,
namely Le Soleil of Quebec, a French- -
Canadian evening paper. The repre-
sentative is Pierre Brunet, who arrived
this afternoon. The Province of Quebee
is interested in the Grand Falls hydro
legislation and Mr. Brunet will follow
that particularly for his paper.

Bottles should at present hold six
ounces and be the kind that have a
short but fairly wide neck with ounces
clearly marked on the sides. These
are easy to clean. Later on eight-
ounce bottles will be required, but they
Ere rather clumsy for a tiny baby at
rst.

Cleaning Bottles.

~ As soon as a baby has emptied the
bottle, rinse it at once with cold water,
and let it stand filled with coid water

until all the 'day’s supply of bottles
have been used. When all are col-
lected, scrub them with the bottle-
brush, using, hot water and soapsuds,
rinse very thoroughly, and turn them
upsida down in the bottle-rack to
drain, A short time before you are

The nipples should. be of good black
rubber and conical in shape, They
should have one small hole, which: can
be made at home from “blind nipples”
with a cambric needle heated in the
flame or else buy all made. They
should not have any rough devices on
the inside to prevent collapse, etc., as
these are so hard to keep clean. Under
no circumstances use nipples attached
to long rubber tubes, as these are im-
possible to keep clean. When the bottle
of food is inverted the food should
drop rapidly but not run in a steady
stream. As soon as the baby has fin-
ished a meal the nipple should be at
once rinsed in cold water very thor-
oughly and placed in a covered jar of
borictacid solution. Once daily all the
nipples should be turned ' inside * out
and thoroughly scrubbed with = hot
water and soap-suds, rinsed well, and
put back in a fresh solution of boric
acid, (a level teaspoonful of borlc acid
to one pint of boiled water), New
nipples should be boiled, but boiling
every day soon renders them too soft
to use. If they are kept clean right
along, the frequent boiling is not really
necessary. No one brand of rubber
nipples is always satifactory. They
will collapse sometimes, in any case,
and extra ofies always should be on
hand.

If a nursery ice-box upstairs is pos-
sible it will save lots of steps and time.
It must be kept scrupulously clean and
the bottles must stand close to the ice.
This is often impossible to manage
in the family refrigerator, and the milk
is consequently not kept cold enough.

Feeding the Baby.

;Take the baby up on your arm
while you give the bottle, except pos-
sibly at night, when this is hard to
manage. Do not let him sleep while
taking a meal; keep him at work until
it is finished—from 15 to 20 minutes
is the right time to allow. Use a knit
or flannel bag to cover the bottle while
the food is being consumed; cold food
often causes colic. Never warm over
any food that is left; if the baby does
not take it all after 20 minutes, throw
what remains away; he will probably
be more ready to take his next meal.
The formulas many doctors advocate
for this second month of life consist of
13 ounces of whole milk, 17 ounces of
boiled water, 418 level tablespoonfuls
of milk or malt sugar or three level
tablespoonfuls of cane sugar—four
ounces of this In each one of seven
bottles. This is used for about two
weeks, and then very often a gradual
increase is needed.

Fourteen ounces of whole milk to
17% ounces of boiled water; with the
sugar the same, but 4'%, ounces of this
formula are given in each one of seven
hottles. No set rules or formulas that

baby differs somewhat and must be
fed according to his weight, age, and
digestive capacity.

If babies are gaining from four to
six ounces each week, have one or two
smooth, yellow bowel movements each
day, do not vomit, and-seldom have
gas or colic, they are doing very well
and all you can expect them to do.
Their food is surely agreeing with
them.

The Baby’s Bath,

To give a baby = bath properly
usually takes about 20 minutes. There
are two ways of managing a baby's
both, one'is to bathe him on a table
and the other is the lap bath. The
most essential thing Is to keep the baby
warm while the bath is being given.

Dry Bab Well

important to see that no

meal is the right time to bathe a baby.
The temperature of the nursery should
be 72 degrees F.; the temperature of
the bath water from 98 degrees to 99
degrees while the baby is small. In
cool weather bathe before an open fire
or heater if possible. Use a screen
around you and baby to keep off all pos-
sible drafts. Use a bath thermometer,
always, to test the temperature of the
water. Have a basm of warm water,
a tub of water a little warmer than
that in the basin, two pitchers for hot
and cold water, a low. table with the
toilet basket and its contents, a rack
with one set of baby’s clothes warm-
ing before the fire, and if a table bath
is given have a table with pad and
bathing apron or blanket on it, or if
not, then have a low chair without
arms, and fasten the bathing apron on
yourself with a towel over it, pushed
aside, before you—take the baby - up.
After baby it undressed wrap him
carefully in the bath apron, leaving one
corner open so you can get your hand
underneath. First wash his face with
clear water from the basin, using a
cheesecloth wash-cloth, never a sponge,
dry the face with a soft towel, and put
a little borated soap on the wash-
cloth; wash the scalp thoroughly, be-
ing careful not to get soap into the
eyes; rinse and dry the scalp. Now
use the same soap.on the wash-cloth
again, and with the hand under the
apron gently bathe the entire little
body, taking out one little arm and leg
at a time, washing it, and putting it
back again. Roll the baby over so you
can reach his back and get into all the
creases. After the soaping process,
baby is ready for~his rinse in the tub
of fresh, warm water. Be sure to test
‘the temperature of the water just be-
"foré you put him in, adding a little
hot or cold water to the tub, as the
case may require, and never wait to
do this until you have him actually in
‘the tub..’ Support-his head on your left
hand and arm and gently lower “him
into the bath tub. Quickly rinse all
soap off with a fresh wash-cloth, then
take baby out of the tub onto the dry
towel over the bath apron on lap or
table and wrap him up in these.

To dry him, pat him all over and
then remove the wet towel, letting him
liefon the bath apron. It is most im-
portant that no moisture is left in the
creases of baby’s tender skin. To in-
sure this, there is nothing so good as a
dusting with talcum powder. Do not
spare the powder; it will prevent chaf-
ing and is worth its weight in gold for
every baby.

Dreéssing Again.

In the fat little neck, under the arms,
in the groin, and on the buttocks the

done it is time to put on the baby’s
hand; sew it on the left side while you
use the flannel binder the first six
weeks, theh after this slip the knit
band on over the feet. Put on the
diaper, then the long stockings, which
should be pinned to the diapers so little
knees cannot get bare, and the bootees.
Put on the shirt, then the flannel skirt
and dress together, slipping these two
garments over the feet. When all are
on, turn the baby over and button
them all' together. Then brush his

to brush it in the front, thus avoiding
unnecessary handling and turning.

Now, take a small piece of cotton
and bathe each little eye with a solu-
tion of boric acid (one teaspoonful to
one pint boiled water), using-separate
for each eye and drying well with dry
cotton. Cleanse the nose with a tiny
swab of cotton firmly twisted on a
wooden toothpick and dipped in the
boric-acid solution. Gently swab out
the mouth with boiled water or boric-
acid solution, being very careful not to
rub hard to injure the delicate mucous
membrane; better not wash it at all
than injure this. Gently cleanse the
cars and thoroughly dry them behind
as well as Inside.

Trimming Nails.

Whenever the finger or toe nails
grow long they should be trimmed
with rounded scissors, as this prevents
scratching.

The genital organs of babies must be
kept very clean. In the case of a boy,
the foreskin should be gently pushed
back several times weekly and the
parts bathed with boric-acid solution
so no white secretion will collect there
to irritate him. If this cannot be done
very easily, doctor’s attention should
be called to it, as it may need to be
stretched or possibly circumcision per-
formed,

For girls, only separate the parts
carefully and bathe them with warm
water, then be careful to dry very
thoroughly and dust on a little talcum
powder.

Swat the Fly!

Flies and mosquitoes do more harm
than many young mothers realize.
They breed and carry disease germs,
walk over disgustingly dirty objects,
and then light on the dainty little face
of baby. Be sure to have nettings
over your babies when they go out-of-
doors and the windows well screened
in the house. If flies or mosquitocs
get into the house In spite of this, but
never let it rest directly on baby’s face.

Be very careful flies do not alight on
the rubber nipples also.

Be careful of the babies’ eyes and do
not allow them to lie staring at a
bright gas or electric light or at the
sunlight. Even when they are asleep,
bright lights of any kind should never
be allowed to shine in their faces. A
glare of white light is just as bad for
them as looking steadily at a white
house with sun shining on it or the
vivid white light one finds so often at
the seashore. Do not Jkeep them in a
dark room, of course, but just shield
their eyes in some way from the direct
bright lights.

You will note with interest that my
G-.overnment this year assumes the
direct responsibility of the service of
Medical Inspection of Schools through-
out the province, thus permanently re-

The continued favorable weather and
the very large increase in the tour'st
travel by automobile, together with a
still greater\increau anticipated for
1925, have induced my Government to
carry on road construction on a more
extensive scale than contemplited at
the first of the season of 1924.

continued, though somewhat slow, re-
turn to normal. conditions so seriously
disturbed by the after effects of the
World War. Our Province continues
to enjoy peace and good will towards
all sections of our fair Dominion and
has been blessed during the year with
splendid weather conditions and an
abundant crop, thus giving an added
encouragement to those engaged in
agricultural pursuits. For these bless-
ings we should be truly grateful to
Divine Providence.

Potato Market,

While it is true that our agricultﬁral
- industry is not participating in such
prosperous times as induced by the
high price of wheat, which has been
the good fortune of our Western farm-
ers, and though we have an over pro-
duction in root crops, such as potatoes,
our farmers generally speaking, have
enjoyed a fairly steady market. Early
last fall, my Government in a joint
effort with produce merchants and
others interested in obtaining markets
for farm produce, was successful in
opening a market in the British Isles
for our large potato crop. It was
necessary at that time to take steps
for the removal of an embargo on Can-
adian potatoes. Immediately upon the
removal of this embargo, very large
quantities of potatoes found their way
into the markets' of the Mother Coun-
try. Unfortunately, however, this em-
bargo was restored a few weeks ago,
and our hew market closed. All at-
tempts so far to have this obstruction
removed have proved unavailing. My
Government, ever mindful of the im-
portance of the agricultural industry,
learning of a probable new market in
Western Canada, has been negotiating
with every hope of success to obtain
such an equitable adjustment of freight
rates to points throughout the West
and on to the Pacific Coast, as would
permit of large shipments with reason-
able profits of the surplus stock still
remaining in the Province. 1t is hoped
that by this means our farmers may
be compensated for whatever disad-
\an‘\fge might result from the English

embargo.

SUN YAT SEN DEAD
AFTER LONG FIGHT

President of Southern
China Succumbs to

Operation.

First

PEKIN, March 12—Sun Yat Sen,
the South China leader, died this morn-
ing. (Yesterday morning by our time.)

Surgeons who operated on Dr. Sun
Yat Sen at the Rockefeller Hospital
here Jan. 26 declared his case hopeless
and gave him only ten days to live. The
aged Chinese clung tolife, however, the
ten days passing, leaying him weaker,
but still alive. b

On Feb. 18, against the advice of the
hospital authorities Dr. Sun was re-
moved by friends and associates from
quarters on Kuomintang to the former
residence of Wellington Koo, former
minister. It was there that he died.

As the Southern leader yesterday
was slowly passing into his final sleep,
his headquarters in Canton announced
that his troops had occupied Swatow,
in the province of Kwangtung, whence
all the rebel leaders were said to have
fled without giving battle.

Dr. Sun Yat Sen was the first presi-
dent of Southern China.

Ottawa

DISCUSSED AT
MEETING TODAY

Chairman of Assessors and
City Solicitor Are to
Make Reports

The matter of amending the city
assessment act to cut out the provision
exempting the property of the crown
and the securing ot permission to tax
the property of the C. N. R. located in
the city limits was discussed this morn-
ing by the City Council and referred to
the chairman of the board of assessors
and the city solicitor for a report.

E. M. Olive, chairman of the asses-
sors, said the proposition to tax the C.
N. R. had been made by himself for
two reasons. One was to get more tax-
able value and more revenue, and the
other was to equalize the burden now
placed on the C.P-R. by the city in the
way of taxation. In 1924 the C. P. R.
paid the city $41,510, while the C. N.
R. paid nothing.” At -present the
province was endeavoring to get per-
mission to tax the C. N. R. on a mile-
age basis, and thg city should get the
right to tax all but the right of way.

Crown Now Exempt.

Before taxes could be imposed, the
city would have to amend its own as-
sessment act, under which all property
of the crown was exempt, and the city
must secure permission from the fed-
eral parliament, as under the British
North America Act railways did not
come under the jurisdiction of the pro-
vincial parliaments.

Wharf Properties.

Commissioner Bullock asked Mr.
Olive if he would find out whether the
city of Montrdal taxed ihe harbor
front properties and whether in case
the permission sought for was obtained
the Long Wharf and West Side wharves
of the government would be taxed.

Mayor Potts suggested that the mat-
ter be referred to Mr. Olive and Hon.
J. B. M. Baxter, city solicitor, to draft
the necessary bill and’ report back to
the council, and this was agreed to.

$200 To Be Retunded.

« A letter from Alexander Morrison
asking that the sum of $200 confiscated
by the city when the firm of Morrison
& Newlands defaulted in their deliv-
ery of granite curbing in 1921 be re-
turned to him was read.

Commissioner Frink said this firm
had taken a contract for granite curb-
ing at a price much below the other
bidders at that time, and after deliv-
ering a part of the amount had been
unable to carry out the contract. Late-
ly Mr. Morrison had been ill and was
recently discharged from the General
Public Hospital as incurable. He was
in favor of meeting the request and
would pay the amount out of his ap-
propriation.

On the suggestion of the Mayor, it
was decided not to place any motion
on the records in this matter, but the
sum of $200 was placed at the disposal
of His Worship- and Commissioner
Frink, to be used for charitable pur-
poses.

COULD NOT ACCOUNT
FOR STEEL KNUCKLE

Prisoner in Police Court Had
One in Pocket—Sets Veteran
' Reminiscing.

While searching the pockets of Em-
mett O’Connor, who was taken in
charge by the police on drunkenness
charge last night, a steel knuckle was
found and as a result he faced a fur-
ther charge of carrying concealed
weapons when he appeared before
Magistrate Henderson in the police
court this morning. O’Connor said he
was unable to account for the weapon
being in his pocket.” He was remand-
ed until this afternoon.

The sight of the knuckle duster re-
called to a veteran of the Great War,
now a member of the force, that sim-
ilar weapons, with the addition of
pointed spikes, were found on German
prisoners of war when they were
searched. The policeman said he never
heard of them being used, but he was
impressed with the businesslike ar-
rangement of the spikes on the Ger-
man variety and remarked they could
have caused a terrible blow.
