THE SIXTEENTH SESSION OF THE EVENING

The number of pupils enrolled during
the pas: session was 281, being somewhat
less than the preceeding year. This fall-
ing off, it ias believed, was caused by the
insofficient and uncomfortable rooms in
which the classes were compelled to meet,
the comp'aints of over-crowding in the
past, miltaring against the present session.

REPORT OF THE SPECIAL COMMITTEE.

The special comrittee, beg leave to sub-
mit the following report on the manage-
ment of the Library and Reading Room :—

They aave carefully considered whether
it wouid be advisabie, to prevent the
members, from having personal access te
the books, as they have at present, There
can be no doubt that the present plan,
results in a great number of books being
absolutely stolen ; many taken by members
without veing registered, and quietly re-
placed on the shelves when returned,
without unotice being given to the Libra-
rian; 1n maay being misplaced, to the
great inconvenience of other members,
who may be looking for the same books ;
in many being damaged and worn, not
only by members, but by their friends
who may b3 in attendance on them.
For all these reasons it appears to
your Cowmittee, that the property
of the Institute, and the interests
of its mewmbers, would be best preserved
by erccting a barrier and requiring
,each applicant to receive his book from
the haud otan attendant, This system
prevails in all well conducted libraries
elsewhere, and 1must eventually be in-
troduced here.

There are, however, in the opinion of
this Committee, several reasons why, it
should not be immediately carried out.

First—The rooms we now occupy, may
|or may not, become the property of the
| Association. In the event of the
latter, any alterations cr improvements,
would be so much wasted money.

Second—The change from the present
system could not be fairly enforced, in
consequence of the very limited room, that
would be afforded to the public in front of
the counter; the small space would in-
evitably lead to confusion and dissatisfac-
tion.

Third— It would,be necessary to atonce
have a complete catalogue reprinted, at a
cost of from $200 to $300, of which sum
the Institute would not probably receive
back more than $50 from sales, judging
from past experience.

Lastly—The number, and variety of
books in the most popular sections of the
library, are altogether inadequate to
the requirements of the membership.
For this reason itis thought, that perhaps
members failinz to readily get such books
as they wanted, would prefer to pick and
choose for themselves as at present. Under
all these circumstances, your Committee
would recommend, that the question be
fairly stated in the annual report, and left

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THE INFLICTION, AND COLLECTION OF
FINES

This is, and always has been, one of
the most unpleasant duties, of the officer
in charge of the book register, and any
suggestions, tending o remove the diffi-
culty, are worthy of careful consideration.

Remewmbering that we have rules for the
guidance of the librarian, and that, as tue
officer of thi~ Board, it is his imperative
duty te faithfully carry out those rules as
far as practicable, we are of opinion, that
the matter should be so pluced befcre the
members, that they will see, that no al.
ternative is left to him, and that any
fancied odium, should be incurred by the
Board and not by its servant., We are led
to this, by the fact that with some previous
Secretaries, fines were not impartially ex-
acted from all, and that their imposition
was enforced 1n a loose way. 'I'le present
librarian, by reason of his striet-
ly enforcing the rules, has incurred the
i1l will of gsome members. This should
not be the case, as he merely follows his
icstructions. 'l'he remedy that occurs to
ue, is to require each member to sign a
written form, binding himself to abide by
the rules of this Association, the Secretary
furnishing him at the same time, with a
copy of that which he has siguned.

It may be well to carefully examine, and
where necessary, enlarge the time for read-
ing the books. 1fapy member neglects to
return a book, until he becomes subject to
fines, we would recommend their enforce-
ment, even though it should result in a
slight dimioution in the membership. Any
member might pay a fine, uvder protest,
and appeal to the Library Cowmittee, but
all discretion should, we think, be with-
drawn from the Librarian, and the onus
of exacting payment be placed upon the
Chairman of the Library Committee. There
b2ing no crmpeting library in the city, we
ought to be able %o take a bold and decided
stand, and it does eccur to us, that per-
haps our citizens would appreciate the ad-
vantages it offers, if it were conducted on
strict principles. The members, from hav
ing been allowed free and e¢asy access to,
and use of the books, think they confer
a favour on the Institute hy joining.

It maynot perhaps be konown to the
Board, that a careful avalysis of the ac-
counts, shows that each member nets a loss
of §1 566 to the Association per annum.
Thisresulthas been arrived at, by deducting
the fees derived from members ; from the
expenses incurred for newspapers, books,
magazines, management, gag, &c. The
deficiency has been, and is now, made up

in part from interest on capital, lectures
when profitable, fines, &«., &c.

Recognizing these facts, it behoves the
Board to caretully cousider, whether or not,
an increase on the fees should not be im-
posed. There are two sides, however, to
the question, while it might resuls in sowe
increage per member, it might on the cona
trary, form a plea for many dropping off
the list. Anether point for consideration
is, whether it would rot be advisable, to
return to the old system of chargingean
entrance fee. 1t is not an uncommon thinyg
now, for a member to fall two or three
months in arrear, and then, isstead of
paying up the arrearages, pay ounly, from
the date of his receipt. It is certainly a
mosy petty way of defrauding the Institute,
bat stili is resorted to by persons
who consider themselves highly respecta-
ble.

It is an extremely difficult matter, to
devise any means, of preventing the
intrusion of non mewmbers into the Library,
when accompanied by members The
ladies are especially couspicuous for this,
many of them making a ntysting place of
the Library. One remedy that suggesis
itself to this Committee, is to enforce striect
silence. 1t is, at all events, worth a trial,
and where parties fail to take tha hiot,
which might be conveyed by one or more
placards, the Librarian could pilace a card
in the hands of the offender, drawing
attention to the offence.

It appears to this Committee, that mewn
bers are constantly taking advantage of
the institute, either through a misappre-
hension of what constitutes their privi-
liges, or from a desire to save money. It
should be distinetly laid down and under-
stood, that each member, only in person,
has the right to use the Reading Room,
and to take out one book, either personally
or by deputy. 'I'he families, or friends of
members have no right to read in the
Library, and ‘n no case to examine the
papers. Lady subscribers should, if they
desire to read the papers, be compelled to
pay the same sum as gentlemen, and, in
the opinion of this Committee, a notice
should be given at the next annual meet-
ing, providing for the admission of ladies
to the Readicg Reom, on this condition.
As to life members, their privileges should
be the same as ordinary members; while
resident in the city. If, however, they
permanently remcve, they should not be
allowed to transfer their privileges, to any
member of their family or others; as in
the event of any loss, damage or fines,
