Coxcorp, N. H., Dec. 8.—Attorney Bar-
nard made bis final argument for the
state in the Sawtelle hearing this morn-
ing.

two exceptions none have been recogniz-
ed that have notbeen contracted with
royal personages. The two exceptions
were those of Princess Louise, the fourth
daughter of the Queen, and Louise of
Wales, daughter of the Prince of Wales.
In neither case was there the remot-
est probability of the person married
to a subject succeeding to the throne,
so that the royal succession has been
kept clear of the polluted blood of the
British people. It is not flattering to
British pride that only Germans are per-
mitted to rule over them, and that Brit-
ish blood is tabooed by royalty. Sev-
eral royal personages have contracted
matrimonial alliances with subjects
since the royal marriage act was
passed, but none of them have
been recognized except the two - ment-
ioned. Amongst the more notable
marriages of this kind were those of the
Duke of Sussex, the sixth son of George
the Third, who was twice married to sub-
jects. His first marriage to Lady Aug-
usta Murray,daughter of the Earl of Dun-
more was pronounced invalid by the
courts as contrary to the royal marriage
act, but he continued to live with the
lady, and shortly after her death mar-
ried again. This second marriage was to
Lady Celia Underwood who was created
Duchess of Inverness. However the
royal marriage act may have affected
these unions there cannot be a doubt that
in the eye of heaven and of the majority
of mankind they were guite as valid as
those of other members of the family. It
is well known to those who are familiar
with the secret history of the British
court at that period, that all the unmar-
ried daughters of George 3rd. contracted
alliances of one kind or another, and it
was the disclosure of the fact at the
death of his daughter Amelia in 1810,
that she was married, that drove the
wretched old king into the last fit of in-
sanity, which only ended with his life.
Considering the tendencies of the times,
the Gazerre is of the  opinion
that those who arrange British royal
marriages would show & greater degree
of wisdom if they contracted alliances
with some of the great families of the
United Kingdom rather than with per-
sons who are not of British blood. If
ever thereisa question as to the de-
sirability of maintaining the throne,
one of the strong arguments that will be
used by the enemies of monarchy will
be that the royal family is not British
but German,and thatthe character of its
marriages shows it is not in sympathy
with the British people.

GRAIN SHUTES.

A PLAN BY WHICH ST. JOHN CAN
HANDLE GEAIN AT ONCE.

A Railwiy Extension Around the Side
of 1 ter H to
Carry the Grain From the Cars to
the River, Either Direet to the

orto F A | 4
An Architect to Make Estimates.
Necessity is said to be the mother of

invention. A grain elevator or some-
thing else that will enable St. John to
load grain on steamers cheaply and
quickly is certainly a necessity if this
port is to handle any of the great
grain export of the west.
There can be no doubt that if 8t
John possessed the proper facilities now
this port would be handling & consider-
able amount of the grain export of west-
ern Canada, and the fact that hundreds
of carloads of grain have within the last
fow weeks been passing through this
city via the C. P. R.and LC. R. to be
taken to Halifax for shipment has
brought the position of affairs home ina
most pointed manner to the minds
of every citizen who takes an interest in
the commercial position of the port of
St. John. Halifax has facilities for hand-
ling grain; St. John has none, and while
St. John remains without them the peo~
ple of this would be winter port can
stand by and see the long trains of the
products of the west go rushing through
the city and on 270 miles further to &
place where proper facilities have been
furnished for handling the busingss.

| . The . people say this kind of thing

must stop. St. John must be fufnished
with facilities to reap the advantages of
her natural position. But how? Mr.
Robert Croikshank, chairman of the
City and Harbor Improvement Com-
mittee of the Board of Trade, is the man
to come to the front and answer the
burning question; answer it at least a8
far as grain is conserned. His scheme is
a simple one. It would not involve &
large expenditure, and if it can be carried
out St. John can begin haundling the
grain exports this very winter, and the
big trains of cars that now roll through
the city with freight for Halifax will
empty their contents into steamers here
and save the bridge tolls and over 270
miles of a railroad running.

Mr. Cruikshank took Mr. Ira Cornwall,
secretary of the Board of Trade, Mr. G.
Ernest Fairweather the architect and a
GazerTE reporter up to the suspension
bridge yesterday to show them the out-
line of his scheme. Mr. Fairweather is
to furnish some estimates from the ob-
servations he made as to the cost of carry-
ing out the plan. Mr, Cruikshank ex-
plained that the scheme was (o extend
the C. P. R. track across the
road just west of -the suspension
bridge so that ‘it would curve through
the northeasiern corner of the asylum
grounds. and follow around the side of
the hill called Lancaster Heights down
about to the old Clark mill, Between
that mill and the old reservoir, where
some of the tug boats get water, the
river bank is high, and the water deep,
and it is believed that at comparatively
small cost berths coild be made
there to accommodate twi large steam-
ers at once. The railway track extended
around the side of the hill would be at
an eleyation of between 60 and 80 feet
above high water and at a small cost
shutes could be made that would carry
the grain down over the hillside to the
steamers as rapidly as it could run from
the cars. This would be a much cheap-
er way than handling the grain with an
elevator.

Mr. Fairweather was very favorably
impressed with the scheme; and believes
it to be quiet feasible. . He says that the
cost of extending the track around the
side of the hill about midway between
the river bank and the road along Lan-
caster Heights leading from Fairville to
Carleton would not amount to much
as there would be-a- very small amount
of cutting and filling to do. The curves
would be sweepinz and easy, and the
work could be done in a month or so.

Mr. Cornwall entered into the idea
with the usual euthusisam which he dis-
plays in every movement brought for-
ward to advance the ‘business. interests
of St. John. If the proper berths for
steamers could not be furnished on the
spot at once, 80 that the grain could be
carried by the sbutes direct from the cars
to the steamers he was on'haind with a
supplementary scheme which would en-
able the shutes idea to be carried out 1n
another way as soon as the extension of
the railway track along the hillside was
completed. “Floating elevators could be
used,” said Mr. Cornwall, *'as is done in
many other places where grain is
handled. If it could not be arranged at
once 8o that the steamers could come
under the shutes put floating ele-
vators under and fill them up. They
could be towed to a steamer’s side when
she was lying anywhere in the harbor
and the grain transferred to the steamer.
If the steamer was takinga cargo ot
grain and other freigh the grain could
be pouring into her on one side from the
floating elevators while the general
freight was being hoisted aboard from
the wharf at the other side. Ordinary
scows such as are used for lumber or
very little different would answer, or
floating elevators if they were fitted up
with elevator bands and small engines
to run them.

This scheme appears to be one which
it would be to the intérestof the Can-
adian Pacific Railway people to assist in
carrying out, but whether they will do
80 or not is yet to be found out. Under
the present rates at - which the C.P. R.
gets freight carried to Halifax over the
I. C. R. there does not appear tobe much
inducement for them to make any ex-
penditure for the purpose of carrying on
the business here. It is stated by Mr. 8.
Schofield that the C. P. R. freights hand-
Ted at the 1.C. R. deep water terminus
here is charged thirty cents per ton
for shunting fees and fifteen cents per
ton for top wharfage, making together
45 cents. For 60 cents a ton, above the
bridge tolls, 15 cents more than the
shunting and top wharfage fees, the LG
R. takes the freight on to Halifax and
delivers it for shipment there. Uuder
the grain shute plan described above,
however, the C. P.R. would save the
bridge tolls and the freight charges over
the I. C. R., too, and it is only reasonable
to suppose that a very large amount of

the Short Line from the west.

The grain sbute scheme will %r:bably
receive the full attention of the Board of
Trade soon, as Mr. Cruikshank intends
to bring the matter up at once.
