Childlike and bland.
The Amherst “Dally News" In a brief 

editorial on Hon. Geo. H. Murray's speech 
at the Manufacturers Association ban­
quet, sriaea to remark :

In the laat two sessions of the Dominion 
parliament the Conservative Government 
brought down a measure that wae design­
ed to Improve the rural highways. Mani­
festly 4t wae the purpose of the Dominion 
Government to eo-operate with the local 
legislatures in this important work, but 
the Liberals In the House of Commons did 
their utmost to defeat the measure and 
falling to do so they passed It up to the 
Liberal Senate. Premier Murray we are 
just a little afraid is getting out of touch 
with his associates In the Liberal party.

Like the smile of Bret Harte’s China­
man, this effort on the part of the Am­
herst editor Is “childlike and bland.' 
Either he has not looked Into the details of 
the Government’s Road Bill at all, or else, 
like the man who sat on the tack, be failed 
to see the point. The Government Intro­
duced an Agricultural Aid Bill definitely 
embodying the principle of granting the 
money to the provinces In proportion to 
population, every necessary safe guarding 
clause being included. When they brought 
in the Public Highways Bill, there were 
no such safe guarding clauses. îhe 
money was to be expended at the sweet 
will of the Minister of Railways after 
making “arrangementa” with the several 
Provincial Governments. The Liberals 
asked that a definite clause be put In the 
Bill, similar to that of the Agricultural 
Aid Bill, by which It would be assured 
that the road money would be granted 
the different provlndea proportionate­
ly to population and be expended 
by the Provincial Governments which 
have complete jurisdiction over the 
pqblio highways. This was a fair, 
sound reqnest to make In every way. Mr. 
Borden made a verbal statement that 
euoh was the Government’s intention, but 
be absolutely refused to embody this in 
the Bill* A year ago the Bill passed the 
Commons and was sent up to the Senate. 
The Liberals there amended the Bill In re­
gard to these points, whereupon Mr. 
Borden peremptorily dropped the Bill 
rather than have the amendment added. 
This year the Bill again came before the 
Commons unchanged. Again Mr. Borden 
made verbal promises in regard thereto, 
and again refused to have those verbal 
promises put In writing as part of the 
BUI. Unamended It went to the Senate, 
and when the Liberal leader there in 
timated his intention of an amend­
ment the Tory leader In that chamber 
refused to. give It the second reading. 
Tbareupoa - Sir George Bqsa himself 
moved the second reading, and the Bill 
was passed with the safeguarding amend 
nrtnl attached. Mr. Borden then dropped 
tlm Bill once more, and his sycophants 
immediately raised the cry that the Lib­
erals were opposed to the expenditure of 
Federal money on Provincial highways.

The bare and bold tacts of the case are 
that the whole policy was a cleverly con- 
cooted scheme of using a million dollars 
yearly, ostensibly for and under the plea 
of road building, but in reality as a gigan­
tic party fund for manipulating oonstltu 
enoies from the Atlantic to the Pacific. 
The money was to be placed really and 
completely at the disposal of the Depart' 
ment of Railways, Instead of being handed 
over directly to the Provincial authori­
ties, to be expended on the highways 
by the machinery provided for the same, 
Within twenty four hours of the first In­
troduction of the Bill, the promise of road 
expenditure under tire Act was made by 
Government agents in the by-election In 
South Renfrew, thus proving that the 
Liberal contentions were amply justified. 
The editor of the Amherst “News” is 
either an “Innocent" Indeed, or else Is of 
the opinion that his readers are. The BUI 
was as brasen an attempt at raising 
gigantic reptile fund as was ever made by 
a Tory Government In Canada ; and that 
Is saying a great deal.

It might be well to remember that Mr. 

Borden and hls colleague were badly 
beaten in the olty in the elections of 1911. 
The figures for the city vote were aa fol­
lows : Maclean, 4.023; Blackadder, 3,972: 
Borden, 3,771; Crosby. 3,663. Mac­
lean’s majority over Borden was thus 
262; Blackadder over Borden, 901; Ma» 
lean’s over Crosby, 370; Blackadder’» 
over Crosby, 319; Borden’s over Croeby, 
118. It will thus be seen that the city 
went strongly Liberal, every ward save 
Ward One giving a majority. A further 
analysis of the vote in the city may be of
interest. Borden got 43 plumpers; Black­
adder, 26; Maclean, 17. &nd Crosby,
16. In the split voting Borden and 
Maclean received 89, Borden and 
Blackadder, 28; Maclean and Crosby, 
13; Blackadder and Crosby, 17. 
The two Liberal candidates polled in 
common In the city, 3,791, while the two 
Tory candidates received in common 3,597, 
giving a straight party majority to the 
Liberals of 194.

In the total figures for both city and 
county, Borden received no less than 141 
plumpers to Crosby’s 29; Blackadder re­
ceived 53 and Maclean 36. It was hls 141 
plumpers which saved Mr. Borden in the 
recount which left him but with a ma­
jority of 93 over Maclean.

The whole staff of the “News” 
consists of a band of school boys and girls 
If Judged by their appearance. A 
prominent Attorney looks like a High 
School graduate of twenty. A Professor 
looks like » fresh dry-goods clerk In hls 
later teens, while the most prominent 
Attorney In the olty has just reached the 
mature age of twenty seven. The mana­
ger of the Telephone Company would in­
spire the casual stranger to ask, “Does 
your mother know you’re out f" In short, 
It seems a town composed of and managed 
by boys just out of school and the 
managing seems to be of the most enter­
prising sort.

The Central Information Office of the 
Liberal Party1 has Issued the first number 
of the “Canadian Liberal Monthly 
magasine devoted to the discussion and 
the advancement of the cause of Lib­
eralism In this country. There is room 
and need for such a publication In Canada. 
The political discussions In the dally 
newspapers of both sides can scarcely be 
called philosophical, and Parliamentary 
■iteechea are commonly forgotten as soon 
as uttered, even If there remains 
quorum In the House to listen to them 
when delivered. Articles for a magazine 
can be prepared with more care and de­
liberation, and deal with public matters 
in a more oodiplete and philosophical 
manner than Is possible in the case 
of the dally press. In Britain there 
Is a number of monthly publications 
devotéd to the political principles 
and activities of either party, and 
which are very Influential. So far. -there 
have bean no s*oh publications In Canada, 
and the one just started fills a long-felt 
need. The articles In this the initial Issue 
promise well, the opening one on the 
principles of Liberalism being especially 
readable. In this the writer well says ;

“Liberalism Is ordained of the common 
people and sprang from a common resist- 
enoe to the oppression of arbitrary and 
self-centred rule. Conservatism had its 
birth In the doctrine of the Divine Right 
of Kings. The main battlements of priv­
ilege and vested authority have been won 
by Liberalism through centuries of strug­
gle. The fight of democracy for free­
dom, for equality of opportunity and 
for eubetantlal Justice to all In­
dividuals of the commonwealth still 
goes on. There are still Inequalities 
of taxation to be righted, the oppression 
of vested Interests in trade and Industry 
to be overcome, monopolies and trusts to 
be regulated, the rights of society as a 
whole to be asserted to the wealth that 
depends upon Its own collective enter­
prise. The Increase of the well being of 
the masses does not appear to be by any 
means proportionate to the general growth 
of wealth. In this sphere of economic 
législation. Liberalism still has perhaps 
Its greatest work to do. The welfare of 
the oommon man at the common task Is 
Its first consideration."

The bed-rock of Liberalism Is the great­
est good to the greatest number, the re­
posing of all political power in the hands 
of the sovereign people, the fortifying and 
strengthening of democracy, and the 
guarding of Canadian autonomy with an 
unsleeping eye.

Municipal Insurance.
City Engineer Doane makes a report 

which in ten years will save 
Halifax $3,000 annually.

City Engineer F. W. W. Doane at the 
last convention of the Union of Canadian 
Manufacturers presented an interesting 
paper on a scheme for mutual municipal 
insurance. In part the report reads 

Municipal property is becoming one of 
the best risks for insurance, first, because 
the greater part of it Is being constructed 
of fire proof material, and second, because 
it usually has better fire protection facili­
ties than private property.

The total amount of annual premiums 
ild by thirty-two municipalities is $9,717.- 
!, and the amount of insurance carried,

: 61,522,884. As six rural municipalities pay 
{61,251.81 in annual premiums, It Is pro­
bable that the total amount of annual pre­
mium paid by all municipalities reaches 
at least $12,000. The amount paid, varies 
from $4.50 per annum for insurance on 
$1,000 on the court house in one munici­
pality, to $3,136 paid on nearly half a mil- 
ion of insurance in the City of Halifax. 
Tbe largest risk of which returns have 

been sent in, is $45,000 on the Academy 
school in Sydney. The next is $42,000 on 
the Chebuoto Road school, Halifax. Both 
these structures are good risks.

The Engineer suggests the advisability 
of providing by legislation that the in­
surance premiums now paid by such 
municipalities as may become a party to 
the sohemft shall be paid annually at the 
first of the year to trustees to be appointed.

I would suggest that the trustees be 
obliged to insure ail public property 
covered against a maximum loss of say 
$100,000, the premium to be paid out of 
the total premiums pooled. The balance 
should be invested, say for ten years, by 
which time the amount of the Investment 
would reach about $100,000, if there are no 
losses. According to the returns received, 
last year the total fire lose wae five 
dollars.

Any fire loss up to $100,000 would be 
paid by the insurance companies; over 
6100,000 which is very unlikely, would be

Mrs. Huntington Smitfi lectures at Quin- 

pool Road School.
The good which is being accomplished 

by the S. P. O. at the present time in its 
educational campaign mn hardly be real 
ized, but if thfc six hundred children and 
adults who met together yesterday in the 
Qnlnpool Road School^ when Mrs. Hun 
tlngton Smith, of Boston, spoke on “ Our 
Four Footed Friendflt” 4s an indication of 
interest in the work, the Society should 
be greatly.titconraged» .^ . ,

Mrs. Smith, who is the president of the 
Animal Rescue League, in a.stirring ad­
dress, illustrated by lantern elides, show­
ed the great good Boston was doing in 
rescuing harmless and Ill-treated animals 
In that city. Over 82,000 cases had been 
dealt with by her society. The account of 
the instantaneous killing of the animals 
by the electric cages was especially Inter­
esting, a step taken to obviate the terrible 
cruelties of the slaughter houses.

Mrs. Smith showed many slides* some 
of the most interesting being those which 
portrayed the Rest Farm for horses, where 
worn out cab and truck horses may be 
sent during the summer for a vacation and 
at little expense. Thé different photo­
graphs of horses which were emaciated 
and worn out when they went to the Farm 
and the way in which they fattened and 
were built up on leaving the Farm, was 
an object lesson which might be well fol­
lowed by all the Societies on the conti­
nent. Mrs. Smith spoke in warm terms 
of the good condition of the horses which 
she has seen in Halifax and remarked on 
ihe fact that the market horses were the 
>est she had seen on the continent, as 
these animals as a rule were in other cities 
very poor.

The Dartmouth branch of the S. P. 0. 
deserves the credit for initiating the move­
ment to bring Mrs. Smith to Halifax and 
Dartmouth and deserves credit for taking 
this forward step. The many addresses 
Mrs. Smith delivered in Dartmouth were 
exceedingly appreciated.

DESTRUCTION OF AIRSHIPS

By aeroplanes at British wa 
manoeuvres.

London, Sept. 23.—The feature of the 
British army manoeuvres in the Midland 
counties yesterday was the “destruction" 
of an airship by a squadron of aeroplanes 
which circled about In a manner which 
would enable them to do unlimited bomb- 
throwing in real warfare.

Another incident was the mutiny of a 
regiment of volunteer cavalry, the mem­
bers of which were disgruntled because 
they received only three crackers and a 
chunk of cheese for breakfast. The men 
refused to march but were afterwards 
placated by. a double ration. King George 
will participate In the manoeuvres to day.

An army biplane returning to camp near 
Rugby, fell from a height of about one 
hundred and fifty feet. Lieut. Cblnnery, 
the pilot, had a collar bone dislocated, 
while Mr. Playfair, a passenger, received 
serious injuries about his head.

ALIENISTS TO EXAMINE

Schmidt and will take him to 
the morgue.

New York, Sept. 23.—The aged father 
of Johann (Hanb) Schmidt, self-confessed 
murderer of Anna Aumuller, has decided 
to com3 to New York from his home in 
Aschaffenburg, Germany, according to 
despatch received here from the German 
town last night.

The parents of Hans Schmidt still hope 
to find that the accused priest is not their 
son. Two alienists employed by District 
Attorney Whitman will examine Schmidt 
probably to-morrow. It is understood 
that one of the tests of the priest's mental 
condition will be in taking him to the 
morgue and asking him to identity the 
recovered portions of the woman’s body. 
Practloatiy -the entire case against 
Schmidt now rests on the question of hta 
mental responsibility.

200 ALBANIANS KILLED

In a fierce battle with Servian 
troops.

Vienna, Sept. 23.—In a fierce battle to­
day between Servian troops and Albanians 
on the new Albanian frontier, 200 Alban­
ians were killed, according to a despatch 
to the Neue Freie Presse. The fighting is 
reported to have occurred at a place be­
tween Dlbra and Jakova, where many of 
the battles between the Servians and the 
Turks were fought in the recent Balkan

The encounter was brought about by an 
attempt of several thousand Albanians to 
penetrate the territory captured by the 
Servians from the Turks. They were re­
pulsed. The Servians lost one captain and 
a considerable number of men. They have 
since been reinforced.

81,000,000 DAMACES

So far by prairie fires in North 
West.

Lethbridge, Sept, 28.—Meagre reports 
of what to probably one of the moat des­
tructive prarie fires yeo recorded, are just 
beginning to sift through from the district 
affected. The fire started eight miles 
northeast of Stirling, and R. O. Harvey, 
who had some difficulty in getting h s 
sheep out of the track of the fire, says 
million dollars will not cover the damage 
to the range. The fire started at 3 p. m. 
and swept southward for nearly twenty 
miles, spreading over about five miles In 
width. Ooe or two farmers such as Neil- 
son, of Stirling, are said to have lost valu 
able crops.________________

SUFFRAGETTES SET FIRE

To property, causing $400,000 
damage.

Liverpool, Sept. 23.—Militant Suffra­
gettes set fire to Seafleld House, at Sea- 
forth, four miles to the northwest of Liv­
erpool, during lest night, and caused dam­
age estimated at $400.000. The members 
of the “arson squad” left a quantity of 
Suffrage literature strewn about the lawns. 
The building, which was formerly used as 
a Convent, was undergoing reconstruction 
at a cost of $130,000 and was to be turned 
into a home for Imbeciles.

this village. Three reeWfcHoes, three 
barns, outbuilding» tod the Foresters’ 
Hall, with p»toH6ally all their contents, 
were destroyed.

The fire started on the roof of A. F. 
Grant's barn on the east side of the street. 
The flames quickly gained headway and 
burned Mr. Grant’s barn, residence, shop, 
outbuildings, carriages, etc., and five hun­
dred dollars’ worth of hides stored in the

The Foresters Hall next caught and all 
the regalia, furniture and documents be­
longing to ihe Order were lost.

The fire then caught in the residence of 
Mrs. Enon Macdonald just across the 
street, and this with barn and outhouses 
were consumed.

The next building falling a prey to the 
flames was tha beautiful residence of 
John Fraser, which was destroyed to­
gether with the barn and outbuildings. 
Some of the furniture in these residences 
was saved.

A furious gale was blowing from the 
east, which made it Impossible to check 
the flames. A message was sent to New 
Glasgow for assistance and in remarkably 
short time firemen and engine arrived 
from New Glasgow and Stellar ton, and 
hose was carried to the river, but all the 
buildings were doomed ere'their arrival. 
The firemen ably assisted In the protec­
tion of other buildings nearby.

The total loss is estimated at $6000, part­
ly covered by Insurance.

Moncton, N.B., Sept. 22.—Five families 
are homeless, five of the best stores of the 
village destroyed and a total damage of 
$25,000 was suffered in the town of Petit- 
eodlao to-night by a fire that at one time 
threatened to wipe out the entire commu­
nity. Pelltcodlao has no water supply and 
consequently no fire department, but the 
citizens formed themselves into a bucket 
brigade. At the same time Moncton was 
asked to send aid. Although the Monoton 
brigade responded as speedily as a train 
could convey them, the fire was under 
control when they arrived.

The fire started in the stable at the rear 
of the Mansard House and spread non h 
down Kay street, burning seven build­
ings, Including five stores, Parkinson’s 
clothing store, Mrs. William Pollock’s 
millinery siore, W. M. Biokercon’s tailor­
ing shop, Thaddy Drysdale’e harness shop, 
ind the Sussex Mercantile Warehouse. 
Some six families were burned out. The 
houses burned were Dr. D. D. McDonald’s, 
occupied by Use King and 6.

PRINCE AT SCHOOL

King’s Younger Sons Will Have No 
Favors Shown Them.

Prince George and Prince Henry, the 
younger sons of King George V. of Eng­
land, have recently been slightly sick and 
were sent to Newquay to recuperate as 
well as to enjoy brief vacations. The in­
teresting young members of the royal 
family enjoyed the outing to the fullest 
extent The cliffs at Newquay overlook 
Pistral bay, and the scenery around this 
place Is the most beautiful and most 
interesting In all England.

Henry, the third son of the King, who 
is now thirteen years old, will enter Eton 
college for the first time this fall. He 
has been at a private school heretofore 
and has been treated by all as a mem­
ber of the royal family. But on entering 
college it will be different. He will at­
tend the classroom duties just as any 
other boy, and efforts will be made to 
make him forget for the time that he i* 
the son of the King. His fellow-students 
will treat him just as if he was an Eng­
lish boy. He will be compelled to arise 
every morning at 6.45 o’clock and must 
attend early classroom exercises at 7.80 
o’clock every day. On full school days 
the young prince will spend six hours 
daily in tne classroom, while on half holi­
days he will be in the schoolroom for 
four hours.

As a member of the lower class he will 
be looked on as a “fag.” A fag, a 
freshman, is compelled to run errands for 
the upper classmen. He will also be made 
to keep the rooms of the upper classmen 
in a neat condition, light their fires, even 
on cold winter mornings, and most cook 
their eggs, prepare their tea and run out 
to the corner shops to buy fruits and 
pastries. It has long been a custom in 
English schools to look upon the mem­
bers of the upper class as dignified per­
sons and on the members of the lower 
class as a fit subject for basing in the 
milder forms.

When it was first announced that 
Prince Henry would enter Eton college 
this year it was feared that be would not 
be received with much enthusiasm by the 
other students. When he attended the 
private school he gained the reputation 
of being a mother’s darling and was 
never allowed to join in tne athletic 
games or to mix with the other boys at 
the school In this respect he was much 
different from bis older brother, the 
Prince of Wales, who while a student 
took part in many forms of sport and 
was a member of several dubs at Ox­
ford.

Henry is the first won of the present 
King of England to attend school at 
Eton college, his brothers having been 

to othersent •lieges. The boys have 
decided that they did not like his sur­
name, Guelph, and therefore announced 
even before the college opened after the 
vacation that they would call him 
Henry, a much more appropriate name 
for a real college boy,

But Prince Henry is net always 
good boy by any means. In this respect 
he shows that there is the same touch of 
naughtiness that exists in every boy. Just 
prior to the coronation exerciser the 
young prince behaved very badly.

These two young princes are most in­
teresting persons, as is their brother, the 
crown prince,

FIGHTING BUSH FIRES.

It Is Becoming an Important Part Of 
Canada's Work.

When the first Immigrants landed 
on the shores of Canada the wild for­
est seemed to them infinite. They 
made small clearings for themselves. 
These clearings grew as civilisation 
advanced, until the once thickly- 
wooded country was transformed into 
cities, towns and fertile farm lands.

The clearing of the land brought 
out all the grit that was in our fore­
fathers, though these pioneer agricul­
turists, no doubt, lookd with chagrin 
upon the huge task which confronted 
them. It to not surprising that their 
one object was to rid themselves of 
the troublesome forest, even by un­
necessary mutilation, add great tracts 
of country were swept by fire In con­
sequence, yet they never dreamed that 
there might come a day when the pin­
eries of Canada would vanish as the 
buffalo has done In the west. Nor 
did the aborigines themselves ever 
expect their great hunting grounds 
to be finite. This to proven by the 
fact that the white man was allowed 
to settle on land which, unknown to 
him, was divided Into distinct sec­
tions, each owned by an Indian fam­
ily. The redman was, no doubt, per­
plexed by the audacity of the tres­
passer, and in many eases allowed 
him to remain on hto land unmo­
lested. x

As time passed the lumber com­
panies commenced Work in this won­
derful now country, and then the 
farmer found the pine on hto farm io 
be hie best crop. In the winter fre 
vould fell the mlghtjr trees, and In 
the spring the smaller vegetation 
could be burned over and cleared with 
ease. The destruction of the forest 
ceased and the number of fires great­
ly diminished. - •;

The forest was the first thing giv­
en to the pioneer, and about the last 
to be properly protected. DprtDggthe 
past century the pine has beeir prac­
tically destroyed to the region be­
tween Toronto &n$ North Bay. T< 
day the Canadian Government 
strongly Impressed by the need 
forest preservation, and to endeavoi 
ing to check any dissipation of the 
maintng timber. Further north, 
ward the- Hudson Boy region, 
pine becomes poorer than that Wh1 
grows In northern Ontario. ^

It Is here, therefore, that large sec­
tions have become forest reserves. 
Meana must be taken to guard these 
reserves against fire. For this pur­
pose the Government sends A re-­
ran gera to patrol the mysterious 
depths of the forest during the 
months of the year when the snow 
to gone and fires may occur. A 
“chief" fire-ranger has charge of each 
reserve, which may cover a very 
large area, and nay be divided into 
several sections, each having a sub- 
chief, located at headquarters, to 
which place the fire-rangers, scatter­
ed on their various beats, report at 
specified dates, and tender an account 
of their daily work. Which to for­
warded to the “chief.”

The most frequent cause of fire to 
man. Civilisation brings with It for­
est fires, although there have been 
found traces of a colossal fire which 
swept ever northern Ontario about a 
century before the advent of man in­
to that legion. The reflection of the 
sun on a smooth piece of quarts, fo­
cused on a dry bough, and lightning 
striking a dead stump are two natural 
causes of fire. Yet man \b respons­
ible for the greater part of forest de­
vastation. The railway locomotive 
which dashes through the heart of 
the forest to probably the most alarm­
ing cause of fire, in epitç of its pro­
tective appliances. The fire-rangers 
patrol the tracks and quench the 
small beginnings of what Would oth­
erwise prove large fires.

The prospectors, who might be; 
called the pioneers of northern On­
tario, have started many a fire In or-: 
der that their quest for minerals? 
might not be hampered by the hush.1 
This body of men claims that the 
Government to too hard upon H» 
and makes that an excise for, such 
outrage. The great Porcupine fire of 
1911, which caused so much loss of 
life and property, to said to have been 
kindled by prospectors. The many 
tourists who canoe through tin grand 
forests are also a menace to the 
safety of the woods which they ad­
mire. A discarded cigar butt thrown 
Into the dry underbrush and neglect­
ing to properly extinguish a camp­
fire are not uncommon causes of for­
est fires. Each act of carelessness may 
cause enormous fires which no hu­
man means could quench.

To Develop Zinc Mines.

desp • tched Dr. Eugene Haanei, direc­
tor of the Federal Department of 
Mines, Instructions to authorise 8. 
Dldolph, to proceed ait once .with the 
work at the sine plant to Fafrview. 
Expenses of the work will he cover­
ed by 1*0,000, which remains of thp 
grant of $60,000 originally made for 
the purpose of experiments in meth­
ods of treating sine ores.

Domestic Change Only.

ed at the Postoffice Department that 
the card Is an Innovation only so ft» 
as it affects domestic circulation to 
Canada.
