BRaltimore, Md., Oct. 2.---The triai of
a tramp steamer in her migrations ahout |
the world keeps up the romance of the|
sea, as did the white winged messengers
of commerce in the davs of the sailing|
craft, now a decaying figure in ooeau:

She was launched at Greeunock, Scotland,
a short time before, almost ready for sea,
and for her maiden cargo coal was load-
ed at Barry for Port Said, a distance. of
3,125 miles.

Thence sYe wentto Suez, and then
calls were made at Aden, Bombay and
Calcutta. Up and down the dirty Hoo-
ley river. in India, was a part of the pro-
gramme, and from Calcutta she steamed
for Waterloo, South Australia, by way ot
Sabang. From Wallaroo, Port Pirie was
visited and then Bunbury, Australia.
