A seasonable offering has been mades to the peacs |
of the chuareh by the Rev. R. Wickbam, M.A,, of
Christeharch, Osford, in his pamphlet entided, /s
the Offertory without Communion required by the |
Church ! 'This important point of polemical dis- |
cussion is hiere treated in a manner at once so culin
and yet so earvest, s renders it quite evident thut
no intetiiperdte or party elnotions have swayed the
wind of the writer, whose aim obviously it is to
check the violenico of this unhappy controversy, by
explaining what be conceives o be the real trath ol
the quesiion ot issue,
¢ 1le uscribes the origin of the attempt to introduce
the custom of the weekly ulleriory to the improssion
that large suws of money would thas ba colle
for the many ituportant purposes for which (hiey
ure wanted, and, being distributed through the hands
of the clorgy, would bs justly applicd to the ueces
sities ol the chureh, It seemed to bear, mureover,
Lis suys, upon the fuce of it a resemblance (v priwi-
tive practice, and even w earry with it the power
of apostolic sanetion.
¥ Ho confesses, however, that the serious opposition
which it has encountered, and the sttong feelings
conneeted with that oppositien, ought to have their
due weight with the clergy, and muke them * puuse
and consider well how far” they are * reully bound

He digposes very happily of the argument for the
weekly offertory, which is wade 0 rest upon St
Paul's charge to the Corinthinn Chureh, wud then
passes on to the general lu,.iu_nhnch tha title of his
pampblet snvounces.

pavty in this Province ; and as such we have often
spoken of hiw in terms of severity. It séems, how-
ever, that he has now lived long enowgh to sée the
misehievons tendency of the prin¢iplés which ho
has advocated; and we hearnly congratdlate thy
conntry upon the change whicl appears o have
takew place in his sentiments.

Tw the debaie iy the Howse of Assembly on the
3 instant, ho avowed those sound Constirotional
principles which have been so ofien advoeated in
onr eolamms, and which cannot fail fo be enter-
fained by every howest, loyal, ‘and right minded
man who anderstands the subjeer.  He condemmned
in the strongest manner, those principles of respon-
sible government which, he said, were held by
sore honorable members, and which were the same
a¢ those contended for by Baldwin and others in
Catada.  He said if these principles were once
introduced here, - then farewell to the peace of
this Colony,”—what had occarred in Canada
wonld follow, wherever those principles should
take root, as inevitably as night follows day,—He
ealled atteniion fo the scenes now being enacted in
Nova Seofia and Canadn, and asked if that were a
state of things to be desired in this Province. Sach

rinciples, ho said, were not npxlicnbh to a Co
ony —they were inconsistent with the Monarehial
principle—they would sink the conntry beneath a
Democerncy, and lead to an Oligarchy, the most
odious of ull governments. A Colonial Cabinet
dependent on a tnjority of the House of Assembly
wag impraeticablo and absard, and inconsistent with
tbe prerogative of the Crown. Such a sesponsible
government, he said, * was calculated to agitate
and distarb the conntry—it was a spectre which
pushied befon # il agitation toith one arm, and llr;’gﬂl
after it rebellion with the other.”  Ae he did net
expect or wish fo femain long in publie life, he
expressed (hess opinions witli the sincerity of a
dying tman, and thooght he should betray his duty
to the #onmry if he did not express them.

Mr. Simonds is not the first politician in whoda
mind years and experience have produced 4 change
of sentiment. 'When Barke saw that, owing to
the inflaence of the Freneh Revolation, the pringi-
ples of those with whom he seted in the House of
Commons were likely to do infinite mischief, ho
nobly sacrificed avery consideration 1o the good of
his country, and joined the government party.

Mr. Simonds speaks of retiring (rom public fife;
but if he has now hoisted the British flng in enrnest,
wao should be sarry to see hith desort his €olorg. —
Let him remember the example of Pitt—let him
stand by and defend the prerogative of the Crowu
