EXPANSION
BANK BUSINESS

Canadian Banking Concerns
Are Bringing Money Home
From Abroad For Investment
In Canada.

Ottawa, Ont,, Sept. 20.—The bank
report for the month of August just
issued by the Department of Finance,
indicates a healthy condition of trade
and continued commercial expansion.

On August 31, current deposits to-
talled $256,613,172, an increase of $4,-
974,650, Increase in savings deposits
was even more striking, there being
an increase from $5638,384,371 to $545,
367,452, or nearly seven million dol-
lars. Call and short lodns increased
by $246,740.

While short loans made by Cana-
dian banks out of the Dominion in-
creased by $1,988,749, the increase in
current loans as compared with pre-
vious months was $4,805,434.

Current loans abroad were reduced
by nearly two million dollars. These
figures indicate that banks are bring-
Ing money back to Canada and putting
it into Canadian business enter-
prises,

The statement also shows that dur-
ing the month assets of banks were
increased by $12,695,091, while liabili-
ties were decreased by $11,423,237.

FAVOR MERGER

OF MONTREAL
COMPANIES

Amalgamation O0f Montreal
Power With Street Railway
Concern Discussed And Is
Likely To Go Through.

POSITION OF
CANADIAN POWER

Montreal, Sept. 20.—The activity in
Montreal power stock which has been
a feature of the local stock market
for the last few days, the stock hav
ing advanced some 25 points was of-
ficially explained this evening, when
following meetings of the directors of
the power company and the Montreal
Street Railway, an official statement
was issued to the effect that amalga-
mation of the two companies had
been discusse ! and that it was the
opinion of the !irectors of the Mont-
real street railw v that the consolida-
tion of the two -ompanies would be
desirable,

A committee was appointed tc con-
fer with a committee of the Montreal
Light, Heat and Power Co., to discuss
the details. An announcement will
shortly be made to the shareholders.

Unofficially, it is learned that the
scheme is to take in Montreal street
rallway at 250 and power at from 180
to 200, the stock of the new com-
pany being on a four per cent. basis,

This arrangement does not take in-
to consideration the position of the
Canadian Power Co., which it was
stated a short time ago had secured
control of the stock of the Montreal
street railway. In event of this prov-
ing true it would mean that the pro-
posed amalgamation of Montreal Pow-
er and Street Railway would not be
brought about,

It is however reported, that the di-
rectors of the three companies under-
stand one another. The charter of the
Canadian Power Company forbids its
amalgamation with any other company
but a favorable board of directors
could no doubt overcome this,

N FRENCH MARINE

Steamer France For New
York And Havre Service Ri-
vals Mauretania And Lusi-
tania In Size And Speed.

S8t. Nazaire, France, Sept. 20.—The
steamship France, built for the Cam-
pagnie Generale trans-Atlantique for
the New York and Havre service, was
launched here today.The France is the
largest ship in the French merchant
marine, She will be second only in
size and speed to the Lusitania and
Mauretania,

The dimensions are: Length over
all, 722 feet; breadth of beam, 76
feet; depth, 521, feet; displacement,
26,000 tons; engines, turbine, 40,000
horsepower, She will have a speed of
281 knots, which will allow of the
voyage being made In less than six
days.

The France will carry 27 officers
and a crew of 556 men, She will have
accommodations for 530 first class
passengers; 440 second, and 1050 third
clags.

OF WOMAN AND

HER CHILDREN

John Zoos, Of Westchester, Pa.

Returned Home To Find Wife

~ And: Family Of Three All
Slain.

ROBBERY MOTIVE
FOR THE CRIME

Westchester, Pa., Sept. 20~Mrs.
John Zoos, and her three children, &
boy aged 7, and two girls aged seven
months and three years were murder-
ed late today at Byers, a small town
about 12 miles from this place, Thé
police officials are making a desper-
ate effort to locatep a boarder with
the family, who is missing.

The husband and father was the
first to discover the horrible crime.
While on his way home Zoos saw
his seven year old son lying in the
bushes alongside the roadway. The
child had been terribly beaten about
the head and was unconscious, Ly-
ing on the floor of the kitehen in his
home the distracted father found the
bodies of his two little girls and his
wife, the latter still breathing, but
with her brains oozing from a great
fracture of the skull.

Father Gave Alarm.

The almost frantic father rushed
from the house and gave the alarm.
A physician was quickly summoned
but a glance told that there was no
hope for the wife, Attention was then
turned to the wounded boy, but he
died within sight of the Phoenixville
hospital in which hé had been rushed
8 miles in an automobile. It was ev-
ident that the murderer had gone to
the Zoos home for the purpose of
robbery,

The fact that the three persons in
the dwelling at the time were dis-
posed of by the brutal burglar would
seem to bear out the theory of the
police officials, that the robber mur-
dered the family to prevent being re-
cognized. At the time the woman and
{little girls were murdered, the boy
| was in school. It is supposed that he
| met the slayer when a short distance
| from home and the murderer placed
the little fellow in such a condition
that he could not identify him.

The weapon used by the murderer
was the axe. The house had been
ransacked.

GOVERNMENT PAYS
TRIBUTE 0 GAMBLERS

Only Bound to Fxtent of
$1,200,000, Ministers De-
cide on Expending $1,500,-
000--Good Advertisement.

Rome, Sept. 20. — The Italian gov-
ernment has decided to gratify to the
full the Neapolitan gamblers who rais-
ed a riot last week over the suspended
payment of their winnings, a sum of
$1,500,000 being distributed today. The
government was not obliged to pay
more than $1,200,000.

The state revenue derived agm the
lotteries averages $8,000,000. Accord-
ing to the rules of the game, the
state is not bound to pay when the
winnings exceed $1,2000. Neverthe-
less, on several occasions in recent
years, when the local gains have been
greater, the government has disburs-
ed the full amount without demur.
This time, however, the Naples lot-
tery department refused to pay a cent
till sanction had been received from
Rome, and an infuriated crowd of dis-
appointed gamblers quickly caused
the affrighted clerks to take to their
heels while it wrecked the offices,

Some Authorities Concede
That United States Wiil be
Excluded from Northern Wa-
ters by Hague Decision.

Washington, D.C., Sept. 20.—That
Canada has exclusive rights in Hud-
son Bay is now conceded by many
persons here as a result of the ruling
of the Hague Tribunal that in the
case of bays the three marine miles
are to be measured from a straight
line drawn across the body of witer
at the places where it ceases to have
the configuration of a bay. In all oth-
er places the three miles are to be
measured following the sinuosities of
the coast.

*“This,” says an administration or-
gan, “is a definite prenouncement on
the whole headland question. “The
United States has contended that the
three miles limit followed the sinuos
ities of the coast, and allowed fishing
in bays when the outer headlands
were more than six miles apart. The
British contention is that tervitorial
jurisdiction extends seaward from a
line drawn between the outer head-
lands, no matter how wide the bay
that is enclosed.

“The Hague Tribunal afirms the
British view, which shuts out Ameri-
can boats from fishing not only in the
bays of Newfoundland and Labrador,
but apparently also in that vast ex-
panse of water, Hudson Bay, in which
our whaling and fishing craft have
been accustomed to claim and exer-
cise, fishing and whaling rights under
the American fla

The decision means that the great
fishing industry arried on in the
Iludkon Ra 'nited States fisher
men, wi ve to come to an end un-
less makes some agreement
under which it can be continuned. The
gealers and whalers in the past have
been allowed to prosecute their call-
ing and even to winter on the Cana
dian islands. But it is not probable |
these liberties will be volutarily giv
en in the future.

MR. PUGSLEY’'S COMEDY.
At yesterday's sitting of the Equity Court, the

Chief Justice allowed the demurrer filed to the plaint
iff’s bill in Pugsley The New Brunswick Coal and
Railway Company, and we publish in this morning's is-
sue of The Standard his judgment in full. This suit
has even since it was first mooted been the amusement
of lawyers and the puzzle of laymen. It is questionable
whether another person in Canada would have the in-
genuity to conceive, or the effrontery to undertake, such
a proceeding. As a piece of humbug it ranks probably
as the most colossal of the many vast comceptions of
its illustrious author.. The air of sincerity with which
the play has been performed has been masterful. Lit-
erature may be searched in vain for a parallel. The
pious rage of Macbeth over the “dammed fact” of Dun-
can’'s murder, is infinitely inferior as humor to Mr. Pugs-
ley’s mock heroism in bringing his old friend, Mr,
George McAvity, to justice.

The situation was a most difficult one for even an
actor of Mr. Pugsley's consummate skill. No man in
Canada knew better than he when he started the suit
what the result would be, And yet the expedient was
& dangerous one, The last thing, probably, he wished
was an accounting, but fhe thing he most desired
was the show of making one.

The circumstanceés of the case lent themselves ad-
mirably to his design. All the persons connected with
the without exception, favorably
posed to him, and were not, to say the least, anxious
for an inquiry. The company, the only party whose
interest would be served by an accounting, was con-
trolled by directors, who, with the exception of Mr.
Hazen and Mr. Fleming, were friends of Mr. Pugsley, and
the president, Mr. George McAvity, desired a genuine
accounting as little as he did.

With a view of having a thorough investigation, Mr.
Hazen, on more than one occasion, requested the presi-
dent to call a meeting of the directors. This course
might have been fatal to Mr. Pugsley’s plans. Mr.
McAvity called no meeting of the directors—in fact he
reported that he did not know who or where they were
In anxiety for a full disclosure, he retained Mr.
Carvell, M. P., to represent the company, and entrusted
to him the duty of racking to the utmost the Minister
of Public Works.

The judgment of the Chief Justice has ended the
farce, And probably Mr. Pugsley is among those best
pleased with the result.

AGAINST THE POLICY OF DRIFT.

The opinion expressed by Sir James Whitney in re
cent interviews in London, that a policy of drift on
the part of the Mother Country may mean disintegra-
tion of the Empire, is taken as a text by ‘the Telegraph
for & euology on the utterances of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
on the question of Imperial preference, Sir James,
according to the Telegraph ‘‘clearly expresses the view
that Canada’s loyalty depends upon the attitude of the
Mother Country with regard to Imperial preference, while
Sir Wilfrid Laurier declares to the world that the
loyalty of Canada to the British Empire is not dependent
upon any tariff agreement.”

It would seem that the Telegraph is making common
cause with other organs which are attacking Sir James,
and exhibiting for the moment a touching affection for
the Empire and an unusual regard for the honor of

tex

Canada. Referring to these attacks the Toronto Mail
and Empire points out that the claim is put forward
that Sir James, by hinting at preferential trade, is

trying to injure the Empire through the levying of food
taxes upon the British working man, and that a pre-
tence is made that Canada is insulted by the suggestion
that separation may come if the drift be not checked,
and by the representation that our loyalty is based upon
commercialism,

“These criticisms of the Premier of Ontario,” con-
tinues the Mail and Empire, “are far fetched and abso-
Iutely insincere. With regard to the first, it may be
sald that were a preferential system to be adopted the
British workman would experience no higher degree of
taxation than he now bears. His food is taxed today,
and the difference between his position now and his
position under a preferential policy would be such only
as a change in the details of the taxation would bring
At the same time, the British workman, through the
closer commercial alliance with his compatriots across
the sea, would experience the great advantage which
pertains to the growing market. Why do the various
European nations struggle for colonial extensions? The
basis of their campalgn is trade. They desire to se-
cure for their people the market which a new possession
affords. Unless they are misinformed as to the benefit
of closer union with other parts of the world, the
poliey of closer union within the Empire must be worth

The connection with the Empire has
thus, in bis opinion, been distinctly impaired. This
boast is not without warrant. All the little things that
can be done have been done to make the union less
certain. Two illustrations suggest themselves at once
in this connection. One is that afforded by the crea-
tion of a Foreign Office; the other is the navy, Both
have been justified from withiu the party &s steps
towards separation. Both are in harmony with the
‘ripe fruit’ policy of which Sir Wilfrid Laurier has spo-
ken.

“Contemporaneously with the assault upon Sir James
Whitney for his opposition to the policy of drift, and
for his advocacy of closer commercial relations within
the Empire, comes the announcement that there are to
be reciprocity negotiations with the United States. The
bargain is to be small at first. But it is to be gradu-
ally enlarged until complete free trade between Canada
and the Republic is established. Under this policy a
preference with Britain will be impossible at any time,
and according to Hon. Edward Blake, separation from
the Empire is the condition that is most likely to
come from it. It is not without reason, therefore, that
Sir James Whitney issues his warning against drift.
Do something to strengthen the Empire, and to avert
the movements that tend to weaken it, he says, and
what he says, although fiercely criticized by separatists,
is patriotic and true.”

The big brewers are said to be taking up the
manufacture of the beverage which should lead to its
becoming widely popular, and should bring joy to the
hearts of the temperance reformers. Attempts have
been made time and again to supply a satisfying substi-
tute for beer, but without success. The latest dis-
covery is reported to meet all requirements. It is
said to look and taste like beer, to be as satisfying a
drink to those addicted to beer and ale, and yet to
be absolutely non-intoxicating.

The United States Consul-General reports concern-
ing it:~—

“It is brewed from malt and hops only and has no
“preservative in it, It does not look unlike beer, and the
“taste is very similar. It is made of precisely the
“same materials as the best English home-brewed ale,
“but alcohol is almost entirely eliminated, and it
“stated that there no chemical admixture of any
“kKind, The amount of alcohol produced by the brew-
“ing process in this beverage is given as nine-tenths of
“one per cent., which is less than the percentage to be
“found in any of the ginger ales, stone beers aund other
“temperance beverages.

“The process by which this beverage is made is
“the invention of a French scientist, certain modifications
“being made by one of the professors of the Paris Pas-
“teur Institute and an English brewer. Two kinds are
“made, ale and stout. The ale, it is claimed, has the
“flavor of light beer, and the stout tastes almost exactly
“like a good quality of London stout.”

If the new beverage brings with it no yet undis-
covered disadvantages, the meeting of the demand for
a pleasing drink equal to beer or ale in taste and thirst-
slaking qualities and without its intoxicating or habit-
producing power for evil, should not be long in win-
ning favor with the liguor trade and those who now
use the more harmful brands of beer,

Co.,, came up yesterday when Chief
Justice Barker, in the Ch -
vision, allowed the demurrer . ‘of
Charles R. C, Bruce, one of the defend-
ants, to the bill of the plaintiff, thus
throwing the case out of court.

It will be remembered that after
the Central Rallway Commission
handed in its report concerning Mr.
Pugsley’'s connection with the New
Brunswick Coal and Railway Company
when he was Attorney General of the
Province, Mr. Pugsley announced
from the floors of the House of Com-
mons that he would. demand an ac-

counting with this company, and re-
tained W. B. Wallace, K. C., to com-
mence proceedings in equity agalnst
the company. 5

After several delays on the part of
Mr. Pugsley the matter came to a
head through Charles R. C. Bruce, one
of the directors, demurring to Mr.
Pugsley’s bill on the ground that he
(Pugsley) had no equity in the mat-
ter,

The facts of the case are set out in
the following judgment delivered by
the Chief Justice yesterday.

Pugsley vs. The New Brunswick
Coal and Rallway Company and others

Barker, C. J.

This is a demurrer to the plaintiff’s
bill by the defendant Bruce for want

f equity. The facts so far as they
are material to t present hearing
are these: By an Act of the Provin-
cial Legislature, passed in 1901 (1
Edward VII, chap.\ 12, sec. 1) the
Lieutenant Governor in Council auth-
orized to guarantee the bonds or de-
bentures to the amount of $250,000 of
apy company authorized to construct
a line of railway from the terminus
of the Central Railway at Chipman,
in Queens county to Gibson in York
county, with interest at the rate of
three per cemnt. By the same Act it
was provided that the Provincial Sec-
retary and Attorney General of the
Province should be ex-officio mem-
bers of the board of directors of the
said company, and have the same
powers and privileges as any other
member of the board.

The principal object of this enact-
ment, as it appears by the preamble,
was the development of large and
valuable coal deposits in the counties
of Queens and Sunbury, from which
it was supposed the province would
derive substantial returns in the way
of royalty and otherwise.

The Act contains various provisions
designed to secure the money for
which the province was to become
responsible. The specifications for the
railway were subject to the approval
of the Governor-in-Council (sec. 3).
The Province was not to be under
any liability until after the railway
had been completed and in running
order, properly equipped with suffi-
clent rolling stock so as to pass the
inspection of an official to be ap-
pointed by the Government for the
purpose. The company was required
(sec. 6) to keep such books and ac-
counts as the# Governmeut might
frqm time to time require, and these
books and accounts were at all times
to be open to the inspection of the
Government or such persons as they
might appoint for that purpose.

In addition to this the Company’s
books and accounts were to be audited
every half year by an expert account-
ant appointed for that purpose by the
Governor-in-Council. Section 7 also
provided that the company should
produce and file semi-annually with
the Provincial Secretary a statement
of the company’s business, with the
net profits for the proceding half
vear, and that this statement should
be verified under oath by the presi-
dent and secretary of the company.
It was also provided that the road bed
rolling stock and plant of the company
and its tolls and earnings should be
conveyed to trustees by way of mort-
gage to secure the principal and in-
terest of the bonds.

The defendants, The New Bruns-
wick Coal and Railway Company
were incorporated by an Act of the
Legislature of New Brunswick pass-
ed in the same year (1901 chap. 77)
and by section 5, it was authorized
to carrying on a mining, milling and
manufacturing business, with very
general and extreme powers, includ-
ing the power of building and main-
taining a railway between Chipman
and Gibson. The head office was to
be at Fredericton., The capital stock
was fixed at $100,000, divided Into
shares of $100 each,

The company was also authorized
to issue bonds for $250,000, to be
secured by a mortgage on its stock
and plant; and in case it acquired

organization entered into a contract
with the government for the construc-
tion of the road from Chipman to
Gibson and they also secured from
the Central Rallway Company an op-
tion to purchase its railway and stock
for $180,000.
In order to earry out that option an
act of the Legislature was passed by
virtue of which the purchase of the
Central Railway by the coal com-
pany was ratified.. Some change was
made as to the issue of bonds, but,
eventually, the government did guar-
antee the bonds of the coal company
in all to the sum of $450,000 to pro-
vide the -money for the construction
of the road from Chipman to Gibson
—for the purchase of the Central
Rallway and for some extra improve-
ments on that road,

In addition to this the government
also advanced the company large sums
of money by way of subsidy and loans
to meet current expenses,

In 1905 another act of the Legis-
lature (5 Bd. VIII, Chap, 16) was
passed by whieh for various reasons,
specifically set forth in the pream-
ble the government was authorized to
take over the coal company’s line and
property and manage it by means of
a commission of two members to be
appointed by the government, and, in
order to provide the money neces-
sary to pay outstanding liabilities, to
purchase rolling stock and to make
necessary improvements, the commis-
sloners were authorized to make and
issue 4 per cemt. bonds amounting
in all to the further sum of $250,000
also to be guaramteed by the pro-
vince. The ecommissioners were re-
quired to submit anwually to the Le-
gislature a report of their receipts and
expenditures.

Under this aet the railway was tak-
én over by the government and bonds
to the extent of $250,000 were issued
and their payment guaranteed by the
province. The plaintif when all these
acts were passed and during the con-
struction of the road by the coal com-
pany down to 1907, was attorney gen-
eral of the pravimce and, as such an
ex-officio director of the company.

In 1908 an act of the Legislature (8
Ed. VIII., Chap. 19) was passed auth-
orizing the lieuténant governor to
cause a commigslon to issue to three
persons to hold an investigation or
inquiry into certain matters connect-
ed with the Cenmtral Railway Com-
pany, and the New Brunswick Coal
and Railway Company, and in pursu-
ance of that authority Mr. Justice
Landry and Messrs. McDougall and
Teed were appefnted commissioners,

They made ag'investigation and on
the 29th day of March, 1909, made
a report by which they found that
after taking aceount of the receipts
there was a sum of § .35 unac-
counted for,

The bill alleges that this account as
taken by the commissioners is incor-
rect by reason of certain errors and
omissions which are specifically set
forth, and that if the account were
correctly taken there would not be
anything unaccounted for. The bill
also alleges that the directors appoint-
ed proper and trustworthy officers to
attend to the financial and other bus-
iness of the coal company and that it
was the duty of the plaintiff as one
of the ex-officlo directors of the com-
pany as well as the duty of the other
directors of the company to take all
necessary and rcasonable steps to see
that the affairs of the company were
well managed, aud that all available
money was used for the legitimate
purposes of the company and for the
best possible advantage of the com-
pany.

The plaintiff also alleges that in all
respects he and the other directors
of the company did everything which
was reasonably possible and feasible
in the interest of the Coal Company,
and everything that was reasonably
possible and feasible so far as the

construction of the railway and its
branches were concerned and its op-
eration, was done in the interests of

the said province
The bill also

cges that all money
received from th:

governments of the
province and Dominion for or on be
half of the defendant company, and
also all proceeds of the sales of de-
bentures of the said company and all

other moneys whatsoever received
for or on account of the defendant
company were us-d for the legitimate
purposes of the company.

The 22nd section of the bill is as

follows: “That no accounting has
ever been had bctween said officers
and directors and the defendant com-
pany, and, 4n view of the position

which the plaintiff occupied in respect

to the defendan' company as an ex-
officio director iliereof, by virtue of
his having been Attorney General of
of the Province of New Brunswick,
and by reason of the appointment of

the said commissioners pursuant to
the legislative authority referred to,
and in view of the report which they
made alleging that the amount of
$135,035.85 was unaccounted for, and
also of the complicated character of
the accounts of the defendant com-
pany and death of said officer and
the company's auditor, the plaintiff
believes and alleges that he and the
other directors of the company are
entitled to have an account of the re-
ceipts and disbursements of the de-
fendant company.”

The prayer of the bill is “that an
account may be taken under the di-
rection of this honorable court of the
receipts and expenditures of all sub-
sidies and other moneys received by
sald defendant company or the direc-
tors and officers thereof from the Do-
minfon government and the govern-
ment of the Province of New Bruns-
wick, and also of the expenditures
and appropriation of the proceeds of
all debentures, bonds or securitles for
money guaranteed by the said prov-
ince, and of all the dealings and tran-
sactions of the sald defendant com-
pany or the directors thereof in any
way connected with the business of
said defendant company and said re-
céipts and expenditures.”

The parties defendant include the
Coal Company and all the directors
besides the plaintiff who are living
and the personal representatives of
Messr's, Stetson, Winslow and True-
man, who died before this suit was
commenced.

In digcussing the question raised by

The relation which existed between
a company such as this coal company
and its directors has been described
as that of trustee and cestui que
trust, and sometimes as that of prin-
cipal and agent. Directors are some-
times described as agents of the com-
pany which undoubtedly they are, and
sometimes as trustees of the powers
of the company for the body of share-
holders.
If directors appropriate = the com-
pany’'s money to their own use and be-
nefit, or use it for purposes ultra
vires of the company they are in
both - cases ' guilty of a breach of

trust, and though the e of the
liability may not be the same in the
two cases, in both the breach of trust
is the foundation of the jurisdiction
of this court.

In re Bolt and Iron Company 14 O.
R. 211 and on appeal 16 Ont. A. C.
307 it appeared that the president and
manager of the company had taken
from the company’s funds an amount
in payment of his salary. It was treat-
ed as a breach of trust, though he
took the money bona fide believing
that hé had a right to do so. See also
ex parte Kelley 21 Ch. D. 492 and
Raneskill vs. Bdwards 31 Ch, 100. In
Patrick vs. Stanley 9 Hare at p, 628
the vice-chancellor says, “It was there
said that this was a case of principal
and agent and that if the principal
may file a bill against the agent, the
agent may file a bill against the prin-
cipal, but I cannot admit that the
rights of principal and agent are co-
operative. The rights of the principal
rests upon the trust and confidence
reposed in the agent, but the agent
reposes no such trust or confidence in
the principal.” This is an authority
for holding that this bill could not be
sustained as against the company.

It is still more difficult to see what
interest the plaintiff has to file a bill
against his co-directors. The plantiff
alleges that he and his co-directors
had a duty to see that the company’s
monies were all properly expended
and used for the legitimate purposes
of the company, and he also alleges
that he and his co-directors have ful-
ly and honestly discharged their duty
both to the company and the province
and that if an account were taken it
would be found that neither he nor
the other directors owed the company
anything. The bill does not allege that
the company is makirg any claim. The
effect of taking the account would be
to show that the directors owed the
company nothing, a fact which ac-
cording to the bill no one who is a
party to this suit ever denied.

1 think I am not travelling outside
theé admissions of the plaintiff's coun-
sel on the argument if I assume that
this bill would never have been filed
if the case rested solely on the as-
pect of it which so far I have present-
ed. It was said, however, that the in-
vestigation and report of the commis-
sion had altered the plaintiff's posi-
tion so as to give him rights to come
to this court which he had not before.
The allegations in section 22 of the
bill whieh I have guoted at length are
intended to furnish additional rea-
sons for sustaining this position,

Thers is no doubt that the Legis-
lature, when it stipulated, as one of

the conditions upon which the bonds
of the company were to be guaranteed
by the Province, that the Atftorney-
General and Provineial Secretary
should be ex-officio directors, regard-
ed that arrangement as a safeguard
to the Province against any misappli-
cation of the Company’s monies or
their waste from loose and incompe-
tent management. The plaintiff in
his bill speaks of his duty to the Prov-
ince and his duty to the company—
separate the one from the other, With
his duty to the Province, so far as it
is distinct from his duty to the Com
pany, this court has nothing to do
in this proceeding, for this bill, both
in its allegation and in the parties to
it, has reference solely to the ‘ralingﬁ
between the plaintiff and the ®mpany
in his capacity as a director. In that
view I am unable to see in what par-
ticular his right to maintain this suit
is greater or different by reason of the
appointment of the commissioners or
the report which they have made.

The report is intended for the infor-
mation of ‘the Governor-in-Council—
the duties of the commissioners were
inquistorial and not judicial (re Gord-
on vs. City of Toronto, 16 Ont. Ap.
452). The report is not binding upon
anyone, and it would seem from the
the reasoning in Stubla vs. Freccia
5 A. C. per Lord Blackburn at p. 644
that it is not even evidence against
the plaintiff. It in fact, from the al-
legation in the bill only finds that, as
a result of the investigation the com-
missioners were able to make, there
is a sum of $135,035.35 out of the
$958,799.75 received by the company
(and the correctness of this sum does
not seem to be questioned) which is
accounted for; that is, as I understand
it, they are unable to tell what became
of it.

It is true that the report does mnot
fix the liability for this balance upon
auy particular individuals, It is, how-
ever, a necessary inference that if
the balance were correctly stated it
represents a liability which the direc-

tors, some or all of them must as-
sume.
Under these circumstances it is

easy to understand how this company
and its directors who were respons-
ible for the management of its af-
fairs during the period when these
large expenditures were being made,
should seek the aid of some judicial
tribunal for a thorough investigation

of these accounts, and in that way
correct the errors and supply the
omissions to which the plaintiff al-

leges this large balance is attribut-

able, But that does not add to the
jurisdiction of this court or give the,
plaintiff a right to file a bill for that
purpose. It is still an accounting to
be enforced by the principal against
the agents.

On a bill properly framed for the
purpose this court would have no dif-
ficulty in making the enquiries usual
in such cases, and any special ens
quiries which the allegations in the
Id11 or other circumstances might rens
der necessary. If the real object of
such a bill were to show by evidence
that the directors had fully dischargs
ed their duties and fully accountedy
as the object of this bill is said 1o be,
and in that way by a decree of this
court prove that the commissioners
reported balance was altogether
wrong, that object would not be ate
tained by a decree simply recording &
result agreed upon by the parties,
and to which none of them' made any
objection, or by any decree based om
anything short of a thorough enquiry
and investigation. :

He wants Sandy to meet such
men as Langford, Kaufman and Lang
of Australia, and if in those battles
Sandy displays what Little considers
championship class he will post such
an amount that Johnson cannot afford
to ignore the challenge.

Little Wants To Be Boss.

Little says that he is going to be
the boss, and if Sandy does not do as
he wants him there wili be a separa-
tion at once. Last Saturday afternoon
Joe Woodman, manager of Langford,
and Little and Sandy had a talk rela-
tive to a bout between Langford and
Sandy. The latter was inclined to
pull away from such a match by pre-
senting terms for his services that
were not warranted.

Little, however, is likely to make
Sandy go through or else quit him,
for Little wants to know if Sandy is
a champion or not before expending
any more money on him, which is a
good plan for the manager of any box-
er. The undertaking that Little has
started out to do is a great one and
the keen manner in which Little is
going about it shows that he knows
his book.

If Sandy cannot defeat Langford,
Little figures that Sandy has no
chance to win over Johnson, and it is
the only way to look at the situation,
There will be another meeting of Lit-
tle and Woodman, and if Little follows
out his plan to be boss, Sandy and
Langford will be signed for another
bout. Manager Little has received an
offer for Sandy to box Jim Barry in

The Jeffries-Johnson fight pictures
case in the police court that has caus-
ed so much interest in the city dur-
ing the past few days, was brought
to a close before Magistrate Ritchie
in the court last night and will rest
until next Tuesday when the matter
will be again brought into the lme-
light when the cases appear in the
Supreme Court before the grand jury,

Robert J. Armstrong, the manager
of thé Queen's Rink, Charles Degzin-
ger of Buffalo, N. Y., and P. O. Hool-
ey of Montreal, who came here with
the picture films, Roy Potts of this
city, who sold the admission tickets
at the rink, and Thomas Daley of
this city who operated the moving
plcture machine, were charged with
conducting a moving picture perfor-
mance without a license when the
mayor had refused to grant a license.
The perforigance was given on Fri-
day, Saturday and Monday nights,

For each performance Messrs, Arm-
strong, Hooley and Dezinger were
fined thirty dollars each or in all
ninety dollars each for the three per-
formances. Potts and Daley were al-
lowed to go for the present and judg-
ment on thelr case will be given on
Thursday afternoon next.

Committed for Trial.

The five were then proceeded
against in a criminal manner for pro-
ducing a performance that tended to
corrupt public morals. In this there
were preliminary proceedings and
these finished about ten o'clock last
night , and the five were committed
for trial. Potts and Daley were al-
lowed to go on their own recogniz-
ances, while the other three were al-
lowed out on bail of $400 each and
J. B. M. Baxter and E. P. Raymond
went bonds for two hundred dollars
each for the appearance of the de-
fendants at the next sitting of the
Supreme Court.

His worship, Mayor Frink was the
first witness called in the morning.

He said that he knew nothing of
Robert J. Armstrong and the Queen’s
rink,. He did not issue a license
to Mr, Armstrong for a license in the
Queen's rink. Witness said that he
was not aware of a licenge Dbeing
transferred to Mr. Armstrong.

To Mr. Mullin, witness said that a
license issued Frank Coleman was
transferred to the Queen’s rink. He
did not witness the performance in
the Queen’s rink. Before the perform-
ance was given he sent a letter to the
chief of police purporting to cancel a
license to the Queen’s rink. Witness
had been invited to witness the pic-
tures but refused to go and see them.

Morley McLaughlin was the next
witness. He was asked if he was the
owner of the Queen's rink, but Mr.
Mullin objected to an answer, without
the deeds being produced. Mr. Me-
Laughlin was instructed to procure
the deeds.

Afternoon Session.

The case was resumed before Magis-
trate Ritchie at 230 o'clock in the
afternoon.

Morley McLaughlin was recalled and
testified that hé was unable to get
the deed of the Queens Rink. Wit
ness sald that he rented the rink to
R. J. Armstrong last fall and the lat-
ter s still the temant. This complet-
ed the evidence for the prosecution.

Daniel Mullin K. C., for the defence
moved that the case be dismissed on
the ground that no case had been es-
tablished according to law. The mag-
istrate said he would give no decision
at the time and the hearing was ad-
journed until 7 o'¢lock in the even-
ing,

Evening Proceedings.

The evening sesslon was commenced
&t 7 o'clock and the eity bye-law being
produced by Deputy Chief Jenkins,
was handed to Daniel Mullin, K. C,
who objected to it being placed in
evidence.

Mr. Mullin statcd that as the gentle-
men interested in the case wished to
get away, he would walve his objec-
tion and allowed the byelaw to go in
evidence.

Pressed For Dismissal.

Mr. Mullin again asked for a dis-
missal. He showed that Mr. Arm-
strong was a manager for Frank Cole-
man, who was the lessee, holding a
license granted by the mayor and the
question was, did the mayor have the
authority to cancel such a license,

The evidence showed that the per-
formance was au orderly one, and
there was no reason why the mayor
should have cancclled the license
There was no eviience that the show
was an immoral one before the mayor
cancelled it. He was given a chance
to witness the performance before it
was put before the publie, and he had
refused to go and see a private exhi-
bition.

The chief of the police on his oath
said that the show was not objection-
able while the mayor, who did not
see it, said it was objectionable,

Mayor Had Right.

His bonor said le thought the ma-
yor had a right to cancel the license
¥ he wished to, It was not for the
court to say he should not cancel
ft. He adjudged Armstrong guilty and
Imposed a fine of $30 or in default of
payment incarceration im jail for 20
days,

Mr. Mullin appealed the case and ap-
plied for a copy of the proceedings.
The Picture Men.

Mr. Raymond appeared for Messrs.
Hooley, Dezinger and Daley while J.
B. M. Baxter appeared for Roy Potts
and the cases against these gentle-
men were separated from that against

Mr. Armftrong.

Mr. Raymond said that the evidence
given in the former case could be
used in the other cases but that the
same objections as made in the Arm-
strong case would stand in the latter
cases,

His honor said that Messrs. Hooley
and Dezinger would come under the

Judgment Reserved.

His Honor said that when the case

Charles W. Denzinger was called
and gdve evidence that he did not
promote, set up or advertise the pic-
ture show. He took tickets part of
the time, and at the close of the show
he helped to count the tickets, and
took the reels of films from the rink
to the hotel.

To the Deputy Chief witness said
that he brought the films to the city.
He met Mr. Hooley in this city and
the contract was made with Mr.
Armstrong. The pictures shown and
mentioned were put on seven days
in Montreal, St. John's, Quebec, and
other Canadlan cities and no attempt
rvas made to prevent them from show-
ng.

His Honor said that the whole mat-
ter would have to go before another
court.

The case against Daley and Potts
will be taken up again on Thursday
afternoon,

Mr. Raymond appealed the cases
and asked for a copy of the proceed-
ings,

The charges against the defendants
on two other cases was then taken
up and the same fines were imposed.

Under Criminal Code.

The preliminary examination was
then commenced against Messrs.
Armstrong, Hooley, Dezinger, Potts
and Daley. The same evidence as
previously given was allowed.

Mr. Raymond argued that the police
officials gave evidence that there was
nothing in the show that was indecent
or immoral,

Mr. Raymond and Mr, Wilson had a
slight altercation regarding the tell-
ing of the truth and Mr. Raymond
said that he would back his reputa-
tion against Mr. Wilgon's in that re-
spect. Mr., Raymond sald he was glad
that he had been present at the show.

Mr., Wilson laughed.

Mr. Raymond pointed his finger at
Mr. Wilson and said: “That's all
right I don't go to prayer meetings
but I'm all right.” The pictures were
a splendid production.

Mr. Baxter's Address.
J. B. M. Baxter spoke for some
length along the same lines and

quoted the law governing the cases,
stating that the pictures must be ob-
scene to tend to corrupt theé morals.
The evidence of the officials was to
the effect that the pictures were not
immoral. He claimed that the show
was not a picture, it was a shadow
thrown on the canvas. There was
no gambling and it was nothing more
than a shadowgraph. He said that |
he had seen the reproduction in a
picture house here of a bull fight in
Spain that was brutal, but no person
stopped that. The churches don't
gsay anything against war, If we throw
the picture of a war on the screen
is it not much worse than the two
men that were shown in the Queen's
Rink?

Mr. Wilson in addressing the court,
sald that there was a tendency in a
picture show to induce men to bet.
He quoted the law and sald that he
thought the defendants should be sent
up for trial.

The defence had no evidence to of-
fer and left the matter to the dis-
cretion of the magistrate,

Judge Ritchie Impressed.

His Honor said thAt he has been so
impressed with the argument and if
he was trying the case he would con-
sider the matter whether he would
convict, He sald his position in a
reliminary trial was to find if there
was enough evidence to commit the
defendants for trial. His Honor said
he had a strong opifion against pri
fights, as he believed they tend to cor-
rupt morals. The fight could not have
been held in St. John. His finding
was not if they were guilty, but it
was to find if there was evidence
enough to send the defendants up for
trial. He was sorry to learn that
obscene shows that were worse than
prize fights had been shown here.

If, in this city of churches there
had been such shows, this investiga-
tion would probably have done good.

His Honor said that he had not de
cided on the presumption of guilt but
there was evidence enough to send
them up for trial.

Potts and Daley were allowed out
on their own recognances but
Messrs. Armstrong, Hooley id De-

zinger were committed for trial, and
the three were admitted to bail of $400
each,

Mr. Raymond said that he would
not see the men stuck and he would
g0 personally for their bail. Mr. Bax-
ter said that he would join Mr. Ray-
mond in the sureties for the bail, the
defendants in $400 each and Messrs,
Baxter and Raymond in $200 each,

The trial comes up on Tuesday next.

On the morning of the day after,
it came my turn to ascend those
steps and be recelved by the wrince,
My reception had been scheduled for
eleven o'clock, A servitor in a Mon-
tenegrin coat opened the door lead-
ing Into the main corridor of the pal-
ace and an adjutant conducted me to
the upper story, showing me Into a
simply furnished salle d'audience ad-
orned with family portraits,

Prince Nikita appeared. ! He wel-
comed me cordiallv, shook hands, and

bade me come into the adjoining
room.
He Is tall and handsome and his

manners command respect. You rea-
lize that this giant must exact it
even from the wildest of his subjects,
and that he knows nelther fear nor
hesitation—as the storleg of his com-
bats prove. His eyes are steel blue,
his glance steady and plercing though
kindly. He seems to penetrate your
inmost thoughts. You remember
what a seasoned diplomat he Is and
what successes he has achieved,

He speaks slowly and deliberately.
Put his conversation shows vou that
he has reflected long unon the poll-
tical and economic problems that ef-
fect the destinies cf his people.

In talking with forelgn guests the
prince employs French which he
speaks as readily and as delightful-
1y his mother tongue and Italian, His
sonorous voice often grows soft, with
a shade of tenderness. But he can
roar and rage and those who have hap-
pened to displease him can still hear
that volce ringing in their ears.

The natfonal costume becomes him
immensely-—the long, skirted, brilli-
ant coat, held tight about the walst,
by a many colored sash, from which
hangs a silver mounted revolver; the
red waistcoat trimmed with gold; the
loose purple trousers and high boots.
At his throat gleams the white cross
of the Russian order of 8t. George

* FOR THE NAVY

Sir William While Points Out
Folly of Suggestion — No
Signs Yet of Internal Com-
bustion Engine.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 19 —Not so
very long ago it was reported that
England was contemplating the im-
mediate construeticn of a battleship
driven by intermal combustion en-
gines. It was pointed out at the time
that the report was undoubtedly pre-
mature and that tremendous obstacles
remained to be overcome before the
“funnelless Dreadnought” became a
reality. Now Sir Willlam H. White,
wheo during the years 1895 to 1902 oc-
cupied the ppst of director of naval
vonstruction . apd assistant comptrol-
ler cf the British navy, has stepped
forward to paint out the folly of the
ériginal suggestion that the govern.
ment contemplated the almost immed-
inte substitution of petrol driven en-
gines for steam engines, not only for
small war vessels, bat aiso for the
big battlechips in the Fmpire's first
line of defence,

“I admit," ‘sdys Sir William, “shat if
t were possibdé to concemtrate tho
great amount of power now provided
by huge engines which is required for
the propulsion of a battleship into
smaller éngines such as one mignt
imagine a motor driven engine would
be, we should be gotting to a posi-
tion of tremendous pessibility, but
we are far from that position yet. The
chief difficulty which the committee
which has been investigating the sub-
ject for the British association has
had to contend with is that of energy
wasted in the explosion cf gas, what-
ever form it may take In a cylinder.

Waste of Power.

“Now, consider that point along
with the fact that at the present time
the most powerful petrol motors in
| serviceable use are from 100 to 120
horsepower. In those motors the am-
ount of energy wasted is very con-
siderable. What would be the amount
of waste if you were dealing with
moters of 30,000 horsepower, and if
you had the same proportion of waste?
