1y, is the toll of a railway accigent three miles from Ottawa this afternoon
when the C. P. R. Winnipeg train left the track.
All the dead and practically all the injured are immigrants, principally

from the British Isles.

The cause of the wreck ig not known,

but it is thought to have been

either a loose rail or what is known in railway parlance as a “sun-kink.”
The train left here at 1.30 and consisted of baggage and mail cars, three

colonist, one first class, two tourists, a diner and a Pullman’car.

were not demolished it was a comparatively easy matter to get out the m-
jured, and ‘they were jmmediately rushed in motor cars to the city hospitals.
The C. P. R. officials in Ottawa rushed medical men and others to the
scene of the accident as soon as possible and did nobly in caring for the
injured. Passengers who were able to continue their journey were taken
west tonight on a special by way of Kemptville.

“As a rgsult of our observations
from Margh 11 to the present time the
tollowl%conduslona seem justifiable:

“L @ inoculations have neither
constantly nor frequently been follow-
ed by marked change in the course
of the disease.

“3. The cure or progress towards
the cure- claimed by Dr. Friedmann
for the treatment has neither con-
stantly nor even frequently taken

{place in the time during which these

cases have been under observation.

“3—Thus, upon investigation the
committee finds that the results have
been disappointing and that the claims

No attempt was
made in the caucus today to bind
the members to the action of the
caucus.

I am speaking not so much from my
own personal knowledge as from what
1 have heard from my meighbors and
garmers generally that perhaps noth:
ing ever happened 8O detrimental to
the horse industry in New Brunswick
as the importation of these Kentucky
race horses. I suppose that a race
horse from Kentucky is about the
same class of cur that you get from
any Dplace else. He is all right
for the man who has lots of money and
wants to spend it, such as the Hon.
My, Sifton. It is all right for the Hon.
Clifford Sifton, if he wants to spend
$25,000 or $30,000 a year on race
horses; that is his own affair, but that
{s not the kind of horse that the ord-
inary farmers should produce if we
want to do something to assist the
genenal welfare of the country.”

Continuing Mr. Carvell argued that
there was a continual deterioration in
the pure bred horse; and there was
difficulty in keeping them up to the
standard.

Utter Misrepresentation.

Mr. Carvell's knowledge of horses
did not enter into the subject. His
false str.tements regarding the impor-
tation of Kentucky horses are, how-
ever, very easily refuted as there is
no lack of evidence on the point.

In. the first place the horses were
not imported while Mr. Hubbard was
Deputy Minister of Agriculture, but
during the term of office of Thomas A.
Peters, an appointee of the Liberal
government which held office previous
to the election of the - government
headed by Hon. J. D, Hazen on March
4, 1908, When It was decided to make
an importation of Kentucky horses the
time was especially opportune as there
was a sale of thoroughbreds in Ken-
tucky and they could be advantageous.
Iy secured. On March 23rd, 1909, Hon,
Dr, Landry, Minister of Agriculture,
was questioned by A. B. Copp, leader
of the Liberal opposition in the legis-
lature, certain questions in reference
to the importation. In reply to these
Hon, Dr. Landry supplied answers
which, in brief, told the story of the
importation and sale. The total num-
ber of horses brought into the pro-
vince was three stallions, seventeen
mares and one colt. The purchase
price of the horses was $3,260, and the
expenses in connection with the im-
portation and sale brought the total
expenditure up to about $5,933.51.

Sale Realized a Profit.

Mz, Peter Clinch, who was engaged
to go to Kentucky and purchase the
Sorses is recognized as an authority
on thoroughbred horses, He was paid

526 for his services and was given
;“0.88 for expenses In connection
with his trip including his assistants.

The sums realized from the sale of
the horses totalled $6,805, or more
than enough to pay all expenses. In
fact it was the first time in the history
of the provingé that an importation of
thoroughbred animals was made with-
out _costing the province one dollar.

Richard Wilson
of Lexington, Ky, the former owner
of the horse, had written to the effect
that he would come to New Bruns-
wick and if the animal was still in
good condition he would purchase
him. The other stud horse which was
also purchased by George W. Fowler,
broke his neck.

Of the dams, Mr. Clinch said that
some of them were purchased by peo-
ple who did not appreciate a thorough-
bred driving horse, and the animals
were consequently ruined. Others,
however, were properly taken care of,
with the result that they proved not
only satisfactory as driving horses
but valuable for breeding purposes.

In the light of the facts in the

Tenders “for Germain and
Union Streets to Close To-
day — Other Work — The
Playgrounds.

Tenders for the paving of- portions
of Germain and Union streets will
close today. Contractors who have un.
dertaken the paving of various streets
are already at work, and the whole
programme of permanent paving for
the year will shortly be underway.
The public works department has not
done anything a8 yet in the way of
fixing up the Rockwood Park play-
ground as the 'Playgrounds Associa-
tipn expect to have a report from a
competent engineer in regard to the
best plan of draining the property and
arranging it for a playground. On the
west side the department has com-
pleted the work of grading the square
south of the old Carleton city hall and
the square is now ready for the in-
stallation of the playground apparatus.
A good deal of repair work will have
to be done later in the summer as the
water and sewerage department is
tearing up many streets for the pur-
pose of renewing water mains or
laying new sewers. A gang of men
with a steam roller is employed mac-
adamizing Germain street between
Union and King streets.

Approximate Estimate is that
$2,880 per day is Kept Out
of Circulation through Mil
Tie-up.

Although a delegation from the
Trades and Labor Council interceded
for the millmen in. the hope of mak-
ing some agreemeni{ with the miRn
owners, no settlement has "yet been
arrived at,and a state of undisturbed
quietude reigns over the Indiantown
mills.

Already the closing of the mills has
had a bad effect -on business in that
particular quartér of the city, and
the strike has also been keenly felt|
by merchants in the city whoge busi-
ness depends largely on the operation
of the saw mills. - If the men remain
out for any lengigh of time the city as
a whole will feel indirectly the effects
of the closing.

It is reported that e of the mill-
men who were thrown out of work
were forced to leave the city to accept
positions in outside mills, There is a
possibility of more leaving, and if the
mills remain cloged for any length of
time the men will probably remove
their families.

It was also told by some of the mill-
men that one of the operators had
offered to pay the increate, but the
union would not allow their men to
return to work unless all the mill
owners consented tu the new scale,

Another report circulated by the em-
ployes of a certain mill is that they
have been given word to the effect
that the mill will remain closed until
the fall, no matter what agreement
may be arrived at.

With a total number of 1,600 men
out of work whose average wage
would be about $1.80 a day, it means
that each day the mills are closed
down a sum of $2,880 is taken out of
circulation in the city.

Already during-the time the mills
have not been in operation an estima-
ted total of $28,880 has been tied up,
as the men have now been out for
ten days.

As far as can be learned it would be
practically impossible to reopen the
mills unless some agreement is arriv-
ed at between the workmen and the
mill operators, as, if non-union men
are introduced other local unions
ungler the I. L. U. will refuse to
‘hefndle material shipped to or sent
out of the mills.

Men who have considered the ques-
tion seriously say that it would be &
good idea if the plan which has been
adop®d in some western cities of the
city appointing a commission to in-
vestigate the case wuld be tried out
in connection with the 'milimen’s
strike.
