It is a recognized fact that the price recelved for
Pputter is very largely influenced by its quality and this is
in great measure determined by the care given the cream
from which it is made This matter is recognized by
the Department of Agriculture at Ottawa as being of
vital importance to the patrons and butter-
muakers of Canada; consequently there has been prepar-
ed by the Chief of the Dairy Division under the direc-
tion of the Domiuvion Dairy Comwmissioner, a bulletin on
“The Care of Cream for Buttermaking.”

.The bulletin commences with the health and feed-
ing of the cows and follows the subject through the var
dous stages of milking, separating, storing and delivering
the cream, esch section beiug dealt with from the stand-
point of thé man on the farm rather than of the official
in an office. The results of experiments conducted on
farms and in cresmeries, are given to show the advant-
ages of separsting & rich cresm, properly cooling and
storing it, as well as of making frequent deliveries.

Toronte, Aug. 7 —The Monetary
Times in its balf yeatly bond review
to be issued thig week says in part:
The market for Canada bonds has
been one of unusual interest during
the first six months of the current
year Its chief features have been
the strength of issues in Canada, the
growth of United States buying, the
congestion of the London market, the
peceasity of a large amount of tem-
porary mubicipal financiog, the grow-
ing tendency of municipalities to
market their issues over seas and the
greater patrouage of the average In-
vestor

Bonds and debenture issues in Ca-
nada since January totalled $29,721,-
000. The largest were those of the'
Montreal Tramways and Power Com
pany, whick has issued $7,000,000 of
debentures: $1,350,000 of short term
notes (three years); and $5,000,000
three year collateral trust gold notes.
All these were purchased by Unit-!
ed Stales bond houses. The industrial
railway and geueral bond market has
been uniformly active since thpp be-
ginning of the year.

From inquiry made by the MoOne-
tary Times, there appear to be few
blocks of first clags bonds unabsorbs
ed, ihe majority of issues being rapid-
Iy placed and in many cases over sub
scribed The comparatively recent
innevation of emali denominations

The horrors of the Iroquois Theatre
disaster in Chicago about nine years
ago, when hundreds of people were
burned to death or crushed im, the
panic which) ebsued when the fire
was discovered are recalled through
the visit to this city of Lee Parvin,
business manager of the Red Rose
musical company, which will be pro-
duced here next week.

Mr. Parvin was in Chicago at i
time of the fire and was engaged with
an attraction playing in another the
atre. On the afternoon of the fire
be was within a few blocks off the
Iroquois when the alarm went in, and
hastening at once to the scene as an
eye witness of some of the awful

ghts following the disaster which
evokeéd such a feeling of indignation
throughout the entire country, and
which was in a large measure respon-
sible for thfp taking of precautions
to make theatres everywhere as near
fireproof as possible.

At the time of the disaster the
Iroquois Theatre was occupled with
a company playing Mr. Bluebeard, a
big musical show. The fire occurred
during a matinee performance and
when the alarm was raised the large
sudience at once rushed for the
exits. Hundreds were crushed to
death in the mad rush for the outer
air ~and the disaster went down in
history as one of the most appalling
in America.

This statement follows the an-
nouncement yesterday that after
September 1st the price of leather
will be notched up ten per cent.

Fall shoes will cost the consumer
just fifty cents per pair more than
he pays for his springtime kicks, and
the alleged reason for this is that the
Chinese and Japanese have adopted
civilization to such an extent that the
majority of them have taken to wear-
ing western shoes of the latest
styles. That the yellow peril is as-
suming larger proportions is assured
by the fact that If every Oriental
wore shoes all the white people would
have to go barefooted,

Goat ls Ohsolete.

The styles have changed. Ten
years.ago the goat supplied oV per
cent. of all shoes manufactured. Now
this animal only supplies 17 per cent.
Ten years ago “dongola” was the real
class of footwear. Now nearly every-
body wants. calf, which is an ideal
material. But a8 hides are only a
bye- product with the ranchers any-
way, a larger supply is not to be ob-
tained. In defense of the cattle
ranchers it might be said that if they
killed off enough calves to meet the
demand the people would all be vege-
tarians in & short time.
