GREAT BRITAIN SURPRISED 
8Ï NOTE OF WiLSOIf

(Continued from page 1) 
Repliez te Central Power»

London. Dee. 31 —While the replies 
of the various Allied governments to 
Germany will be made simultaneous­
ly and probably before Christmas, as 
indicated last night, yet these replies 
will not be textually Identical, and will 
not take the form of a joint reply. 
The reason for thl* Is that while all 
the Entente Allies are agreed on the 
general principles of the reply, each 
came Into the war under different con­
ditions, calling for a somewhat differ­
ent statement. For example, the de­
fense of small nationalities was one 
of the main causes bringing England 
Into the war. In defense of Belgium, 
whereas Belgium and Serbia did hot 
enter for that reason, but because their 
territory was Invaded. Similar differ­
ences In the conditions exist as re­
gards France, Roumanie and other 
countries, so that while all the replies 
will narco oh the essential points of 
reparation and security .they will not 
be Identical.

Fir John A. Simon, the former secre­
tary for home affairs, rose in the 
House of Commons today to endorse, 
in behalf of himself and his follow­
ers. Premier Lloyd George's speech on 
peace.

"it may be desirable, In view of 
past events." he said, "to make quite 
plain, in a few sentences, how univer­
sal and widespread Is the acceptance, 
in all sections of opinion, In all parts 
of the country, of the premier's declar­
ation In reply to the German message. 
The premier told us plainly that In 
no proper sense of the word wae the 
communication received from Ger­
many a peace proposal at all.

"Proposals Involve propositions, and 
It Is a misuse of language to talk about 
a message containing no suggestion of 
terms as a proposal.

"If, Indeed, the message had contain­
ed terms, even unacceptable or impos­
sible terms, it would receive a clear 
and specific answer.

To Testify Sincerity.
"If. In times like these, any bell­

igerent comes forward with the pro­
fession of a desire for peace and puts 
forward reasonable terms, everything 
le to be gained from every point ot 
dew by testing the sincerity of his 
declaration. But the only declaration 
received from Germany wae a mere 
paraphrase of Von Bethmann-HoH- 
weg'e speech in tile Reichstag, with 
ont even an outline ot the terms it Is 
obvious that the chancellor was then 
addressing to the German people. A 
communication of that sort le not a 
peace propoeal at all.

Hie Net Slammed Deer,
"The premier bae not slammed the 

door on peace; he has pointed out that 
any discussion without some previous 
suggestion of terms most necessarily 
be a delusion and a sham. 1 believe 
that nobody in this country «mW sert- 
ousfy expect any other reply than that 
which the premier has given.

OSrmany's Broken Dream
How the neutral peoples, who are by 

no meaite the simpletons Germany still 
taken them bo be. Willi tallglh enter time 
touching picture;—

Germany, not poeeesslng the Impetus 
of n clearly defined political world em- 
binon, was content for many decades 
to be the worker, the vrafteman, tor 
the rest of humanity, end to reap as 
her reward an occasional honeyed con­
gratulation or flatteringly worded test­
imonial to her aweelnese and Industry 
from her English and other rival».

Title system would certainly have 
continued to all eternity had not the 
Impatience and tlie envy of the noble 
Britone grown to such proportions that 
they were unable nny longer to curb 
their hatred.

In 
place of tho "English gentleman" there 
how stands revealed a grinning John 
Bull with vampire features with a r*. 
Ptoloue maw «Irobe-bod to Its widest 
capacity for swallowing more blood 
and more flesh to turn Into English 
gold and bank-notes,

A Truly Terrible T«l#
A typical example at the vampire’s 

work is clthd in "Dor Tag"i—
A diplomat from Latin South Amer­

ica, who was travelling from New York 
to Berlin, has related to us the shame­
ful humiliations he wae subjected to 
by the Britons.

They held up his ship, and, notwith­
standing his protestations that he waa 
not a German, look him to Kirkwall, 
where one of Ihe escorting officers 
showed him an Immense minefield, and 
shouted In bis ears!

Petrograd. Dec. 19, via London, Dec. 
20.—The passage across the Russian 
frontier of thousands of Roumanians, 
who have abandoned their houses and 
property in the face of the invading 
Germans and Bulgarians, has cast the 
shadow of & new refugee problem in 
the Russian empire. These refugees 
have been pouring into Odessa. Kiev 
and other Southern Russian cities in 
a destitute and helpless condition and 
present a problem which threatens to 
be more difficult than any which has 
confronted a belligerent power since 
the invasion of Belgium.

peoples whose homes have fallen with­
in enemy lines.

St, John dealers 
did exactly the same thing but lias any 
Ir-timation to -this effect been given 
by the City -Oounoll of St. John? If not, 
isn’t it high time -that some member 
of the council board, with the interests 
of the purchasing public at heart, 
should consider this phase orf the 
question?

Of course it may toe possible that the 
council members today will take ac­
tion, vigorous and effective. If so, they 
are entitled to credit for keeping the 
interests of the great -mass of the pub­
lic uppermost in their minds. If not. 
the same public cannot toe blamed it 
they want to know why.

Boston, Dec. 21—Harvard will re­
ceive approximately $22,000,000 on the 
death of the last annuitant under the 
will of Gordon McKay to carry on the 
work of applied science provided for 
by the testator, according to an esti­
mate made by the surviving trustees 
in an answer filed In the Supreme 
Court in a suit by the president and 
fellows of Harvard for leave to trans­
fer the McKay millions to the Insti­
tute of Technology.

The McKay trusts were accepted in 
1904 by Harvard. Since then, how­
ever, Harvard has felt that the Insti­
tute of Technology is better equipped 
to carry on the work and better re­
sults may be obtained, not only by 
reason of the improved facilities but 
by assembling a large body of students 
pursuing the same lines of study.

The trustees oppose any transfer 
of tiie fund, declaring that the testa­
tor was prompted oy a purpose to 
build a strong and efficient depart­
ment of engineering education and re­
search at Harvard University under 
charge of a Harvard faculty and un­
der the exclusive jurisdiction of the 
university.

The validity of a transfer by Har­
vard to Technology under tlbe terms 
of the will will be determined soon 
by the full bench of the Supreme 
Oourt.

The eame^tiüne te 
going on now as a result ot the accum­
ulation of gold from sale of war sup­
plies. Consequently, there is Increas­
ing apprehension lest the close of the 
war gee financial disasters.

Hoping For Permanent Markets.
Japan feels, therefore, that her main 

hope lies in securing permanent mar­
kets for her industrial output, so as to 
keep up, It possible, a favorable bal­
ance of trade, and give her increasing 
population something to do besides 
agitating for immigration privileges in 
America and Australia. To take pre­
cautions against adverse contingencies 
of trade, the Japanese Government Is 
now carrying on investigations in the 
countries promising the most likely 
markets for her exports. This 1» es­
sential if she is to continue the num­
erous new industries created by the 
war. Her commissioners are devoting 
their attention mostly to China and 
Russia, and to some extent to South 
America and the South Sea regions; 
and their reports are expected to have 
much influence in moulding Japan's 
future trade policy.

The Chinese market must be secured 
and held at aU costs, as that country 
is Japan’s most promising field of ex­
ploitation. While China buys Japan’s 
industrial output, she must supply 
Japan with raw materials in the way 
of cotton and iron ore. Without an 
adequate supply of these materials 
Japan's fast developing mills and foun­
dries would soon be crippled. Hither­
to Japan has been depending on Am­
erica and Egypt for cotton, and on 
various countries, but chiefly England 
and Belgium, for Iron; but she is not 
content to be thus dependent on dis­
tant strangers for raw materials so 
vital to her existence, whether in war 
or peace. The vast iron deposits of 
China form one of Japan’s most im­
portant objectives. It is this fact that 
renders Japan's Interest in her big 
neighbor a8 permanent as it Is persist-

ly experiencing an Inflow of gold and 
an abnormal expansion of trade, there 
are many Japanese who do not hesi­
tate to say that they would like the 
sale of.munitions to go on; but 
course, In time it must cease and then 
what is tq happen to Japan's Inflated 
industries and the new markets she 
has been capturing and endeavoring to 
retain for her wares?

Japan Is not without prophets who 
are somewhat pessimistic as to the 
future. Although the nation’s specie 
reserve has swollen from some 830,- 
000,000 yen to 680,000,000 since the war 
began, the pessimists hold that post- 
bellum conditions will entail a reversal 
of trade as well a» of specie movement. 
With a diminishing balance of trade 
and a constant outflow of specie to 
meet the Interest on her foreign debt, 
and the demand for capital In the fin­
ancially exhausted countries of Eu­
rope, Japan expects to suffer from a 
depression similar to that following 
the close of the war with Russia. The 
enormous outlay caused by that war 
left the country with a surplus of cap­
ital that lent itself to raeh speculation 
and reckless enterprise, which resulted 
in numerous bankruptcies after the 
war and a general depression In fin-

W,MUt Trade With Russia
As to Russia the possibilities of Ja-{ 

pan’s capturing and holding the mar­
kets formerly In possession of Ger­
many are not so bright, chiefly owing 
to British and American competition 
also: but Japan is none the less ac­
tive In preparing for progress in that 
direction. Her method is to study the 
policy pursued by Germany in dealing 
with Russian customers; but Japan 
finds H very difficult to afford the long 
credits which the Germans gave to 
Russian purchasers, as the small cap­
ital with which Japanese manufactur­
ers work does not permit it. 
Japanese, however, are contemplating 
the establishment of a special bank for 
the purpose of financial accommoda­
tion In trade with Russia. They have 
already had some experience through 
sale of war supplies, when Japanese 
financiers came forward to render Rus­
sia facilities of payment. But a still 
more discouraging difficulty is Japan's 
Inability to compete with British and 
American manufacturers in regard to 
quality of goods, to say nothing of her 
usual neglect, not only of uniformity 
of quality but of regularity of supply. 
Attention, however, is being given to 
this defect and It may be remedied In 
time. The situation leaves Japan look­
ing mainly to China where quality of 
output Is not so easily detected and 
where Japan has greater hopes of 
holding the market.

Southwest 
Ledges buoy is four miles from posi­
tion to westward.

A second despatch was received 
from S&ulnervllle which reports that 
a three-master is sunk on Irish Ledge 
and a man Is lashed to the rigging. 
The wreck Is a menace to navigation. 
Saulnervilte is about thirty miles 
from Yarmouth, near the mouth of St. j 
Mary's Bay, and the schooner men­
tioned in both despatches Is supposed 
to he one and the same.

The schooner Is supposed to be the 
William Mason, bound from New York 
for Yarmouth with a cargo of hard, 
coal, and it la thought dhe has found-- 
eredr with the loss of all her crew.

When the lifeboat Grace L visited 
the wreck yesterday morning the 
name of the schooner could hot be 
seen, It being 120 feet below the sur­
face.
