‘the Government through the stress of
t:meomnmctlon than in criticizing al-
leged wasteful expenditure of public
'money, which wasteful expenditures
existed only in the minds of the Oppo-
wition membera

Myr. Rowell asked the Opposition it
"ft would oppose the increases in the
country’s expenditure through 1in-
«wreased pension, re-establishment, land
settlement and civil service bonues to
meet the increased cost of lving,

False Statements.

The Minister declared there was no
truth in the statement that the $200,000
spent for public information had been
'msed for political purposes. ‘It was
whiey to mustain the courage and
patriotiem of the people at home,” de-
«<lared Mr. Rowell, amid trontcal Oppo-
sition laughter. One-elghth of the
money had been spent In sending daily
news to the men at the front,

Opposition criticiem had been lev-
elled at an item of $121,000,000 in the
Auditor-General's report for which mo
vouchers had been received. Mr,
Rowell sald two vessels carrying
wouchers were torpedoed, and further
shipments had been deferred, but a
thousand boxes of vouchers had flnally
arrived. The great bulk of the money
in question went to pay the . ovi
troopa.

Exoiting Moments.,

There ‘were several warm moments
during Mr. Rowell's speech, whén he
charged membenrs of the Opposition
with making false statements. *“The
war is over, but the use of poison gas
goes on,” he declaned, amid a roar of
protest from Liberal benches. The
public debt of Canada was substantial-
1y less than that of any of the warring
nations except the United States,
which had only been a year and a half
in the war. Her forelgn trade had
shown enormous increases, and the
Government had met war problems
with vieion, courage and ability, As
& result the country stood high among
the warring nations. Mr. Rowell de-
clared that 8ir Robert's mandate had
been to carry on during the war and
through reconstruction, and that was
the mandate the Government intended
to carry out.

Hon. Mackenzie King, speaking in
the afternoon, declared that there had
been admirable professions of economy
end retrenchment from the Govern.
ment. Practice of these virtues would
be more acceptable to the people, how-
ever. The Government, he charged,
was holding office for the sake of of.
fice. The Government had the war
habit of mind, which meant autocratic
rule and lavish expenditures, The
Budget was a budget to protect the pro-
fiteer and let the common Ppeople bear
the burden.

The Liberal, Labor and Progressive
groups in the House represented the
common people, and, theréfore, they
together opposed the Budget. The
(Liberals, hie declared, stood for free
food and freer trade, and that had ai.
ways been their policy. Government
speakers sought to divide their oppon-
ents, but he did not think they would
be swooessful.

HIGHWAY ROBBERY
PRIGES IN SUGAR

Probe Now Going on in Sugar
Deals Reveal Thievery of
the Worst Kind

Ottawa, Ont., June 1—(By Canadian
Press.)—When the firm of Provost &
Allerd told the Board 0f Commence,
this morming, of the purchase of sugar
from a speculator named Robert Ander-
som, of Montreal, at 23 1-2 cents a
pound, after it had been “handled”
three times at a profit, and admitted
that his firm sold some to local me
chants et 27 cents a pound, Commi:
sloner James Murdock remarked:
“You started out to get $1,640 more
on the purchase than normal profit. In
the meantime three speculators had
handled this sugar at a profit. I re-
gard ' it @8 highway robbery, if mot
worse."” ‘The hearing brought out the
fact that Provost & Allard, who are
wholesale grocers in Ottawa, bought
this: sugar because it could not get a
better deal. They knew that refiners
were selling at $19.98 per hundred
weight. Joseph ‘B. Ward, Montreal ;
Vaughan  Bros, Magog, Que., and Am-
derson were the three middlemen.
They all had to share the 3 12 eents
& pound profit. Provost & Allard stat.
et that they sold a few bags at 27
cents a pound to grocers because they
knew. that the refiners.  price would
canse them a loss unlgss they could get
that price. The wholesalers' normal
profit was five per cent. above cost.
Mr. Alard agreed with Commissioner

O'Connor that this was higher than|f

ever before. ' Wholesalers formerly
made 25 cents a hundred weight.

Mr. O'Connor stated that the inquiry
would be widened in scope. While the
refiner was selling at $19.98, this whole-
saler was selling at 27 cents, and one
grocery firm sold to ome customer at
36 cents, though this firm afterwards
refundéd six cents a pound, having
meant to charge only 30 cents. The
Board of Commerce would probe the
cause of these unreasonable prices,

TERRIFIC STOM
" BEAKS AT OTTAWA

Buildings Hit by Lightning,
Telephone and Electric
Services Interrupted, and

Trees Blown Down.

Ottawa, June 1.—A terrific storm
broke over Ottawa this afternoon
when two building were hit by lightn-
ing and destroyed, telephone and elec-
tric services were interrupted, many
windows broken by the hall, awnings
and trees blown down and the street
car service stopped. I'n the twenty
minutes dyring which the storm Tag-
ed, 143 inches of rain fell, which is
the highest ever recorded in this city.
The lighining and rain came with a
strong south-west wind which, before
it was over, had blown from practic-
ally every point of the compass.

The Bell Telephone Company an-
nounced between 10,000 and 12,000
phones are out of order as a result
of the storm mostly caused by wiges
being broken by fallen trees and by
underground cables grounding owing
to the floed of water.

A blll for the Board's new auto was
held over pending repairs, etc., under
the terms of the guaramtee.

Geo, Blake called the attention of
the Board's solicitor to the condition
of the premises at the foot of Germain
street, owned by one of the Realty Com-
panies, which are in a very unclean
condition, mo attempt having been
made to make them presentable dur-
ing the late cleanwup campaign. Upon
the report of the officlal inspectors
these cases will be taken to the court,
as well as some others under present
scrutiny.

Mrs. R. J. Hooper was granted $25
to assist in presenting little plays and
sketches in the schools before vaca-
tion. Such educational methods are
being employed in all large centres
with suocess.

Dr. Mabel Hanington, in reporting on
the health of the school children,
showed by statistics that great bene-
fits have resulted. Contagious aillments
are.very. few and light, and in a re-
¢ent survey re tomsilitis and diphtheria
a great decrease has been disclosed.
At the present time schools are being
thoroughly gone over, so that parents
may know their children’s physical
needs during vacation time.

Dr. T. Fred Johnston in his report
on food inspection stated among
other things that several quarters of
meat had been seized in city Hmits
during the month, as unfit for human
consumption; also that 84 samples of
milk had been examined for butter fat
and 16 for bacteria. Dr. Johnston
also reported on slaughter fhouses,
stating that the MacGrath establish.
ment in East St. John was in fair
condition, as were the Collins place
at South Bay, the Mtller and Black
house at St. Martins. The MacDoa-
ald establishment on the Loch Lo-
mond road was in good condition,

Dr. Warwick enlarged on this re-
port detailing the good points and

the effects in each case. The pr)-
rrietors are to be communicated wita
in regard to the dssuance of licensaa.
Scme redical improvements will have
to be mude in cases before the requir
ed stomp of approval will be givan,
withcut which business can not be
continued.

Mrs. J. E. Flewelling the newly ap-
r-.1ted assistant food inspector whose
duty it is to protect householders
against dirty shopkeepers fakors etc.,
submitted her initial report showing
that she has covered all the establish-
ments that come under her office in
the principal thoroughfares of the
city. She found merchants and their
clerks courteous and responsive to
questicns and suggestions. Some few

expects on her return to be received

in her official capacity. Restaurants
and Quick Lunch rooms were better
kept than a like number of grocery
stores. Speclal bills of health and
oleanliness were given to some baker-
fes and grocery stores in various sec-
tions, notably some “chain” stores.
Two stores run by foreigners on Main
street were considered a menace to
the health of customers and nearby
residents. The meats were in bad
condition, the fleors filthy, and the
odors foul to & stifling degree. In one
case she was asked by nelghboring
merchants to invoke the law against
the offender as a public nuisance, In
some of the so-called better grocery
stores butter, cheese, lard, jam in
pails was left exposed to dust, flies
ete. Some merchants remonstrated
with her that they would be unable to
sell their goods if they were kept cov-
ered up. The inspector argued that it
was illegal and that mew provision
must be made for such goods.

A common fault was dirty floors
and shelves. Several large bakeries
were visited. Special department of
one of them was found to be in a very
unclean condition. In fact so dirty was
it that it was order closed for a few
days until renovations were made. In
other places where refrigerating
boxes are kept the icing was found
to be very unclean, and milk recep-
tacles subject to varlous kinds of
tilth, Several retailers of ice cream
complained of being furnished with
rusty freezers by one of the leading
manufacturers of ice cream. Men-
tion was made of unclean marble
slabs in connection with soda foun-
tains, ice cream soda counters,

The discussion of Mrs, Flewelling’s
report was a very animated one and
productive of a fruitful exchange of
views, being entered into by Dr. War-
wick, Mrs. Hooper, Geo. Blake and W.
H, Golding. The Board instructed
Mrs. Flewelling to inspect the un-
touched sections of the city and thus
complete her initial survey. The
glaring bad cases might be visited oc-
casionally to keep them up to the
standard.

ENCOURAGEMENT
SEEN IN THE TREND
TOWARD ECONOMY

The Growing Resistance to
High Prices and Non-Essen-
tials Having Salutary Effect
on Business,

Notwithstanding some recession in
business, encouragement is to be de:
rived from the growing resistance to
high prices and the manifest tendency
toward economy throughout the ecoun:
try, according to the market letter in
the June Commerce Monthly publish-
ed by the National Bank of Commerce
in New York, In so far as thix ten-
dency uapplies to luxuries, to non.es:
sentials and to excessive consumption
of necessities, they constitute a need-
ed corrective to the present situation,
the bunk declares.

“Some recession in business 4s in
evidence as a congequence of increas.
ing transportation difficulties and of
a reduction of public buying,” the let-
ter states. “Inability to make deliv-
erfes of materials because of railroad
conditions has retarded turnover and
prevented the releasing of an enor-
mous volume of credit thus accentuat-
ing the credit stringency. The clos-
ing down of plants hag caused unem-
ployment and lessoned buying power
in many sections, The volume of re-
tail trade has been considerably re.
duced and cancellation of orders have
been reported by some textile mills,
In the New England textile industry
this situation is complcated by recent
wage demands of the workers,
“While in the retail markets there
s a slackened public demand and &
downward trend in prices, in the pri-
mary market there are iundications of
underproduction, tending to sustain
prices. The relative strength of these
two forces is not yet clear. The out-
put of fron and steel during April
shows to a marked degree the effect
of the rallroad strike, During April
but 2,740,000 gross tons of pig iron
were produced, a decrease of 636,000
from the March total. On May 1, cap-
acity per day of furnaces 1n dlast was
80,140 gross tons as compared with
109,685 gross tons on April 1.  Steel
ingot production during April totaled
2,608,305 gross tons, a talling off since
March of 661,000 tons,

“The bullding movement continues
to be retarded by rafl embargoes,
scarcity of money, excessive costs of
material and by labor conditions,
“An estreme shortage of farm labor
still continves, and this, in combina:
tion with & very late season, has servs
od to delay all farm work and to les
éen dcreage planted. Iu most sectors
recent weather conditions have been
more favorable for wheat growing
than those which prevailed during
April,  Spring wheat seeding is not
yet completed, but it is estimated that
acreage planted will be from 10 to 16
per cent less than that of last year.

They should be
glven every opportiunity not only to
work continuously, but to obtadn some
of the higher paid positions which are
at present occupied by men who were
fortiunate to be able to ¢tay hiere while
the war was o, thus taking advantage
of the conditions that prevailed in the
matter ol very high wages. However,
the struggle for existence is as keen
as ever, but if our hearts go out to
any class it is certainly to those who
are now seeking to re-establish them-
selves In the different tndustries and
callings that make wp our nationdl
Hfe,

I hitve been privileged In being per-
mitted to make many warm friends
amongst the returned men who are em.
ployed in the shipyards. It s an hon.
our to be able to call these men
friends, though they have not all been
able to secure those oducational or
other advantages that their more for-
tunate brothers did. When the re
turned men in the shipyards went to
Ottawa, they suggested that the Gov-
efnment enlarge its programime, ex-
tend credits to Framce, which {s will-
ing to give orders for ships, or sub-
sidize the industry. In a report that
appedared in a local newspaper, it s
stated that while certaln members of
the Cabinet are in favor of bonusing
shipbuilding, owing to the obligations
fneurred the lkelihood of bonuses be-
ing voted ts doubtful. 1 feel confident
that tty governmend, if it hearkens to
the voice of any section of the com-
munity will certainly pay most heed
to that of the returned man, and #f
bonusing shipbuilding is the means of
keeping it alive,’ that they will take
the responsibility of 8o acting, but as-
suming that they are not prepared for
one reason or another to subsidize
shipbuilding, is therd any valld rea-
won, or financial objection 1o extending
credit to the Fremch Government, or
any other friendly nation when it is
ready to give orders aggregating mil-
loms of dollars, to Catadian shipbuild-
ers, provided in extending such cre-
dits, the Canadian Government proper-
ly safeguards the pubMe Interest, If
the yards throughout Canada can be
kept employed for two or three years
as a result of French ordérs, it means
that the credit which our own Govern-
ment wiil extend to France will be ex-
pended right in our own midst, in the
purchase of faw materfal and the pay-
ment of wages.

A convention of retall ‘merchants
will be held in the city today to con-
sider the making of a protest against
the policy of the retail men being re-
quired to collect the new excise taxes.
Branches of the Retail Merchants' As-
Soclation from various towns in the
Province are expected to be Tepre-
sented,

The retail men, it is said, are not
objecting to ¢he new taxes. They re-
cognize that the Government must se-
Cure more money somewhere, But
they appear to think that the duty of
collecting the .new taxes will fall
largely on the retall men, putting
them to a great deal of trouble and
some expense. There 1s a feeling
that the luxury taxes might be col-
lected on bulk sales, either by the
manufacturer or wholesaler, instead
of by the retailer who would have to
work on the basis of individual sales.

The object of the gathering is to
discuss what might be done to relieve
the obligations which appear to have
been imposed upon the retailer, and
to agree upon recommendation which
may be made to the Government. Simi-
