Memorial.
To His Honor the Lieut. Governor ajid 

Members of the Executive Coum 
of New Brunswick.

The memorial of the undersigned mem­
bers of the Board of Agriculture of the 
Province of New Brunswick, shewetli :

In the 11th Sec. of an Act, inti tied an 
Act in amendment of Chap. 23, Con. Stat. 
of N. B., the following provision oc­
curs :—

“ It shall be the duty of the Governor 
in Council at such time and place as they 
shall appoint, either annually, biennially 
or triennially, at their option, to hold a 
Fair or Exhibition, open to competitors 
from any part of the.Province of New 
Brunswick, the Dominion of Canada, 
or from other countries, as the Governor 
in Council may decide, of agriculture and 
horticulture, floral productions, domestic 
manufactures, also new and improved 
agricultural implements.”

Sec. 15, in an Act intitled an Act to 
further amend Chap. 23 of the Con. Stat., 
reads as follows :—

“The Board shall hold Provincial Ex­
hibition triennally, or oftener, as may be 
deemed expedient, and the powers for 
that purpose, given in and by the 
eleventh section of the said chapter, are 
hereby vested in the Board.”

By and under this authority, the Board 
of Agriculture met at the Royal Hotel, 
October 25th, 1882, and at that session 
resolved to hold a Dominion and Cen­
tennial Exhibition, at St. John, in Oct., 
1883, provided that the City of St. John 
and Portland, would contribute respec­
tively §5,000 and §2,500, their own offer, 
to the funds of such Exhibition. The 
Board also, by resolution at the same 
meeting, approved and confirmed the ap­
pointment of Sheriff Harding, Mayor 
Jones, Mr. Hall, Aid. Allen and John 
Magee, a committe to act and co-operate 
with the Board in the general manage­
ment and control of the Exhibition, and 
further resolved that the various com­
mittees already named by the citizens be 
asked to co-operate with the Board of 
Agriculture, in assisting to carry out the 
Exhibition of 1883. (See pages 23 and 
24, Agricultural Report for 1882.)

Consistent with this action of the 
Board, the St. John City Council voted 
$5,000 for the Exhibition ; Portland re­
fused to grant auy amount, but, notwith­
standing, tne Board determined to pro­
ceed with holding the Exhibition in St. 
John.

On the following day, Oct. 26th, the 
Board by resolution, authorized the Sec­
retary tojeommunicate to the Dominion, 
and Local Governments, the resolutions 
of the previous day, referred to above, 
to ask them the amount they were will­
ing to contribute towards the Exhibi­
tion, and also to make application for 
drill shed, grounds etc., for the pur­
poses of the Exhibition.

At another meeting of the Board, held 
on Nov. 8th, 1882, at the Royal Hotel, 
St. John, the Board, by resolution au­
thorised the Ruilding Committee to pro­
ceed with the erection of Exhibition 
Buildings.

At the annual meeting of the Board at 
Fredericton on Dec. 10th, 1882, the
Secretary read a communication from 
Sir Leonard Tilley, intimating the inten­
tion of the Dominion Government to 
grant §10,000 towards the Exhibition, 
and also a communication from the Min­
ister of Militia, acceding to the Board’s 
application for the drill shed and grounds 
for the Exhibition.

At the session of the Board held on 
Dec. 22uJ, 1882, the following Resolu­
tion was passed

Whereas, it appears by the daily papers 
of St. John, that a misunderstanding 
exists between the citizens of St. John 
and this Board, in reference to the man­
agement of the proposed Exhibition of 
1883; and

Whereas, this Board, at two meetings 
held in the Royal Hotel, in St. John, met 
#nd conferred with a committee of the 
citizens of St. John in reference to the 
joint management of said Exhibition by 
this Board and the citizens of St. John, 
at both of which meetings this Board 
conceded to the Citizens Committee all 

; that was asked of the Board by such 
Committee, by the acceptance of all per­
sons and Committees appointed by the 
citizens of St. John, as shown to the 
Board by their records, to assist in the 
management of the Exhibition, and with 
which concession the Committee ex­
pressed their entire satisfaction ; there­
fore

Besolced) That this Board is prepared

to carry out in good faith the arrange­
ments made w ith the citizens of St. John 
through their Committee, iu endeavoring 
to make the contemplated Exhibition a 
credit not only to the City of St. John 
but to the Province generally.

The Board did not meet again till June 
1st, iu St. John, although several requests 
had been made to the President of the 
Board by its members for a meeting 
previous to that lime, and it was only 
by requisition of the members, as pre­
scribed by law, that'the meeting in ques­
tion was called, which was for the pur­
pose of considering the prize list for the 
Exhibition, already printed and distri­
buted under the authority of the Govern­
ment, without the knowledge or consent 
of the Board. This prize Jist, as re­
ferred to, was then taken up by the 
Board, and iinportaut revisions were 
made to meet the wishes of the agricul­
tural community.

At another meeting ot the Board, held 
in St. John June 21st, the members there­
of having learned through the President 
that the citizens of St. John had appoint­
ed one of their own number as Treasurer 
of Exhibition funds, the Board passed 
the following resolution :—

Whereas, The law relating to agri­
culture makes the Secretary of this 
Board, Treasurer of the Board ; there­
fore

Besolved, That all monies granted for 
the Exhibition to be held in October next, 
in the City of St. John, and all gate re­
ceipts be placed in the Bank of New 
Brunswick to the credit of the Secretary, 
and that all accounts aud expenses in­
curred in carrying on the Exhibition, 
after having been approved by an Audit 
Committee to be hereafter appointed, and 
all prize money, etc., to be drawn from 
said Bank by check of the Secretary of 
the Board of Agriculture. -

This resolution placed the control of 
the Exhibition funds virtually in the 
hands of the Local Government, or what 
was the same, in the hands of their own 
officer, and provided for the appointment 
of a committee to audit and approve of 
the accounts, such committee to be ap­
pointed oy the President, who was a 
member of the Government, and for the 
purpose of protecting the Government 
in the expenditure of the funds of the 
Exhibition.

The passage ot the foregoing Resolu­
tion brought in what has been called the 
“dead lock,” and which resulted in the 
Local Government, under pressure of 
parties in St. John, who had attempted 
from the first to control the Exhibition, 
appointing the Exhibition Commission, 
thereby setting aside the Board in the 
management of the Exhibition, contrary 
to the Statutes of the Province.

This Commission consisted of thirty 
gentlemen belonging to St. John and 
Portland, with the six members of the 
Board of Agriculture as individuals.

The Board of Agriculture having been 
notified of the first meeting of the Com­
mission at St. John, on July 12th, attend­
ed that meeting, and at the outset, in 
reply to Mr. Anderson, the Chairman 
stated that the members of the Board 
were present simply as individuals, 
which statement was subsequently cor­
roborated by the President of the Com­
mission.

The members of the Board having thus 
been summarily dismissed from tb: man­
agement and control of the Exhibition 
as a body, withdrew from the Commis­
sion after stating, individually, that they 
could not under the circumstances act 
with the Commission until they had con­
sulted with their constituencies.

The next step of the Board was to 
place in the Secretary’s hands a requisi­
tion as provided by the statute, asking 
that a meeting of the Board be called 
for July 25th, at St. John, but the Secre­
tary instead of proceeding to notify the 
members of the Board of such meeting, 
as was his duty, consulted with the Pre- 

nt, ugfler whose order the Secretary 
was reijmdden to call such meeting.

The members of the Board having 
failed in securing the meeting as above, 
made still another request to the Govern­
ment direct on July 26th, to call a meet­
ing of the Beard, to which request no 
reply was ever rec ived, nor has the 
Board since been called together, nor 
were they since the first meeting of the 
Commission notified of the sessions of 
that body, although several had been 
held, and important business transacted, 
until the 31st ot August, and only then 
after six other gentlemen had been ap­
pointed by the Government as substitutes 
for the members of the Board of Agri­
culture, the President of the Commission 
having announced thereto, that this ac­
tion became necessary, because the 
Board had refused to act on the Commis­
sion, a statement not justified by facts, 
as the Board had never intimated to 
either the Commission or the Government 
that tfyey intended to take such action.

Although the Board has thus had no 
control in the Exhibition arrangements, 
since the appointment of the Commission, 
and although the prize list has been re­
vised twice since that time, the Board 
are still advertised therein, as the body 
under whose authority the Exhibition is 
being held, thus placing the Board in a 
false position and throwing upon them 
the responsibility of an Exhibition over 
which, as the foregoing facts show, they 
have no control whatever.

Your memorialists therelore, taking all 
these circumstances into consideration, 
feel that there is no other course open to 
them but to retire from the Exhibition 
Commission, while regretting that such 
action has become necessary.

Personal.
Dr. Rand has retired from the position 

of Chief Superintendent of Education, 
having accepted the Chair of Professor 
of Education at Acadia College, at a 
salary of sixteen hundred dollars per 
year.

Chas. J. Foster, Editor of the Sports­
man, died on Thursday last, aged 63.

No hope is now entertained that War­
ren Smith is still in the land of the living. 
The vessel in which he was left on the 
27th nit., and in all probability she was 
lost in the big gale.

The appointment of the Marquis of 
Lansdowne as Governor-General of Can­
ada was gazetted in London on the 28th 
of August. The appointment is dated 
24th of August.

The death is announced of Mr. James 
II. Bartlett, one of the oldest, if not the 
oldest employes of the Intercolonial 
Railway. Mr. Bartlett was the second 
man appointed conductor on the Provin­
cial Railway, the appointment of a man 
named Hannah preceding his. The Pro­
vincial Government sent him to tne 
United States to learn a business which, 
at the time of his appointment, was en­
tirely new here. He was appointed on 
the road between Shcdiac and Moncton, 
or “ the Bend” as it was then termed, 
which was the first portion of the road 
constructed ; and as the liue was extend­
ed his jurisdiction extended. He has 
been in the railway service continuously 
for over a quarter of a century, and al­
though age has for a long time prevented 
him from doing conductor’s duty, he has, 
until within a short period, been able to 
do indoor work at the St. John station. 
Mr. Bartlett was a much esteemed and 
worthy citizen.—Globe.

Exploration.
Due day last week a girl while draw­

ing water from a well on the property 
owned by the Rev. Mr. Murray, on the 
highway, pitched in head foremost and 
went down into the water at the bottom. 
The well is forty-five feet deep, and is 
rigged with a windlass and rope. Her 
cries brought help and she was got out, 
considerable shaken but not seriously 
hurt. The result of her unexpected ex­
ploration was the finding of a dead kit­
ten which had been drowned in the well.

Man Killed.
A sad affair, caused by liquor, occur 

red in the Parish of Southesk on Satur­
day night last, when a man by name John 
Hubbard was struck so violently with a 
heavy stick by a man named William 
Mullin that after lingering until Sunday 
evening died from the effects of the blow 
which must have been a most severe one 
judging from the report of Drs. Fish and 
McLearn, who held the post-mortem ex­
amination by order of Coroner Dr. 
Smith. It appears that Hubbard got 
liquor at Mullin’s about six or seven 
o’clock and about eleven went back for 
more, but was refused or put off, Mullin 
being angry at being routed out of bed 
by Hubbard. On leaving the door Hub­
bard took up Mulliu’s dog aud carried 
him to the high road where the dog got 
lighting which brought Mullin out to 
protect his dog. Words passed between 
them and Mullin made a blow at Hub­
bard without hitting him. .Hubbard fol­
lowed him down the road when he re­
ceived the blow which killed him. Dr. 
A. C. Smith, Coroner was summoned 
about midnight on Sunday and issued his 
summons to a jury which commenced its 
sitting at 7 o’clock on Monday morningi 
and closed at 2.

The following were the Jury :—
John McLean, foreman, Elijah Tozer, 

Wm. Matchett, Wm. P. Blackmore, John 
Blackmore, Wm. Travis, and Wm. Henry 
McDonald, The jury after hearing the 
evidence brought in a verdict of man­
slaughter, and the Coroner issued a war­
rant for the arrest of William Mullin. 
Up to twelve o’clock yesterday he had 
not been arrested but the deputy sheriff 
and officer were on his track and he would 
no doubt be shortly taken.

The following is a portion of the evi­
dence taken.

Jane Matchett.
Sworn. I- live in the Parish of South- 

esk. I was acquainted with John Hub- 
hard about three years. Was present 
when JohnHnbbard was struck. I only 
heard him struck once. I was standing 
at the fence when he was struck. I was 
not the length of this house from him 
when he was struck. I saw him fall. I 
was alone when I saw him fall. Mrs. 
Mullin was near, perhaps half the length 
of this house from me at the time, Mr. 
Johnson was also there, on his horse on 
the road. It was a nice moonlight night, 
a little smoky, about ten or eleven 
o’clock I think. I was net sure it was 
Mr. Johnston when he was walking. I 
think Mr. Mullin was there. I was in 
the Mullin bouse when Mr. Mullin went 
out. Mr. Mullin was a little angry at the 
time and went out of the house angry. 
About 25 minutes before John Hubbard 
was struck, William Mullin was talking 
to his wife in an angry tone of voice 
about the man who had just been at the 
window wanting liquor. I was standing 
at the ditchen door when he (Wm. 
Mullin) went out. He went out in a hur­
ry, without his boots on, saying he would 
not allow his dog to be beaten any more 
than himself; he rushed through the 
field, around the garden fence, (and I 
saw nothing more of him.) I believe 
towards where the men aforesaid where, 
I knew it was John Hubbard who fell. 
He was cursing and making a noise and 
stumping someone, I thought Wm. Mul­
lin at the time, to strike him or fight, I 
could not say which. I thought it was 
Wm. Mullin because he came out of the 
house and I saw no other man around, 
except Mr. Alex. Johnston. If any other 
man or men beside John Hubbard, Alex. 
Johnston and William Mullin had been 
around at the time John Hubbard was 
struck I would have seen him or them 
because the night was clear enough to 
distinguish if they had been there. John 
Hubbard wanted liquor and begged Mrs. 
Mullin to give him some. He got liquor 
in the evening about six or seven o’clock, 
but none at the time he was at the win­
dow. I saw on going over the fence a 
man coming towards me, I think it was 
Wm. Mullin. There was another man 
in the house when Wm. Mullin went out, 
but he was asleep, and he did not leave 
the house and did not go out of it before 
the morning. Witness declined to tell 
who he was. He was on one side and the 
supposed Wm. Mullin was on the other 
side, just where J. Hubbard was struck. 
I do notiknow who struck John Hubbard, 
but thought it was Wm. Mullin. While 
Mr. Johnston was absent for aid. I 
spoke to John Hubbard. He was vomit­
ing. 1 asked what ailed him. He asked 
me to go for Jim my brother. I had 
some conversation with Mrs. Mullin be­
fore and after the striking of John Hub­
bard. When John Hubbard was at the 
window I heard Mrs. Wm. Mullin say 
that it would be a shame for anyone to 
strike Johnny Hubbard ; this left the im­
pression on my mind that Wm. Mullin 
had been threatening to strike him— 
John Hubbard, but I did not hear Mrs. 
Mullin advise her husband to strike John 
Hubbard.

Alexander Johnston.
Sworn. I live in the parish of South- 

esk, occupation lumberer. Knew the de­
ceased for five or six years. I was com­
ing up the road on horseback Saturday 
evening the 15th inst., and as I came to 
James Paine’s, John Hubbard came out 
of Paine’s, and he asked me to return to 
Billy Mullin’s to get something to drink. 
I stopped at Mullin’s gate, John went 
towards the house. I remained there 
until he returned from the house; he 
said there is no liquor to be got. He 
had a dog in his arms, he said it was Wm. 
Mullin’s dog. Mullin’s dog and mine be­
gan to fight, do not know whether John 
set them fighting or not. I got off the 
horse to part the dogs, when Wm. Mullin 
came up with a stick calling John Hub­
bard at the time a bad name. Wm. Mul­
lin struck at John Hubbard with a stick 
and I told Mullin not to strike him. 
Mullin started down the road home­
wards. John Hubbard picked up a stone 
in each hand, each stone weighing about 
two pounds, I told John to “ not throw 
the stones,” “ throw down the stones,” 
he threw them down. I was engaged 
parting the dogs, when John continued 
on. I parted the dogs and got on horse­
back, starting down the road to where 
Win. Mullin and John Hubbard were. 
Before I reached, them I saw a man strike 
John Hubbard with a stick. John Hub­
bard fell to the ground. I could not 
swear that it was Wm. Mullin who struck 
John Hubbard. I was about nine rods 
distant. It was about eleven o’clock at 
night. It was a moonlight night, some­
what smoky. The stick with which 
John Hubbard was struck was about four 
feet loug, about two inches thick, could 
not swear that the stick in the Coroner's

possession was the stick. I thinking it 
was Wm. Mullin who had struck him 
said “ Billy, you have killed him," or 
“ Bill bus killed.” I do not know which 
way tliv man who -truck John Hubbard 
went. I went up to John Hubbard as he 
lay on the ground, I tried to raise him 
but could not do so. Jane Mitchell told 
me to get some one to help him home. 
I left. I came up to Widow Matchett’s 
hou-e aud knocked or. door and windows 
and could get no answer. I put my 
horse in Matchett’s barn and came to 
Mr. Joseph Hubbard’s, father of the de­
ceased. I called him up and told him 
where John was down on the road, and 
Billy Mullin had struck him with a stick, 
and that I wanted help to get him home. 
Thinking Mr. Hubbard, (father of John), 
was not coming with me I went back 
alone to where John Hubbard was, and 
I thought John sleeping. I went down 
to Wm. Mullin’s, ■ distant about thirty 
rods, to get help to bring deceased home. 
When I returned to John Hubbard, his 
brother Joseph and I think Sandy Taylor 
were there. Young Joseph, his brother, 
told John Hubbard that Wm. Mullin was 
coming and he rose without assistance. 
He went about five rods into the field 
without assistance. Then came back 
and lay down in the same place from 
which he had arisen. When he was in 
the field Robt. Estey came along. I 
then lifted John Hubbard to his feet, we 
assisted him to Robt. Estey’s. He walk­
ed with my assistance but wanted to lie 
down. He spoke sensibly in reply to my 
question as to how his head felt, saying 
his head ached, it was very sore. I left 
him at Robt. Estey’s in the porch. His 
(John Hubbard’s) sister was there at 
Robt. Esteys. I then went home. While 
I was at Wm. Mullin’s we talked about 
John Hubbard’s condition, Wm. Mullin 
and I. I do not remember all the con­
versation but remember that William 
Mullin told me that it was not for what 
he John Hubbard did to-night that I 
struck him, and he then stopped speak­
ing for a moment. He. Wm. Mullin af­
terward spoke of John Hubbard having 
taken his—Mullin’s dog up there, and 
having put two dogs or three and near­
ly killed him. I then left the house. I 
am clear in saying that Mr. Mullin ad­
mitted in the course of conversation as 
above that he had struck John Hubbard. 
John Hubbard was not drunk, although 
he told me he had got drank at Wm. 
Mullin’s. Do not know whether the de­
ceased and Mullin had previously been 
on unfriendly terms. He was lying on 
his face. He did not moan any. When 
I reach d him the first time I saw his 
(Mullan’s) wife and Janey Matchet at 
the fence.

Hiram A. Fish, M. D.
Sworn. I live in Newcastle. I am a 

Registered Medical Practitioner. I have 
held a post mortem examination, assist­
ed by Dr. McLearn, on the body of John 
Hubbard, deceased, and I found, exter­
nally, nothing of importance except a 
slight abrasion under the right testicle 
and a slight abrasion over left nostril. 
On careful examination of the head ex­
ternally I found nothing of importance. 
On laying bare the scalp, I found con­
siderable effused blood, next to the bone, 
scalp clean. On removing the skull over 
the right and left temporal bones, we 
found large clots of blood beneath the 
temporal bones of both sides, probably 
the clot on the left was a little the 
largest. On carefully removing the 
clots of blood we observed large blood 
vessels very much lacerated over both 
bones. On examining the scull-cap we 
found it fractured from one temporal 
bone to the other. It could have been 
no slight blow which caused all this mis­
chief. The fracture on the left side pre­
sented a lacerated appearance, and on 
the right side the fracture was smooth 
and clear. On examining fracture on 
the top of the scull it did not appear to 
extend to the external table. In region 
of temporal bones the fracture went 
quite through. No other fracture was 
observed. On removing the brain cov­
ering we found nothing abnormal. The 
rest of the body was quite normal.

In reply to Coroner’s question—The 
vomiting of blood might be due to com­
pression. A fall could not cause all this 
disturbance of brain. I believe the in­
jury aforesaid was caused by some wea­
pon. The stick shown me seems rather 
light to have caused all this trouble. Ne 
bleedinfefrom the ears or nose observa­
ble. Slight discoloration over the right 
eye attributed to the fracture. Cause of 
death—compression of brain due to effu­
sion of blood.

Dr. McLearn.
Sworn. I agree with Dr. Fish in all 

the above statements, having assisted at 
the post mortem, being present all the 
time.

Tax on Income.
Ottawa despatches state—“It is said 

tl^tM^ecessary, the Civil Service will 
orgiSBPl fund of $10,000 to test iu the 
highest tribunal the validity of the in­
come tax.” It is certainly quite time this 
subject was decided in the only proper 
way, that of compelling CiviLÆervice 
officers to bear their share q£ Ore taxation 
collected in municipalities*and towns 
where they reside, and they no longer 
be suffered to shirk paying their share 
in the current expenses of the places in 
which they earn their livilihood, and we 
thin 1$ their $10,000 had much better be 
spent by them in paying their share of 
the cost of Municipal Government and 
lifting some of the burden from shoulders 
less able to bear it, in many case from 
those poor and needy. The Quebec 
Chronicle of Friday last has the follow­
ing well timed remarks anent this ques­
tion, ,

“They will fight it out.—A de­
spatch from Ottawa informs us that the 
members of the Civil Service located in 
that town will organize a fund of ten 
thousand dollars to test, in the highest 
tribunal, the validity of the income tax, 
about to be levied upon them by the city 
of Ottawa. These young men, we pre­
sume, enjoy police aud lire protection. 
Some of them drink water, others wash 
in the fluid. They walk on the civic 
sidewalks and enjoy other privileges for 
which the city pays. Common sense 
would say that they should pay taxes 
somewhere. The fact that they work 
for the Government and get paid for it 
ought not to make them dead-heads or 
useless mouths onthe Corporation which 
protects them. As a matter of principle 
every man should pay taxes where he 
lives, or where he has property. Exemp­
tions are a curse to every community 
and a dead weight on the people who 
have to pay their taxes and look pleasant 
about it. The Civil Service clerks would 
do a far more manly thing if they would 
help their brother citizens to pay for the 
privileges which they themselves enjoy 
fully as much as anybody else, instead 
of trying to burk taxation and subscrib­
ing $10,000 to light l he issue through the 
courts. Surely a Civil Service employee 
ought to be a man as we.l as $ Govern­
ment olficial.”

County Kent.
Much interest is centred in pal tical 

matters in the adjoining County ofKent, 
Saturday last was nomination day and 
Messrs. Landry and Mclnerny were 
nominated and addressed the electors. 
Among a great many of the electors 
feeling exists quite independent of their 
political leanings that there was no neccs. 
sity to go out of the county for a repre. 
sentative to send to Ottawa to repre 
sent them, while others again think that 
a representative of the standing and ex­
perience of Mr. Landry would be far 
preferable to their former representative. 
Then again another very strong reason 
why many of the English speaking por­
tion of the community are opposed to 
the nomination of Mr. Landry is simply 
because it is stated that Mr. Girouard 
has resigned his seat for the purpose of 
being appointed Collector of Customs 
for the port of Richlbucto, and they feel 
decidedly opposed to all the principal of­
fices being held by Frenchmen. Hence 
the business men of both sides of politics 
are strongly opposed to any such ap­
pointment, especially when taking into 
consideration the fact that in the town of 
Ricbibncto not a single Frenchman is 
engaged in any industrial business that 
gives employment to the people. Hence 
the opposition to the return of Mr. 
Landry. One of our correspondents 
says that it is rumored that Mr. Girouard 
is to be appointed Stipendiary Magistrate 
in Manitoba. We know not what truth 
there may be in either report of what Mr. 
Girouard is to get, but it is very certain 
that his appointment as Collector of Cas 
toms for the port of Richlbucto meets 
with most determined opposition in that 
town. Either of the gentlemen nomi­
nated would mane good representatives. 
Mr. Landry’s former experience in the 
Local Assembly and as one of the leading 
men in the late Government would no 
doubt enable him to take a prominent po­
sition in the House of Commons, while 
Mr. Mclnerney is known to be a young 
man of energy and intelligence, one quite 
able of holding his own in debate and of 
whom no constituency need be ashamed

Old and Hew Debts.
Sir Leonard Tilley has been away from 

his Ottawa office, as has been repeatedly 
announced by his opponents. But he 
has been attending to his duties as Min­
ister of Finance. After consulting with 
London agents and investigating the 
money market, he has returned in a posi­
tion to announce that the credit of Can­
ada abroad will enable him to pay off 
such of our debt as is maturing with 
money borrowed at a much lower rate 
There is nothing of consequence falling 
due this fall, but at the end of 1884 over 
$27,000,000 will fall due. We are now 
paying five per cent, on this snm. Sir 
Leonard has ascertained that our deben­
tures drawing four per cent, will now 
sell for more than those|flve per cents, 
brought when they were negotiated. 
Though the bonds will not be due for 
fifteen months, he is able to exchange 
them this fall for our four per cents, and 
has accordingly determined to give from 
$8,000,000 to $10,000,000 of these defea­
tures in exchange for a like sum in*he 
old five per cents. This transaction will 
take place in a few weeks.

Next year Sir Leonard expects to be 
able to pay off the remaining five per 
cents with bonds at three and a half per 
cent. A saving of one per cent, on $9,- 
000,000 is $90,000, annually. The saving 
of one and a half per cent, on the re­
maining $18,000,000 is $270,000. The 
total saving will then be $360,000 yearly. 
Then there is some $5,000,000 accumulat­
ed sinking fund for the liquidation of 
those bonds. On these monies we have 
received four per cent, (less charges), 
while we were paying five per cent in­
terest on the sum they represented. This 
sinking fund business, it will be observed 
is a slightly expensive one, however 
suitable it may be to English ideas of 
negotiating loans. We shall have some­
thing on this sinking fhnd money also. 
The total saving of interest Is placed by 
Sir Leonard at $325,000 annually, which 
it will be seen is well within the mark, 
if our bonds float at the figures we have 
every reason to expect for them.

Not all the money that is needed will 
be raised abroad. There has been a de­
mand for Canadian securities payable in 
Canada. These government bonds are 
needed as an investment for certain trust 
funds and government deposits. It is 
proposed to call for tenders for a loan of 
$4,000,000, payable in Canada. No 
doubt if there is a demand for these se­
curities more will be offered when in the 
future it is necessary to substitute new 
bonds for those falling due.

It will be seen that the succession of 
surpluses has largely reduced the interest 
charge against the Dominion. We have 
been able to pay off some small part of 
our debt, and so to improve our credit 
abroad and at home that we are able to 
get money at lower interest. The 
changes in the rates for this one loan 
will be equivalent to the payment of $8,- 
000,000 of our debt. The Dominion of 
Canada is getting along very well.—Hali­
fax Herald.

The Export Cuttle Trade.

The Alleged Fever Among Cana- 
dUxCattlk in Liverpool.

Important Results of Sir Charles 
Tufper’s Prompt Action.

Ottawa, Sept. I0.-The Minister of 
Agricultnre has received an important 
communication from Sir Charles 
Tapper,. High Commissioner for 
Canada in England, relative to the re­
cent attempt to slaughter two cargoes 
of Canadian cattle at Liverpool, a 
disaster which, if not prevented, 
would have had the effect of placing 
Canada on the scheduled list in the 
Lnited Kingdom and have struck a 
serions blow at the cattle trade from 
Canada, which has now risen to such 
large proportions. The facts are 
these: Mr Dyke, the agent in Liver­
pool of the Departmentof Agriculture, 
informed Sir Charles Tnpper that the 
cattie which arrived in the steamer

Oregon*’ had been stopped by Mr. 
Moore, the inspector of the Privy 
Council. Sir Charted immediately 
saw Mr. Peel, Secretary ef the Council, 
on Monday, and was informed by 
him that these cattle were infected 
with Texan fever, and that Professor 
Duguid, who had been specially sent 
down by the Imperial Department, had 
reported to that effect. Sir Charles 
then obtained a letter from Mr. Peel 
instructing Professer Dnguid to place 
all possible information on the subject 
in the possession ol^ir Charles, aud 
give him every oppofennity ot inves­
tigating the matter. On proceeding 
to Liverpool. Sir Charles found that 
the decision arrived at by the Govern­
ment officials won Id necessitate the 
immediate slaughter of ail Canadian

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cattle which had arrived by iheiieam- 
ghipa “ Oregon,” 11 Lake Nepigon, 
and “ Anjer-Head,” all these cattle 
having been placed by the inspector 
In the same categoryr*nd of which 
the reanlt wonld have been the placing 
of Canada on the scheduled list. The 
parties interested in the trade had ob­
tained the presence of Professor 
Williams, the president of the Veter­
inary ^College at Edinburgh ; Mr. W 
R. Reynolds, the veterinary surgeon 
of the Liverpool Corporation; Mr. 
W. Bains, veterinary surgeon, Liver­
pool; Mr. J. Lewis, dffeerinary sur­
geon, of Crewe; Mr. J&eph Wellsby, 
V. 8. Liverpool, and Mr. Weels, V. S. 
Alter Sir Charles Tnpper has delivered 
hie letter to Professor Duguid, this 
gentleman proceeded with him to the 
Canadian cattle lairage, where they 
met the owner and Mr. Montgomery, 
of the Dominion Steamship Company, 
and other parties interested in the 
cattl trade. Mr. Montgomery de­
manded that six of the cases, which 
the local inspector conceived to be the 
worst, should be selected for slaughter 
and examined. This demand was at 
first met by a prompt refusal, on the 
ground that the matter had been 
already decided. Sir Charles here 
made bimselt known, and insisted, 
under the authorization be had 
received from the Privy Council, that 
this request should be complied with. 
The selection was then made, the 
animals slaughtered, and a rareful 
post mortem examination made, the 
result of which showed that the local 
inspector and Professor Duguid had 
made a very serious mistake in the 
matter, the animals not being infected 
either with Texan or splenetic fever. 
Their temperature was then ascertain­
ed aud found to be normal, the exam­
ination of the blood by the microscope 
was entirely satisfactory, the weight 
and condition of the spleen, and the 
condition of the fourth stomach aud 
the intestines all indicated that the 
cattle were entirely free from disease. 
Mr. Morne au* Professor Duguid 
acknowledged their mistake, but 
stated that they were unable to release 
the cattle from the embargo that bad 
been placed upon them in consequf nee 
of their previous commuaication to 
the Privy Council, but that they 
would report promptly to the Secre 
tary the result of the inspection. Sir 
Charles immediately afterwards re­
turned to London, arriving at 
midnight, and on the morning of the 
29th be had an interview with Mr. 
Peel at the Privy Council office, who, 
after a full discussion of the whole

Jiuestion, stated that he was exceed- 
ngly glad that Sir Charles had been 
able to get to Liverpool, and that an 

order would be immediately made for 
the prompt release of all Canadian 
cattle. This is an outline of what has 
been an exceedingly interesting and 
Important matter of investigation, 
and it is gratifying to be able to report 
that the result has been to not only 
remove the imputation of disease from 
Canadian cattle, but, as is believed, to 
conduce to much greater caution on 
the part of the officials in dealing with 
a question so important to our interests 
in the future. The following is the 
Certificate of the veterinary inspec­
tion :—

Liverpool, August 29—We, the 
undersigned veterinary surgeons, fel­
lows or members of the Royal College 
of Veterinary Surgeons, hereby cer­
tify that we have examined the under­
mentioned lot of Canadian cattle:— 
1st a lot in the Canada Lairs, Hus- 
kisson Dock, Liverpool, and stated to 
lave been conveyed in the ss. “ On­
tario” and, 2nd, a lot in No. 4 shed, 
Wallasy Lair, ex ss. “Lake Nepi­
gon.” About fifty of the said cattle 
were inspected by us, after slaughter, 
aud these, as well as the remaining 
animals, were found to be free from 
contagions disease. We observe that 
a few of the cattle presented 
symptoms of disease on the digestive 
organs, manifested by slightly blood- 
tinged faces, fulness of the first 
etomach, and a slight elevation of 
temperature; these were in our 
opinion, due to the system of feeding 
and the sea voyage.

Enriching Orchards.

Auy farmer who has been accus­
tomed to raising apples ancThas been 
uniformly successful will doubtless 
say that if he expects to get good 
crops he treats the orchard as he docs 
for any other crop. He manures it 
and he finds that a manure that will 
do for most other crops will do for 
the crop of apples. It is the neglect 
to manure orchards at all that causes 
them to bear so poorly and the trees 
to look in had condition ; nothing is 
better than wood ashes for orchards, 
if we had the ashes; but nearly 
everybody burns coal, except in cer­
tain out of the way sections, and. we 
must therefore resort to something 
else. Next lo wood ashes there is 
to fertilizer hotter than barnyard 
manure. A liberal application of 
this, if only once in three years, 
w:th careful pruning and scraping of 
the trees and ferreting out the borers 
and all other insects which lay con­
cealed under the barb, will goon make 
a change in the productiveness of the 
orchard. If the trunks were washed 
with whale oil soap, say one pound 
to a bucket of water, there would 
not be many insects alive after the 
operation.

“ Horticulturists," says the Farm­
ers’ Union “ are learning something 
new every day in regard to the culti­
vation and growing of fruit trees. 
Heretofore it has been a common 
practice with many in setting out or­
chards to heavily manure the exact 
locality where the trees were to be 
deposited, ^without scattering it all 
over the surface. Practical experi­
ence his developed the fact that all 
of the land set apart foi the orchard 
should be manured. Spread it 
broadcast, so that the extremities of 
the roots can he benefited by it. 
Manuring heavily in a small compass 
at the crown or foot of a tree—after 
it has been set cat, or even after it

An excellent mixture to remove 
grease spots, from boys’ and men’s 
clothing particularly, is made of four 
parts of alcohol to one part of am­
monia and about half as much ether 
ns ammonia. Apply the liquid to 
the grease spot, and then rub dili­
gently with a sponge and clear water. 
The chemistry of the operation 
seems to be that the alcohol and 
ether dissolve the grease, and the 
ammonia forms a soap with it which 
is washed out with the water. The 
re6uJt is much more satisfactory than 
when something is used which only 
seems to spread the spot and make 
it fainter, but does not actually re­
move it. If oil is spilled on a car­
pet and you immediately scatter 
cornmeal over ii^tbe oil will be ab­
sorbed by it. Oil may also be re­
moved from carpets upon which you 
do not dare put ether or ammonia by 
laying thick blotting paper over it 
and pressing a hot flat-iron on it. 
Repeat the operation several times, 
using a clean paper each time.

A correspondent of the Breeders' 
Gazette says that bis hogs being 
much infested with lice, and hearing 
that coal oil would fi^ them, he de­
termined to try it. So he took his 
coal-oil can, and while the hogs were 
feeding he poured a stream of the oil 
on them irom the top of their heads 
to the root of their tails, applying 
it particularly where the lice were 
more numerous, and it was really 
amusing to see them run to their rub­
bing places and mb. The result 
was that it not only killed the lice 
and nits on the bogs, but there was 
enough coal oil rubbed off on the 
posts to kill the lice and nits on 
them.

Barrel Gardening.

Many people profess to be deterred 
from gardening for want of space. 
The word “profess” is used because 
in so many cases the plea is an ex­
cuse for want of horticultural zeal 
and taste. Those who have any 
door-yard at all, front or back, can 
garden a little if they strongly desire 
to do so. A gentleman in Guelph 
raises an astonishing quantity of 
fruit in a plot 20 feet by 30. People 
who are confined to a room or two 
in a tenement house cannot have an 
out-door garden, still, even these can 
grow a few plants in the window. 
But theie arc many families limited 
to a small out-door space who, never­
theless, can indulge a taste for gar­
dening, if they have it, within small 
compass. The Scientific American 
is credited by the New York Tribune 
with a suggestion which is well 
worthy of being passed round for 
the benefit of those whose out-door 
quarters are scant, but who yet 
would like to garden a little. It is 
that strawberries may be grown, as 
houses are built where ground is 
limited, several stories high. A 
barrel has t:ers of holes bored in it, 
fifty in all, and is then tibed with rich 
loam to the first tier of holes, when 
a strawberry plant is inserted in each 
hole and the roots spread on the 
well-aompressed soil, and so on lo 
the top.

The Good of Clover.

J. M. McCullough concludes a 
aper on clover, in Iowa Homestead,

1 If possible, clover should pre­

Every 
uncultivated field and all unoccupied 
land should rest in clover ; and the 
wealth of the country would be im­
proved if the wild grasses and weeds 
were forced to give way to clover, 
for we know that noxious gases and 
vapors are continually arising from 
the earth. Some of them are from 
decaying vegetable or animal matter, 
and some of them are miasma. All 
are offensive to the smell and injuri- i

Ions, cucumbers and tomatoes. A 
few holes sre bored around the mid­
dle of the barrel, and it is filled with 
stones up to the holes. The upper 
half of the barrel is then filled with 
rich soil, a tube of some sort being 
inserted in the centre to admit of 
pouring water into the barrel. The 
plants are set on the open top. Even 
where there is only a paved yard, 
some gaidening may be done by thus 
using barrels. Not only will a hor­
ticultural taste be gratified and cul­
tivated by such means, hut an 
amount of produce by no means des­
picable may thus be obtained.
