MARCGH TOTAL WAS 578,718

Figures for Last Month Were Only Exceeded by Those of July,
1907—Collector Elliott Expects to Break All
Records Next Month.

The customs returns for the month
of March totalled $95,900 15, the sec-
ond greatest return that London has
ever had.

This amount was only exceeded in
July, 1907, the banner year of the
Dominion as far as customs are con-
cerned, when the returns jumped up
to slightly over §109,000.

ENGINEERS PETITION
FOR SHORTER HOURS

Will Ask Government to Limit

the Time to Fourteen
Hours.

Ottawa, April 1.-—-The Dominion execu-
tive of the Brotherhood of lLocomotive
Engineers, now in session at Ottawa, de-
cided to petition the Dominion Govern-
ment to pass a law prohibiting a train-
man from working longer than fourteen
hours per day. In the United States the
maximum is 16 hours out of 24 in
emergency. The ergineers also favored

$800 DAMAGES GIVEN

TURMOIL OVER PRIMER

Hot Debate at Teachers’ Convention
Follows Whitney’s Criticism.
Toronto, March 31.—The closing session
of the public school section of the Ontario
Educational Assocition this afternoon was
marked by one of the strongest debates
that ever ruffled the usually calm de-

liberations of that body.

The trouble started when Principal
Fraser, of Toronto, referred to Premier
Whitney’s reply to their criticisms of the
new primer, printed in this morning’s
papers. Several of the delegates felt
that the department as a whole should
make some reply, and Principal W. (.
Marriott, of Galt, offered the following
resolution:

“That we regret the publication of the
interview with Sir James Whitney, as
reported in this morning’s papers, and
feel compelled to make reply.

“The primer is the only book of the
new set of readers to which we take
exception. It is the one which for the
time being is under special consideration,
but there are many points in each of
these which are considered very objec-
tionable. We have the best authority
for saying that these readers are not the
work of the committee of teachers, but
of the Government editor of text books,
who ignored any important recommenda-
tions.”

In an instant the meeting was in an
uproar, and at one time the debate grew
so heated that the chairman, Principal
James D. Denney, of Ottawa, had to ap-
peal to his auditors to refrain from using
prersonalities.

In the end the meeting took the ad-
vice of the chairman ‘not to give kind for
kind,” and the resolution was voted down,
and shortly afterwards the meeting show-
ed its attitude towards the primer in the
following resolution, passed without a
dissenting voice:

“Resolved, that as the Morang primer
has been used with success in our
schools for the past eight years, the Gov-
ernment be asked to reauthorize it until
such time as a more suitable one is pre-
pared.”

“Several weeks ago the Secretary
of State for the United States, Mr.
Knox, informed the British ambas-
sador at Washington that it was the
desire of the United States to open
negotiations with Canada on those
important questions, and he desired
to knpw the manner in which these
negotiations could best be conducted.
The British ambassador, Mr. Bryce,
informed him very properly that the
best way to deal with a matter of
that king was to negotiate direct
with the Canadian Government.”—
From Hon. W. S. Fielding's speech
on the tariff question.

This is one more evidence of Mr.
Bryce's supreme fitness for his post.
If he had had a pedantic notion of his
duties, or had been jealous of his pre-
rogatives, the tariff negotiations would
have hag to travel the weary round of
the circumlocution office. They would
have been still enmeshed in red tape,
and smothered under sealing wax. Mr.
Knox’s communication would have
gone first to the British foreign min-
ister; it would have been then leisure-

Cork, March 31.—William O'Brien,
the Independent Nationalist for Cork
city, has inaugurated the “All for Ire-
land League,” at an enthusiastic meet-
ing bere tonight. The movement is
based on economic change effected by
the various land purchase acts.

Several Conservatives and Unionists
supported the O’Brien platform. Lord
Dunraven, Conservative, who is prom-
inently connected with the movement,
was unable to attend owing to illness,
He wrote, outlining the scope of tl}e
new organization, and declaring his
approval of the remarkably conclii-
atory spirit shown in Englang towards
the Irish Nationalists, the only evi-
dences of hostility being towards the
Redmondite parliamentary party.

The opinion was expressed that the
settlement of the land question on the
lines approved by the league would
bring greater prosperity, unite the
antagonistic classes in Ireland, and
remove England's objections to home
rule. £

In explaining the object o_f the
league, Mr. O’Brien said that it was
to enable the Irish people to choose
between bis programme, which weuld
reconcile Roman Catholic and Protest-
ant fellow-countrymen, and :Iohn Red-
mond’s, which set them against each
other, was inaugurated today. .

DEMAND REVOLUTION
IN MARRIAGE SERVICE

English Women Attack Anglican
Church Rite as Being
Absurd.

London, March 31.—While the royal
commission on divorce, as the official
phrase somewhat ambiguously has it,
continues to sit on divorce laws of
the United Kingdom and the possible
need of their sweeping revision, the
harvest of conflicting opinions gath-
ered from the testmony of prominent
lawyers and other experts on this
subject have raised a storm of discus-
sion, chiefly from argumentative wo-
men, that threatens to bring about a
revolution in the marriage contract,
the system of handling the family ex-
chequer and the marital relationship.
The ‘“Women’s Charter of Rights and
Liverty” has been drafted and many
women’s clubs are prepared to con-
tend that that document will be the
means of writing some history in the
next few years.

Lady McLaren, who has been prom-
inently identified with the authorship
of this new declaration of independ-
enceé, has promulgated the proposal
that the bishops of the English
Church shall be called upon by the!
House of Commons to draw up a new |
marrjage service “in accordance with |
womanly dignity and legal truth.” Sir!
Charles MecLaren, M. P., has under-
taken the sponsorship of several bills
which will have to do with the newly-
drafted roster of the rights and liber-
ties of women.

Marriage Service Absurd.

“Why, just think of it,” asserted
Lady McLaren in discussing this par-
ticular subject. “One section of the
present marriage service recites,
‘Wives, submit yourself unto your hus-
bands as unto the Lord, for the hus-
band is the head of the wife, even
as Christ is the head of the church.’

I mean no irreverence, but this com-
pares wthe husband to a god. I do

not deny their many godlike qualities,
but I do not think g man can claim
to have the authority of God. If they
do claim it, they don’'t get it.

“It 1s a very curious thing that the
church should insist on these vows, for
they cannot possibly be kept. In the
Jewish ceremony there is nothing of
the kind; neither is there in the Ro-
man Catholic or nonconformist forms
of service. Women married in those
churches can keep their vows, but a
woman married in the Church of
England cannot do so.

“Then there is this false vow In the
service: ‘With all my worldly goods I
thee endow.” The husband says that
in the presence of God and the as-
sembled company. It is not the truth.
It is one great, thumping lie. There
is no other word for it.”

LIKE A RECORD BREAKER

Crack Canadian Runner Congratulated
By Canadian Society of Maryland.

Baltimore, Md., March &l.—Resolutions
of congratulation and thanks for the
splendid victories of Tait in Baltimore,
New York and Buffalo were adopted at a
special meeting of the Canadian Society
of Maryland.

In Baltimore, Tait started with handi-
caps ranging from 30 yvards of Breyer, the
South Atlantic mile champion, to 95 yards.

Breyer’'s record was close to 4 minutes
and 30 seconds, but Tait caught him in a
lap and a half on an eight-lap track.

Gradually working his way through “the
bunch,” he had caught all except Pappan,
the Carlisle Indian, who had 75 yards.

With a 30-yard lead when the last lap
began, Tait closed up rapidly, and in a
terrific sprint flew past the redskin in 4
minutes and 24 seconds, 10 seconds faster
than the Armory record, held by Paull,
of the University of Pennsylvania. When
Tait finished the crowd went wild, and
literally carried him off the track on
appreciation of his wonderful perform-
ance.

Experts believe Tait could have easily
done 4:18 if the track had been clearer.
Time by quarters, :58, 2:00 3:08, 4:24.

Next year it is proposed to arrange a
special handicap with six men on marks
from 30 to 150 yards, to enable Tait to
break the world’s indoor mile record of
4:19 4-5, now held by Trube, of Cornell.

'STORED DYNAMITE
NEAR THE BOILER!

Shervrooke, Que., March 31. — The
boiler-room and its contents at John-
son’s ashestos pits, Black Lake, were
destroyed yesterday, when 50 pounds
of dynamite exploded.

The dynamite had been placed in a
corner of the boiler to thaw, and
shortly afterwards the fireman no-
ticed it was ablaze.

London, March V3. — Prof. Colariati
Tosti recently obtlained permission to
open an old reliquary shaped likp‘ a
shrine, and kept in the Church of San
! Francesco at Gubbio, in Italy. The
'reliquary was carefully covered with
! cloth tied around by a silk ribbon, and
sealed in several places with the signet
| ring of Bishop Giacomo (‘ingari, bear-
ing the date 1760.

When the outer covering had been
removed and the two panels, each de-
corated with figures of saints painted
on parchment, which closed the shrine,
had been opened, the reliquary was
found to consist of a miniature picture
gallery. [ts interior was covered with
small paintings on wood and parch-
ment. so disposed as to form the effigy
of a church.

NEW YORK HARBOR HARD HIT
BY STRIKE OF TOWBOAT MEN

Greatly

Large Quantities of Perishable Freight Tied Up and Liners Un-
able to Secure Their Cargoes May Be

Delayed.

[By Associated Press.]

New York, Aprii 1.—New York har-
bor activity was considerably dimin-
ished in volume today. At midnight
last night a strike of the pilots and
masters on the tow boats of four rail-
roads was declared, and today the
boats of the companies involved were
rapidly going out of commission. Many
hundreds of men are affected. There
are fears that quantities of valuable
perishable freight will be tied up, and
reports were prevalent that the strike
might spread to other classes of em-
ployees in the harbor service.

Following the formal beginning of

the strike, the masters and mates of
boats in the service of the Baltimore
and Ohio, the Lackawanna, the Cen-
tral Railroad of New Jersey, and the
Lehigh Valley roads, the ones in-
volved In the strike, began delivering
their barges and returning their boats
to companies’ headquarters and aband-
oning them. The men declared that
only a very small percentage of the
boats of these roads were in opera-
tion.
