Last winter, however, there was cilher
an unusual supply of work, or, those dependent on the
navigation season. went ontside lor
greater extent than is customary, or, those m the eity
were notb very .m‘ﬂnus o he carning wages.

During the whole winter it was dillicutl Lo procure
men for casual jobs of work, such as houscholders and
others require lo be done in the winter.  We have the
word of a number of our eitizens, which accords with
oub own expericnee, that not a single -appliealion was
made for work since the winler set in.  Iersons who
soughl, for men at the ingtitutions where ihe unemployed
take shelter, were unalle o obtain the help needed. At
one place where men are given work in preparing kind-
ling wood, where we have known their siocks to acéu-
mulate heavily in the winter, they were unable to exe-
cule the ordinary orders for this auxiliavy class of fuel.

The same diflicalty has been found in regard to skilled
labour. i Orders for painting, plunbing, carpentering,
bricklaying, masonry, eleetrie littings, ee., cle., have
heen delayed execution for a length ol tine owing to the
searcily of artisuns.  Seiious inconveniclices,
ases loss, have heen caused by delays in building works
in progress in this city.  I'he demand for services of
these elasses has no doubt been exceptionally heavy and
urgent, very urgent indeed -in building dwelling houses,
as, owing o local custom, fenants have litlle opportu-
nity for changing their place of residence after cach Isi
of May.  Whether this custom is & wisz ene in a city
like this, where now comers are settling all the yedr
round, is & malter worth considering. 1t certainly im-
poses conditions on those who invest eapital in enlarg-
ing the louse accommodation of the city which are often
exceedingly onerous. 1t compels o rush o be made of
consiruckive and finjshing work during a very limiled
period, and a consequent slackness of work in huilding

~ to the rate war having ceased, which developed this traf-
fic while rates were inadequate.  On {he other hand,
there had been an accretion of revenue under the liead
~of passengers of $518,700.  The Ireight and live slock
braific exhibited the large increase of 668,332 tons, tlie
gross eainings under this lLead being §560,000. more
than in ‘the corresponding period of tlie previous year.
The average receipts per ton showed a slight diminu-
" tion, and the average rate received per lon per mile wus
lower by about 9 per cent. The mails and’ express
business produced $28,000, and the misccHaneous re-
ceipts $3,845 extra.  Including taxes the working ex-
penses aggregated $7,970,000, or $830,000 in excess
of the amount for the second half of 1893. The main-
tenance charges comprised, in both halt-years, $153,500
on account of renewal of bridges, on the busis approved
some time ago, but an additional $97,400 had Deen in-
cluded in the past six months’ working expenses and car-
ried o the credit of the renewal of bridge suspense ac-
count, which now stood at $233,000.

“A WO]mD ON IR DPROOl1 BUILDI\TCS

Some ])101)11etors of ﬁre—ploof bmldmfr; seem .to im-
agine that the fire -p1oohng c\tends to the contents. A
‘stock of mflfnmmble goods needs just as much care to
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avoid risk of fire in a fire-proof structure as in one of a
different class.  Complaints are made that this is not
sufficiently realized in some stores and warehouses,
where, beeause the building itself is five-preof,. precau-
tions against the stock eatching, or spreading fire are
relaxed. A warning against this somewhat irrational
carclessmess was given at Pittshurg on the 8th inst)
Two hours after the staff had left a lavge dry goods store
late on Saturday night, a fire was discovered which in-
volved a loss in stock of $1,000,000. There was some
bungling over sending a fire alarm or the loss would not
have heen so great. ' In the same bunilding a fire took
place in May, 1897, equally destructive. Tt was re-
garded as a fire-proof structure, and cevtainly it stood
the two severe fests far hetter than any crdinary one.
As the “Insurance Press” says: “It is ncedless to com-
ment upon the steel skeleton strueture if ficors and sup-
ports are properly sheathed with ferra cotla or concrete
cement. It will stand just as well as.a kiln if further
protected at window and door openings. An unlimited
‘amount of ordinary inflammable goods can be burned
within it, and the framework will remain cemparatively
intact” But if owners of large stocks in a fire-proof
building leave their goods so exposed that fire will
spread almost instantly throughout the ypremises, they
subject the building to the severest possible strain.
Kilns are built’ purposely to have bricks burnt inside
them, or crockery “fired,” as the term is. but a dry
goods store is not designed for the caleination of stocks,
even if it is fire-proofed.  Occupants of stores where
. there are extensive open arens with wide openings from
floor to floor by elevators, stairways, well for lighting,
should endeavour to realize what would happen in case
of a fire getting a good hold of the contents, by which
the strueture wonld hecome a dry goods kiln, or crema-
tory.  Against such  disaster preeantions onght to he
taken without any reliance upon the supposed protec-
tion of a fire-proof huilding, which, in such an emer-
geney, will have plenty to do to look after itself.

It is, however, no
joke to endeavour to raise capital to extent of $11,000,-
000, which is being done in Fngland with fair promise
of suecess.  “Letiers of allotment for 1,060, 000 prefer-
ence chares and over 900,000 mdmfuy shares have been

~sent out to the original underwriters and to the Dill-

posters who agréed to take shares as part of, the purchase
consideration.” So announces {le “T]conomlst ? which,
however, seems doubtful of this singular company ever
being fully organized. The growth of fhis husiness in
recent years has been marvellous. Tveryday we may sce
numbers of men at work in this ecity covering every
available space with enormous illuminated posters. On
these alone of theatrical companies there must be many
thousands of dollars spent every week, as the picture
advertisements are in evidence in every city, town and

-village, a whole army of men being engaged all their
~ time pasting up these sensational placards.

Tf we may
jndge from them the character of the performances in
our theatres we must conclude that the taste of the
publie who frequent these phces is dehasad and vitiated
to the last degree. © Apart from those pictures which
openly pander to a licentious taste, there are others de-
picting scenes in a play that are revoltingly vulgar. The
attractive fentures are ‘invariably some incident of
coatse, witless depravity, or one of a tragic nature which
no one hut a Boer or a savage could witness without
disgust: ~ The. hill-poster of the ('hv is a potent instru-
ment for degrading public taste, for offending the sen-
sibilities of all decent and well-miannered persons, and
blunting the morfﬂs of vouths of hoth sexes.

- The new
colony will consist altogether of about 2,300 or 3,000 per-
sons from eastern Tndiana, southern Michigan, western
Tennsylvanin, Kentueky, Tennessee, and from several dif-
fevet parts of Ohio. - Detroit representatives of the Cana-

.dian Government-and C.P.R., are in chasge of the move-

ment, Associnted with them is D. 1. Caven, of Columbus,
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who is alse a representative of the Dominion Government,

which, after all, is said to be the redl instigutor of the
movement.  The part of Alberta chosen by the delegates
is Buffalo Take district, situated about 400 miles north of
the Montana state line and about 100 miles northeast of
“Calgary. The colony will receive from thie Government
in-all 115,200 acrcs of fine wheat and stock-raising land.
"'Should “such movements be suecessfully carried out, a
population double the original number might be reckoned
om, for fully as many more would be induced to follow
through ihe request of those alveady on the ground. This
class of settlers would make more rapid progress than
those whose language and laws are foreign and whose
pockets are unused to anything megotiable.
