Adverting to the mention, in his 1ast Report, of the great and increasing necessity
for large additions to the Law division of the Library,—especially in view of the
recent establishment of the Supreme Court, in Ottawa,—the Librarian has much
satisfaction in stating, that during the past ﬁaoess, the Executive Government have
bostowed special attention upon this matter. Shortly after the close of the Session,
the Librarian was instructed to visit the Library of the Law Society in Toronto,
and to place himself in communication with the Hon. J. Hillyard Cameron, Q.C,,
M.P, for advice in the improvement of our collection of Law Books.

At Mr. Cameron’s suggestion, a complete series of Reports of the Courts of Law
in Great Britain and Ireland, and in the United States of America, was obtained,
with other works of importance, as & first instalmoent. At & later period, the
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Judges of the Supreme Court were appointed, and they have since undertal
1'esp§::lsibilit of sﬁpervising all further additions that may be required to our Law
Library.—'ﬂv:e Hon. Messiours Justice Strong and J ustice Fournier are now N}gﬂﬁz
in the seleotion of books which, when procured, will render the Library, in

department, eminently valuable and complete.

The otherdivisions of the Library have been duly augmented, so far as our limited

space would permit; and a Catalogue of such additions has been prepared for the
uge of Memll))el‘s- But the difficulty of finding room for the books has been an
almost insuperable bar to the progressive improvement of the Library, in literature,
science and art.—This hindrance, however, will shortly be romoved. The new Build-
ing is rapidly approaching completion, and there is no reason to doubt that it will be
ready for occupation before the close of the ensuing summer. When the transfer has
taken place, it may be anticipated that provision will be made, by the liberality of
Parliament, for rendering the Library, as a depository of knowledge, worthy of the
magnificent structure which has been erected for its permanent reception.

The donations to the Library, within the past year, from various sources, .h‘"
been very numerous :-—a list of them is hereunto appended ; together with a list of
works deposited under the Copyright Act.

The number of volumes in the Library at the last Report, was estimated at
75,1086.—Since then, about 4,400 volumes have been added : making a total of 79,486
vols.

In obedience to the foregoing Resolution, I have examined the Rules and Forms
of Proceeding of the Senate, and in the “ Draft” which accompanies this, I beg to-
submit for the consideration of your Honors the result of my investigations.

The Rules and Forms of Proceeding have been, in some cases, recast; their
order has been somewhat changed; they gave been classified anew ; and under that
olassification, conspicuous headings have been substitut.d for marginal notes, as afford-
ing the means for more distinct and speedy reference.

Provision has also been made for the reference ot *“ Private Bills " to the Judges.
of the Supreme Court ; and the Rules for Private Bills, in so far as was deemed desir-
able, huve been assimilated to those of the llouse of Commons. Rules and portions
of Rules have been omitted, as being unnecessary, while some new ones have been
added with a view to increase efficiency.

In dealing with the latter portion of the Resolution passed by your Honors, it
has been founﬁ necessary to depart from the plun suggested in it, because the object
in view could not be attained in so satisfactory a manner. Many pages would have
had no foot-notes, while singlo clauses would have taken up severa o8 of the
book. For example, evoryghing relating to Newfoundland, Prince Edward Island,
Manitoba, British Columbia and the North- West Territories must have come in under
the 146th clause. Such must also have been the case with section 91 which embraces.
80 many heads of subjects.
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The course recommended is to print the Rules of the Senate, as heretofore, Wlt_h
the British North America Act and to insert in the index to that Act under their
respective heads, all subjects of legislation, under the Act (up to the present time)
affecting ench Province in particular, and referring to all documents, proceedings and
debates relating to the same.—These will be found in the a‘\pendlx. o

It is suggested that a Parliamentary Manual be compiled, under the direction of
the Speakers of both Houses, at the end of each Session of Parliament. The pro-
posal is that this work should be joint on the part of the two Houses, as in case of
the Congressional Manual; annually published at Washington, to contain the Rules
and Forms of Proceeding of both Houses: The British North America Acts and such
other documents concerning the Constitution of the several Provinces, as ma{l.be
deemed. proper; preceded by an analytical index, in the form of a dictionary, which
should include in'a more extended x‘Zrm, not oniy the reforences contained in the
index to the Union Act, but also similar notos on’ all subjects of general legislation,
besides those relating to the Provinces. The Manual should also include an ‘unnual
chronological table of the Statutes'in force, so that.any one on reference to this table
can at once ascertain what Acts of Parliament are in force. The work in question
might also contain a digest of the Rules of both Houses; of precedents of order and
usages of Parliament, with such portions of the British North America Act, Laws
of Parliament and Resolutions, as relate to the proceedings of Parliament, and the
rights and duties of its members.

Such a Manual published annually, would be very valuable to members of

both Houses; to the members of the | Legislatures and to the Press of the
Dominion.

The undersigned who has been requested to prepare a Memorandum on the
recent discussions as to the finances of Manitoba, begs leave to report as follows :—

That Mr. Davis the First Minister and Treasurer, and Mr. Royal the Minister of
Public Works of the Province have been in communication with the Sub-Committce
of Council on this subject. . :

. They Eoint out that in dealing with New Brunswick an additional allowance was
made by the B. N. A. Act 1867, of $63,000 a year for ten years from the date of
Union; that in dealing with Nova Scotia an additional allowance of $82,698 a year
for ten years was made to that Province based upon the fact 6f the allowance to
New Brunswick ; that in dealing with British Columbia her aliowance in respect of
debt as well as in respect of population was calculated upon an assumed population
of 60,000 while the actual population was not 11,000; that in dealing with Prince
Eadward Island her allowance for debt was calculated at the rate of $50 per head
on the ulation instend of $27.77 the rate &uiﬁned to the other Provinces, and
a special allowance of $45,000 a year was made to her in consideration of her not
having any Orown Lands; while in dealing with Manitoba, which has no Crown
Lands at her disposal, her allowance in respect of debt was caloulated upon a population
of 17,000 only at the rate of $27.77 per head, and her allowance in respect of
population was calculated on the same estimate of 17,000,

They point out that the total resources of the Province derivable from the

They represent that the additional revenue of the Province has been insignificant,
the only important item having been that of licenses for the sale of liquor which at
one time realized about $10,000 but which by the combined operation of & stringent
License Law and of the transfer to the City of Winnipeg of &: fund derivable trom
licenses within that Corporation has been reduced to a trifling sum. They state that
the only other sources of Public Revenue, the Province having no Crown Lands, are
‘ Msn'iatg? Licensesand Law fees, from neither of which can any considerable sum be

expected. |

They stato- that looking to the fact that the bulk of the population is composed
of new settlers thoy eannot hope to realize forthwith from local taxation any
considerable sum, and that the attempt at this time so to raise a substantial revenue
would serionsly impair the well being of the Province. '

They refer to the fact that in the short time which has elapsed since the formation
of the Provinee, the population has inoreased from about 12,000 to about 36,000 thus
very materially increasing the expenses of Government, and they give it as their
opinion that this increase of population will be continuous for some years. They
point out that in carrying on the Government of the Province up to this time the
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sum of $168,386.11 as charged in the books of the Dominion on_the settlement of

the accounts up to 80th June, 1875 between the Province and the Dominion has been
adveanced by the Dominion to supplement the deficiency in the Revenue, that if
the sum already advanced be oapitaﬂmd‘ the interest at B per cent. will amount to
$7,919.30 thus reducing the revenue of the Province from the Dominion to $63,253.04.

They were asked to furnish an Estimate of the annual Expenditure for the future
on the most economical scale.

From this.estimate, which is annexed, it appoars that their calculation °f°x¥endi.
ture amounts to $106,765 per annum which would result in a deficiency of over
448,000 annually.

. _ The Sub-Committee of Council on examination of this Estimate observe that it
involves an expenditure in carrying on the machinery of Government of between
$50,000 and $60, the

It is the opinion of the Sub-Committee that the expenses of carrying on the
machinery of Government as proposed in the Estimate are disproportionately large,
and that nosatisfactory results can be anticipated unless a simprer and less expensive
system be adopted and greater economy be exhibited.

There may perhaps be difficulties in the adoption at present of the simpler
and more rudimentary form of self:government wg

ich in the opinion of the Sub-
Committee would have been most suitable for a ocountry like Manitoba during its
early settlement ; but the Sub-Committee feel that the le of that Province should
be called on carefully to consider the prog’riety of making such changes as may
prevent the absorption of the great bulk of their available income in the payment of
the cxpenses of the machinery ot Government and as may leave & substantial
at any rate free to be dévoted to the maintenance and advancoment of the material
lsnterests of the Province. Even if no more radical change be made it _appears to the
ub-Committes that the present form of Government should be simplified and cheap-.
. ened by the abolition of the Second Chamber and the material reduction of the other
oxpenses of Government and legislation, and that (in case it is proposed to expend
& sum larger than that which may be available from the Dominion) provision should
be made for Bu&plementin

the revenue from local resources to the necessary extent
80 a8 to avoid future deficits,

The Sub-Committes are of opinion that having rd to the whole circumstan-
ces of the case it would be proper, provided the Locr:F‘ Government and Legislature
should make such changes in their system as would (without diminishing the total
aggregate amount to be devoted to the great objects of Education, Agriculture,
Public Works, Charity and Administration of J ustice) bring down the total ex&%l-
diture o a sum not exceeding (independent of the amount of local revenues) $90,000,
it would be proper to charge as an advance on the debt account, the balance due to
the Dominion, and to invite Parliament to make an additional annual grant to the
Province of $26,746.98, being the amount necessary in order to raise its revenue
derivable from the Dominion to $90,000, such grant to commence from the lat day
of July 1375 and to continue until 1881 when the Province will become entitled to
the increased population allowance based upon the census to be taken in that
Year.

The Sub-Committoe observe that the Government of Canada has leased for a
term of years oxtending to 1880, at & rental of $2,000 a year the Hudson Bay Com-
Pany’s premises at Winnipeg used as a Government House; and that as well this

The Sub-Committee of the Joint Committee of both Houses on the Printing of
garljament, to whom was referred the Printing Accounts, torether with the Balanoe
flirfijt, and the Clerk’s Report, on the Services of the past ycur, beg leave to report as
ollows *—

That they have carefully examined the Balance Shoet, ind having compated the
sums entered on the Dr. side, as the moneys received with tho C'ertificate of the Auditor,
&e., they found them correct; they also compared the sums entered on the Cr. dide,
the moneys expended, with the receipted accounts for the noveral sorvites rendered,
and found them also correct. The Printing Accounts were verifiod by a fyle of the
documents printed daring the year, oach of which has its cost in dotail endorsed
upon it, a sufficient number of which Your Committce examined to satisfy themsolves
of their correctness.

A Balance Sheet shewing tho cost of the several services in connection with the
reporting and publishing the Dobates of the House of Commons, xubmitted for the
information of Your Committee, is appended to this report. .

Tho Sub-Committee would recommend, that as the re juisite accommodation for
the storago of the printing paper has now been provided, the order of the Committee
that at loast six months supply bo kept on hand to meet all contingoncies, be rigidly
enforced, and that if the Contractor is unable or unwilling, at tho season of the year
most suitable for the proper manufuacture of printing paper to make and furnish the
above quantities othor means be taken to obtain the same.

With regard to the binding of the Sessional Papers during the past year, the
Sub-Committee beg to express their approval of the work having been performed by
Mr. Mortimer, as, in their opinion, the circumstances of the cnse, as well as the
requirements of the Public Service, entiroly justiﬁed and required the action taken,
in cat;?ving out tho Resolution of the Committee passed on the 1st April last, which
ordered, “ that if the partios to whom the Binding Contract had been awarded, were
“fot prepared with a bindery and materials, &c., to perform the work when required,
“ it was to be offered to the next lowest tenderor.”

The Sub-Committee having carefully cxamined into the expenditure for printing
services dp t4 the présent time, intl that it will be necestury to Wik fur & s@pjl
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mentary estimate forr €40.500. This wiim i requirdd not only 6 Avfsh the work of
the present Session, but also to cover the doficiency of the Emt year which should have
been met by a Supplementary Estimate last Session as asked for by a Report of the
Committée; it was fot sent down, but the money required was advanced, and charged
agairst the appropriation for the present year, thus making the present requirement
appear large. : . A :

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REPORT OF THE CLERK OF THE COMMITTEE.

To the Chairman and Members of the Joint Committee on Printing :

GENTLEMEN,—I beg to present the Annual Balance Sheet for tho Printing Services
of Parliament for tho year 1874-75, which shews the cost of those services to have
been $57,298.76. Accounts shewing the oxpenditure in detail with fyles of the work
performed are roady to be submitted to the Audit Commitive.

The total cost of the Oficial Publishing of the Debates of the House of Commons,
i‘n the English and French languages, including the Reporting and Translating was

12,329.41.

Suitable accommodation has been provided under the new library building for the
ltoraﬁe and safo keeping of printed sheets and printing palpor, thus enabling asufficient
supply of the latter always to be kopt in stock to meet all probable contingencies.

A large vault has also been fitted up for the sufe keeping of the printed records
and bound volumnes; these are now so classified and arrunged as to be ready for imme-
dinte reforence und nve. This enables mo to report the Department in a sound efil-
cient atate, and also that notwithstanding tho increase in the lubor year by year, as par-
tially shewn by the postage sccount, which, in 1870 amounte | to $423.47, and in 1875
had increased to $1,886.09, the Department, numerically and personally, is the same ua
when first organized, and that the employés are able and willing still to perform
all the necessary duties without assistance.

I have nothing of an unusual character to report except in relation to the
binding contract. At the final meeting of the Committco last Session a 1resolu-
tion was passed to the effect that if the parties to whom the binding contract had
been awarded were not prepared when required with a bindery and material &e., to
perform the work, it was to be offered to the next lowest tender, &. They were
not 8o prepared when tho Sessional Papers were rendy, and in accordance with that
resolution the work was offered to tho next lowest tenderer, Mr, Hope, who declined.
It was then offered to Mr. Mortimer, who accepted and has since pertormed the
work. ‘

Mr. 1. B, Taylor, the late contractor for the Parliamentary Printing, is still
engaged under his contract in finishing the printing of the Consus papers.

70,000 is the sum placed in the Estimates for Parliamentary Printing for the
year 1876-7. This is an increased Kstimate, but the uppropriation for the past year
aid not cover the expenditure. The Committeo nsked in their Kighth Report for a
Snpplementary Estimato; none was sent down, but a warrant for $13,000 was issued
to carry on the service. That amount is charged against the appropriation for the
present year which will necessitate a further appropriation, but to what extent must
depend on the work of the Session. This must also bo very seriously affected by the
fact that the several services aro now being performed under now contracts, all of
which are at advanced rates and involving increased expenditure.

The information laid before Parliamoent in tho several Reports, Returns, &c., is
becoming move voluminous every Session, and if this is to be printed in extenso as
now done, and the present scale of distribution continued, and increasing with the
inorease of the Dominion, the cost of the Printing Services of Parliamont must be
very materially increased.

Directors, and resident in Ontario. The Local Board shall be charged with the
supervision of all Agencies situated North and West of Toronto, subject to the instruc-
tions and control of the Board.

Tho Committee continue to receive applications from Canadian authors for en-
couragement and assistance in the publication of their works ; but they have invari-
ably adhered to the Rule which, in 1867 and again in 1871, was sanctionod by both
Houses, whereby the Committoo refrain from recommending the expenditure of
public money for such purposes, inasmuch as it is in the constitutional province of
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the Executive Government to initiate all proceedings in aid and Supply. Neverthe-
less, the Committee are of opinion that works of special merit, which may, from time
to time, be published in tho Dominion, should be encouraged, at least to the extent
of purchasing a sufficient number of copies for distribution to public libraries abroad,
with which this Library may have established a system of exchange. Money so
expended, at the discretion of the Executive Government, would, in the opinion of
the Committee, be well laid out, in the stimulus it might afford to intellectual offort,
and in supplying foreign Libraries with valuable works from native authors, in return
for the lil?eral donations with which the Library is continually enriched.

In view of the s eed[v transfer of the Books from their presont quarters to the
spacious and beautiful building prepared for their reception, the Committee consider
it of indispensable importance that the entire oversight and guardianship of the
Library premises, and the control and rogulation (under the Librarian) of the neces-
sary daily service of cleaning and preparing the Rooms for use, should be in the hands
of a responsible servant of the Department, resident on the spot. They, thorefore,
recommend that rooms in the basement of the new Building bo assigned to L. J.
Casault, the trusty and oxperienced Chiof Mossenger of the Library, and that he be
the sole custodian of the keys of the various apartments used in connection with the
Library. And they would direct the attention of Government to the necessity of
opening a special account for contingent cxpenscs, to bo incurred on behalf of the
Library ; as heretofore and until the removal is cffected, such disbursements have
been and continue to be defrayed by the Sergegnt-at-Arms of the House of Commons,
who is in charge of the Rooms now in occupation for the Library.

Law; and the Legislative Assembly of Nova Scotia has, at its recent Session, passed
a resolution to the effect that such a law should be enacted by the Dominion Parlia-
mont; and the Dominion Parliament itself has clearly, by Statute 32-33 Vict., chap.
24, sec. 11, assumod the right to prohibit the sale in cortain places within the juris-
diction of the Provincial Logislatures without reference to their consent.
