Classification of Mail Matter.
In order to simplify the classification of matter passing by mail between 

placos within Canada, and also the regulations relating thereto, and to provide 
for including therein au^h articles of merchandize and other miscellaneous matters 
not hitherto admitted to pass by mail in Canada in open packets, all matter so 
passing by mail within Canada has been divided into five classes.

The first class includes Letters and Post Cards.

LETTERS.

To places within the Dominion of Canada and United States 3 cents per ox. 
Letters for the U. S. paid less than one rate will not be forwarded. Other short- 
paid letters for Canada will be taxed with double the amount of the deficient 
postage. *

Letters containing coin, jewels, or precious articles, or anything liable to 
custom duties (except such as may be addressed to the United States) will not 
be forwarded to their destination, but will be sent to the Dead Letter Office, 
Ottawa.
