PROFESSION 0F MEDICINE AND SURQERY.

[Assented to 23rc1 Jazuaty,- f869.]

WiiErEAS, it is eXpedient to amena and consoidaate Preaxable.

the Acts reiating. to the medical profession, ana to
make more effectuai provision for aegulating the quali-
fications' of practitioners of medicine, surgery and
rnidwifery, and to incorporato the medical profession
of Ontario: Therefore, fier Majesty, by and -with the
advice and consent of the tegisiative Assembly of the
Province of Ontario, enacts as follows:
