In accordance with the Resolution passed at 

the Conference held on the 13th of May last, 
a Conference of the Church Association was 
opened in the Town-hall, King-street, yester­
day morning. Mr. Robert Gladstone i
chair "

The proceedings having been opened with
prayer, the Chairmrn proceeded to address the 
meeting as follows :—in accordance with the 
Resolution passed at the Church Association 
Conference held on the 13th May last, the time 
has now arrived for opening our session. 1 
feel that this is a time when laymen should 
not shirk their duty, but tome forward boldly 
os members of the Vnitcd Church of England 

-And Ireland, not only to counteract all efforts 
" to assimilate her doctrines and services to 

those of the church of Rome, but to assist in 
taking such steps as may serve to bring into 
greater distinctness the doc trines and legally 
authorized prac tices of the established chim b. 
In no tithe- in the history of our church has 
there been greater need Tor all the friends and 
members of our Reformed Protestant Church 
to come forward and express their determina­
tion to resist the introduction of doctrines and 
prac tices long ago condemned by our church, 
to defend the integrity of her teaching, and to 
hand her down in all her apostolic simplicity 
of w orship and purity of doctrine to our thild 
ren, and our children’s children. (Applause.) 
1 trust tlutiji*»- uncertain sound, or even a 
doubt, will proceed from this Conference us to 
the course which, as loyal churchmen, wvtare 
bound to pursue. I know that some have 
thought that if the practices and teaching 
which have been and arc permitted in the rit­
ualist churches arc allowed to be continued, 
tin-re was nothing left for them but to with­
draw from her eommrnion ; bet I trust and 
hope- that suc h a course will never be long or 
B’-riously entertained. If we have rats in a 
house, we drive them out; if thieves, we do 
not d -sort the house, but catch them if pos 
siblv, and punish them according to law. This 

, is the course- we must pursue witli the ritual­
ists ; greatly to he regretted, indeed, is it that 
there is-imt some legal court, easily accessible, 
w hereby such4doctrines and practices as I al­
lude to could be- ui once put to the test. I be­
lieve that things have come to sue h a climax 
in the- last few weeks, that the righteous in (tig- 
uation of the laity is aroused, anil that steps 
must be taken-in the ensuing Parliament to 
prevent such .scene» as have lately disgraced 
our church. Well may churchmen blush at 
re-ailing the account of the Haydock and 
Brighton harvest festivities, particularly when 
they fear that they pass unrclmked by their 
bishops. 1 trust that time- will bring about the 
reforms we are so earnestly desiring ; and, in 

I the me antime, the expression of opinion going 
feutli from this meeting will be that so long ns 
the prayer-book, the srtifh-s, formularies, and 
homilies of our church remain intact, so long 
we will not desert but abide in her.

had engaged. With re»] ve t to the question of 
middle-class education,be rvmindcel them that 
England had been distinguished for institu­
tions like Eton, Winchester, Harrow, and 
other foundations, and our merchants were 
availing themselves of these institutions for 
their sons, just as well m the members of the 
aristocracy. Large pri.visions had hee-n made 
for the education of the lower classes ; and it 
must he very gratifying to them as churchmen 
to know that 76 out of every 100 found in our 
elay-scliools Here educated in connexion with 
the Church of England. And, though more 
might he done for what is called the working 
classes, he did not doubt that the education 
which had been already imparted would he 
most beneficial in its operations. But middle- 
class educafhx^ had Oe-en neglected. These 
scho astic institutions which he had referred to 
wyre too high on the one hand for the middle 
c-liues to reach, while on the other hanet the 
national schools were too low. They all knew 
t. Vt it was a few resolute individuals who did 
the work both in the church and in the world, 
ami who stamped their impress on the age. It 
was nut nectsarry for him to say that all who 
were in these schools were conscious Roman­
ists. (Hear, hear.) It was not necessary for 
him to say that Dr. Newman when he wrote 
his “A; ologiii," Lael no more intention to go 
ove r to Rome than lie had ; but ultimately his 
opinions le d him over as a conscientious man. 
They contende d that 4lie Sussex schools were 
not purely Church of England schools ; nor 
that the- cduc ation given In them was purely 
miild e-e lass education. (.Applause.) He Imscd 
this statement just upon this single fact. Dr. 
Wigrain, the late Bishop <1 Rochester, and Dr. 
Jeune, the Inti- Bishop of I’vterlairough, took 
part in a meeting at Oxfmtl in favour of these 
very schools, und the ol>jt< lions which were 
tli.n raiscel were denounced by the Bishop of 
Oxforel as myths The two former prelates 
entered into the matter, and afterwards ad­
dressed about a dozeu questions upon the sub­
ject, and upon the answi re being given, they 
liotli withdrew from the schools, as they be­
lieved there were Popish practices and tenden­
cies in them. (Applause1.) Dr. Wigram found 
out that confession w as pursued in ilie schexds : 
ami the Archdeacon of Salop said it was true 
that confession was then-, but only to the ex- 
te nt of 2 per cent, of the hoys confessing. 
That me ent, he (Mr. Banish y) believed, that 
the e dge of the wedge had been got iti, and lie 
conte nded that 2 per cent, ot the boys confess­
ing was a lie trayal and I.in invasion of Un­
church of Kuglanel. Th» Church of England 
had no confessional but ft he throne of grace, 
and no priest hut the Loro Jesus tilnist. (Ap­
plause- ) The confessional w as cast out of the 
Church of England in tint sixteenth ce ntury ; 
it was not a <1<tinelcordinlinee, it was a diaboli­
cal invention, and of all tl e instruments ever 
invented l.y tiatan for p< luting th».- human 
mind and undermining t te stability of the 
commonwealth, confessional was the greatest. 
(Applause.) What was to be done? that was 
the question. Were they simply to act the 
part of obetfnrtivcs, or to take this gre-nt work 
into their own hands? What was wanted in 
this and the neighbouring dioceses was a large- 
school lor the middle-class education, say with 
u hall, chapel, dorutitorie-s,md accommodation 
for tiOu or 100 hoy». It would cost perhaps 
A 70,000 or AdO,OVO. AH experience showed

that such a school Would be self-supporting. 
There could be no doubt about it ; hut he re­
minded them that the time was past when 
they should act as obstrue lives. They mutt 
take- this great wok into their own hands. 
The Evangelical party hail initiated everything 
that was good, and he trusted that they would 
take this great question iu hand. (Applause.)

Dr. Jardine presnmed that all prese nt had 
read the pamphlet -published by the Church 
Association, calle-d the “Woodard School." 
The scheme in some points was worthy of 
their greatest imitaflon, whilst to other points 
he had a strong objection. Some of the points 
revealed a deep scheme for undermining the 
Protestantism of this country. (Hear.) They 
were well acquainted with the part that the 1 
young mind was the -.-and principle on which i 
they simule! work.’ It was the saying of a 
Jesuit, “If you give me a child seven yeqrs, 
you may have him all yoiZr life afte rwards. ’ 
This was tlifc principle on which Mr Woodard 
had founded his scheme. There we rv certain 
things iu the sclu-ro» which they should imi­
tate. First among t^cse was “That an cxce-cd- 
ingly good eduiation should bu provided at an 
extremely moderate cost." He maintained 
that if they ope ned schools at a moderate -ost, 
the enemy would fall at once. But there ! 
were points in the scheme which must be j 
avoided.

Dr. Taylor said the re could but be one opin- 
ion as to the importance of establishing 
middle-class schexds as reconnucneled by Mr. 
Bardsley, and of the importance of warning 
pe-ople against the dangerous schoeds which al- 
re-ady existed. They all knew from personal 
expe-rieuee the great difficulty there was in en­
listing the sympathy of the laity in real heart­
felt co-operation. They all knew the great 
difficulty in establishing the Church Assoc ra­
tion, or in cstahlishing any other organization, 
because of the amount of time the- projec tors 
were obliged to saerllce in enlisting men into 
one grancl co-operation. To a large extent the 
clergy of the Church i"f England lead the mat­
ter before them in their own hands. Wholly 
apart from the establishment of middle-class 
schools, they had the education of the mieidle 
classes in their ow n hands in their parishes. 
What he suggested was that they should be 
especially attentive to the education of the 
midelle class population of their parishes, by

He 
re-.-oinmcndcd them to devote attention to the 
education of young nu-D and women in (fie 
fundamental prineTfdes of our Reformed 
Church. (Applause.)

importance of this subject. There was great 
mischief in the Woodard syste m : these were 
the very schools that fed the ritualistic congre­
gations. Something was needed to he tionc ; 
and in his own county of Suffolk, at Framling- 
ham, they had founded one of the vinsses of 
scluxils needed, as a memorial to the late 
Prince Consort. It hail been built at an ex­
pense of £20,000, would educate 300 hoys 
and was once filled.. There they gave educa­
tion in everything eiœept languages, to fit the 
pupils for whatever lhey might reciuirc in after 
life. The cost of this school was two guineas 
for the lowest, and four guineas for the highest 
age. He wished them to at once set to work 
to establish such seif supporting Church" ot 
England Protestant Evangelical middle class 
colleges and schools. He hoped that at once 
a suhsceiption list would be started, and that 
Lancashire and Cheshire would set an example 
to the whole Church of England. (Applause.)

Mr. Andrews, Vice Chairman of the London 
Assoc iation, said the evils of the cdue-ational 
system, originated and carried on by Mr. Wood­
ard, hail been patent to all members of the 
Church Association for some time. There was 
no ryuestion ss to the evil, anil no question as 
to the propriety of applying a speedy remedy, 
but that could uot he done without money, 
and he knew of no plate where the money 
question could he so successfully opened as iu 
Manchester. This w as pre-eminently a Man­
chester epicstiou. Mancheste r hud risen to be 
whut she was by supplying a good article at a 
moderate- price. It was, moreover, the ques­
tion-of the day, and was not to he met by find­
ing fault with Mr. Woodard. In a very lew 
years liis^gystem, if carried out would wie ld 
the powerof the rising generation ; and if they 
confessed the evil of introducing insidiously 
the supe rstitions of Rome into the opening 
minds of their young people, they would as 
evangelical Protestant Churchmen, not shrink 
from the performance of their duty, auel that 
was te» present the middle classes, who had 
been well e ailed the hack bone of England, not 
only with Bible classes, hut with a good cduca 
tion. This was the day of extensive views ; 
and they must meet Mr. Woodard on his own 
ground. They must aim to present to parents 
amongst the- middle classes an opportunity of 
giving to their children a sound, scriptural, 
and healthy education.

The Rev. J. P. Pitcairn, Vicar of Eeclvs, said 
he regarded the present meeting as one of the 
greatest importance he attenelcd in his 20 
years’ experience of the city of Manchester. 
The subject they had met to discuss was 
happily one which every man who was anxious 
for the temporal aed spiritual welfare of the 
community must have strong fe-elings upon, 
and must have formed some definite anil clear 
opinions. He honestly thought that so deter­
mined were the efforts to undermine the Pro­
testant principles of the Church of England for 
which their forefothers bled, and for which, he 
believed, in the main the laity were prepared 
to stand up— so many, determined, subtle-, and 
insidious e fforts were made by sap, counter­
mine, openly and secretly, to destroy the>se 
principles, that the time was come when every 
man attached y e> the principles of the- Refor­
mation, however in some minor respe its thi.-y 
might diler, should come forward and join in 
a mighty plial__i which Ihe-y could form 
resist by every constitutional means the at­
tempt made to obtain possession, especially of 
tile minds of the youeg. He most cordially

We are ceitaiuly’not inclined to carry our 
hopes further than the tacts will justify and 
while affairs are in the present uncertain and 
formative state, it woulel be ftflly to predict 
what may happen on the morrow.

But there is plenty of encouragement to hope 
for the best in the events that have, taken place 
in other eountries of Europe within the last 
few years. The Italians are another branch of 
the Latin family ; u#d when liberal pal lium- n- 
tury government was established a few years 
ago in plqce of Bourbon and Papal despotism, 
we had on all hands doubt- of its maintenance. 
But Italy—èxcept the small part now held by 
the Pope—lins remained united under liberal 
constitutional Government for eight years ; 
und every year lias added to its strength, and 
magnified its prospects. Look at the old des­
potic-Government of Austria three years ago. 
Uf all the countries of Eurcpe, Austria seemed 
most hopelessly hound hv despotism ; and it 
was the one country of Europe Where, on ac­
count of the diversity and antagonism of races, 
despotism seemed mo tol l necessity. Yet, in 
an Dour, as it were, Austria}became free and 
liberal. A constitutional Government, em­
bracing the funelann-ntal principles of liberty, 
replact-el the ancient despot -m ; and the power 
of that constitutional sy-i-m has been in- 
creaA-d every day of its ex -knee. In nearly 
every other country of de-.-pOtle Government 
there have been great strié I in the direction 
of freedom within the la-t few years ; and 
everywhere those principh- gh"c sign of per­
manence-and growth.

With the new Austria an-1 the new Italy be­
fore- us, we shall indulge in high hopes for the 
new S[iain. Let us at least ucuuragv in every 
way possible, the revolutionists who have, for 
the time living, overturned the Bourbons and 
Burnish despotisms, and an engaged in laying 
the foundations of a noble structure of freedom 
lor the Spanish people.—Sue York Timet.

NOMINATION AND ELECTION.

The importance to the Di< ceee of Montreal 
, of having a suitable man chosen for its 

Bishop cannot well be over-rated. Compared 
with this, the question of the Metropolitan- 
ship is very secondary. It is generally ad 
mitted that the present arrangement is a 
mistake, and must be changed. Had the 
death of the late Metropolitan been fore­
seen, the proper steps would have been 
taken to have secured for the Diocese the 
election of its Bishop, leaving to the Upper 
House the choice of the Metropolitan. We 
must, however, for the present, accept the 
position. The Bishops of Quebec, Toronto, 
Huron and Ontario, are to meet on the 0th 
of November, and to agi ee upon certain 
names to be presented to this Diocese, that 
a choice may be made of one of them. We 
have not the remotest idea what named^ill 
be submitted, but we feel deeply concerned 
that one should be selected who will be 
worthy of the position, a man of good 
abilities, sound education, apostolic spirit, 
and who is familiar with the necessities of 
the Diocese. The external machinery is now 
tolerably complete ; and what is wanted is 
an earnest ^irit to keep every wheel in 
motion—one who will be a friend to the 
clergy, whose house will be open, and his 
heart ready to sympathize with them in 
their Joys and sorrows ; and who, from his 
own experience, may be able to give some 
sound advice. We do not want a great 
scholar who will devote his ^strength to 
study or literature, nor a courtier to enter­
tain the rich and great, nor one who is 
carrying out great schemes tor the advan­
tage of the church at large ; but a man of 
deep! and fervent piety, a primitive Bishop 
who will give himself wholly to his Diocese, 
and work it up in all its parts. The late 
lamented Metropolitan was a mfcn of singu­
lar gifts, and performed well the work al­
lotted to him in the providence of God, and 
in some respects his place may never be 
made good. But we do not despair of 
seeing one raised up who will be equally 
fitted for his specific work, which we take 
to be is the devtlopement of the spiritual 
life of the church.

The present Bishops were chosen out of 
their respective Dioceses, the determination 
being adhered to of not choosing a clergy­
man of another Diocese to fill the peat of 
Bishop. Three of the four were from the 
country parts. Whether the Bishops will 
nominate any Presbyters from the Diocese 
of Montreal we cannot say. Certain it is, 
that both in town and country there are 
clergymen as fit for the position as can be 
found in the Dominion—who are a^uainted 
with the wants of the Diocese, who have for 
years laboured, and with success, to build 
up its interests, not shrinking from any self- 
sacrifice, and who have earned a good re­
port within and without the church.

It is possible that the Bishops will nomi 
nate one of their own number. Should this 
be the case, and the Bishop so nominated be 
elected, the Diocese from which he is re­
moved w ill have to go through the pains 
and throes of another election.

Into the question of the nomination of a 
Bishop from England we shall not enter, as 
we are persuaded that such a nomination 
would not for an instant be entertained by 
the Diocese. We doubt not that the Bishops 
will earnestly desire to be considerate of the 
feelings and true interests of the Diocese ; 
and we sincerely hope that the Synod will 
meet their Ixmlships in a liberal spirit ; and 
may the result tend to the glory of God and 
the true welfare of this important branch of 
His church. . '

We close by commending to our readers 
the use in secret and in family devotion, of 
the following appropriate prayer read in 
our churches on Sunday last, and prepared 
by the senior Bishop at the request of the 
Dean and Chapter of the Cathedral :—

» Almighty God our Heavenly Father, who 
hast purchased to Thyself an Universal Church 
by the precious blood of Thy dear Son, we 
earnestly beseech Thee mercifully to look 
upon this portion of Thy vineyard, and so to 
guide and govern the minds of Thy servants, 
the Bishops of this Diocese now assembled (or 
about to assemble) in Thy name, that they 
may faithfully and wisely use the power com-

uiitted to them, ipd 'Urinate and elect to the 
office of Bishop of i *■ Diocese, and Metro­
politan of ( aniuMi, a t and proper peraon to 
serve in this high an holy ministry.

And to him who hall be elected to this 
Sacred function, givi 1’hy grace and heavenly 
benediction, that k may faithfully serve 
before Thee to the g;,|7 of Thy great name, 
and to the edificati'i’of Thy Holy Church, 
through Jesus Chrisi >ur Lord."—Amen.

xt month will probably witness, among 
othirs, the electia of three additional 
Bishops for the posent Dioceses of New 
York. These Bist 'ps will be elected by 
the Diocesan Synod or Conventions, subject 
to the approval of oe majority of the Dio 
cesee of the Union. The Bishop of Montreal 
and Metropolitan, »a the other hand, williie 
nominated by the our Bishops at present 
constituting our Uiper House, and elected 
by our Diocesan 8yiod.

The powers of tie Bishops, too, will be 
different. Those oftew York will have each 
hit standing conn.ittee of clergymen and 
laymen elee'ed by tie Diocese, and will pre­
side ovei their Contentions sr Synods with 
a double or casting rote; while our Bishop 
will have no starling committee, and a 
direct negative ot all the proceedings of 
the Synod over whch he will also preside 
as chairman.

In the matter of latronnge too, there will 
be a difference. Tk Bishops ot New York 
may appoint to misionary stations with the 
approval off their rspective Conventions or 
Synods, but all dry constituted churches 
will elect their owntiergymen. In our case 
it will be otherwi» Two or move names 
will have to be su knitted, even in the case 
of the Rectories, on of which will be chosen 
by the Bishop. Ani no change can be made 
in our Constitution >r By-laws without the 
approval of the Bislop.

Which of these sy terns is beat adapted to 
promote the reaftre are of the Church ? May 
our prayers be rodouled as the time of the 
election approaches—that it may please 
God to give us a Biàop who, together with 
the requisite quabfiations for governing the 
church, may be possessed of an humble and 
self-sacrificing spirit

many are anxious to suhecrihr to it—yet a 
difficulty presents itself at the outset as to the 
form it shall take. The questions to be deteK 
mined are—How can the deceased Metropolis 
tan be best identified with the memorial ? 
What monnaient is more likely to he enduring? 
What will be most in accordance with usage ?"

The writer then goes into a comparative 
analysis between statues, monuments, and 
seminaries or colleges, concluding with an 
expression in favour of erecting s life-like 
marble statue in the chaqyl of our Cathe­
dral. He is entirely opposed to the idea of 
a College being adopted as the memorial, 
giving forfreaaon, that discord would almost 
certainly follow, owing to a diversity of 
opinion sure to arise on the character of the 
education to be giverix there—that it would 
have to be endowed ; and, In all probability 
would share the fate of some other institu­
tions, (the General Hospital to wit)—and 
ultimately would languish for want of sup­
port. Bishops’ College, Lennoxville, is given 
as one instance of partial failure ; and the 
High Schopl of McGill University as another. 
Finally, the correspondent denies the ne­
cessity for a memorial-school, and concludes 
as follows

“ Upon careful consideration I think the 
bust of the Bishop with a mural tablet set­
ting forth his virtues, Ac., will be the very best 
means of perpetuating his memory. It will be 
more fitting and appropriate. I should much 
like to see in addition thereto a rsredos or a stone 
pulpit, neither of which, however, could be con­
sidered by visitors other than the ordinary 
furniture of the church. At least they are but 
secondary, and could not in any way be identi­
fied as a memorial to the Bishop. I cannot but 
think that the majority of those who feel in­
clined to subscribe to the memorial, would not 
object to the decoration of the interior of the 
Cathedral, for it is to be remembered it is the 
Metropolitan Church, and in the evenings of 
Sunday it is free to all worshippers—it is 
essentially the chnrch of the people, and any 
thing added to its beauty ought to be a joy to all 
churchmen. They ought naturally to be desi­
rous to have the Cathedral the most magnifi­
cent of all the churches.”

An “ occasional ” Montreal correspondent 
of the London Record, writing (under date 
of 3rd September) a brief résumé of the pro­
ceedings at our late Provincial Synod, adds 
a few remarks on lie “Church in Canada,” 
from which we bake the following ex­
tracts :—

" The present organization of the Church in 
Canada took place lOiau ten years ago, and 
was formed very mtch on the model of the

tion of these two ewiods differs from the orga­
nization of the American conventions. They 
exercise the right of1 reversing an Episcopal 
vote by a majority of two-thirds ; whereas in the 
Canadian i hureh the Bishop's vote is final. In 
fact, the power which the Bishop possesses it 
the greatest blemish and the most practical in­
convenience of their organization."

How great this power is may easily be un­
derstood when 1 state that, after the diocesan 
synod had passed a vote (it may be almost 
unanimously), the Bishop has the power of 
vetoing it ; and after the Lower House in the 
provincial synod has done so likewise, a ma­
jority of the House of Bishops can veto it. In 
the next place, the Bishop has the appoint­
ment of Committees in the diocesan conven­
tion, and with that power in his hands you 
may easily judge what measure of fair play his 
opponents are likely to enjoy, unless he should 
happen to be a man of almost unheard-of im­
partiality.

“ It is a.singular thing how imperfect all ec­
clesiastical legislation appears to be, especially 
in connextion with our colonies. We all know 
what confusion has arisen from this cause in 
connextion with the Coienso case ; and the 
Bishop of Montreal's original patent for the 
Metropolitanship turned out to be no better 
than waste paper in the first instance, owing to 
the same cause. And now I am surprised to 
learn that two different opinions are held, both 
in England and Canada, as to the relation be­
tween the Canadian Church and the Church of 
England—whether on the one hand-it isso com­
pletely severed from the Mother Church as to 
be able to act in all circumstances indepen­
dently, or whether, seeing that the Metropo­
litan was appointed by the Crown, there lies 
not an appeal to the Archbishop of Canterbury. 
Into such niceties, however, I shall not further 
enter.”

The write! then goes on to describe, with 
considerable sarcasm, the “attempts at rit­
ualism in Canada,” giving, in illustration, 
an account of the consecration of the little 
church at Brome Woods, “as supplied to a 
city cotemporary by the Rev. Incumbent 
himself." Outpace, hoWever, is too valu­
able to give the “account’1 in extentt.

Many 
Kn.lish have, at different times, been raised to 
the Irish Episcopal bench, but th re are few, 
if any, instances on record of an Irish clergy­
man having been appointed to a bishopric in 
Engaud.

But Dr Magee is no stranger in England, 
having resided many years in Bath and in Lon­
don, graduated at Trinity College, Dublin, 
and was divinity prise man there. He was 
ordained to the curacy of a 'arge Dublin parish 
in 1844, where he worked as curate for ten years. 
He then came to England and accepted the 
curacy of St. Saviour’s, Bath, where he remained 
for two years, and then rose prominently into 
notice as minister of the Octagon Chapel, Bath, 
bought for and presented to him by the con­
gregation. Dr. Magee held the office of min­
ister there for nine years, during which period 
he was collated by the Bishop of the diocese 
to an honorary canonry in the cathedral of 
Welle. From Bath Dr. Goulburn (the present 
Dean of Norwich) as minister of Quebec Cha­
pel Portman Square. He left that post in 1862 
(after attracting large congregations, especially 
of men) on being offered the rectory of Ennis­
killen by the provost and fellows of Trinity 
College, Dublin. After throe years’ residence 
there he was appointed to the deanery of Cork, 
and in 1866 who also appointed dean of the 
Chapel Royal in Dublin Castle, both of which 
appointments will now become vacant. They 
are in the gift of the Lord Lieutenant of Ire­
land. The degree of D. D. was conferred on 
Dean Magee, several years since, by his univer­
sity, and he has lately been Donnellan lecturer 

^ .there an office which corresponds with that of 
~ Bampton lecturer at Oxford. The Bishop-of 

London h«w year after year appointed Dr. Magee 
to preach under the dome of-St. Paul’s and in 
Her Majesty’s Chapel Royal, Whitehall. On 
looking over the lists we observe his name 
ftas nev-* v. . v*tw ■■ v fivm me. p»ni u 
and Whitehall since 1860. The new Bishop 
is not only an able preacher, but a writer of 
some reputation Hie age is, we believe, only 
forty-six. It may be added that he is a grand­
son of Dr. Magee, well remembered Archbishop 
of Dublin.

In the Protestant Episcopal Convention, sit­
ting at New York, the Committee appointed 
to consider the amendment of the canon pro­
hibiting clergymen from officiating in the 
parishes of other clergymen without leave, 
reported against any c hange, and the report 
was accepted on a vote of 99 to 95 ; but later, 
the subject was once more referred generally 
to the Committee.

The Lower House refused to concur in the 
proposition of the House of Bishops to admit 
Canadian clergymen to all privileges of min­
istration holding cures Ac., as is the rule re­
specting U. 8 clergymen libre. The action of 
the House of Bishops was baaed on a request 
from our Provincial Synod, we believe.—g 
(iazefe. *

SCRIPTURB ILLVITEATIOIt.

BY RSV. W. B. POOLS.

11 And I will give this people favor in the 
sight of the Egyptians, and it shall come to 
pass, that, when ye go, ye shall not go empty. 
But every woman shall borrow of her 
neighbor, and of her that sojoumeth in her 
house, jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, and 
raiment."—Exodus iii., 21, 22. v

“ And the children of Israel did according to 
the word of Moses ; and they borrowed of the 
Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, 
and raiment. And the Lord gave the people 
favor in the eight of the Egyptians, so tbat they 
lent unto them such things at they required. 
And they spoiled the Egyptians."—Exodus xii., 
35, 36.

It is an easy thing for a sceptic to misrepre­
sent God’s dealings with His people, and also 
the conduct of the< Israelites to their former 
masters, as alludd*-zto in the words above 
quoted. Many an earnest and devout reader 
of the Bible has been puszlcd and embarassed 
as a strong case has been inane out against the 
honor and honesty of the transaction here re­
corded. If a few words frbm our pen will aid 
to a right understanding of the passage, and 
furnish a shield >f defence to the needy one 
we have our reward. Our pen is the Lord’s.

1. The word “ borrow,'' which is shoal in 
Hebrew, means “to ask," “request," “demand," 
“ require,” and is not used to signify the act of 
of loaning a thing. In the Greek text it reads, 
“ She shall ask," and in the Latin it reads, 
“ She shall demand."

The same word shaal is used in Deut. 10, 12, 
in regard to the requirements of God. “ What 
doth the Lord Thy God tjhaal) require of thee." 
Also in Joshua 16, 18, “ Where Caleb’s daugh- 

— ter was moved to (ihaal ) ask of her father a field. 
It is also found in Judges 5, 25, where Bisera 
asked a drink of water. It also occurs in 
1 Sam. 30, 32, when speaking of property that 
David recovered from those who had violently 
removed it. I need not multiply quotations. 
In none of these passagesicould that word be 
understood to mean “ borrow ” as we under­
stand that word.

2. The Egyptians had been enriched by the 
labor of the Israelites, and God, who judges 
rightly, now constrains them to refunds part of 
that which was justly due to them as wages.

3. 1 he Lord inclined the Egyptians to re- 
munerate them willingly. “ The Lord gave 
the people favor in the sight of the Egyptians."

4. The Egyptituts felt it to be a forlorn 
hope, and esteemed it a good bargain to repay 
them ; to settle up with them in full, in order 
to secure their departure.

It is recorded that an Egyptian prince cams 
to Alexander the Great, soon after tne con­
quest of Syria, and said to the conqueror, “ Our 
nation has heard that you are so benevolent 
that you pay all the just debts of your poor 
subjects, and of those whom you have conquer­
ed. I am sent to enquire." Alexander replied, 
that he did pay all lawful claims. Then said 
the prince, “ The Jews a long time ago bor­
rowed jewels of silver, and jewels, of gold and 
costly plate, and toever returned them. I de­
mand in behalf of my nation, both the prin­
cipal and interest. Alexander enquired as to 
the evidence supporting his claim. The prince 
referred him to the Jewish Scriptures and to 
Egyptian records. Alexander asked three 
days to examine the evidence, and called in 
his secretary and treasurer, a learned Jew, 
named Mordecai. The secretary assured the 
parties that he was quite willing to entertain 
the case, but that the Egyptian prince must 
promise three things.

1. To take the Jewish Scriptures and the 
Egyptian record as the only evidence for or 
against his claim.

2. To answer whether Egyptian law allow 
servants a just and equitable compensation for 
services rendered, and how much ?

3. to pay the balance if due on the other 
side.

To thiythe prince agreed. Mordecai then 
produced^ Gen. 46, 6, where Jacob took their 
came and their goods, with their wealth and 
their familits. They weie there 216 years, 
and gave their labor end their service, and 
received no return of lands or cities, save only 
their bread. That Egypt owed its existence, 
its laws, its policy, and its opulence to Joseph, 
and yet they did not so much as furnish him 
with a grave.

He then requested the prince to value the 
property taken down to Egypt ; the flocks and 
the herds ; to count up the wages ; to calculate 
the interest ; to double the sum for the time 
they did double work ; to value the materials for 
the time that Pharaoh refused to furnish them ; 
to find the total amount due the Jews, and trom 
tbat sum deduct the small amount they re? 
ceived on their departure ; then to tell the 
balance. In this way, at very low wtees, he 
brought the young prince immensely in debt. 
He also reminded Alexander that the prince 
did not understand the language of the Jews ; 
that they did not borrow the gold and silver 
plate and jewels, but that they demanded it as a 
small instalment of the amount long since 
due as wages. The young prince made his 
best bow,and retired.—Fromlhe Guide to Uolinete.

Riv. J. W. Cracravt, Episcopal rector at 
Gambier, Ohio, has addressed a letter to Bishop 
Mcllvaine, withdrawing himself from the min­
istry of the church. He gives as reasons for 
this act, that the language of the prayer book 
teaches the doctrine of transubstantiation, the 
spiritual efficacy of the sacraments, regenera­
tion by baptism, and the power of the priest to, 
give absolution ; and he says he sees no pros­
pect of amending the prayer book so as to 
bring It up to the evangelical opinions of the 
age,-but the tendency 1s the other way, and the 
ritualists and sacramentarians are likely to 
control the church.
