were a nation of citisens. The citizen feeling |
during all the best ages of the republic predom- |
inated over every other feeling. Everything was
subordinated to the state. But the state was a
city. It was Rome. There was the sharpest
contrast shown between the citisea and the non-
citizen, as well as between the free mean and the
slave. To be a Roman citisen was honor enough,
snd geverally protection enough, anywhere.
Among a people who were 80 pre-eminetly citi-
sens, the forms of mauicipal law was well-nigh
perfected.—The relation of citisen to citizen ia
marriage, in inheritance, in trafic, in debt, in
court, in house, and in city, are nowhere more
sharply and equitably defined than in the Romas
law. Agcordingly the Roman law survived when
the Roman dominion perished.—And even in
England itself and in the United States also, the
sdmiralty courts are guided by the forms and
precedents of the Civil Law. That is the reason
why we have 8o jury in prise cases. Judge Betts
in his prise courts in New York adjudicates upon
millions of dollars of property without the sign
of a jury. Thatis Roman, not English. All the
the German states have the Civil Law. Itis stu-
died in their universities, just as Blackstone is
studied in our law school. And the famous Code
Napoleon in France, which is said to reflect so0
much honor on the first Bonaparte, is derived
substantially from the Civil law. It is beyond
doubt a most admirable municipal code; and
what wealth of legal wisdom must not the Civil
Law contsin, when so many and such diverse
states can draw from it the substance of their

Hints to Bathers.

At this warm season, when bathing is so popue
lar, it will be well to observe the following prao-
tioal hints, which we take from the London Six-
penny Magasine:

“ QOn first plunging into cold water there comes
a shock which drives the blood to the central
parts of the system. But immediately a re-ao-
tion takes place, which is assisted by the exer-
cise of swimming, producing even in water of &
low temperature, an agreeable warmth.

Certain precautions are necessary. Moderste

ise, by su ing into setion the powers

of the system, and quickening the circulstion, is
better than inactivity,. We sbould never go in-
to water immediately after s meal, nor while the
process of digestion is going forward. Nor
should we plunge into the water when violently
heated, or in a state of profuse perspiration.
Such imprudences are often fatal, especislly if
the water be unusually cold. If too warm, the
temperature of the body may be reduced by
bathing the wrists and wetting the head.
“ Before meals rather than after, and epesial
ly before breakfast and before supper, are proe
per seasons for bathing. The heats of the day
are to be avoided, but in very hot weather, s
bath is useful to cool the bl.od, and secure re-
freshing sleep. If in the middle of the day, s
shaded place should be chosen, or the liead pro-
tected from the sun by being kept wet, or by
wearing a straw bat, as 1s practiced by the
fashionable Freuch ladies sl “thcir watering-
places.
“The sea is the best place for swimming.
Owing to the greater specific gravity of salt wat-
er than fresh, the body is more buoyant in it, as
are other substances. A ship cowing out of sslt
water into fresh, sinks perceptibly in the water

years of age, yet her conduct was always mark-
ed by the greatest propriety and by the most
scrupulous regard for the wishes of her parects.
The death of bier brother Jeremiah in 1851, made
s profound impression on ber mind, and led to
her unreserved consecration to God. Sbe im-
mediately united herseif to the Wesleyan Church,
Bhe was married in 1852, when she came with
het husband to reside in this city. Her circum-
spect deportment here is well known to all who
had the privilege of her acquaintance. To speak
of her varied excellences might seem, to those
who knew bher not, but indiscriminate eulogy.
Her consistency gave weight to her oharacter.
Her amisbility of disposition and serene loveli-
ness of temper invested religion, in her case,
with an unwonted charm, and more than words
recommended genuine piety to the attention of
her youthful friends. She was a loving wile, o
tender-hearted mother, an affectionate sister, an
sttentive daughter, s firm friend, and s devout
lc'-

means of grace was to her not s burdensome
duty, but a delighful and joyous privilege. Many
of us remember how regularly ske was found in
the house of God. In her last sickness when un-
able to take her accustomed seat in the sanctu-
ary, it was a satisfaction to which she frequently
referred, that she never when able had neglected
this duty ; but that she bad ever been in her
place excep: when absent from the city or hin-
dered by sickness.

In the fall of 1863 she caught a severe cold
which soon threatened serious consequences.

genial clime than that of our own Province, would
be likely to prove beneficial, induced her to cross
the Atlantic, and to spend the winter and spring
months in England and on the Continent; but,
while absent her disease developed rapidly, and
her symptoms became so alarming as to cause
much anxiety least she should never be sble to
seach these shores. The thought of dying in »
strange land was to her very painful, and through
the good providence of God she was permitted
svout the middle of May 1864, to return to her
home.

For a few months subsequent to her return, in
the society of ber dear family and of loving
friends she seemed to improve; bat in the fol-
lowing September became much worse, and then
came a moment long feared, in which she must
speak of the severance of the closest and most
endearing of earthly ties. She said to her bus-
band: “ We must part.” This was her sorest
trial. “Could 1,” she said with flowing tears
and tremulous lips, “ Could I but take you with
mge, how joyously would I bid adieu to earth.”

Contrary to the expectations of her friends,
she again rallied and lingered on through the
winter months until March last, when another
severe attack of illness thoroughly prostrated her
enfeebled frame.,

It was during these closing weeks of her life
~—weeks of pain and prostration—that her
maturity of christian graces was so eminently
exhibited. Not a cloud obscured her spiritual
vision. Faith trinmphed over fear, patience
over pain, and life over death. At times the
traces of distress and anguish and weakness
‘were visible in every lineament of ber face, but
her language was always that of unfaltering con-
fidence, unwavering trust, and unmurmuring
Tesignation.

As her strength diminished, her sufferings in-
ereased, and were at times of a most trying
nature. But all were patiently borne. Only
once when in great bodily distress, she mur
mured, but immediately checked her impatience
and said, “ No ! No! Thy will, not mine be done.”
. “She had no barrassing doubs in reference to
a future life. Her experience may be best ex-
pressed in the words of the apostle: ““I know
whom I have believed, and am persuaded He is
able to keep that which I have committed to
Him agaiost that day.” But anxious to meet
her fanuly and friends in heaven, and knowing
that without preparation they never could enter
the “palace of angels and of God,” she spoke
as far as strength admitted, earnestly and faith-

A sbort time be-
fore ber death, being in a state of great peace,
she said to ber husband : “ I am going to sleep
sweetly,” when looking at ber inquiringly she
eontinued, “ to sleep away in Jesus, to be for-
ever with the Lord.” Another short interval of
suffering was followed by undisturbed repose of
body and mind, until without a struggle she en-
gered her eternal rest.

It seemed but sleep, so tranquil and so peace-

., SERVICE AT PROVIDENCE CHURCH.

- As has already been intimated to our readers,
thirteen young men, were, at our late Conference
in Yarmouth, on the evening of Monday the
3rd inst., solemnly ordained to the work of the
ministry, by the imposition of hands, and by
prayer. Of these, seven were ordained at Pro-
vidence church, the remaining six, in a similar
service at Milton church. The opening services
at Providence church were conducted by the
Rev. Mr. Daaniel, who announced the bhymn
commencing, “ The Saviour, when to heaven He
rose,” after the singing of which be engaged in
prayer. A part of the hymn commencing,
“ Give me the faith which can remove,” was then
sung, and the Secretary of the Conference an-
nounced the names of the young brethren to be
Ordained, vis., J. 8. Coffin, F. Harrison, G.
Harrison, B. J. Johnston, John Johnson, Chas.
Ladner, and R. M. Smith. The Secretary, in
intro’ucing these brethren, spoke nearly as
follows :

Mr. President, These young brethren, now
solemnly preseated for Ordination, have hon-
ourably passed their probation. They appear
here with the full concurrence of the laity of our
church. The Quarterly Mbeting in each case
has asked—Has be gifis? Has he grace? Has
be fruits? In order to guard against the ad-
mission of unworthy persons into our ministry,
tull evidence must be afforded that these ques-
tions can be satisfactorily answered. This evi-
dence they gave previous to their reception on
probation, and they have from year to year,
been rigidly examined. They have left on their
Circuits, fraits, in men and women brought to
God through their labours, to whom they can
point, and say, “ these are our epistles.” Be-

Al things are ours, in the merciful provision of

yod, and influence with man as¢ seroanis of
God ; and will cause the unction ot the Holy
One to accompany your labours, rendering them
successtul. It is not euough for you to be as
guide-posts in the way to heaven,you should af-
ford undoubted evidence that you yourselves are
walking in that way ; you should be examples
to the flock of Christ of all goodness. May
your piety be maintained in its entirety. While
you are keeping the vineyard of others, may
your own vineyard be well kept, and may you
be led to maintain with all watchfulness your
communion with God. Seek that the baptism
of the Holy Spirit, be granted you day by day.
The Minister of God's house should be a man
of wisdom. You may be sure that the ripest
erudition, that the most scholarly acquirements,
will not be too great for the discharge of holy
service for the Lord. You will need to be dili-
gent students, and of devoted application in the
investigation of truth ; but all your attainments
are to be consecrated to the work of God; all
must subserve the interests of His kingdom.
You are especially to be studgats of God's Word.
Even though it may be in your power to make
large attainments in history, in science, in lan-
guage, or to intermeddle with all wisdom, the
whale should be subservient to the high trust
committed to you by the Head of the church;
and should be valued cnly so far as they may
prove auxiliary to you in serving Christ and His
cause. The Word of God should not merely
be read, but caretully studied ; search the oracles
divine with much prayer that you may secure
such acquaintance with the truth, that “ teach-
ing every man in all wisdom” you * may present
every man perfect in Christ Jesus.” And re-
member that a very thorough acquaintance with
the word of God, and with all knowledge will
comport with the utmost simplicity in your minis-
trations. We waat you to be wise men, but es-
pecially “ wise to fathom things divine ;” we want
you to be learned men, but learned chiefly in
beavenly lore; we want you to be mighty men,
“ mighty in the Scriptures.” A critical know-
ledge of the original languages of the Scrip-
tures, though not indispensable, will be of great
value; an acquaintance especially with the
original language of the New 7estament will be
a very essential help to you. May you be wise,
each one of you, as a “scribe which is instruct-
ed in the kingdom of God”; “a workman that
needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the
word of truth.”
The minister of God’s house should be a man,
of one work. You are ministers of Christ. You
are called to “ watch for souls as they that must
give account.” Your high and holy work de-
mands high and holy comsecration to it, with
singleness of aim; and nothing less will ensare
to you success. There are several aspects of this
one work claiming attention. You are pregch-
ers of the gospel, You will remember St. Paul's
commission when God sent him on his work to
the Gentiles, ““ To open their eyes and to turn
them from darkness to light, and from the power
of Satan unto God;” you may have felt as he
felt, “ Woe is me if I preach not the gospel ;"
the preaching of the gospel is God’s great in-

lieving that they will, after due ex tion by
you, be found suitable persons to be Ordained
to this work, I therefore most cordially present
them for ordination.

The President said ; Brethren these are they
who are presented for Ordination. They have
already aflorded evid of ther fitness, but it
is customary to allow the Candidates for this
rite to state the circumstances of their conver-
sion, and call to the ministry.

The brethren J. 8. Coffin, Frederick Harri-
son, B. J. Johnston, and Charles Ladner, gave
each a t of the circ ces of his
conversion and call to the ministry.

Too great importance can hardly be
attached to it ; too great results canshardly be
expected from it. But the preaching that will
be of any value in the conversion of souls,and in
answering the high ends of the christinn mins-
try must exhibit prominently and constantly the
excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus the
Lord. There is much that is called preaching,
which is not gospel preaching. O let your
ministrations be richly evangelical ; preach
Christ ; present Him so that He can be seen of
the people ; preach Him as a full, free, present
Saviour ; preach a full, free, present salvation.
Aim at being able and successful preachers of
the gospel, and to this end much labour will
have to be directed throughout your ministry.
The well-beaten oil will burn brightly in the sanc-
tuary. Your style of preaching should be such
as will meet the requirements of refined and
cultivated taste, and yet be understood and ap-
preciated by the common people.

The other portion of Scripture which I
shall read, is in tte second chapter of second
Corinthians, from the 14—16 verses: “ Now
thanks be unto God which always causeth us to
triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the sav-
our of his knowledge by us in every place. For
we are unto God a sweet savour of Christ in
them that are saved, and in them that perish:
To the one we are the savour of death unto
death ; and to the other the savour of life unto
life. And who is sufficient for these things”
May the lessons conveyed in these passages be,
by the Spirit of God, rivetted upon your hearts.
