How the Soul finds Christ.

There is no prayer that, as a bridge, reaches
Christ ss across a gulf, so that you can go over
on the prayer, or swing yourself over as in a
basket. Prayer is not a suspension bridge across
the Niagara ; over you work your way step by
step, to the other sids, as well without faith as
with it. The bridge itseif does not croes the
Wrrent, nor you on it ; but stops short, however
fur it may seem to carry you, and leaves you shut
up to the necessity of stepping off by faith into
the arms of an unseen Saviour. Now the thing
is bow to take hold of Christ; and it can be
dove only by faith in prayer. We do not mean
faith in the e¢fficacy of prayer, but faith exer-
cised in the act of prayer, faith working by
prayer, and so finding and laying hold upon
Christ. And, therefore, the image or illustra-
tion from the rope-ladder may be taken from the
bottom of the prison, and not from the top of
the wall. Here you are, imprisoned in a dun-
geon, with walls reaching to the battlements,
which you cannot scale, but if you can throw a
rope to the top of the wall and make it catch
with a koot upon & spike there, you may draw
yourself up and get your liberty. Now, if that
were sure and you could try the experiment, you
would be at it until you succeeded. You would
repew the attempt to make it catch, morning,
noon, and night ; and the moment it catches
you conquer, and up you rise to liberty and light.
This is an image of faith, yearning, struggling,
darting the desires of the awakened soul after
Christ. It will not give up the effort, though in
ten thousand trials it seems unsuccessful, and
the prayer, instead of catching and bolding,
seems to fall back into the soul’s dungeon. At
length it holds, and you know it, and Christ
draws you up. But bere again—in order to get
clear away from this prison, in order to get
quite out of the seventh into the eighth chapter
of divine experience, where you can know and
sy, “ The law of the spirit of life in Christ
Jesus bath set me free from the law of sin and
death”—you bave got to throw yourself on
Christ alone ; for no ladder is long enough to
carry you down or up, but will only serve as a
thing to let go and drop from. And then and
thus Christ does all, and saves you ; and you
fiad yoursell incomprebensibly ssved in bim,
without anything on your part but just letting
yourself fall inte his arme, when there was no-
thing else under beaven that you could do but
just let go in relianse on bim. Even as the
prisoner, in the case before supposed, fiuds him-
self dangling at the end of his rope, all his
strength gone, and yet in the dark, he cannot
tell how far from the ground, but nevertheless is
forced to let go. There is no faith there, but a
frightful basard and uncertainty. And yet such
is the discipline by which God may bring the
soul to the exercise of faith, may shut it up in
faith, causing it to discover that, after all, faith
is the obly certainty. In such a case—crying
out * Lord, eave me! I perish | "—you en-
counter not s dreadful hszard, nor any dark,
unfathomed, palpable abyss, but a blissful ex-
perience and assurance of salvation. Perbaps
you were not brought to it till you got to end
of your own meauns ; and there is no merit in
that—no merit in ‘spending all that you have,
and then discovering that it is all gone, and that

Missionary Notices” for the monthjof December:
Tbe sudden. and surprising political changes
which bave recently transpired in Spain have
awakened a deep and earnest interest in that
distracted and impoverisbed peninsula. It is im-
possible for Wesleyan Methodist to regard tl.ose
changes with indifference. Years ago we en-
deavoured to give the Spaniards an open Bible
aad a pure Christianity ; but the stringent mes-
sures of an intolerant Government compelled us
to suspend our operations and to withdraw our |
missionary. A sweeping revolution bas driven [
Isubella 1I. from the throne, and placed the
reins of power in the hands of men of pronoun-
ced sentiments on the side of civil and re-
ligious liberty. Under these circumstances, the
committee bave anxiously considered the claims
of Spain, and at their last meeting the foliowing
resolution was unsnimously sdopted :—

‘1. That this committee views with the deep-
est interest the extraordinary events which have
just occurred in  Bpain ; the fall of a power
which has always resisted the introduction of |
tbe Bible and of Protestant missions, the el-:
pulsion of the Jesuits, the suppression of the
mooasteries, and the proclamation of religious
liberty ; and it regards these results, notwith-
standing sny uncertainty which may yet bang
over the future, as indicating, with a clearness
which cannot be mistaken, the duty of Protes-
tant Churches of this country to supply to the
people of Spain the light of evangelical truth.

“2 The committee bas already sanctioned
the employment. at a limited expense, of a
Spanish teacher, who bas been directed to visit
different parts of Spain, and to report the result
of his observations ; ard it will continue care-
fully to watch the progress of events, especially
with regard to the openings for mission work
which may appesr most eligible.

“ 3. The committee, however, find it absolate-
ly impossible, in the present state of the society’s
funds, to undertake financial responsibilities, |
bowever urgent and promising the openings
may appear ; snd they are of opinion that ifa
mission to Bpain is to be commenced, it can
only be by such an sugmentation of the regular
income as will be adequate to the required ex-

penditure.”

Bed Rooms.

As one-third of our entire existence is spent
in our chambers, in the i bappi
of sleep, and as good health is impossible with-
out the habitual breathing of a bealthy atmoe-
pbere, the importance of inhaling s pure air dur-
ing sleep is seif-evident. No sleep can be sound
and bealthful unless the person is comfortab'y
warm ; and many a man who hae gohe to bed in
health bas awakened with a mortal malady, or
one involving long-life suffering, by having been
exposad to a draft of air upon some part of the
body while asleep, either from an open doer, an
open window, a broken pane or an unstopped
crevice.

Three things, then, are indispensable to the
bealthfulness of a bed-chamber, we must be
comfortably warm, must not be exposed to drafts
of air, and must be supplied with pure air, not
very cold. A great deal has been written about
sleeping with windows sky-high, s0 as to let in
all out of doors ; none but monomanises or born
fools write thus ; we kmow that many persons
bave met their deaths by having been exposed
by means of an open window to a sudden change
in the westher during the night ; and certainly
the safe side is the best.

In cold weather thers should be fire in an
open fireplace all night, ard airenough will get
in at the crevices of the doors and windows to
create a current, driving the bad air up the
chimney. lo summeras lamp ors candle may
be burned standifg in the fire-place, unless the
door of the balfis left open ; but as mot per-
sony, at least id cities, do not feel safe to sleep
with an open door, the lamp is a good suba:i_
tute. A window may be hoisted, but there are
comparstively so few nights during the year to
make it safe to do o, that the fire or open door
is preferable. There is no advantage of going
to bed or undressing in a cold room ; a!l invalids
and sedentary persons should undress, sleep and
arise, iu 8 room not lower than filty degrees ; and

if it was seventy, while nising, so much the bet-
ter. The cid, the sedentary, and the sickly,
should sleep on feather beds in cold weather ; if
they sieep cn mattrasses, it often requires so
much bed-clotbing {o keep them comfortably
warm, that it oppresses the breathing, end so
confines the foul air above the bed, as to make
them restiess. In s close room the first out
breathing contaijinates the whole volume of air
in the lpmmaut_;'; and this will go on until et
last there is not’encugh pure air to sustsin life,
and the man dies ; but wheo the bot sir comes
in at the ceiiing, it forces the bad sir to the floor,
80 that if holes are open ia the floor, or around
the base-board, and the floor is furred, the had
air escapes in that direetion, hesting the flor in
its passage outwards, thus effectually preventing
eold floors, which cause cold feet, making our
wives and daughters cross, and enricLing the
doctor and spothecary.— Hall.

Dr. Guthrie on the Watch Night.

From a recent work by Dr. Guthrie, “ Out
of Harness,” we copy a sketch given by bim
of a Methodist Watch Night service :—

Half-past twelve, a.m , 1st Jan., 1866.

I bave just returned frcm holding “ Watch

night” with a congregation ot Wesleyan Me-
thodists. Never baving witnessed its services,
perbaps ignorant of the existence of such a cus-
tom, many of my readers may be ready to ask,
* Watch-night, what is it ?” If churches knew
each other better, it might promote their mutual
improsement, and aleo the interes's of brotherly
kindness and Christian charity. With this view
I shall tell my readers something of the very
impressive and solemn service, called watch-
night, with which, standing cn the line which
parts them, the Wesleyans takes farewell of the
old year and hail the advent of tbhe new. It is
a fact, thought by many sound Protestants and
Christians who observe them never so much as
supposed, that some of our customs had their
origin in Popish, others in olden and Pagan
times.
How lorg, like the Hittites, Perizzites, and
Canaanites in the land of Israel, heathen cus-
toms will survive in a christian country, has no
more remarkable illustration than those supply
which, in strong contrast to the Methodist
‘* watch-night ” usher in the year. Oa the last
night of the year the ancient Druids went forth
in solemn procession ; the high priest at their
head carrying a golden bill-hook or sickle,
Reverently approaching the sacred o:k, he cut
the mistletoe from its gnarled boughs ; and this
being brought into the towns and catried to the
houses of their chiefs, was distributed among
the people. Cut down on the proper night with
golden instrument and with priestly bands, this
curious parasite became sacred to their god,
and acquired the virtues of a potent charm.
As such it was huog up in their rafters to pre-
serve their houses from evil, and worn also as
an amulet to protect their persons when on the
field of battle. And now, in the nineteenth
century, a thousand years and more after hea-
thenism had disappeared, in a country of B.bles
churches, schools, and Sabbaths, here we are in
the use of the mistletoe that at Christmas and
New Year's time garnishes our houses and looks
down on happy meetings of gathered families
and loving friends, observing an old pagan rite,
The term ** Yule” and the cry “ Hogmanay ”
with which our boyhood was familiar at New
Year's time, and which is of universal usage at
least in Scotlacd, are both relics of heathenism
—it being by this cry that the people were sum-
moned to the sacrifices of their god, and to his
festival, which they celebrated with revels and
universal conviviality. We might wonder why
a period of the year specially calculated to ex-
cite so'emn and serious thoughts, should ever
have been set apart for entertainments calculat-
ed rather to dissipate than excite such thoughts,
and for convivial indulgences which often equal
led, perbaps excelled, in their drunken excesses’
those of heathenism.

It was not long ere the church found out her
mistake, in acting on expediency rather than on
principle. The feasting and merriment which,
for the purpose of reconciling them to Christian-
ity, she allowed her converts to continue indulg-
ing in at New Year's time, reached a vast beight
in France. To such an extent was their bac-
chanalianism carried, that the French govern-
ment bad to step forward and repress it by the
strong arm of the law.

This history teaches us, as do many things
else, that there is no reformation so good in its
ultimate results as what our fathers called a
*root and branch” one. Compromises in
worldly affairs wbich involve no question of
truth and principle, cannot be too much com-
mended. In moral and religious matters they
cannot be too strongly condemned. Let the
Churches beware of establishing any such truce
between truth and falsehood. Many of these
may be separated on what might be called
points rather than principles; on matters of
remote and doubtful inference rather than of
plain and direct revelation. But though I
therefore think that union among Protestant
denominations is not only exceedingly desirable,
but much more attainable than many suppose,
yet no scheme toward it, toward the conversion
of the heathen, or toward reconciling world!y
men to religion, to Corist aod his cross, should
be entertained that involves the smallest com-
promise either of the doctrines or the morals of
our holy faith. This were to sew a piece of
new cloth into an old garment, to pour new
wine into old bottles.

Though I have traced the peculiar and con-
vivial customs of the new year to paganism, I
should be sorry that any one supposed that I
regard otherwise than with favour the kindly

custom prevailed, and to some extent still pre-
vails, in Scotland. When the clock struck
twelve the members of the family drank to each
otber's hea'th in the Aot pint, as it was called .
tol'owing this up with dances and mirth and
merry-making. Nor was this all ; it was suc-
ceeded by what proved a much greater temp-
tation to sobriety and virtue. Carrying this
bowl! replenished with ale and spices, they s_al-
lied forth to wisit their neighbours, entering
each house wi.b uproarious cheers, and exchang-
ing friendly greetings in drinks given and re-
ceived. A very common result of this first
footing, as it was called, and of the drink be-
side friendly greetings which they exchanged

ere the ew year had well begun, conviviality
bhad run inte riot, and brutal drunkenness lay
in the gutters or went staggering along the
streets. And though the babits of this age are
a great improvement on former times—not in-
deed because the whiskey-bottle bas been sub-
stituted for the hot pint—our towns still present
many disgraceful spectacles at New Year's time
In walking the streets of Edinburgh how have
[ been fil'ed with disgust and sorrow '—thank-
ful, however, that it was not the season when
foreigners visited the city, else we must have
b'ushed for our country and its religion as we
locked them in the face.

Edisburgh, more perbaps than any other
place, used to celebrate the new year with
Saturnalian rites,. The principal streets were
more thronged between twelve and one o'clock
on New Year's day morning than at mid day in
the full tide of business ; and as if to make up
for their usually ‘strict and grave, if not stern,
demeanour, the people like a bow too strongly
beot, and suddenly unbent, sprang into the op-
posite extreme. Lven womesn- relaxed not a
little of their usual modesty ; and grave citizens
became baccharalisns. So soon as the Tron
church steeple rang out the midnight hour, a
tremendous shout rose snd rent the air. At that
signal the crowd rashed into the wildest excess-
es and o-gies were begun, with little distinction
of sex, age, or rank, that, traceable to the days
of paganism, were a disgrace to Christianity.

Whetber it was for the purpose of checking
the excesses of this season by a better and more
Christian way, that John Wesley esablished a
“ watch night at New Year's times, | know not.
Probably it was. Says Mr. Wesley in his Jour-
nal :—“If I can probably conjecture that,
either by the novelty of this ancient custom, or
by any other indiflerent circumstances, it is in
my power to ‘ save a soul from death and bide
a multitude of sins,” am I c'ear before G:d if 1
do it not P—if I do not snatch that brand
out of the burning ?”

“ Sir,” says Wesley elsewhere, in repelling
the attacks of a Rev. Wm. Bailey, of Cork,
“You charge me with holding * midnight as-
sembles.’ Sir, did you never see the word
‘ Vigil’ in your Common Prayer Book ? Do
you know what it means? If not, permit me
to tell you, that it was customary with the an-
cient Christians to epend whole nights in pray-
er; and that these nights were termed Vigile
or Vigils. Therefore, for spending a part of
some nights in this manner,in pub ic and solemn
prayer, we have not only the authority of our
national Chnreh, but of the universal Church in
the earliest ages.”

So wrote Jobn Wesley. To these who blam-
ed him for setting his hymns to tunes that
though of good merit, were in many cases asso-
ciated with profane songs, he had replied, “ I
see no reason why the devil should have all the
'good music.” No wonder that this same man,
like soldiers who dash boldly on a park of artil-
lery to seize it and turn on the enemy their own
guns, should conceive and carry out the idea of
turning a night of debauchery into one of de-
votion—at least of such services as would by
God's blessing, guard people from excess, and
teach them to join trembling with their mirth,
Wise in his generation as the children of this

world ia theirs, Wesley did not think it enough
simply to denounce the drinking and debauchery
of the times. He knew human nature better.
He was not ignorant of the principle which
Dr. Chalmers illustrates in one of his noblest
sermons, this, namely, * the expu'sive power
of a new affection.” So, without attempting to
altogether abolish an old custom, he said, “ By
ail mears celebrate the advent of the New Year,
not, however with the dissipation of pagans,
but the devotion of Christians.” And in this
exercise we resolved to take part, with a con-
gregation of his followers on the last night of
1865. We repaired to their chapel a little after
ten o'clock. The riot of the streets bad already
begun, and it was a great relief to escape from
them, and find ourselves quietly seated amidst
a congregation whose countenances, as became
their situation, bore a mingled expression of
happiness and solemnity. It was pleasant to
see 30 large an assembly on such a night, and at
such an hour ; aud to recognize members who
though, like ourselves, belonging to another
than the Wesleyan communion, bad gone to
unite with their brethren of that church in the
solemn, striking service which I proceed to des-
cribe.

The minister appeared in the pulpit punctual.
ly st balf past ten, robed in gown and bends—s
costume, by the way not used by the Methodists
in Eogland, though their Conference has to
much good sense to quarrel with its use in Scot-
land, or to insist in auch minor matters on a
regid and unvatural uniformity. He began the
services by reading out a hymn, which the people
sang with Methodist spirit to the music of an
organ. The full burst of their earnest and ring-

and | may remark by the way that his address,
directed chiefly in warning words to joung
men and women, proved tbat, though s liberal
' education is of great value to ministers, he may
be an effective speaker who bas never been at
college. A few minutes before twelve this wor-
| thy man brought his remarks to a close. The
{ minister returned to the pulpit ; a.d having ad-
| dreesed the congregation in a few solemn and
| weighty words, he ssid that there were now only
| some two or three mioutes of the old year to
|run, and these he wculd recommend them to
pass in secret communiou with God. Then the
whole congregation, following his example, bow-
ed the bead, and fell on their koees in silend
preyer. During these few minutes an awful so-
ilemui(y filled the biuse,—a ctiilness on which
the hour, as it siruck cne beat ou the clock, aa-
oouncing that one year' was goae and anotber
begun, broke with startling effect. At Manches-
ter, where I first witnessed tis most impressive
service, the effcct was still greater. There, the
clock rang out i's fuil twelve beats; and as they
slowly snd soiemnly rucceeded each other, they
sounded like the laet dyirg throbs of the expir-
ing year. Bo soou as the ringiog out the old
and ringing in the new year had brought us to
the end of one and the beginning of another
stage iu life’'s journey, the whole congregation
rose to their feet; and like men who spring tor-
ward anew on a heavenward race, for a heavenly
crown, they burst out into this song : —

** Come let us anew our jourmey pursue,

Roll ronod with the year,

And never stand still tili the Master appear.”
Ere the echoes of the hymn had died away,
the minister rose  to pronounce the blessing ;
and the service closed. We went out into the
starry night to_ hear the sound of revelry and riot,
but to see nothing incoogruous with our devo-
tions in many of the congregation tarrying at
the door to salute their scquaintances with a
“ Happy New Year” and much hearty shaking
of hands.

The most remarksble and impressive feature
of this service was perhaps the depth an solemnoi-
ty of the silence that fi led the hc ute, while the
congregation engaged in secret prayer duriog
tbe last moments of the old dying year. At the
solemn midnight hour, and the eve of an another
year, the voice of man is stilled ; and, amid the
deepest silence, the whole living assembly, each
as 1f he were alone, engages in inward prayer.
Ihe time, the placs, the awful stillness, the vast
multitude around, each holding secret commun-
ion with God, presents a scene that might sober

prayer. And now msy [ not ask, why should

Very seldom have [ worshipped with Christ-

tians of other 'denominations, either at home or
abroad, with my countrymen or with Foreign-
ere.— French, Swiss, German or Italians,—with-
out seeing something in their churches, which I
would bave,been happy to engraft on our own.
And this is a feeling, I venture to say, common
to all who while enjoying the privilege of wor-
shipping with other denominations, have sought
to see io their services not what they might con-
demn, but might admire and imitate. It is good
to be conservatives, but not of defects. In these
days of bold sttacks, from unexpected quartere,
0u our most sacred and cherished beliefs, let all
on the watch towers of Zion sound forth,”
Thus saith the Lord, stand ye in the waye
and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the
good way, and walk therein, and ye sball find
rest for your souls.” But though it is our duty
to keep by the old roads, it may not be our duty
to keep by the old ruts. Between old roads and
old ruts, there is a great ard too much forgotten
distinction. What is commendable in Churches
other than our own, why should we be such
bigots as not to copy. Who can sfford to dis-
pense with what other good, intelligent, and
pious Christians have found to be aids to de-
votion. The tide runs strong the other way ; and
we need to crowd all sail on the mast to advance
in grace, and at length arrive in heaven.
To the lateness of these Watch-night Services
Do one can justly object. They occur but once
a yesr; and hours a¢ late are not held a valid
objection to balls, to theatres, or even to the oc-
casionally protracted social meetings of such as
would frequent peither the one nor the other.
Where can we s0 well take leave of the old year
with ail its sins to answer for, or enter on the
new with all its)trials to e€ncounter, as in the
House of God ? The soleminities of the servi-
ces are eminently calculated to restrain the ex-
cesses of the season, They teach us, what we
are prose to forget, amid its festivities to re-
Joice with trembliog. Nor can I doubt were all
our congregations, where convenient, to meet
after the fashion of the Methodists, as is done in
some Episcopalian Churches in London—many
of our people would bless God and say with
Wesley, * Exceeding great are the blessings we
have found therein ; it has generally been an ez-
tremely solemn Season where the word of God
sank deep into the heart.”
