A specific application of the truth con-
tained in the foregoing is the campaign
being carried on at the present time in
the advertising columns of The C(ana-
dian Groger and in the daily and weekly
papers of the Dominion, by the firms
dealing in salt and prepared fish. In a
recent issue of The Grocer, I find, by
referring to the Classified Index, no less
than twelve wholesale and jobbing firms
advertising fish. And among these are
four whose sole commodity is fish.
Twelve guns, four of which are con-
stantly in action, trained on the retail
grocery tirade of Canada, are sure to

break down the walls of indifference to$

the importance of fish as an article of
merchandise. Many grocers have been
induced during the past year or two to
give a large place to fish, fresh, salt,
prepared and canned, in their stores,
with profit to themselves and with ad-

vantage to their customers. The minds
of both distributers and consumers have
been directed as never before to fish as
an article of food, and one is safe in
saying tnat ‘‘fish for Fridavs' will dis
appear frow the household calendar, to
be replaced by “fish for all days.

The fish counters in the stores of a
growing number of grocers suggest Lo
every visttor lish for supper, for break-
fast, for dinner; and to inlanders fish is
an ever-welcome  change rom meat
Timie was, not so very long ago when
fish on many tables was a comparatively
rare provisioa, limited to the juveniles
Spring  catches and the boom of  the
Lenten  season Now, fish is bought
freely from January to December

KENTVILLE BOARD OF TRADE
MEETS.

T the regular monthly meeting of
the Kentville, N.S., Board of

Trade on March 10th, the diseus-

* ston had principally to do with the

changing of the eivie year, so that it
and the finanee vear may be eommenced
at the same time. As it now stands,
the finaneial vear of the town. as in
other businesses, ends in  December,
while the eivie vear ends in February.
There would seem to be no sufficient
reason why munieipal eleetions should
not he held hefore the end of the
calendar year, as are the County Couneil
elections.  The existing eonditions pre-
vent any one administration seeing the
absolute result of its work.

It was finally decided that the ounly
way of getting rid of these conditions
was through the Legislature, and it was
therefore moved that resolutions to this
effect be drawn up and sent to Halifax
for presentation at the present session
of the Provineial Parliament, and that
copies be sent as well to each town epun-
cil and board of trade in Nova Secotii:

RAW SUGAR FROM FIJI ISLANDS.

B. T. Rogers, manager of the British
Columbia Sugar Refinery, has returned
from the Fiji Islands, whither he went
to investigate the possibilities for estab-
lishing a sugar mill tor treating sugar
cane It is believed that a erusher will
shortly be erected as a result of Mr.
Rogers” trip.

While in Fiji Mr. L{nu\-rs made ar-
rangements for the ®supply of raw
material for the Vaneouver refinery.
Last vear his company bought 3,000 tons
of sugar-in Fiji. all of which was shipped

by the Canadian-Australian liners, and
many earcoes were received from Hono-
lnlu and Java. A sailing vessel is now

on the way from Sourabaya with a eargo.

INCREASE IN CONSUMPTION OF
TEA.

Accorammg to statisties supplied by
Gow, Wilson & Stanton, London, North
Ameriea took more British-grown tea last
vear than in 1903, the importations for
the two years being 34,464,966 and
33,009,665 1bs. respeetively.  To these
amounts India contributed 15,294,509
and 19,170,457 1bs. in 1904 and 1903, and
Ceylon 19,170,457 and 20,912,455 1bs.
The figures are signifieant, eonsidering
the smaller export of green tea last year
from Ceylon which previeusly econtri-
buted so muceh to the progress of the
British-grown tea trade in North
Ameriea.

NEW INDUSTRY FOR GUELPH.

It is rumored that a party of Chicago
capitalists will shortly eveet a gelatine
and glue factory in Guelph, to eost be-
tween $60,000 and $70,000. The new
concern will be known as The Canada
Glue . o.

ORD comes from Boston that a
\/» syndicate—as yet unnamed-—
backed by millions of dollars,
is about to obtain eontrol of the
Boston nish industry, or rather the pur-
chase and sale of fish, especially lobsters,
in that market. As the lobster industry is
of speecial importance to Nova Scotia
fishermen, particularly on the south shore
and the Bay of Fundy, where they are
prineipally shipped alive to the Boston
market, this report has caused consider-
able uneasiness among them.

THE PRESENT MARKETS.

Should this syndicate secure its end,
and it is reported that already a number
of the Boston dealers have signed an
agreement to do so, the trust will have
practical control of the lobster markets
of the United States. At present Maine,
Massachusetts, and Nova Scotia (we
should include the other Maritime Pro-
vinces) supply all the live lobsters con-
sumed 1n the United States, and at least
one-half the quantity goes from Nova

Seotia direcet to Boston.  The output of
Maine goes prineipally to Portland and
Rocekland, which markets ave also to be

imeluded in the trust.

RESULTS ANTICIPATED.
Serious results are anticipated, for al-
though the syndieate elaims that its ob-
Jeet 1s not to inerease the cost of lobsters,
but to reduee the buying and selling
price, it is feared by Caunadian fisher-
wen that, like all trusts, this one is not
in the business ** for its health,”” and
that while the price may not be advaneed
in Boston on sales, the price paid for
Nova deotia lobsters may be matervially
decreased. They fear that if the scheme
works they will have to sell to the trust,
and the trust only, which will victually
be in a position to fix its own priees, re-
gardless of supply and demand.
EXTENT OF FISHERIES.

The fishermen of Nova Scotia are more
unumerous than even a good many people
in the Maritime Provinees are aware.
Fhey number some 25,000, and though

Some mtervesting statisties were civen
a few days ago i the Loeal House by a
member of that body conversant with
the subjeet, and who represents one of
the south shore counties largely in-
terested 1 the fishing mdustry He
estimated that the fisheries of Nova
Seotia give a produet annually valued at
9,000,000, equal to half that }ilmhl\'wl
by the whole of the Dominion. The
fishermen arve equipped with 551 fishing
vessels of various sizes, and 1,472 boats,
representing a capital expenditure ot
$3,486,000.  They use 7,000,000 traps

and require 183 fishing smacks.  There

lined.  The live lobster business ot the
Maritine Provinees. which began in a
ery osmall way  some years ago, has
crormonsly developed, and 18 now valued
at a omtthon and a quarter dollars an-

wally —enongh, ]||'u|m|nl‘\'. to tempt the
cupndity of w trust. Of this amount the
western counties off Nova Seotia—Lunen-
bure, Shelburne, Yarmouth and j)l’,‘_"l)n\’
contribute  about one million t]nHiH‘s’.
This 1s acconnied for by their easier ac-
cess to the nmrker via poston steamers.
The fizures for Yarmouth and Shelburne
alone are civen as $788,000 annually.

' HOW BUSINESS IS HANDLED,

Wuring the season, from December 15
to May 31, coasting steamers ply along
the coast, so that there is very little time
i getting the erustaceans to market.
The Massachusetts Jaw prohibits sale of
anything less than ten and a half inches,
although New York and other markets
accept them down to nine inches. The

tisherman sorts up his eateh acecording to
size. and places them in erates of one
hindred and forty pounds each.  Kaeh
lisherman acts  independently in ship-
ment, and thus saves the eommssion that
would come to a middleman. On ship-
ment cach man sends a letter of adviee
to his particular consignee or commis-
ston merchant: the lobsters are sold to
the hest advantace, and the following
mail brines back a cheque as the pro-
ceeds oo the shipment.  The system has
been reduced as tfar as may he to a
scienee, neither time nor expense being
wasted.,
HIGH PRICES OBTAINED.

The net proeeeds for erate varies from
time to (ime under the usual law of
supply and demand, the price running
from $20 to $40, and on rare oceasions
somewhat higher. This season, for ex-
ample, the weather all along the coast
was  boisterous, commeneing  shortly
after the season opened, and the catch
so small that the priee soon ran up to the
maximum  mentioned. Indeed, two
weeks ago the price was as high as $64—
the highest on record.

WHERE THE TRUST COMES IN.

There are still some points along the
coast where the fishermen do not eontrol

the coasting steamer, with the result
that the steamer is enabled to refuse or
negleet the erated lobsters as freight,
thus compelling the fishermeén to sell to
the owners of sueh steamers, cutting
down the gains of the fishermen. It
may thus be readily seen that a trust for
handhing lobsters in Boston would he in
the same position to dictate terms to the
shippers.
FISHERMEN'S UNIONS.

Noting this as a possible contingency.
M. K. Nickerson, M.P.P., who represents
Shelburne County in the Loecal Legisla-
ture, has put a bill' through legalizing
the organization of fishermen’s unions,
whieh may place the fishermen, through
community of interest, in a position to
mamtain their right and reap the full
reward of their arduous and perilous
labors.

Close Season in Manitoba.

On the representation that prohibition
of Summer fishing in a number of the
smaller lakes of Manitoba was necessary
to the preservation of the fish supply,
the Government have passed an order-
in-council establishing a close season
from April 1 to Nov. 30 on Lakes Mani-
toba, St. Martin, Portage Bay, Water
Hen, Dog and Shoal.

Bacon Situation in Canada.

FLIVERIES of hogs have been
D light during the week on account
of the breaking up of the country
roads and are likely to continue so for
a fortnight. Meanwhile, prices continue
firm at from $6.25 to $6.50, and packers
report the logal demand as seasonable.
In Great Britain the bacon market is
steady at the moment, quotations being
slightly  higher than last week, viz.,
from 49 to 51 shillings. The Danish
marker has fallen off shiehtly, owing to
larger receipts during the week and an
casier feeling is reported.

“August,’”’ it has been suggested that
there should be a system of inspection
to insure the reliability of  the descrip-
tion. Details need not be gone into, the
essential poiut being that every box
should bear an  official date stamp,
which  will command entire coutidence
here.

Some  Welshe muporters, complain that
cheese Is now oiten invoiced in  bulk.
They express a strong wish that the
system of invoicing the weight of each

itself should be reverted to,
as this plan would greatly facilitate
checkine and transactions.
Canadian hams do not find the favor
which is accorded to some other brands
in the south of England. One importer
claims that they are not as well cured
as they should be. His recommendation
i1s that the curing should be accomplish

He
states that Canadian hams find a much

better market in the north of England
than in Bristol, and expresses a hope
that this market will be more carefully
catered to herealter.

Pure white lard is distinctly in
favor iu the Euglish market, and it is
regrettable if any trade is lost through
neglect of this preference.

SHOULD COMMERCIAL TRAVELERS
BE TAXED?

TIH'I Canadian trade are up in arms

this week over the aetion of the
British Columbia Legislature in allowing
the new Commercial Travelers’” Bill to
pass its third reading.

The Groeer referrved editorially to the
measure several weeks ago, while it was
in its 1mual stages, condemning it un-
equivoeally on the ground that British
Columbia had no right to diseriminate
against Fastern Canadian houses, and
that the national interests of Canada-re-
quired a perfeetly free interchange of
trade between the \'m'.inus provinees. In

the interval it has gradually dawned up-

on manufacturers and wholesalers in the
cast how seriously their own iuterests
will be affeeted by the new bill, and this
week a big deputation of  commereial
travelers, including represeuntatives from
Montreal, Toronto, Hamilton, London,
Winnipeg and other centres, are in
Ottawa bombarding the Minister of
Trade and Commeree.

They eontend that the imposition of a
tax of $100 every six months on liquor
and cigar travelers and $50 every six
months on other travelers representing
firms outside British Columbia is clearly
a violation of the British North America
Aet, as 1t will undoubtedly act as a re-
striction  upon trade.  They further
hold that it is the duty of the Dowinion
Government to- veto a measure  which
caunot  do  other than injustice to
wholesale manufacturing and mercantile
iterests throughout the Dowminion; fou
mslance, it 1s roughly estimated that such
a tax will mean an annual outlay to the
werchants of Toronto alone of over
114,000. . e,

We would again remind readers of
The Groeer that the suecessful working-
out of the scheme of Confederation
postulates unrestricted and unhampered
trade and intercourse between the people
of the different proviuees, and that any-
thing which does not conserve this end
cannot be viewed as other than a barvrier
in the way of our commercial develop-
ment as a nation.  For this reason it is
to be hoped that the boards of trade and
mereantile associations all over Canada
will eontinue to raise their voiees in pro-
test against what is not only short-
sighted poliey on the part of the British
Columbia - Legislature, but contrary to
the spirit of Confederation.

UP-TO-DATE CREDIT.

HARGIE accounts are variously re-
C garded as the bane or the blessing
of retail trade. While they accord a
profitable use of capital, they are in-
convenient to the small dealer who needs
every dollar. However, the progressive
retail store when it gives credit is, now-
adays, practically on a cash basis. The
charge customer is on little better foot-
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ing than the cash customer. Charge ac-
counts, payable monthly, are the same
as cash, and afiord an opportunity for
generous  pwrchases.  Credit to-day is
chiefly a matter of mutual convenience.

It is a good thing for the store as it
is apt to throw trade into *one estab
lishment, and avoids the delay in pur-
chasing as well as the sending out ol
goods C.0.D. It is a fact that more
thau one store which started out to do
a cash busiuess has tound 1t necessary
to adopt this form ol credit.

This does not mean a return to  the
old-fashioned style of allowing a cus
tomer to pay when he so pleases In
tie country store conditions are soue
what ditictent. A storcheeper has to
carry his customers trom season to sea
son, aud the collections are depeudent
upon the moving ol crops,

If everyone did business on a strictly
cash basis, bankers would be out ot
business, jobbers would be a  minus
quantity, and many retatlers would fud
theitr business curtailed one hali. The
business of the world is doue on credit
The columus ot The Grocer are open fot
a discussion ol this much-mooted ques-

tion.

QUICK TURNOVERS.
- HE oftener a merchant can turn his

[ capital the better, is a fact well
understood by all retailers, but not all
steceed m accomplishing what they know
to be the best thing to do. A great deal
depends upon the place of business and
Ahe elass of goods in demand by his
custoniers. We realize the ecountry
aerchant is at a disadvantage when com-
paved with the city retaileys. It is even
nowadays often neeessary in some lines
for the Tormer to lay in a stoek of goods
for the whole season, while the latter
ecan  veplenish  weekly.  The eity re-
tailer rarely has to eontend agaiust dead
capital.  The country merchant on the
other hand has to make a prospeetive in-
vestment for a trade possibility.

While this latter condition eannot be
entively avoided, business experience
clearly shows that too muech eapital is
often invested in goods to be sold in
small eommunities. By ealeulation the

retailer can invest in goods to be easily

If the present demand continues for to-
matoes, it will not be long until the
1904 pack is exhausted. Tmportations
from the States continue on a consider-
able scale. In regard to the 1905 pack
it looks as if the difficulty between the
growers and the canners was going to
blow over; a large number of the can-
ners have already made contracts at the
old price and with a normal crop of
tomatoes this Fall, it is thought that
the factories will have all the tomatoes
they can handle, even supposing they
run their fullest capacity. Gallon ap-
ples are not moving so well as last
week, and canned fruits are only hegin-
ning to come into general demand. In
haddies there has been some trade for
futures. This article is scarce, however,

and we helieve that some of the pagckers
will ask fancy prices.

Canned Goods.

There is little change. Canners of
domestic fish are not at all satisfied
with the ruling prices. While dry and
pickled fish have been at extreme prices,
canned have shown practically no change.
This, in the face of light stock. It is
reported that several factories will not
run this season. The canners are some-
what to blame, as they compete so
actively against each other. Vegetables

are firm; fruits and meats unchanged.
Oysters tend to higher prices. In salm-
on the market is quite well supplied.
Lobsters are very high.

Dried Fruit.

Business is quiet. In seeded raisins
prices are low. Loose Muscatels are
rather scarce, particularly good stock.
Currants continue low. Cartons have
the demand. Dates are low; just a
fair sale. Prunes are low, with sales
ouly fairly active. Apricots and peaches
are high and very little in demand.
Iivaporated apples, while held .at the ad-
vauce, show little business. In onions
the market is bare, aud for good Ameri-
can stoch, which is being brought here,
high prices are asked. Prices {rom
Liverpool on l.gyptiaus are daily ex-
pected.

Sugar.

Market is uunchanged. Prices are held
firm. Dealers have full stocks. There
are full stocks of foreign granulated
sugar held by the dealers outside the
association.

Molasses.

Market is firm. Barbadoes, in which
new goods are ofiered, is high. Porto
tico, of which there 1s a fair stock of
old still here, is also firmly held at full
ligures.

3 Fish.

IFresh fish are very scarce and high.
In dry fish, particularly cod fish, the ex-
treme prices still rule. The West Indian
business has been particularly good, but
Western Canadian business has been very
disappointing. Pickled herring continue
scarce and high. Smoked herring are
freely ofiered. lladdies are quite firm.

Flour, Feed and Seed.

Flour is unchanged, but firmly held.
Feed is sgarce and high. Oats and oat-
meal are firm at what are high prices.
Cornmeal is also high. While beans keep
high there has been no advance during
the week. Split peas and barley are
scarce and high. Seeds, particularly
best red clovers and mammoths, are
higher. Already large quantities are be-
ing received.

A large
alouit of land suitable for fruit culture
has, of recent years, .been laid out in
orchards, and the trees are goming into
bearing with  very favorable results.

Johnstone thinks there is no guestion
that there will be a good field of in
dustry worked up.

Payments,
Lhowever, are still short and may be
expected so for a few months. The re-
tail trade is good, and weekly and
monthly accounts are being settled with
fair promptness. The outlook for Spring
—and Sumier trade is good.

Although no change has recently taken
place in the sugar prices, the market is
still in an unsettled condition, owing to
the weakness in the Iuropean market
for raw bheet sugar, prices in London he-
ing reported the lowest for two or three
months. It is believed that this dulness
is ouly temporary and that prices will
be higher later in the season. The mo-
lausses market remains unchanged at
prices forinerly quoted. The Barbadoes
market is still firm, and new crop is
quoted to arrive here at about 33jc.
Though the planters are firm in  theil
ideas, the price may be afiected by the
weakness in sugar.

The boats crossing irom Pictou have
cul their way through the ice, but are
still shut in by ice-floes 1n the gulf.
However, Spring has opened now, and
with the opening of the harbors along
the coast of the island, schooners will
be able to ply to Sydney and Halifax.
When tiese supplies come forward, prices
will drop very materially.

I'Lhe fish market is fairly well supplied
with fresh fish, but prices are high, and
unless compelled by the necessities  of
the Lenten season to use fish, meats are
found to be cheaper.

AND VEGETABLES

HERE is to be an opening for
modern  eanning-factory maehin-
ery and appliances in China be-

tore long; indeed it may almost be said
that there is an opening at the present
time. The new industria]l sehool being
established -in Hangehau by the gentry
of this provinee includes in its eurrieu-
Jjum training in the canning of fruits
and vegetables on a large scale.

There are reasons why faetories of the
sort are likely to suceeed. While there
are not many fruits in China whieh ean
he canned to advantage, there are one or
fwo varieties which ean be put up for
seme elasses of trade for far-less money
in China than in other countries.  The
fruit is cheap, and labor can be had at
rates impossible anywhere else than in
‘\.\i:l.

In South China and the Straits Settle-
ments there are several eanning factories
which nave proved a great success. They
have a brand of pineapples on the
market whieh is fair in quality, eheap
in price, and yet put out at a very good
profit.  In China it is probable that
some vegetables could be handled by
cannine faetories with good returns, the
Fow price of the vegetables and of labor
offering advantages whieh would enable
the projectors to enter markets now held
by other nations.. " The Chinese them-
selves appreeiate the possibilities in this
direction. and the proposed school eourse
in Hangchau is signifieant. It is merely
another form of the present policy of the
Chinese officials ‘¢ China for -the
(hinese.”’ %

GOOD volume of business in green
A fruits is reported during the week.
largely on account of the season-
able weather. The leading sellers, of
course, are oranges and bananas; the
former are not arriving as freely as last
week and are exhibiting signs of waste,
notwithstanding the fact that fruit is
now coming under ice. Pines are more
plentiful and showing excellent quality.
At the close of the market the price of
Havanas has advanced to $4.50. Tan-
gerines are up 25c. in price, while mar-
malade oranges are 25c. easier on ac-
count of the demand for the latter hav-
ing eased off for the season. (Cranberries
are quoted $1 easier than a week ago.
SQtrawberries are beginning to arrive
regularly in small quantities and the
market fluctuates from day to day ac-
cording to supply and demand.”

Consumption of Candy in U.S.

The consumption of sugar in the
United States has been steadily rising
for 20 years, says The New York Sun,
and now exceeds that of any other coun-
try. It amounts to 72 pounds a head of
population, the ficures heing as follows
for other nations: KEngland, 68 pounds;
Denmark, 35; France, 30; Iolland, 30;
Switzerland, 27; Germany, 20; Sweden,
20; Italy, 10, and Spain 6.

The consumption of sugar in the
United States exceeds in a year 2,500~
000 tons, and it approximates the total
consumption of sugar on the whole
FEuropean continent—equalling that of
all Kurope, exclusive of Great Britain,
in which the consumption amounts to
1,500,000 tons a year.

The American craving for sugar, SO
far from showing any indications of de-
cline, seems 1o be on the increase, as is
shown by the fact that the average con-
sumption per capita has increased half a
pound in five years.

Confectionery News.

Plans are now under way for the fur-
ther extension of the Mooney Biscuit &
Candy Co.’s plant at Stratford.

P. N. Hamm has begun operations at
his biscuit factory, Moncton, N.B., and
is already supplying the local trade.

W. White has severed his connection
with the White Candy Co., St. John,
N.B., and will shortly start in the con-
fectionery business on his own account.

During one year, 1,150,000 pieces -

chewing gum were taken from slot ma-
chines located in 400 Santa Fe Railway
stations. The traveling public, there-
fore, chewed $11,500 worth of gum while
riding on this road.

‘Wheat Situation.

1< quietness oi the wheat market,
T noticeable during the last few
weeks, continues to rule at the
close of the market this week. Manitoba
is down fully 5c. in price, while Onta-
rio remains at about last week’s level
with a slightly upward tendency. It is
a little early to prophesy about the
coming crop; reports received from the
country so far, however, indicate that
grain has Wintered fairly well, and if
nothing untoward happens between now
and the early Summer, a good yield in
all varieties may be expected.

A report was current last week in To-
ronto grain circles that the Ontari
Fall wheat market had been corneredt
This turns out to have heen partly true
in so far as four or five of the big grain
interests have combined to put up the
price of IFall wheat. They have not suc-
ceeded as yet; at the same time it is
commonly known that Kall wheat is in
a few hands, and it is believed in cer-
tain quarters that there is comparative-
ly little more to come. In the event of
the latter being true, the price of Fall
wheat might easily advance in the near
future; at the same time it must be
remembered that there is plenty of
Manitoba grain available at present,
which factor would tend to prevent
wheat in the east being boosted by
speculators.

The bull interests have estimated that
there are only between 100,000 and 150,-
000 bush. of the last crop left in the
province, a ridiculously small amount,
with practically no wheat in farmers™®
hands. Of the amount mentioned, the
bulls claim to have cornered at least 90
per cent. of the available supply.
