And so it 
goes on throughout an endless chain of 
needs, fancied or real, of human kind— 
sanitary appliances, furniture, lighting 
devices, office fixtures, medicines, weal­
ing apparel, pleasure and health resorts, 
literature and art. laweiages and foods. 
Thus man makes his thinking a means 
of livelihood rather Ilian of culture, and 
Ids constant endeavor is to lind a mar­
ket for his thoughts. True, lie deals in 
substantial commodities, hut these are 
hut tlie visible expression "of his think­
ing. To suggest powerfully lo an in­
quiring world tlie merit of his answer to 
its desires, is ids supreme aim, and his 
advertising is framed to stimulate desire, 
to direct consumers his way.

This dependence of people upon others 
is at on/ce the reason for and tlie hope 
of advertising. The more highly civil­
ized tlie world becomes, tlie greater will 
he the reliance of men and women upon 
their fellows; the greater, therefore, will 
he the held for advertising, for sugges­
tive advertising.

A speeitie application of tlie truth con­
tained in the foregoing is the campaign 
being carried on at tlie present time in 
tlie advertising columns of Tlie Cana­
dian Groper and in the daily and weekly 
papers of the Dominion, by the firms 
dealing in salt and prepared lisli. In a 
recent issue of The Grocer, I find, by 
referring to the Classified Index, no less 
than twelve wholesale and jobbing firms 
advertising lisli. And among these are 
four whose sole commodity is fish. 
Twelve guns, four of which are con­
stantly in action, trained on the retail 
grocery trade of Canada, are sure to 
break down the walls of indifference to'* 
the importance of fish as an article of 
merchandise. Many grocers have been 
induced during the past year or two to 
give a large place to fish, fresh, salt, 
prepared and canned, in their stores, 
with profit to themselves and with ad­

vantage to their customers. The minds 
of both distributers and consumers have 
been directed as never before to fish as 
an article of food, and one is safe in 
saying that "lisli for Fridays’’ will dis­
appear from I lie household calendar, lo 
lie replaced by "lisli foi all days.”

The lisli counters in t lie stores of a 
growing number of grocers suggest lo 
every visitor lisli for supper, for break­
fast, for dinner; and to inlanders fish is 
an cver-w vlcomc change from meat. 
Time was, not so very long ago, when 
lisli on many tallies was a comparatively 
rare provision, limited lo tlie juveniles' 
Spring catches and tlie boom of tlie 
Lenten season. Now, lisli is bought 
freely from January to December.

FISH FOR LENT
Quite apart front its religious aspect, the 

Cath lie Church’s rule of a fish diet during 
Lent is excellent from a health standpoint. 
Medical authorities all agiee that an ex­
tended diet of fish is one of the best things 
in the world to purify the system.

People are waking up to the fact more 
and more. They are eating more fish and 
less meat, and drinking less blood bitters. 
Especially in cities where fish is eras y to get. 
Trouble is that fish is harder to get in the 
country.

During Lent, however. I shall havè in a 
cons-ant supply of Fresh Fish at reasonable 
prices—

Whitetish — Trout —Pickerel—Sea Her­
ring— Finnan Haddie.

Cut out patent medicines. Tryfi-h. The 
result will surprise you. It will clear your 
head and string up your muscles.

MARTIN -
I sell Eveiyihing, and won'I "sell" you.

This altered condition of affairs is 
attributable to the stimulus of the ex­
clusive lisli dealers in the first place, and 
joined to their efforts tlie help given by 
tlie jobbers and retailers. The retailers, 
as coming closest to tlie consumer, are 
first-class agents in tlie matter of in­
creased fish consumption. Just at this 
season it is but natural to give fish par­
ticular prominence, and I am glad to be 
able to reproduce one or two advertise­
ments sent in by retailers of Ontario. 
I should like to think that there are 
(countless grocers throughout Canada do­
ing equally good advertising.

KENTVILLE BOARD OF TRADE 
» MEETS.

T the regular monthly meeting of 
the Kent ville. N.R., Board of 
Trade on March 10th, the discus­

sion had principally to do with the 
changing of the civic year, so that it 
and the finance year may be commenced 
at the same time. As it now stands, 
the financial year of the town, as in 
other businesses, ends in December, 
while the civic year ends in February. 
There would seem to he no sufficient 
reason why municipal elections should 
not he held before the end of the 
calendar year, as are the County Council 
elections. The existing conditions pre­
vent any one administration seeing the 
absolute result of its work.

ll was finally decided that the only 
way of getting rid of these conditions 
was through the Legislature, and it was 
therefore moved that resolutions to this 
effect he drawn up and sent to Halifax 
for presentation at the present session 
of tlie Provincial Parliament, and that 
copies he sent as well to each town coun­
cil and hoard of trade in Nova Rentier-

RAW SUGAR FROM FIJI ISLANDS.
It. T. Rogers, manager of the British 

Columbia Sugar Refinery, has returned 
from the Fiji Islands, whither he went 
to investigate the possibilities for estab­
lishing a sugar mill tor treating sugar 
cane It is believed that a crusher will 
shortly he erected as a result of Mr. 
Rogers’ trip. t

While iit Fiji Mr. Rogers made ar­
rangements for the 'supply of raw 
material for the Vancouver refinery, 
l ast year his company bought 3,000 tons 
of sugar in Fiji, all of which was shipped 
by the Canadian-Australian liners, and 
many cargoes were received from Hono­
lulu and Java. A sailing vessel is now 
on the way from Rourabaya with a cargo.

INCREASE IN CONSUMPTION OF 
TEA.

According to statistics supplied by 
flow, Wilson & Stanton, London, North 
America took more British-grown tea last 
year than in 1903, the importations for 
the two years being 34,464,966 and 
33,009,66.") Mis. respectively. To these 
amounts India contributed 10,294,509 
and 19,170,457 lbs. in 1904 and 1903. and 
Ceylon 19,170,457 and 20,912,455 lbs. 
The figures are significant, considering 
the smaller export of green tea last year 
from Ceylon which previously contri­
buted so much to the progress of the 
British-grown tea trade in North 
America.

NEW INDUSTRY FOR GUELPH.
It is rumored that a party of Chicago 

capitalists will shortly erect a gelatine 
and glue factory in Guelph, to cost be­
tween $60,000 and $70,000. The new 
concern will he known as The Canada 
Glue v o.

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Nova Scotia Lobster Fisheries

W0R1> comes from Boston that a 
syndicate—as yet unnamed- 
backed by millions of dollars, 

is about to obtain control of the 
Boston lish industry, or rather the pur­
chase and sale of fish, especially lobsters, 
in that market. As the lobster industry is 
of special importance to Nova Scotia 
fishermen, particularly on the south shore 
and the Bay of Fundv, where they are 
principally shipped alive to the Boston 
marKet, this report has caused consider­
able uneasiness among them.

THE PRESENT MARKETS.

Should this syndicate secure its end, 
and it is reported that already a number 
of the Boston dealers have signed an 
agreement to do so, the trust will have 
practical control of the lobster markets 
of the United States. At present Maine, 
Massachusetts, and Nova Scotia (we 
should include the other Maritime Pro­
vinces) supply all the live lobsters con­
sumed in the United States, and at least 
one-half the quantity goes from Nova

Scotia direct to Boston. The output of 
Maine goes principally to Portland and 
Rockland, which markets are also to he 
included in the trust.

RESISTS ANTICIPATED.

Serious results are anticipated, for al­
though the syndicate claims that its ob­
ject is not to increase the cost of lobsters, 
hut to reduce the buying and selling 
price, it is feared by Canadian fisher­
men that, like all trusts, this one is not 
in the business ‘‘ for its health,” and 
that while the price may not he advanced 
in Boston on sales, the price paid for 
Nova bcotia lobsters may he materially 
decreased. They fear that if the scheme 
works they will have to sell to the trust, 
and the trust only, which will virtually 
be in a position to fix its own prices, re­
gardless of supply and demand.

EXTENT OK FISHERIES.

The fishermen of Nova Scotia are more 
numerous than even a good many people 
in the Maritime Provinces are aware. 
They number some 25,000, and though

only a limited number of them engage in 
the lobster business, that industry is of 
interest to all. - On the south shore of 
Nova Scotia and the Bay of Fundy the 
lobsters are taken in traps and exported 
by the steamers running daily from Yar­
mouth. The season for them opens De­
cember 15, and closes early in the Spring. 
About the time their season closes that 
on the north shore and Cape Breton 
opens. Here the fishermen, having less 
easy access to the Boston market, can 
their catch, and sales are made princi­
pally in Europe.

I HE PRESENT Fiji 11 M KN I .

Some interesting statistics were given 
a few days ago in the Local House by a 
member of that body conversant with 
the subject, and who represents one of 
the south shore counties largely in­
terested in the fishing industry. He 
estimated that the fisheries of Nova 
Scotia give a product annually valued at 
-■fit,000,00(1, equal to half that produced 
by the whole of the Dominion. The 
fishermen are equipped with 55 1 fishing 
vessels of various sizes, and 1.472 boats, 
representing a capital expenditure of 
.+.'1,480,000. They use 7.000,000 traps 
and require 183 fishing smacks. There

The hihsier-eanmiitr business of the 
province is hirer', hut this can in no way 
he affected by such u trust us that out­
lined. The live lobster business of the 
Maritime Province.-. which began in u 
\ ci y small way some years ago, has 
eiitirniiiush developed, and is now valued 
a! a million and a quarter dollars an­
nually enough, probably, to tempt the 
cupidity of a trust. Of this amount the 
western eoiinlies of Nova Scotia “Lunen­
burg. Shelburne, Yarmouth and Digby— 
eonlrihute about one million doMars. 
This is accounted for by their easier ac­
cess lo i he market via Poston steamers. 
The ligures for Yarmouth and Shelburne 
alone are given as $788,000 annually, 

now ni:sinless is handle».

Wining the season, from December 1.1 
lo May 31, coasting steamers ply along 
the coast, so that there is very little time 
in getting (lie crustaceans to market. 
The Massachusetts law prohibits sale of 
anything less than ten and a half inches, 
although New York and other markets 
accept tliem down to nine inches. The

lishcrtnnn sorts up his catch according to 
size, ami places them in crates of one 
hundred and forty pounds each. Each 
lishcrman acts independently in ship­
ment. ami thus saves the commission that 
would come lo a middleman. On ship­
ment each man sends a lei 1er of advice 
to his particular consignee or commis­
sion merchant : the lobsters are sold to 
the best advantage, and the following 
mail brings back a cheque as the pro­
ceeds o, the shipment. The system has 
been reduced as far as may he to a 
science, neither lime nor expense being 
wasted.

iiuill PRICES OBTAINED.

The net proceeds for crate varies from 
time to lime under the usual law of 
supply and demand, the price running 
front $20 to $40, and oil rare occasions 
somewhat higher. This season, for ex­
ample, the weather all along the coast 
was boisterous, commencing shortly 
after the season opened, and the catch 
so small that the price soon ran up to the 
maximum mentioned. indeed, two 
weeks ago the price was as high as $64— 
the highest on record.

WHERE 1 HE TRUST COMES IN.

There are still some points along the 
coast where the fishermen do not control

the coasting steamer, with the result 
that the steamer is enabled to refuse or 
neglect the crated lobsters as freight, 
thus compelling the fishermen lo sell to 
the owners of such steamers, cutting 
down I lie gains of the fishermen.

Noting this as a possible contingency,

ture, has put a hill through legalizing 
the organization of fishermen’s unions, 
which may place the fishermen, through 
community of interest, in a position to 
maintain their right and reap the full 
reward of their arduous and perilous 
labors.

Close Season in Manitoba.
On the representation that prohibition 

of Summer fishing in a number of the 
smaller lakes of Manitoba was necessary 
to the preservation of the fish supply, 
the Government have passed an order- 
in-council establishing a close season 
from April 1 to Nov. 30 on Lakes Mani­
toba, St. Martin, Portage Bay, Water 
Hen, Dog and Shoal.

Bacon Situation in Canada.
ELIYERIES of hogs have been 

light (luring I he week on account 
of lhe breaking up of the country 

roads and are likely to continue so for 
a fortnight. Meanwhile, prices continue 
firm at from $6.25 to $6.50, and packers 
report the loical demand as seasonable. 
In Great Britain the bacon market is 
steady at the moment, quotations being 
slightly higher than last week, viz., 
from 10 to 54 shillings. The Danish 
market has fallen off slightly, owing to 
larger receipts during the week and an 
easier feeling is reported.

In fresh meat a slight advance took 
place early in the week, although the 
level has fallen again and at the close 
of the market prices remain at about 
the level of last week. The fresh meat 
business is reported as satisfactory for 
this season of the year.

Preserved Meats in France.
11E market for preserved meats will 

probably he a growing one, with a 
steady demand for such commodi­

ties. Animals raised for butchering 
are barely sufficient to supply the de­
mand for fresh meats, and, except what 
is used in the charcuteries (pork 
hatcheries), where smoked and fresh 
sausages and cooked meats, in the form 
of headcheeses, pates, hams, tongues, 
gelatins, etc., are prepared, the supply of 
canned or salted meats practically comes 
from foreign countries.

Smoked hams, shoulders, bacon, salt 
pork and lard are in good demand. The 
price of each of these articles is about 
one-half higher than that at which it is „ 
sold in America. Most of the smoked 
hams, bacon, and little pigs sold in 
France at the groceries hear American 
abattoir marks, although they pass under 
(lie name of “ York.” There seems to 
be quite a demand for shoats, weighing 
from 50 to 100 pounds, dressed, smoked, 
and uncut: these are sold in large 
quantities at Christmas time and in the 
Spring before and after the Lenten sea­
son. They are considered great delica­
cies, and bring high prices.

Corned beef and pork and canned 
meats, such as may be used for army 
supplies, find a ready sale. The demand 
for preserved meats that may be used by

I lie working classes and farmers is grow­
ing'. 11 is noticeable that the diet of 
the working people consists - more and 
more of meat, especially at the noon 
meal; this change is pronounced in large 
cities, where the people have left the 
country districts to work in factories.—
I .N. Consular Report.

Canadian Eggs in Great Britain.
( < '( HtlHNO to latest cable advices 

slocks of Canadian fresh and 
pickled eggs in Great Britain are 

practically cleaned up, and English 
buyers will he ready shortly to contract 
Canadian eggs for Fall delivery. Al­
ready several houses have signified their 
willingness to pay 7s. per long hundred 
o| IL’II eggs, hut prices here will have to 
decline considerably before shippers can 
think ot selling at 7s. c.i.l. Liverpool or 
Glasgow. For instance. Canadian ship­
pers could not afford to pay more than 
he. in the country or I He. at shipping 
points it they were contracting at 7s.. 
and even at this price there would he very 
little profit. Healers in Canada are in­
clined to think higher prices will he 
offered. Last year they realized from 
•Ss. o,| to Ss. 4d, and the trade didn’t 
open up much before June.

In reviewing the trade conditions for 
ÜMI4 one English firm writes that unless 

< nnadian glyeerined eggs can he im­
ported this year to compete with con­
tinental and domestic, glycerines, which 
will in future he offered in ;||I dozen 
cases, similar to Canadians, the volume 
ol trade in Canadian glyeerined eggs 
must be seriously curtailed. Experience 
in the trade, coupled with the improved 
pickling and glycerining of the con­
tinental and home eggs, has convinced 
them that Canadian eggs will lie put into 
keener competition with this class of 
goods in the future. lip to the present 
lime it lots been possible to secure a con­
siderable premium on Canadian glycer- 
ined eggs, and, notwithstanding that a 

'higher price will still be paid for the 
( anadian article, this premium must be 
materially lessened. Owing to the high 
prices of Canadian eggs during the last 
two years, contractors having been driven

Hints to Exporters.

CA ANADIAN exporters of dairy pro 
y dure will he interested in the fol­

lowing suggestions by W A. Mac­
Kinnon. Canadian Commercial \gent to 
the port of Bristol, Eng.:

Complaint having been made that 
“.lune" butter is sometimes, sold as 
“August," it has been suggested that 
there should he a system of inspection 
to insure the reliability of the descrip­
tion. Details need not be gone into, the 
essential point being that every box 
should bear an official date stamp, 
which will command entire confidence 
here.

Some Welsh impoi lei^, complain that 
cheese is now often invoiced in bulk. 
They express a strong wish that the 
system of invoicing the weight of each 
cheese by itself should be reverted to, 
as this plan would greatly facilitate 
checkins and other transactions.

Canadian hams do not find the favor 
which is accorded to some other brands 
in the south of England. One importer 
claims that they are not as well cured 
as they should be. Ilis recommendation 
is that the curing should be accomplish­
ed by tubbing in the salt, instead of 
“pumping" pickle into the hams. He 
stales that Canadian hams find a much 
better market in the north of England 
than in Bristol, and expresses a hope 
that this market will be more carefully 
catered to hereafter.

The same dealer slates that while 
Canadian lard is of the very best qual­
ity. some of it is displaced by inferior 
brands on account of its relatively dark 
color. Dure white lard is distinctly in 
favor in the English market, and it is 
regrettable ii any trade is lost through 
neglect of this preference.

Improved Cheese Cutter and Weigher.
W. H. Scott, grocer, Bank street, Ot­

tawa, has invented and patented a new 
cheese cutter and weigher, and The Gro­
cer was shown the machine by Mr. 
Scott last week. The new cutter has 
advantages claimed by no machine so 
far on tin- market, and dealers who de­
sire accuracy and quickness in serving 
cheese to their customers should write 
Mr. Scott for particulars.

SHOULD COMMERCIAL TRAVELERS 
BE TAXED?

IlK Ganadian trade are up in arms 
this week over I lie action of the 

British Columbia Legislature in allowing 
the new Commercial Travelers’ Bill to 
pass its third reading.

The Grocer referred t to the
measure several weeks ago, while it was 
in its initial stages, condemning it un­
equivocally on the ground that British 
Columbia had no right to discriminate 
against Eastern Canadian houses, and 
that the national interests of Canada re­
quired a perfectly free interchange of 
trade between the various provinces. In 
the interval it has gradually dawned up­

on manufacturers and wholesalers in the 
vast liow seriously their own interests 
will he affected by the new hill, and this 
week a big deputation of commercial 
travelers, including representatives from 
Montreal, Toronto, Hamilton, London, 
Winnipeg and other centres, are in 
Ottawa bombarding the Minister of 
Trade and Commerce.

They contend that the imposition of a 
tax of .+ 100 every six months on liquor 
and cigar travelers and ijCit) every six 
months on other travelers representing 
linns outside British Columbia is clearly 
a violation of the British North America 
Act, as it will undoubtedly act as a re­
striction upon trade. They I'urlhci 
hold that it is the duty of the Dominion 
Government to veto a measure which 
cannot do other than injustice to 
wholesale manufacturing and mercantile 
interests throughout the Dominion ; for 
instance, it is roughly estimated that such 
a tax will mean an annual outlay to the 
merchants of Toronto alone of over 
•T 14,000. . i ^

We would again remind readers of 
The Grocer that the successful working- 
out of the scheme of Confederation 
postulates unrestricted and unhampered 
trade and intercourse between the people 
of the different provinces, and that any­
thing which dues not conserve this end 
cannot be viewed as other than a barrier 
in the way of our commercial develop­
ment as a nation. For this reason it is 
to lie hoped that the boards of trade and 
mercantile associations all over Canada 
will continue to raise their voices in pro­
test against what is not only short­
sighted policy on the part of the British 
t olumbia Legislature, hut contrary to 
the spirit of Confederation.

UP-TO DATE CREDIT.
HA RUE accounts arc variously re­

garded as the bane or the blessing 
of retail trade. While they accord a 
profitable use of capital, they arc in­
convenient to the small dealer who needs 
every dollar. However, the progressive 
retail store when it gives credit is, now­
adays,. practically on a cash basis. The 
charge customer is on little better foot­

ing than the cash .customer. Charge ac­
counts, payable monthly, are the same 
as cash, and afford an opportunity for 
generous purchases. Credit to-day is 
chiefly a matter of mutual convenience.

It is a good tiling for the store as it 
is apt to throw trade into ‘one estab­
lishment, and avoids the delà) m pur­
chasing as well as the sending out of 
goods C.U.D. It is a fact that more 
than one store which started out to do 
a cash business has found it necessary 
to adopt this form of credit.

This does not meal, a return to the 
old-fashioned style of allowing a eus 
turner to pay when lie so pleases. In 
ilie country store conditions are some­
what diifcieul. A storekeeper has to 
carry his customers from season to sea­
son, and the collections are dependent 
upon tlie moving of crops.

If everyone did business on a strictly 
cash basis, bankers would be out of 
business, jobbers would be a minus 
quantity, and many relabels would Imd 
their business curtailed one half. The 
business of the world is done on credit. 
The columns oi The Grocer are open foi 
a discussion of this much-mooted ques­
tion.

QUICK TURNOVERS.
Ills ofteuer a merchant can turn his 

capital the better, is a fact well 
understood by all retailers, but not all 
succeed in accomplishing what they know 
lo he the best thing to do. A great deal 
depends upon the place of business and 
.the class of goods in demand by his 
customers. We realize the country 
merchant is at a disadvantage when com­
pared with the city retailers. It is even

■ 4 A
nowadays often necessary in some lines 
for the former to lay in a stock of goods 
for the whole season, while the latter 
ran replenish weekly. The city re­
tailer rarely has to contend against dead 
capital. The country merchant on the 
other hand has to make a prospective in­
vestment for a trade possibility.

While this latter condition cannot be 
entirely avoided, business exjierience 
clearly shows that too much capital is 
often invested in goods to be sold in 
small communities. By calculation the 
retailer can invest in goods to be easily

\
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disposed of in accord with his trade 
limit.

It is surprising what can )>e done in 
this direction it merchants only try hard. 
There will he less anxiety over express 
charges, and not so much placing of 
orders in advance and having them come 
along by slow freight. It is not short 
-'ghteii to pay expressage <■ n merchan­
dise! Many merchants are incredulous 
when 'old of the number of times the 
aw-rage retailer turns over his stuck dur­
ing the year. It he turns his stork only 
three times a year he may by a little 
forethought he enabled to turn it live 
times.

NEWFOUNDLAND RETALIATES.
TT ilK cry of annexation to the l niteih
£ States will, in all probability, 

not be heard again iut sonie time in 
Newfoundland n one is to judge from 
the recent aetioii of the Newfoundland 
Government in revoking the privileges 
hitherto accotded to American lishermen 
of buying bait and fishing within the 
territorial waters of that colony on ac­
count oi the refusal of the Senate to 
ratify the llay-Hond commercial treaty. 
According to tins the colony was to be 
allowuu a market in the republic for its 
list, and a limited number of other pro­
ducts in return for baiting and other 
privileges to United States fishermen.

it appears strange lo the average 
Canadian citizen that there should ever 
have been a lime when the "powers 
that he in Newfoundland saw lliuir 
destiny elsewhere than as a part ol 
Confederation. In spite oi flic fact that 
negotiations to effect this end have been 
blocked again and again when almost 
ready fur the finishing touches, let us 
hope that the lime is not far distant 
when file ideal oi the framers oi Con­
federation will he realized and New­
foundland decide lo complete the chain 
hy becoming the tenth province oi the 
Dominion.

The leading financial journal in the 
United Slates nommeuls as follows on 
the situation:

The Senate, acting on the one-sided 
idea that reciprocity means benefit to 
one party only, so amended that instru­
ment that it was of no value to New­
foundland. These fishing and bait-buying

privileges have been granted to us while 
denied lo others as a matter of comity 
and in the hope that by a liberal policy 
something might he gained in Ihe way 
of access to American markets for the 
products of the big northern island, 
whose resources were almost limited to 
its fisheries and its mines and forests. 
It lias not the facilities for developing 
and making use of these, and was ready 
to sell the products to us and take our 
manufactured goods in return on favor­
able terms.

The Gloucester fishermen, who were 
accustomed not only to take fish in New­
foundland waters, but to buy those 
taken by the people of the island and 
smuggle the latter in without payment 
of the duty, objected to having the duty 
removed, so fhat Newfoundlanders could 
compete with them by reaching a free 
market for themselves at Huston. So 
Senator Lodge prevented action on the 
first llay-Hond treaty. It was modified 
to meet this narrow and selfish objec­
tion of a local interest, but it provided 
for admitting coal and iron from New­
foundland free,- a matter of importance 
not only to the colony, but to the me­
chanical industries of New England, 
which are shut oil from gelling these 
materials irom Nova Scolia or New­
foundland for the benefit of Pennsylva­
nia, with the result that its old iron and 
steel industry has been killed and others 
are handicapped by the cost of iron and 
coal. I'liis provision and some others of 
benefit to Newfoundland were cut out of 
the treaty, and it was left with little or 
no compensation for a liberal reduction 
of duties on her part. As a result, 
there lias been no exchange of raliliea- 
tiuns.

The most that Newfoundland could do 
out of resentment or in self-defense was 
to revoke the lisliing and bait-buying 
privileges, which have been of consider­
able value to American lishermen, and 
it is the least that she could be expect­
ed to do. The immediate and direct 
effect upon United Status trade will not 
lie serious, but we have wantonly for­
feited the goodwill of Newfoundland, 
and it is likely to dispose her to joining 
the Dominion of Canada in giving pre­
ference to the trade of the Mother Coun­
try. The action of Congress, and es­
pecially of the Senate, toward our

neigh hors on the north lias for many 
y ears been most uuneighborly and equal­
ly unwise from the point of view of en­
lightened self-interest. The policy pur­
sued is one of purblind selfishness in he 
half of narrow special interests.

THE EVOLUTION IN RAIL 
ROADING.

HOW customary it is for us t'
things as a matter of cou' 

without expressing any surprise at any 
wonderful change or new- invention which 
lias been introduced. It is only a few 
years ago since Jules Verne wrote a 
hook about a submarine boat. Now 
these boats exist in all parts of tin- 
world. Surprise might be expressed if 
we were told that we would be making 
every-day trips in air-ships ten or 
Iwenty years hence, yet the evolution of 
aerial navigation will probably creep 
along so gradually that our first voyage 
will he made with as little excitement 
as we experienced on our 21st birthday. 
Evolution is like the growth of a child 
or a chicken. We realize its coming 
while yet in the embryo, the bursting of 
the shell causes a little excitement, but 
the after development is all taken as a 
matter of course, until finally, surprise 
is occasioned by the realization of the 
fact that the child is full grown and a 
man like ourselves.

The evolution of railroading is of a 
similar nature. Only 75 years ago the 
crude steam locomotive was on trial, 
and to-day the electric locomotive is a 
living, fact. Chauiicey M. Depew, one 
of America’s greatest railroad kings, 
recently awoke to the wonderful develop­
ment being made in 1 ransportalion, lie 
presents the evolution in a graphic man­
ner, as follows:

“This is the age of electricity, and we 
have yet to discover a limit to the won­
ders of which that energy is capable. It 
seems only yesterday that we marvelled 
at the electrically-driven street car, yet 
to-day we are preparing for the electric 
railways which will run from the At­
lantic to the Pacific. 1 do not believe 
that the public is aware of the immense 
task that the railways have assumed, 
nor what its completion means. I am 
staggered myself when I contrast the 
arising conditions with those that pre­
vailed when I entered the service in 
1866. Then a freight car of ten tons’
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capacity was almost a freak, and a loco­
motive weighing 25 tons a marvel. Now 
a fill-toil freight car and a 125-ton en­
gine are commonplace. Then it cost 
shippers six cents a ton a mile to have 
their freight carried, now it costs about 

fi,fi of a cent for the ' same units, and 
that notwithstanding the fact that op­

erating expenses have been radically in­
creased, while wages have ascended 50 
per cent.” He predicts that the new 
power will grow cheaper as its use is 
extended, and that still further reduc­
tions in freight rates will result.

ANNUAL MEETING OF TORONTO 
RETAIL MERCHANTS.

THK annual meeting of the Toronto 
branch of the Retail Merchants' 
Association of Canada, held in 

their board room, Richmond street, on 
Tuesday, April 28, was largely attended 
by representatives from all sections of 
the Association The annual report of 
the work done during the year showed 
it to he the most prosperous in the As­
sociation’s history. The financial state­
ment showed that all liabilities had been 
met and there was no indebtedness. The 
President, S. Corrigan, who was re­
elected by acclamation, congratulated 
the members on the work done during 
the year and the increase in numbers.

The meeting endorsed the recommenda­
tion to ask for the following legislation 
at the present session of the Local Leg­
islature!’ To amend the Pedlars’ and 
Hawkers’ Act so that the license for a 
basket might he increased from $1 to 
$1110, and for a push-cart from $10 to 
$200; to amend the Transient Traders’ 
Act forcing them to pay $250 to the 
City Treasurer, which shall he applied 
on I heir taxes should they continue in 
business: to amend the Division Court 
Act so as to simplify and reduce the 
fees for the collection of small debts; to 
amend the Trading Stamp Act so that 
the giving of coupons, exchange tickets, 
or similar devices by merchants or 
manufacturers will he abolished.

In view of the city’s movement to ob­
tain legislation to get a by-law passed 
forcing merchants to keep meat, fruit, 
etc., inside their shops, the Legislative 
Committee will wait upon Dr. Slieard 
and the Board of Health to discuss the 
matter. They claim that the proposed 
by-law is unreasonable, and that if the 
city were more active in keeping clean 
streets it would he time enough to in­
sist on meat being kept inside.

A resolution was passed that the As 
sociation’s representation on the Indus­
trial Exhibition Boat'll lie increased from 
two to five.

Groceries.

Toronto, Mar. ill. 1005.

ALTHOUGH business begins to 
show signs of wakening up, an 
air of quietness is still noticeable, 

throughout the trade. The roads in the 
country, which last week were practic­
ally impassable, are improving, and the 
next two weeks will see a return to 
normal conditions in suburban districts. 
Sugar is quiet, generalh . and an ad­
vance of 5c. in Berlin granulated is re­
corded. bringing this article to within 
5c. of the price of Montreal granulated. 
Canned goods are very firm, especially 
tomatoes. The trade which was begin­
ning to talk famine prices for the 1005 
pack is viewing the situation rather 
more optimistically in view of the fact 
that the canners are contracting regular­
ly for tomatoes at 25c. per bushel as 
last year.

Haddies are scarce and high in price. 
Coffees have eased in nrimarv markets, 

although business has been blocked by 
the high rate of sterling exchange in 
Brazil.

In foreign dried fruits the feature is 
that the market is practically bare of 
apricots. Trade in dried and cured fish 
lias eased off during the week and deal­
ers are making a special effort to clean 
up supplies.

CANNED GOODS.

Canned vegetables continue very firm. 
If the present demand continues for to­
matoes, it will not he long until the 
1904 pack is exhausted. Importations 
from the States continue on a consider­
able scale. In regard to the 1005 pack 
it looks as if the difficulté between the 
growers and the canners was going to 
blow over; a large number of the can­
ners have already made contracts at the 
old price and with a normal crop of 
tomatoes this Fall, it is thought that 
the factories will have all the tomatoes 
they can handle, even supposing they 
run their fullest capacity. Gallon ap­
ples are not moving so well as last 
week, and canned fruits are only begin­
ning to come into general demand. In 
haddies there has been some trade for 
futures. This article is scarce, however, 
and we believe that some of the packers 
will ask fancy prices.

should not be < leaned up and consumed 

Currants and raisins are both moving 
well for this season of tile year, the for­
mel in particular selling more freely foi- 
importation.

it may be of interest to the trade to 
know of the failure of the retention law 
in Greece, which has to do with the 
marketing of the currant crop there, in­
stead uf acting in the interests of the 
grower by maintaining at least a min­
imum price for export, it has had the 
effect of causing the grower, in expecta­
tion of receiving this higher price, to 
increase the area of iiis vineyards anil 
produce more currants of poorer quality 
which it has been found impossible to 
market on the basis intended to be es­
tablished by Government regulation.

There is now an agitation in Greece 
for the abolition of Government restric­
tions and a return to normal conditions. 
It would appear that the Greeks have 
learned to have faith in the fundamental 
principle that supply and demand, after 
all, are the ultimate regulators of price, 
and that when the demand is insufficient 
to pay a remunerative price for the 
quantity of any article produced, the 
producer will automatically rectify this 
condition by producing less quantité in 
order to avoid loss.

An actual market opinion has been 
obtained from Mr. Demschisas, of Pat­
ras. Greece, who is usually looked upon 
as one of the best authorities. He says

that any lower price than that existing 
to-dav is not likely to he established 
On the other hand, lie is not very san­
guine about prospects for an advance 
The facts appear to he that currants are 
between the upper and nether millstone 
of an artificial support to prices by 
legislation and an over-production under 
this influence, with the result that the 
price is ground until there is absolutely 
no money for any one in the business, 
either by market lluetnation or actual 
profit, that is, no money for anybody 
in Greece. There is no reason, however, 
why merchants and traders on this side 
of the water should not buy and sell to 
profit.

There ib 
little uf mlerebt m markets, but values 
are held firm. The Winter port business 
is about Uuiic. It has been quite a suc­
cessful season. Already we are looking 
forward to another season. With the in­
creased size of the new steamers increas­
ed accommodation is needed. It is felt 
the Government should do something. 
The railways, while admitting that we 
have the best, if not the only, port for 
Winter export business, that is, the best 
Canadian port, muse to build wharves, 
in spite of the immense amount of 
money the Grand Trunk has spent at 
Portland, Maine, the U.P.lt. Itatly re­
fuses to do the same here. T'hey say the 
railways have not had to do anything 
of tins kind at Montreal or Quebec. 
They admit no port has spent its own 
money as freely as we have, and, fur­
ther, they even admit that we have 
spent all we should be asked to. Na­
tional ports for national business is 
their stand. We certainly feel the time 
is here when the Government should do 
something. In fact, something must be 
done at once or the business will be 
lost.

Oil.
in burning oil a steady business is re­

ported. Prices are low. Dealers ara 
giving much attention to lubricating 
oils and advise a satisfactory booking 
of Spring orders. Paint oils have ra­
ther moie attention. Linseed oil, while 
low, is firmer. Turpentine is unchanged 
at the rather lower price of last week. 
In cod oil little is doing.

•salt.
A fair stock of Liverpool coarse salt 

is held; prices arc firm. In fine salt 
Canadian manufacturers are beginning to 
book for Spring business.

Canned Goods.
There is little change. Canners of 

domestic fish are not at all satisfied 
with the ruling prices. While dry and 
pickled fish have been at extreme prices, 
canned have shown practically no change. 
This, in the face of light stock. It is 
reported that several factories will not 
run this season. The canners are some­
what to blame, as they compete so 
actively against each other. Vegetables

are firm; fruits atid meats unchanged. 
Oysters tend to higher prices, in salm­
on the market is quite well supplied. 
Lobsters are very high.

Dried Fruit.
Business is quiet. In seeded raisins 

prices are low. Loose Muscatels are 
rather scarce, particularly good stock. 
Currants continue low. Cartons have 
the demand. Dates are low; just a 
fair sale. Prunes are low, with sales 
only fairly active. Apricots and peaches 
are high and very little in demand. 
Evaporated apples, while held at the ad­
vance, show little business. In onions 
the market is bare, and for good Ameri­
can slock, which is being brought here, 
high prices are asked. Prices from 
Liverpool on Egyptians are daily ex­
pected.

Sugar.
Market is unchanged. Prices are held 

firm. Dealers have full stocks. There 
are full stocks of foreign granulated 
sugar held by the dealers outside the 
association.

Molasses.
Market is firm. Barbadoes, in which 

new goods are offered, is high. Porto 
Rico, of which there is a fair stock of 
old still here, is also firmly held at full 
figures.

Fish.
Fresh fish are very sparce and high, 

in dry fish, particularly cod fish, the ex­
treme prices still rule. The West Indian 
business has been particularly good, but 
Western Canadian business has been very 
disappointing. Pickled herring continue 
scarce and high. Smoked herring are 
freely offered. Haddies are quite firm.

Flour, Feed and Seed.
Flour is unchanged, but firmly held. 

Feed is sparce and high. Oats and oat­
meal are firm at what are high prices. 
Cornmeal is also high. While beans keep 
high there has been no advance during 
the week. Split peas and barley are 
scarce and high. Seeds, particularly 
best red clovers and mammoths, are 
higher. Already large quantities are be­
ing received.

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TRADE CONDITIONS IN BRITISH 
COLUMBIA.

Vancouver, B.C., Mar. 23, 1905.

TIIFRE are so many railway stools, 
that with them all the Province 
of British Columbia is very likely 

to fall to the ground another year from 
inability to come to an agreement on 
one. The drawl Trunk Pacific delega­
tion which stormed the provincial cap­
ital about the time of the opening of the 
Legislature, has withdrawn private cars 
and all, with the ultimatum rather 
petulantly given by Vice-President Morse 
that there will be no “core” for B. C. 
for the toad will he built from the east, 
as the Government has failed to give a 
big land grant which the railway com­
pany had expressed its willingness to 
accept. The V. YV. it Y. Railway, 
which is a Great Northern subsidiary 
company, is still in the fight for a 
grant to aid northern construction, be­
ginning from Burrard Inlet; but appear­
ances are all against any grant from 
this session of the house. The Coast- 
Kootenay proposition, of which there 
are several alternatives, including C.P. 
K., V.V. A 10. (another Great Northern 
project), and the Ooast-Kootenay Rail­
way, for which a charter is privately 
owned here, is also 'slated to be left out 
from all accounts. On this subject, 
which has been a hardy perennial for the 
past decade, business men are very 
strongly worked up. It has long been 
pointed out that such a short line would 
give much-needed direct communication 
from the commercial centres of the 
coast to the wealthy districts, mining 
and agricultural, of the Okanagan and 
the Kootenay, and in addition would 
open up the Similkameen district, rich 
in both mineral and agricultural re­
sources, hut now entirely without rail­
way communication. The Vancouver 
Board of Trade held a special meeting 
on Tuesday to urge action in this very 
important matter. The meeting passed 
a resolution endorsing aid to the Van­
couver and Ooast-Kootenay road, hut 
not favoring a grant to either the\C l’- 
R. or the Great Northern. The latter 
was opposed as an American line, while 
the majority of those present inclined 
to the view that the direct line on the 
south side of the Eraser River was pre­
ferable to the line from Spence’s Bridge 
to Midway, proposed by the C.P.R.

The Royal City Exhibition Associa­
tion is working hard to make the com­
ing Dominion Fair a success in, every 
way. The acceptance of the invitation 
to open the fair by the Governor-Gen­
eral has added to the interest being 
aroused, and Mayor Keary, who is also 
manager of the fair, has recently return­
ed from a successful tour to the interior 
districts of the province. The Okanagan 
district is in line to present a magnifi­
cent exhibit of the wonderful fruit 
grown in that section, every different 
settlement vying with the others in 
preparing a display.

Fruit-growing is receiving greater at- 
* tention than ever this year, and efforts 

to put it on a proper commercial basis 
are unsparing. The Fruit-Growers’ As­
sociai ion has a number of matters in 
hand which are in the nature; of improve­
ments to the industry. Recently they 
waited on the .Provincial Government in 
regard to somè of the regulations which 
hear hardly on nurserymen, and at the

present moment a move is being carried 
out which will he a very valuable aid 
to the industry. This is the taking 
charge of an orchard by the Association 
for purposes of demonstration in meth­
ods of handling trees and fruit. An 
orchard has been selected at Langley, on 
the Fraser River, where YV. J. Brand- 
ritli will conduct spraying operations for
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the Association, as well as pruning and 
every process in the care of the trees. 
This work w ill lie in the nature of a 
series of demonstrations, and the Asso­
ciation will continue the care of the 
orchard until the season’s fruit crop is 
pipked and packed for market. By these 
object lessons it is hoped that valuable 
training in commercial methods of

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handling and .-hipping null will In- given 
the growers.

1- run transportation ironi some ut the 
Fraser districts is also receiving atten­
tion. At a meeting oi the Association 
in Chilliwack this week, the subject of 
transporting the crop from that dis­
trict across the river to reach the C.P. 
K. main line was discussed. An im­
provement in the present steamer ser­
vice is to he inaugurated so that all the 
small fruits will he carefully and speed­
ily carried from oi chard to railway and 
shipped at once to the Northwest, ob­
viating delays which have in the past 
resulted in leaving the fruit in had con­
dition and m making a had impres­
sion when it reaches market.

Shipping fruit from 11. V to tile Old 
Country market is to he taken up by VV. 
F .Johnstone, of Nelson, who has gone 
to i-mgland to make arrangements lor a 
market for crops which will m the near 
future become available in the Nelson 
disti let of the Kootenay. A large 
amount oi land suitable for fruit culture 
has, of recent years, been laid out in 
orchards, and the trees arc (joining into 
bearing with very favorable results. 
Last Fall experimental shipments of 
Nelson, and also of Okanagan fruit, 
were sent to the Old Country, and Mr. 
Johnstone thinks there is no question 
that there will be a good field of in­
dustry worked up.

Late advices from Jiawson tell some 
interesting tilings oi the way prices on 
various articles soar in that northern 
community when stocks run low and the 
means oi replenishing by shipping in are 
precarious. Kggs are quoted at Kill per 
ease and lemons at $35 pel case. Cheese 
is selling at 30c. and Canadian creamery 
butter 41) to 50c. per Hi. Apples sold 
at il per box. Oddly, while potatoes 
are very dear in ii.C. markets, they arc 
over-stocked in Dawson, and sell at li 
and 8c. per IL., which is low for this 
season oi the year in Dawson. Other 
prices aie equally interesting as showing 
the very speculative market which con­
ditions create in all produce in the 
north.

Local markets are very quiet as yet. 
Prices oi butter keep up, nothing less 
than 25c. is quoted on good stock, and

stocks are small. Kggs slightly lower 
Oranges are a little firmer in price, 
though quotations are still about $1.75 
to $2.50. A carload of Colorado pota­
toes for the local market arrived a few 
days ago, selling at $32 per ton to the 
trade.

NOVA SCOTIA MARKETS.
Halifax, N.S., Mar. 27, 1905. 

rp HE wholesale grocery market has 
about recovered from the unnatur-

1 al and unexpected stale which pre­
vailed during the whole oi February and 
part of March, and trade is reported 
good in almost every line. Payments, 
however, are still short and may be 
expected so for a few months. The re­
tail trade is good, and weekly and 
monthly accounts are being settled with 
fail promptness. The outlook for Spring 

-rand Summer trade is good.

Although no change has recently taken 
place in the sugar prices, the market is 
still in an unsettled condition, owing to 
the weakness in the European market 
for law licet sugar, prices in London be­
ing reported the lowest for two or three 
months. It is believed that tills dulness 
is only temporary and that prices will 
he higher later in the season. The mo­
lasses market remains unchanged at 
prices formerly quoted. The Harbadoes 
market is still lit ill, and new crop is 
quoted to arrive here at about 33,c- 
Though the planters are linn in their 
ideas, the price may be allée ted by the 
weakness in sugar.

The boats crossing from Pictou have 
cut their way through the ice, hut are 
still shut in by ice-floes in the gulf. 
However, .Spring has opened now, and 
with the opening of the harbors along 
the coast of the island, schooners will 
he able to ply to Sydney and Halifax. 
When these supplies come forward, prices 
will drop very materially.

The lisli market is fairly well supplied 
with fresh lisli, hut prices are high, and 
unless compelled by the necessities of 
the Lenten season to use fish, meats are 
found to he cheaper. So high has been 
I he price oi lobsters in the Boston mar­
ket of late that a very ordinary lobster 
costs in this market 15 to 25c. This 
makes the crustacean a luxury.

INCREASED activity is apparent in 
wholesale grocery houses litis week.

The only change in 
the sugar market has been a decline of 
10c. on all grades for points west of 
Portage la Prairie, hut not including 
that town. No change has been made in 
Winnipeg prices and none is expected at 
the moment, as advices from ^Tïutside 
markets all indicate a firm sugar mar­
ket. The bean market continues very 
firm and a further advance is looked for 
in the near future. Oatmeal is selling 
lower than the condition of the market 
would seem to warrant, hut, owing to 
local conditions, no advance is likely. 
Fresh eggs are in abundant supply and, 
at time of writing, the wholesale price

is down to 13c. Pickled stock is oil the 
market now, ol course.

Wilson’s fly-pads have been advanced 
in price for the coming season. The 
price is now $3 per box; 1 boxes for 
$8.-10.

Sugar.

that town. No change has been made in 
Winnipeg and the decline to the west is 
not taken to indicate a turn in the mar­
ket, as outside advices still indicate a 
firm sugar market.

which are worked with glass enter into 
all the range of dishes and vases. In 
the latter are seen some noticeably 
pretty tilings in green glass with bur­
nished gold ornamentation. The designs 
are conventional. No less attractive ale 
the vases of opalescent glass in crystal, 
blue and green.

FEATURES FOR SUMMER TRADE.
T lias occurred to The Grocer repre­

sentative in going the rounds of the 
Canadian china and crockery houses 

this season that manufacturers could 
make no mistake in putting a line of 
earthenware on the market suited to the 
needs oi the tSuiiimer cottager and sub­
urban resident. Something cheap, clean 
and bright looking in cups, saucers and 
plates, that when arrayed on a back­
ground of snowy-white linen, would help 
to- produce the proverbial Summer ap­
petite, and no one who has lived on a 
farm or spent a Summer holiday in the 
country can deny that an array of china 
or earthenware, with suggestive decora­
tion in bright, fresh colors, goes a long 
way towards producing the desired re­
sult.

This want has been admirably met by 
Mr. K. W. Klotz, Toronto, who has jusl 
imported from England a line of earth­
en ware known as “Persian” ware, es­
pecially designed for use in Summer cot­
tages. In decoration the old-fashioned 
Moral design, in bright blues, greens and 
teds, is utilized on a white background,

combining to produce an effect which is 
the prettiest the writer has yet seen in 
this style ot goods. “Persian” ware 
comes in three sizes of plates, cups and 
saucers, oatmeal bowls, in addition to 
three other sizes of bowls and fruit 
saucers. The cups and saucers retail at 
$1 per dozen; the other lines are cor­
respondingly cheap, so cheap and such 
good value in fact that no one should 
he without them.

Among novelties of the season in 
dinner ware are the “Dainty” and “Gal­
lic” patterns, the former in “down 
blue” being especially attractive. Eng­
lish designs in odd pieces of earthen 
ware, such as teapots, cream and sugar 
bowls, etc., known as the “Toby” pat 
tern, are also popular in regular and 
miniature sizes. The usual variety in 
lobster cabarets, pudding sets, decorated 
Hohemian anil iiridescent glass, china 

asli and pin trays, are also seen, while 
in Austrian cut glass a new line oi 
soda jugs is taking well among the 
higher-class trade, in earthenware, one 
of the fads of the season is the “110 
Japan” decoration, the “Toni and 
Jerry” punch bowl sets in china, con­
sisting of bowl anti 12 mugs, being 
equally popular. Gmbrella stands, 
steins and odd ligures in Flemish stone­
ware, are also in unusually attractive 
variety this season.

1 he Pottery Gazette has issued a diary 
and trade directory of tlie glass, china, 
porcelain and earthenware manufac­
turers and dealers throughout the British 
Empire, which, as if compendium of in­
formation, ought to lie ill valuable to the 
I rade.

THERE is to be an opening for 
modern canning-factory machin­
ery and appliances in China be­

fore long; indeed it may almost he said 
that there is an opening at the present 
time. The new industrial school being 
established-in Hangchau by the gentry 
of this province includes in its curricu­
lum 1 raining in the canning of fruits 
and vegetables on a large scale.

There are reasons why factories of the 
sort are likely" to succeed. While there 
are not many fruits in China which can 
|,e canned to advantage, there are one or 
two varieties which can be put up for 
some classes of trade for far-less money 
in China than in other countries. The 
fruit is cheap, and labor can lie had at 
rates impossible anywhere else than in 
Asia.

In South China and the Straits Settle­
ments there are several -canning factories 
which nave proved a great success. They 
have a brand of pineapples on the 
market which is fair in quality, cheap 
in price, and yet put out at a very good 
profit. In China it is probable that 
some vegetables could be handled by 
canning factories with good returns, the 
•fow price of the vegetables and of labor 
offering advantages which would enable 
the projectors to enter markets now held 
by other nations. The Chinese them­
selves appreciate the possibilities in this 
direction, and the proposed school course 
in Hangchau is significant. It is merely 
another form of the present policy of the 
Chinese officials — “ China for the 
Chinese.”

A GOOD volume of business in green 
fruits is reported during the week, 
largely on account of the season­

able weather. The leading sellers, of 
course, are oranges and bananas; the 
former are not arriving as freely as last 
week and are exhibiting signs of waste, 
notwithstanding the fact that fruit is 
now coming under ice. Pines are more 
plentiful and showing excellent quality. 
At the close of the market the price of 
Havanas has advanced to $4.50. Tan­
gerines arc up 25c. in price, while mar­
malade oranges are 25c. easier on ac­
count of the demand for the latter hav­
ing Cased off for the season. ( ranberries 
arc quoted $1 easier than a week ago. 
Strawberries arc beginning to arrive 
regularly in small Quantities and the 
market "fluctuates from day to day ae- 
cording to supply and demand.

Consumption of Candy in U.S.
The consumption of sugar in t In-

United States has hern steadily rising 
for 20 years, says The New York Sun, 
and now exceeds that of any other coun­
try. It amounts to 72 pounds a head of 
population, the figures being as follows 
for other nations: England, 68 pounds; 
Denmark, 35; France, 30; Holland, 30: 
Switzerland, 27; Germany, 20; Sweden. 
20; Italy, 10, and Spain 6.

The consumption of sugar in the
United Stales exceeds in a year 2,500,- 
000 tons, and it approximates the total 
consumption of sugar on the whole 
European continent—equalling that of 
all Europe, exclusive of Great Britain, 
in which tlie consumption amounts to 
1,500,000 tons a year.

The American craving for sugar, s^t> 
far from showing any indications of de­
cline, seems to be on the increase, as is 
shown by tlie fact that tlie average con­
sumption per capita lias increased half a 
pound in five years.

Confectionery News.

Plans arc now under way for the fur­
ther extension of the Mooney Biscuit & 
Candy Co.’s plant at Stratford.

P. N. Hamm has begun operations at 
his -biscuit factory, Moncton, N.B., and 
is already supplying the local trade.

W. White has severed his connection 
with the White Candy Co., St. John. 
N.B., and will shortly start in the con­
fectionery business on his own account.

During one year, 1,1-50,000 pieces 
chewing gum were taken from slot ma­
chines located in 400 Santa Fe Railway 
stations. The traveling public, there­
fore, chewed $11,500 worth of gum while 
riding on this road.

BRUSH DISPLAYS FOR SPRING 
TRADE._

\7ERY few gropers and general mer- 
' chants make any attempt at a 

proper display ol household goods, 
as required by the average purchaser, 
writes a correspondent signing himself 
“Traveler,” and many dollars are lost 
every season owing to the carelessness 
of store keepers in neglecting to display 
scrub brushes, brooms, pails, wash 
boards, wasli tubs, mop sticks, clothes 
pins, etc.

It is a. good scheme for the grocer or 
general merchant to keep his barrel tops 
and hoops. Wind a hoop with turkey 
red or other suitable material, and place 
small screws, hooks or nails on tlie in­
side of the hoop. Adjust a small eye or 
hook in the end of each brush, and fasten 
the whole with hanger from the veiling 

-or window, just as you would hang a 
picture. This method of display may 
be utilized with all classes of brushes. 
Barrel covers can he Used lo good ad­
vantage by tacking or glueing them to 
getlier, covering them with some colored 
material, -ami fastening brushes with 
tape, elastic or wire on both sides, and 
hanging the whole from the ceiling or 
window. You will be greatly surprised 
at the increased sales of brushes in 
Spring cleaning time if some such 
schemes for display are inaugurated.

KINGSTON, Ont.

Wheat Situation.

THK quietness of the wheat market, 
noticeable during the last few 
weeks, continues to rule at the 

close of the market this week. Manitoba 
is down fully 5c. in price, while Onta­
rio remains at about last week’s level 
with a slightly upward tendency. It is 
a little early to prophesy about the 
coming crop; reports received from the 
country so far, however, indicate that 
grain has Wintered fairly well, and if 
nothing untoward happens between now 
and the early Summer, a good yield in 
all varieties may be expected.

A report was current last week in To­
ronto grain circles that the Ontarii 
Fall wheat market had been cornereiT. 
This turns out to have been partly true 
in so far as four or five of the big grain 
interests have combined to put up the 
price of Fall wheat. They have not suc­
ceeded as yet; at the same time it is 
commonly known that Fall wheat is in 
a few hands, and it is believed in cer­
tain quarters that there is comparative­
ly little more to come. In the event of 
the latter being true, the price of Fall 
wheat might easily advance in the near 
future; at the same time it must be 
remembered that there is plenty of 
Manitoba grain available at present, 
which factor would tend to prevent 
wheat in the east being boosted by 
speculators.

The bull interests have estimated that 
there are only between 100,000 and 150,- 
000 bush, of the last crop left in the 
province, a ridiculously small amount, 
with practically no wheat in farmers* 
hands. Of the amount mentioned, the 

\ hulls claim to have cornered at least 90 
per cent, of the available supply.

The Toronto Pure Food Show.

A PUItE food show, under the aus­
pices of the Toronto Grocers’ 
Section of the Retail Merchants’ 

Association of Canada, will be held in 
Massey Hall, Toronto, from April 3 to 
15, inclusive. This enterprise is the out­
come of an agitation on the part of the 
Retail Merchants’ Association for more 
stringent Government regulations in re­
gard to the manufacture and sale of 
pure food products, which has already 
been productive of excellent results.

The main object of the management is 
to assist the Retail Grocers’ Section of 
the Association in the good work they 
have already accomplished by securing 
remedial legislation for safeguarding the 
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interests of the trade and consuming 
public at large. Lectures and talks on 
food and cooking will be given by the 
best available persons with a view to 
educating the public and creating a 
greater demand for pure and wholesome 
food. Every possible effort will be made 
to bring the manufacturers, wholesalers 
and retailers closer together and into 
direct touch with the consumer.

During the last week of the show a 
convention of retail grocers, including 55 
branches of the Retail Merchants' Asso­
ciation from all parts of Ontario, will 
he held. Special railway rates have 

en secured, and it is expected that 
''There will be a very large attendance 
from all over the province. The com­
mittee hope to make this one of the 
most important events in the history of 
the grocery trade of Ontario, and are 
sparing no efforts to secure a representa­
tive gathering of the different branches 
of the trade, including manufacturers, 
wholesalers, retailers and the consuming 
public.

Increase the Tobacco Department.

Till-; grocer cannot sell tobacco 
without making an effort, it is 
good stock and the sale of it is 

immense: but if the dealer keeps it
careful!) stored away in some obscure 
corner or under the counter, lie is likely 
to go on keeping it there. Tobacco, 
like most other things, must be shown, 
if it is to be sold, it allows of good 
display, and, instead of being a cumber­
some and unsightly department, as it is 
made in some stores, it should prove an 
attractive part of the store.

The grocer has a number of advantages 
ovet strict tobacco stores. The latter 
draw the entire trade of the youth who 
patrol the streets at night. Hut in very 
many cases the older man lias a preju­
dice against these stores. This arises 
from the very causes which induce the 
young man lo frequent them. The tin­
sel and glitter of the cigar store which 
is usually accompanied by the objection­
able billiard room, while it attracts the 
impressionable young man, has just the 
opposite effept on the older and staider 
man. Quietness and respectability are 
what he seeks. Accordingly; he would 
prefer to make his purchases in the gro­
cery store and smoke his pipe or cigar 
at home.

Of course, if the grocer is to secure 
this trade, lie must have what his cus­
tomers demand. A man soon becomes 
an epicure in tobaccos, and a fair as­
sortment must be offered him. But the 
largeness of this class of trade justilies 
him in making big efforts to capture- it. 
lie cannot afford to lose it.
