Violent Attack on a Member of Par-
liament

The disease kills four
wut of every ten whom it attacks, and yet
some physiciana use any kind of a knife to
perform the delicate operstion, and exerciee
les care in the selection of virus than they
would in the choice of a sleeve button, It is
this slovenly vaccinuti>n with imperfeot or
worthless virus tuat brings the great and
beneficent discovery of Jenner into disrepute.
Uautil quite recently most of the virus used
was ebtained from the vaccine sore on the
buman arm. Lymph from the * pearl on
the rose” was reyarded as the perfection of
virus ; and arm to arm vaccination was cou-
sidered the faultiess method. Now the fashion
is to'use calves for the perpetuation of the
needed supply. It is supposed by many thas
she calves are inoculated with genuine smalls
pox in order to procure the needed supply ;
this, however, is a mistake, the animals
being simply vaccinated. The difference be-
tween bovine virus and huomenized virus is
that the former is perpetusted from calf to
calf and the latier from man to man, Both
are good ; but the
