BOSTON, March 5.—The heart of the 
wool district of Boston in the "danger 
zone” was seriously threatened by fire 
to-night which calléd* out the entire 
city department oil five alarms and de­
stroyed the New tin gland building, 
occupied by the offices of leading wool 
firms, at" 200. Summer Street, opposite 
the South Station. The loss is con­
servatively estimated at half a million 
dollars.

Three firemen .were badly overcome 
by smoke and had to te taken to the 
hospital and the street ear 
around the south station was tied up 
for over two hours.

The New England building is a seven 
storey brick building with a stone front 
running back from Summer 
nearly to Congress Street and separ­
ated on either side by narrow alleys 
from the Hathaway building on the 
west and the Estes building on the 
east. A storage warehouse separated 
by a narrow alley filled up the rear 
between the New England building and 
Congress Street. *

The fire started on the third flj )r in 
the quarters of the Boston Rulroer Vo. 
Before the firemen had responded to 
the first àlarm -the whole ini trior of 
the building was a roaring mass of 
Games which shot through, the rcof 
Into the sky and darted out of the 
windows on all four sides of the bul'tl- 
ing.'

The firemen confined their efforts to 
keeping the flames Inside trie New 
England building and preventing llieir 
spreading to the adjoining clocks and 
warehouses in the rear. Practically 
the entire front of the building was 
taken care of by the new deck gun, 
which was manipulated by one man 
at the nozzle. The stream was thrown 
from the ground to lhe top of the 
building and proved more effective than 
the hose towers.

Thg three injured firemen overcome 
were on the third floor and fell to lower 
landings. They were Captain J." F. 
CiUen and Lieutenant Michael Teehan 
and Jioseman "Coi nelliue Murpltv They 
were not believed to be seriously hurt, 
"the first floors of the building 
occupied by the offices of various wool 
Trips, among them oeing Elsemauh 
Bros., T. Rcmick and Co., Ciras. A. 
Stevens, Fred F. 'Vote, Joseph H.

HALIFAX, March 6.—Seven steam­
ers, with a edmbined tonnage of close 
on 35,000 tons, entered the port oj 
Halifax between Saturday morning and 
Sunday.

Two special trains left about midnight, 
one with C. P. R. passengers and the 
other with I. C. R. and GÎ T. R. pas- 
rengers. The liner Campania was 
lying at anchor out in the stream with 
1,300 passengers, of whom nearly 500 
were to be landed, and about 1 o’clock 
this afternoon her Immigrants began 
to come ashore and the rush of the 
previous day was on all over again.

It is 
understood, however, that the views 
of the United States Government with 
regard to the various phases of Can­
ada's fiscal policy, especially In refer­
ence to the -Franco-Canadlan Trade 
Treaty, and the favored nation clause 
of the Canadian tariff law, as present­
ed to Hon. Mr. Fielding on Friday were 
talked over at the council, but without 
any definite decision being reached as 
to what action Canada could take to 
meet the American suggestions that 
undue discrimination might be claimed.

While negotiations are being con­
ducted In a most friendly and sym­
pathetic spirit on both sides and while 
both Governments arsJ manifestly 
anxious to avoid any tariff war which 
would result from the automatic ap­
plication of the maximum American 
tariff to Canada.

He often threatened to torture me by 
burning me with nitric acid; 'and one 
day he arranged a aeries of retorts and 
told me that he was going to chloro­
form me, in order that he might do It 
more easily.

“He actually did chloroform me, but 
was afraid, I suppose, to go farther 
than this. It became clear that lie was 
trying to drive me mad. He tried to 
make me believe, frequently, that he 
was about to kill my little daughter.

“Once he placed bandages round her 
head with red paper slipped among 
them, to look like blood-stains, placed 
a large. pair of shears near her,. and 
called me in. He told me that he had, 
murdered "her, and, white I was under 
the Influence of the shock, called upon 
me . to swear that she was really his 
own daughter. Of course I did so, and 
then he told me how he had arranged 
the whole thing. He forced me to 
write letters saying that I was tor­
tured by remorse, and was about to 
commit suicide.”

The husband, on the other hand, in 
a letter to the juge d’instruction de­
manding his release, maintains that 
he has fallen Into "an Infamous trap” 
prepared for him by his wife, on the 
Instigation of “some criminal” whose 
name he does not know. '“She Is an 
unfortunate mad woman,” he declares.

“I may have lost my temper witft 
her, and spoken to her severely and 
even angrily; but I have never treated 
her with any violence. She, on the 
other hand, made an attempt on my 
life only last year."

They found the woman 
"in a darkened room, fastened to her 
bed by two chains and nursing an In­
fant three months old.

The woman, who was clothed In rags, 
blinked at the unaccustomed light of 
the candle, for the outer shutters of 
,the windows had been kePt fast shut. 
Two .children, aged three and two, wel-e 
sitting oh the floor at their mother’s 
feet.

The woman was wearing, under her 
frags, a corset-like garment of fine 
chain mail, and the husband, when 
"taken before the investigating magis­
trate, said he adored his. wife, and 
would have done anything to prevent 
any other man coming near her. She 
had no medical attention when her 
baby was "born.

The husband, Jean Parat, is a well- 
to-do chemist of middle age, whose 
shop is in the Rue de Vaugirard, and 
his wife is aged about thirty-one.,

"I knew Parat,” the wife states, 
"when he was a student of chemistry 
at Neuilly, in 1899. I encouraged him 
in his studies, and gave him all the 
help I could; and when, in 1899, he 
obtained his diploma we were mar­
ried.”

usually airy tread. 'Meanwhile, on the 
principle that success brings success 
he has just landed two more leading 
dramatists who have volunteered to 
write plays specially designed for his 
Repertory Theatre, namely, Henry Ar­
thur Jones and Alfred Sutro.

There remains the ail important ques- 
ticm-ls it going to last? There is, of 
course, always a big following for any­
thing in the shape of a novelty, and 
we have-all been writing up Charles 
Frohman’s enterprise with such un­
broken assiduity that it would ~ be 
strange indeed lft he were not given 
a brilliant send-off. Of the two play 
he has submitted this week, John Gals­
worthy’s “Justice,” and Bernard, 
Shaw’s "Misalliance” there can be lit­
tle doubt neither is for all markets. 
In the real sense of the word Gals­
worthy Is not a dramatist; he has not 
yet mastered, nor. in my opinion is he 
ever likely to master, the arts of con­
struction and of stageeffect. He is on 
the other hand a remarkably clever 

'man whose work is always imbued 
with a profound sense of sincerity and 
of earnestness. In some respects he is 
a head and -shoulders above Somerset 
Maugham who, however, has all the 
craftsmans tricks and devices at his 

^fingers’ ends. Maugham, in short, is 
a born playwright, Galsworthy a liter­
ary expert, whose true medium of ex­
pression lies in the, pages of the novel 
rather than the stage, but a writer of 
lofty aims and exceptional gifts.

As for Bernard Shaw—well, there's 
nothing new to be said abottf. him. He 
goes from bad to worse, or, as I pre­
sume his admirers would say, from 
goed to better.. In his latest play he 
reveals himseiif as more

episodical, less ingenious and: 
more discursive, than ever. Manifest- 

: ly. too, his views regarding women 
tainted with an acuter sense of cyni­
cism even than they were in the days 
when he wrote “Man and Superman.” 
He himself watched the first perform­
ance of his piece “Misalliance" from 
the depths of a box, and I believe 
joyed it as much as the most fervid 
of his partisans. When I Issued from 
the theatre after three hours of the 
most persistent talk that it has- been 
my lot to listen to I ran up against 
him at the corner of St. Martin’s Lane.

“Well,’’ he said, “how did you like 
it?” I could only raply with a scath­
ing look and the words "You villain!" 
There is no man who better likes to 
be vilified than Shaw and he grinned 
all over his face.

“What were they doing when you left 
the theatre?” he asked.

"Calling for the author," I replied.

MAXIM BIPLANE 
ENGLAND’S HOPE

Solution of Problem 
of Human Flight

MACHINE READY

Experiments to- Take Place 
and British Expect Com­

plete Succeee

I/ftflDON, March 8.—Speculation ltaa 
been rife for a long time regarding the 
possibilities of the aeroplane which Sir 
Hiram Maxim has built, and which he 
hopes and believes will really practi­
cally solve the problem of flight. Now 
that interest has been intensified in 
aeronautic circles by Sir Hiram's own 
announcement that the machine la 
ready for testing as soon as weather 
permits.

All the work on the aeroplane, with 
the exception of the engine, which was 
made at Brith, ' has been done at the 
works of Messrs. Vickers, Sons, and 
Maxim, near Dartford, Kent, and the 
machine will remain there till the 
trials to which Sir Hiram Maxim will 
submit it, on an adjoining track which 
he has specially constructed, are com­
pleted. it is safely housed in a spa­
cious shed, a hundred yards long, and 
a challenge awaits any stranger who 
eeeks to set eyes on it by day or night.

We all know that this is pure moon­
shine. It is, then, not unreasonable 
to suppose that the British fear of a 
German invasion is almost as absurd. 
To be sure, there are German officers 
and journalists who, when the fumes 
of Rhine wine and Bavarian beer have 
riven to their brains, talk war, and - 
especially war against England, with 
great gusto. These, however, do not 
represent the level-headed bulk of the 
population, 
nerves just now, however, are in a 
state of “jumpiness" strange to the 
national character of. both peoples.* 
Where there is this mutual suspicion 
there is, of course, danger, but, one to 
blood, one in religion, one hi all sorts 
of mutual interests, there is no one 
but admits that war between England 
and Germany would be a crime, as 
well as an unmixed and immeasurable 
harm to both.

And 
after the investigators have given their 
advice, if it is accepted there is no 
more resentment, malice, spite, no con­
sciousness of humiliating defeat by 
overpowering strength, no desire fir 
vengeance."

Public sentiment, Mr. Luce says, en­
joins resort to the law in Canada. It 
has pleased both capital and labor, and 
Jhe, government has been asked by 
labfet1 organizations to extend its oper­
ations to all industries. The govern­
ment, however, is not disposed to go 
quite so far. The Minister of Labor 
has suggested that by way of experi­
ment the building trades, as they par­
take of the nature of public utilities, 
be included, and there is even a pro­
posal at Ottawa to make the law apply 
to all industrial concerns employing 
fifty or more persons.

Mr. Luce declares that his bill 
“means for industry what the tribunal 
at The Hague means for the nations, 
the blessings of peace.’* To some 
otoero—and this is the view of the 
New York Sun—the proposal seems 
Utopian. rfew could it be made to 
apply to all industries, asks The Sun, 
without causing chaos in the indus­
trial world; without placing a business 
at the mercy of the labor demagogue.

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THE COST OF LIVING

What seems like a very exhaustive' 
inquiry has been planned by toe Sen­
ate committee on the cost of living, of 
which Senator Lodge is chairman, 
says Bradstreets. That body will cover 
in its investigations prices of food 
ducts and of manufactured articles, 
with special reference to prices ef 
wool, hides, leather, lumber, coal, iron, 
steel, oil, brick, cement and farming 
implements. It will alep consider the 
effect of combinations upon the prices 
of commodities, as well as the influ­
ence of cold storage plants upon prices, 
arid their methods of doing business. 
Foreign wholesale and retail prices 
will he examined and a comparison 
will be made between the invoice 
prices and. market prices of all imported 
articles' mentioned in the tariff In 
April, 1909, and corresponding prices at 
the present time. Wages and salaries 
at home and abroad will be compared

CHARLOTTETOWN, March 8. — A 
measure now before the local House, 
which promises to be fruitful of dis­
cussion, is a bill guaranteeing the 
bonds of the Island Cold Stprage Com­
pany, Limited, to the extent of $25,000. 
About seven years ago thé whole prov­
ince was exercised over a somewhat 
similar guarantee proposition. What 
was known as the Dominion Packing 
Company, capitalized at a million dol­
lars, approached the goverenment, then 
led by the late Hon. Arthur Peters, 
with a proposition whereby, on condi­
tion of the government guaranteeing 
the bonds of the company to the ex­
tent of $150,000 that the company would 
conduct an immense pork packing and 
canriing establishment in 
town and establish an extensive sys­
tem of cold storage, open tp the public 
in this city, and at various other cen­
tral paints, in Prince Edward Island, 
other parts of the Maritime Provinces 
and in Newfoundland. Tbe company 
before the bonds were guaranteed pur­
chased the plant previously operated 
by B. and M. Rattenbury and started 
to continue the packing business con­
ducted by the latter firm, 
sentiment w*as opposed to the guaran­
tee proposition owing to opposition of 
local interests, and to a fear that the 
amount involved was too large and 
that the scheme was too heavy for the 
Island to carry. The bonds therefore 
wefe not "guaranteed.

Owing to a number of reasons, the 
principal one being that the manage- 
ment_did not fully understand the tem­
perament and business methods of our 
farmers, the Dominion Packing Com­
pany collapsed and the plant was tak­
en over by the assignees, a well known 
trust company. It lay idle until last 
autumn, when Davis and Frasef, who 
have been conducting a pork packing 
business here and in Halifax, for a 
number of years, bought ' the plant. 
They began at once to refit and restore 
a large section, leaving untouched for 
the present that part which had been 
used in connection with the killing of 
the hogs, for the Dominion. Packing 
Company, their predecessors, received 
the animals on the hoof. Whether the 
present company will take that branch 
up is a jnhtter for future considéra­

The unfortunate failure of the St. 

Stephen Bank lends timely interest to 
tbe controversy regarding the proposed 
establishment of an independent sys­
tem of inspection of Canadian banks.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Mar. 8.— Re­
tail meat dealers today placed upon 
the farmers and packers, responsibil­
ity for the higher price of meat, in 
testimony given before the select sen­
ate committee which began Its inquiry 
Into the Increased cost of living.

Five retail men from New York, 
Philadelphia, Baltimore and Wash­
ington wefe heard, and Walter Brown, 
a Washington dealer, who kills his 
own meat, was the only one who did 
not admit that the price of meat had 
gone up at least ten per cent during 
the past five years. Mr. Brown Instat­
ed the prices were practically thé some 
then as now. AH agreed, however, thft 
competition among the retailers kept 
the price to the consumers as low as 
possible, consistent vtith the price 
ouAfRdd by th© wholeealers.

Each witness vigorously denied the 
charge that the retailers were respon­
sible for prevailing prices and none 
would admit that any agreement ex­
isted among them as to prices. While 
no one charged that the packers were 
all In a combination, all the witnesses 
declared that there seemed to be no 
competition among them for the trade 
retailers and that their prices ranged 
about the same .

The committee will meet again to­
morrow. The wholesalers will next be 
heard and after that the packers.
