The author
is Paul A. Murphy, B.A., A.R.C.
Se. I,, Assistant in charge of the
Plant Pathological Field Stai-
fon for Prince Edward Island
who was also responsible for
the recently published circular
on “Late Blight and Rot of Pot-
atoes.”  “It is,” says the Dir-
ector of Experimental Farms,
“with a view to making known
to Canadian farmers the means
of centrol found to be most ef-
ficacious, that the present cir-
cular has been prepared.” Mr.
Murphy states that the disease
notwithstanding the.diminutien
noted, in 1915 cost the Mari-
time Provinces the large sum of
$695,255.
