SASKATCHEWAN
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BAD FIRE IN
MONTREAL

Seven Killed in Blaze—Big
BuildingContaining Twenty-
Five Business Concerns Easy
Prey to Devouring Flames

Montreal, Oct. 12.—Seven lives are
believed to have been lost in a fire
which destroyed the King's Hall build-
ing on St. Catherine street early to
day. Five bodies have been found
The dead are: F. Whittal, night watch
man, wife an dtwo small children;
Charles Threshi, Boston, Mass., man-
ager of a billiard parlor. Missing:
Harry Richards iand an unknown ne-
gro, employees in the biulding.

After a thrilling rescue of Edgar
Coates and John Jones by the-firemen.
gsoon after the blaze was discovered, it
was supposed that all the oeccupants
had escaped. It was not till this af-
ternoon, when relatives made en
quiries for the victims, that the ruins
were searched and the bodies found.

Watchman Whittal died while try-
ing to save his family. His body was
found with his two children clasped
in his arms, while nearby was the
body of his wife. Financial loss is
$150,000.

Twenty-five business -concerns in-
cluding: banks, dentists, dressmakers.
and others, were burned out.

Search for the Missing.

Till noon today it was supposec.
that the fire had merely meant a loss
of property and that the only persons
whoe were endangered were -FEdgar
Coates and - John Jones, who were
most dramatically rescued from the
roof of the burning building.  But
shortly after noon relatives of the
night watchman, F. Whittal, made in-
quiries, and stated that singe the fife
nothing had been heard of him anc
his family, although -they had their
residence on the fifth floor of the

Inquiries’ proved fruitless. Then i{
was realized that the fire had provad
a real holocaust and. that thé entire

family had perished. Careful search-

. of the smoking ruins wgs made and it
. was not long before the worst fears
were realized when ‘the remains of
Whittal and his family were found. It
was evident that a desperate effort
had beeg made by Whittal to save his
family ‘and nimself.
Finding the -Bodies.

Whittal’s body was dicovered cov:
ered with debris wtih his two childrer
in - his -arms, all three being covered
over the heads with a blanket, which
he had evidently used in an effort tc
burst through the smoke and fames
when he‘was overcome.

A few feet away the bedy of Mrs
Whittal ‘was found. None of the* vxc
tim’s bodies were severely .burned,
being evident that they had been suf
focated by the smoke.

Further search resulted in the dis
covery of the body of Charles :I‘hresnie
in his room on the third floor. He had
come from Boston only a month agc
to take charge of the billiard hall anc
occupied an apartment in the biulding

still “undiscovered. It is, however
practically certain that they perished
Harry Richards and the negro whose¢
name is unknown yet, slept in room:

Money for Centennial.

The proposal
was discussed in Winnipeg. Hon. W.
S. FieMing said the promoters of the
exposition were entitled to much con
sideration and that the matter will be
taken up by the cabinet without delay.
To this Sir Wilfrid agreed.

New Canal.

Ottawa, Oct. 12.—That the appro-
priation for the commencement of
construction work on a new Welland
Canala will be made at the forthcom-
ing session is a statement of W. M.
Gorman, M.P., who is here interview-
ing ministers about it. Mr. Gorman
says he has had assurances to that
effect. The original idea was to en-
large the present canal from Port Col-
borne ten miles, and then construct g
cut-off. Surveys, however, have dis-
closed a dangerous bed of quicksand
on the route of the cut-off, and an en-
tirely new canal is now proposed. It
would start about six miles west of
Port Colborne and have its outlet a‘
the mouth of the Jordon river, a dis-
tance oftwenty-two miles.

INDIANS

Living Much Better '} han For-
merly—A Slight Decrease in
Number But Are in a Much
More Prosperous Condition

e e

Ottawa, Oct. 12.—The report of the
department of Indian affairs for the
fiscal year, ending March 31st. is ouf,
It is the most satisfactory yet issued
by the department, showing that the
mild winter and development of settle-
ment in the west have made thing:
much better for the aborigines. g hc
only province which shows any moral
decline, says the report, is' British Co-
lumbia, but this is due to the fact that
it is the last of the Canadian west t
feel the effects of white “civilization”
in districts in which Indians are chief
ly located.

The entrance of railways, with its
accompanying influx of settlers, intc
what tribes have from time immem:-
orial regarded as their hunting
grounds and fishing stations, has cre-
ated, more especially in the north west
coast and Nass and Scheena river
districts, a feeling of unrest, which
has been fanned into strength actu
ated by motives somewhat difficult to
comprehend.

The Indians. claim that under ths
old proclamation and in other ways
their rights to the country until sur
re{idered by them are recognized anc
assured which renders the issue tc
one between them and the provincial
government. The whole matter is
being gome into by the department of
justice and the department is watch:
ing the interests of the Indians in ex
pectation of an early and peaceful
solution of the difficulty. @

The Indians are commencing to ap
preciate the advantages of attentior
to their modes of living and to agri
culture and the result s shown fn the
increased property :and comfort.. The
earnings of Indians ih the year under
review increased by .over. $83,000.

The report of the departmen& of In-
dian affairs shows that there are now
in the Indian reserves of the country
110 597 Indians, as compared with 111,
943 during the previous years. - A net
decrease of 446.. There:were 2,499 In-
dian births during the year while there
were but 2,102 deaths, leaving ‘a net
decrease of 397. in aboriginal popula-
tion. - While the reports from various
reserves still continues to tell of the
ravages of alcohol among the most of
them it is_evident that evil effects are
less than they weré and the prospects
of‘red men are correspondingly bright-
er. Sl s

' CHEAP POWER.

Will Call on the Government to In
vestigate Power Problem.
Edmonton, Oct. 12—A resolution
calling for immediate action on ‘the
part of the provincial government fo
the investigation of power possibili-
ties of the water courses of Alberta
and the development -of Hydro-Elec-§
tric power by the government for sale
0 municipalities will be introduced to
the city council on Tuesday next. Th¢
resolution calls for the appointment
of a committee of experts to under
take the work and embodies a request
tor the co-operation of all other muni
cipalities of Alberta in bringing thc
resolution into effect. The resolutior

concludes as follows:

“Be it resolved that in the opinior
of the council of Edmonton, the pro
vincial government should acquire al’
necessary water powers and develoj
the same for the benefit of the various
towns and cities tributary thereto
and sell hydro-electric power to such
towns and cities as desire the same a’
the lowest possible cost for distribu.
tion by the said cities and towns tc
the citizens thereof, and the counci!
does hereby strongly urge the pro
vincial government to pass necessary
legislation at the earliest possjble dat:
to create a committee of experts tc
investigate, and where expedient, tc
acquire and develop hydro-electri
power, with all necessary powers tc
carry into effect the intent and mean
ing of this resolution.”

- A Significant Denunciation. .
The local unions spent $50,000. in
attempts to boycott the Times put of
its attitude, and then appealed to the
American Federation of Labor far
more funds to keep up the fight. This
was in 1907, and when the federa-
tion held its annual meeting in Nor-
folk, Va., that year a resolution was
passed strongly condemning the Times
and agreeing to contribute to the
campaign fund for its destruction.
One paragraph is worth quoting:
«Whereas the Los Angeles Times is
concentrating all its energies to dis-
rupt the unions of Los Angeles, and
unless strenuously resisted and check-
ed will destroy not only the organiza-
tion of labor, but also crush the
spirit of. the workers for justice and
right, and would befoul the good name
and honor of Los Angeles,” ete. Funds
were voted and the fight renewed
wH’;h vigor by the union men of Los
Angeles. £
A Notable Agreement.

About this time a new element came
into the struggle. In San Francisco
where the unions havé always been
strong, they called for an eight-hou:

The fight went on
morefiercely than éver, but Los An-
geles remained staunchly non-union.
Strikes took place, but were beaten.
The Los Angeles City Council made
a bylaw which is the most drastic
local ordinance ever aimed at strikers.
It makes the picketing of premises a
penal offence, and a group of strikers
loitering in the street liable to arrest.
Following its example, the City of
Portland, Oregon, passed a similar
regulation. Thus there were two cita-
dels of the free shop where one had
been before. Aug. 1 came round ané
there was little prospect of the unions
being able to carry out their contract
with the manufacturers of San Fran
cisco. The latter called attention to
the fact and announced that they
were about to go back to the nine-hour
day. The unions asked for a sixty
days’ extension of the three-year
period. The manufacturers agreed.
The sixty days expired on Oect. 1st.
On Oct. 1st the Los Angeles Times
puilding was dynamited. The case
looks black for the unions; but the
unions declare it looks black because
it have been made black by those who
have as strong a motive for destroy-
ing unionism ag the unions have for
closing the open shop.

HOMESTEAD -
'STATISTICS

Annual Report of Department
of Interior Showsan Increase
of Homestead Entries for
Current Year

Ottawa, Oet. 17.—The annual report
of the interior department, covering
the last fiscal year, gives some illum
inative statistics of western develop-
ment. During the twelve months 41,
568 settlers, representing 102,286 souls,
took up free homesteads in the prairie
provinces, as compared with a tota
of 39,081 homestead entri€s, represent
ing 93,852 souls, in 1908-09.

Of the new settiers, who tookkur
homesteads last year 3,953 came from
Ontario, 964 from. Quebec, 188 from-
Nova Scotia, 130 from New Bruns
wick, 94 from Prince Edward Island
and’ 182 from British Columbia.

Canadians who returned from the
United States numbered 753, Ameri
cans, 12,813, English; 5,458, Scotch, 1,
326, Irish 546, Germans, 688, Austria-
Hungarians, 2,361, Swedes, 818, Nor
wegians, 484, and Russians 1,061. In
the list of American setflers every
state and territory in the Union i:
represented.

Since September 1, 1308, when pro
vision was made for the granting of
pre-emption and purchased homestead
entries, and July 81 last, 40,844 prc
emptions and 2,926 purchased liome
steads were recorded, which repre:
sents a prospective revenue of $21,
009,600 exclusive of interest which will
be accruing to the government duving
the time that the entrants are earn-
ing titles to their holdings. The gross
cash revenues of the departmert dur-
ing the year was $4,709,014.42, which is
an increase of $1,480,109.46, as com:
pared with the previous year.

The growing magnitude of the de-
partment’s work is evidenced by- the
fact that the correspondence handled
during the year totalled 2,109,763 let-
ters,

The steady rise in western land
values is shown by the fact that the
average per acre realized on sales of
railways and Hudson’s Bay lands wus
$13.36, as compared with $11.08 in
1908-09, and $8.78 in 1907-08.

Of the 45,206 immigrants last year
from Europen countries, exclusive of
Great. Britain, 38 per cent. made en-
tries for homesteads in Western Can-
ada and a large proportion of the res’
engaged with farmers or in domestic
service. :

Insane After Wedding.

For the -first two or three days he
was violent, now his insanity takes 2
different form. At present his de
lusion is that he is dead. He thinks
he is in hell suffering for some crime.
He has developed a sort of catélepsy.
For instance, he was brought down
to the court in a buggy stretched
stiff across the seat and dashboard
He was-leaned up against the wall
and promptly fell flat upon the floo
of the court. It appears he has suf
fered from insomnia and is reportec
to have had only eight hours sleep ir
a week.

Hart was remanded to jail and
will probably be taken to Brandon.

Nova Scotia’s Governor.

Ottawa, Oct. 18.—An order in coun-
cil was passed today appointing Hon.
James Drummond McGregor, of New
Glasgow, to be lieutenant-governor of
Nova Scotia in succession to the late
Lieut.-Governor Fraser. The new
governor will be sworn in before the
chief justice of the province on Thurs
day or Friday next by Asgsistant Cler¥
Bennetts of the Privy couneil, who
will leave for Halifax tomorrow.

The first duty devolving on the Te-
presentative of the crown in Nova
Scotia will be to assist at the eelebra-
tion in honor of the arrival of thc
Niobe, due in Halifax on Friday next

Hon. Mr. MecGregor has been 2
member of the Dominion Senate since
1903. He is a native of New Glasgow
where he was born in 1838, and
where he has carried on for many
years an extensive business as mer-
chant and ship-owner. He was elect:
ed to the Nova Scotia legislature and
has been twice mayor of New Glas
gow. He is a director of the Nov:
Scotia Steel and Coal Company. It
is understood there will be no ap
pointment to the gsenate in his place
until after the next session of parlia:
ment.

Strike Averted.

Winnipeg, Oct. 18.—Danger of @
strike on the street railway has been
averted for the time being at least.
The trouble grew more tense as the
day wore on, and. it looked as if the
threat of the men to cease work at 4
o’clock would be carried out. A few
minutes before the time given the
ultimatum of the men to expire, 2
telegram was 1eceived from R. L.

Reeves, secretary of the internationa’
union at Detroit, advising the mer
now to proceed under the Dominior
Industrial Disputes Act, commonly
known as the Lemieux Act. :

The committee posted this for th«
benefit of the men and recommended
that the .advice be adopted and tha’
the men stay on the ears. The men
did so partly because they were bouns
to accept the advice of their own
leaders. It is expected that the men
will now apply for a board of concil-
iation under the -terms of Dominion
legislation.

The question hinges on the dismis
sal of four men prominent in the af
fairs of the wunion and consequent
charges of discrimination.

MAYOR NATHAN DENOUNCED.

Archbishop Bruchesi Protests Against
Insult to Pope.

Montreal, Oct. 15.—It had been plau-
ned to hold the demonstration at the
Monument National but the street was
so crowded that speakers could not get
in, so the open air meeting was held.
Archbishop -~ Bruchesi: presided and
speeches were made Dby Hig Grace,
Mayor Guerin, Henry Bourassa, Hon:
J. A, Decaire, provincial sécretary, and
many others, while letfers were read
from other bishops of the province
representing a million and & half
French-Canadian Catholics.
Archbishop Bruchesi said they had
an undoubted right to protest against
Mayor - Nathan’s insult to the Pope;
who was both their king and spirit-
ual father, just as it'was the duty of
every subject to protest against an
insult to their king. His Grace read
parts of Mayor Nathan’s speech which
was greeted with cries of “a bas I
deuif” (“down with the Jew”) from all
sides of the great crowd. His Grace
said the meeting represented the ad-
hesion of a million and a half of Cath:
olics to the vicar of Christ and the
Vatican. -

Resolution Passed.

The. following resolution was then
adopted amidst loud cheering and
cries against the-Jews:

«To his Eminence Cardinal Merry
Del Val, Rome: The Catholic popula-
tion of Montreal at an immense public
meeting comprising all classes of 80:
ciety, vigorously protest against the
brutal speech of the Mayor of Rome,
his odious blasphems against Christ,
his gospel and his church. His coarse
outrage upon his infallible vicar
arouse deep lnaignation of sentiments
and unlimited devotion and ever-in
crease gratitude to Papacy, bumanity’s
benefactor, long and loudly acclaimed.”
This was - immediately cabled to
Rome. Strong feeling against the
Jews was manifested at the meeting
and it is feared that it will have the
result of intensifying the race pre
judice against these people already
rupping high in many parts of the
city.

Wellman Is Attempting to
Cross the Atlantic in Dirigi-
ble Airship—All Was Going
Well When Lust Heard From

Atlantie City, N. J,, Oct. 15.—Thé
airghip- America, which has been pre-
paring for a flight across the Atlantic
Ocean under the supervision of Wal
ter Wellman, was this morning taken
out of the huge hangex: in which it has |
been housed for months. The delicate
operation of removing the 228 foot
long gas bag was pertormed without

mishap. At 8.01 am. the great cigar
ghaped balloon went up in the air.
and started seaward. In two minutes
it had disappeared in the dense fog
which prevaliled.

' ‘Siasconsett, Mass., Oct. 16.—Somc
where east of Nantiucket Island, off
the coast of Massachusetts, and ap
proximately 300 miles from Atlantic
City, the starting point, Walter Well~
man’s airship signalled a wireless
«“All’s well” and a good-bye at 12.45
this afternoon and swung on up the
coast through the fog. .

This message, the last of the day’s
wireless conversation, was received
here by A. H. Ginman, the Marconi
operator, who had been on the aler!
gince dawn. But the fog, which had
enghrouded the America sinee hei
departure, still hung over the ocean.
shutting off the view. The Marconi
station, however, began a rapid fire
of interrogations and learned from
Irwin, the America’s operator, that
the ship’s motor -had been stopped
and that the dirigible was heading
east-northeast and making 25 miles
an hour. with the wind. With motors
idle, the airship gailed along silently.

New York, Oct. 16.—The dirigible
America is 228 feet long, 52 feet beam
and its passenger car is 156 feet long.
The floor of the car is a huge flat gaso-
line tank which carries 9,000 pounds o’
gasoline. An "equilabrntor,” a series
of steel tanks, jointed, is depending
fro mthe car. The engines are two
big motors on the propeller shaft, g’nd
one smail “donkey” engine.

United States House of Repre-
sentatives Willbe Controlled
by Democrats—They May
Also Contro] the Senate

Election forecasts are even more
unworthy of serious - consideration
than the meteorological prognostica-
tion of the patent medicine almanacs
as a rule; but they are much more in-
teresting, and probably have a muck
greater effect on the subsequent elec
tion than the probabilities have on th

weather.  The New York Herald ha:
the reputation in the United States
for being about as good a guesser as
another, and its regular surveys of the
political situation are usually widel)
quoted. The Herald has issued thc
first of its calculations as to the fate
of the two great political parties ir
the United States in the approaching
battle for control of the House oct Rep
resentatives; and the figures it com
piles and the arguments used can give
little gomfort to the Republican party.
The signs point to a Democratic vic
tory. As far as the Herald is concern:
ed the chief blame for the approaching
defeat of his party will rest upon Mr.
Roosevelt.
On the Defensive.

There are 391 Congressional dis:
tricts in the TUnited tSates, 217 of
them being now held by )Republicans
and 174 by Democrats.” It is clear
therefore, that the Democrats will no’
have to make very sensational gains
to secure control of the House. I
they win 25 seats ‘they will have
turned the Republicans out. The
Herald’s information is that 141 seat:
are securely Democratic for the nex
election, and 132 safely Republican
leaving 118 seats in doubt. The doubt:
ful seats are those in which the nor
mal majorities for either gide are nv’
more than 5,000. That even this i
not a safe figure is indicated by a re
cent election. In the 32nd New York
district, James E. Havens, Democrat
succeeded the late James B. Perkins
a Republican, who ordinarily won b}
10,000. A noteworthy fact is that of
the 118 ‘doubtful constituencies 82 are
held by Republicans and only 36 by
the Democrats. This means that the
Republicans will be put upon the de
fensive. Even if they win “every
doubtful seat now held by one of thei
own party they will only be where
they are at present. That there is any
prospect of their making gains in
Democratic territory is not seriously
considered.

Where Danger Threatens.

In New York State, where there aer

37 Congressional districts, the Re-

publicans\ now hold 25. Thirteen of
these seats are in dangér, while the
Democrats are said to be sure in the

12 geats they hold. Even in hide
bound Pennsylvania, where the Re:
pliblicans hold 27 out of, 32 seats,”only
11 -of these are said to be safe. In
Indiana the boot appears to be-on the
other foot, for nine of the Democrats’
eleven seats are said to be within the
danger zone. Nine of the 19 Republi-
can seats in Illinois-are doubtful, and
Illinois is expected to be ome of thc
great battlegrounds of the campaign’
Five out of 13 Republican geats i
Ohio are threatened, and two of eigh'.
in Kansas. It is important to remem
ber that these calculations . make -nc
distinctions between Republican regu-
lars and insurgents, although for most
political purposes it would be as rea
sonable to classify -a man like Mur
dock, of Kansas, with the Democrats
as with his own party. We may Dbe
gure that Democratic leaders think
much more kindly of him than Re
publican chieftains.

Republicans Rally. :

The Herald thinks that the plair
inference from its figures is that the
Republican party is about to unde
go one of the worst defeats in its his
tory. It is of opinion, however, thai
it is recovering from the state of
panic and demoralization that it has
been in for the past few months. 1
has got over the ghock it receivec
when Roosevelt made his sally fron
Oyster Bay, and toured the country
striking terror to the heart of th:

to the Herald, most other supposedl;
disinterested observers believing tha
Roosevelt is Republicanism’s onl
hope.

divert a large part of the trade of the
West from Canadian to British mann
facturers. These fears are ill-ground
ed and short-sighted. The greater
part of the trade of Western Canads
will always remain with Eastern Can-
ada. If the Hudson Bay route gives
substantial help to the development

of the West, the Eastern manufactur-
ers, railways, and shipping companies
will all gain far more in the end by
the increase in the general volume of
trade with the West than they may
sacrifice at the moment, in order to
ensure that development. Moreover.
the Hudson Bay route is as available
for Canadian manufacturers as for
British.

It may not, of course, be of any use
to the manufacturers of Ontario. But
it may make just all the difference to
the Maritime Provinces, which at pres:
ent have to face the handicap of the
long railway haul to the West, and for
which the Hudson' Bay route might
furnish just that stimulus to develop
their industries and their shipping
which they have lacked ever since the
New England market was closed to
them by the American tariff. That the
