Dear Smr.—I was muoh interested
‘n tho report of the progress of Athens
yigh school in your 1ssue of the  10th
nst. . The showing reflects much
edit on the management and staff.
Siill when you analyze the figures,
the average number furnished by each
of the common schools represented, is
very small.  The fact is the expense
of sending a pupil over” to Athens
where the charges for board ete., are
low is more than any but a few can
afford, it will amount to about $100
per annum. At that rate it costs
Elzabethtown $2200 for the twenty
two pupils sent to the Athens school,
money enough to augment the salary
of every teacher in the -townshi
sufficient to advance the grade to Bag
form at least, which would be a great
boon to ‘many who have no hope of
taking a high sehool course. The fact
is our common sehools"do not afford
to-day as advanced education as they
did thirty years ago and the conse-
quences will be seen later on when
the many who have not been able to
take a high echool . course come on
to the stage as the business men of
our country.  The aim of our legisla-
ture should be to provide the bost
possible education for the masses at
the least possible cost.  Our high
schools are a graud thing for the few
who can afford to take advantage of
them, but thev commence too low,
let our common schools be advanced,
raise the grade of the entrance ex-
amination, and the result would be a
general advance all round. Much
better than by increasing the number
of high schools” in the county which
are reaily of little benefit except to
those i _that immediate vicinity.
