“Our losses in the fight for Hus-
sar Hill were about fifty. All the
fighting was conducted at long ri-
fle range. At last, for the first
time during these operations, we had
found the Boer flank and had plac-
ed a strong force at right angles
to his main position. The fruits of
this were plucked on the 18th, Sun-
day, when .Gen. Hildyard began &
vigorous attack .across the Nek on
Monte Cristo. The guns and the
other brigades assisted. The Boers
now commenced

A REAR GUARD ACTION,
which degenerated rapidly into
flight. The whole line of abandon-
ed trenches, two miles long, were
captured, with a loss to the as-
saulting brigade of three men. The
Boers then fled across the Tugela
River at great speed, with disorder
but bravely covered by their artil-
lery. They left in their camp some
prisoners afd much material. The
British loss was comparatively
small, chiefly in Gen. Hildyard's bri-
gade, which gallantly stormed the
key of the position.

‘“The Boer flank has been com-
pletely turned; strong positions
have been secured. The Boers have
been put to flight for the first
time in Natal since Elands Laagte.
British soldiers slept last night in
Boer tents on top of captur hills,
from which they can see right into
Ladysmith. All ranks are encourag-
ed, and now, perhaps, with God's
help, we shall all succeed.”

New York cable says: London isstir-
red to the depths by war rumors, ac-
cording to cables to thé®moruing pa-
pers, and is anxiously awaiting de-
tails from South Africa of the battles
which it~i&#known Lord Roberts has
been engaged in. That the fighting
has been eerious all know from the
names of officers sent in who have
been killed or wounded. Of the severe
wounding of General Macdonald, the
Herald correspondent says that this
news had an effect which few people
outside of England can fully gauge.

Gen. Macdoncld’s wound is severe
but not dangerous.

THE CANADLIANS CHARGE.

Gallantly ‘T'ried to Take the Boer
Laager by Storm.

Paardeberg Drif:, Orange Free
State, Tuesday, cabie says: General
Cronje’s ; magnificeni night march
Iro ersfoniein now appears
iikely to d in disaster. The main
body of the Boers s enclosed ix a
terrible death-trap. The enemy are
biding in the bed of the Modder, com-
manded by the Britfish arti.lery and
enciosed on the east amd west by the
Briiish infantry.

Sunday wi%nessed a ga:lant stand on
the part of the retreating foe. Tired
and harrassed, they still maintained a
bo:d front.

It s somewhat difficult to explain
tht; Sunday actfon, in which ail the
i British force was engaged, aud in
i which General Cronje, under difficult
conditions, managed to hold his own.

On. Saturday mnight the British
mounted infaniry came into touch
with Cronje’s rear guard, driving
them batk upon the maim body.

On Sunday morning the action was
renewed, but the Boers, who had en-
trenched the river-bed during the
night, prevented a flurther advance of
the mounted infhntry in this direc-
tion.

Meanwhile, the Highland Brigade,
consisting of the Seaforths, the Black
Watch, and the Argylls, advanced
from the routh bank, and the Essex,
Welsh, and Yorkshires formed a long
line on the left, which rested on the

Welsh.

The whole line was ordered to en-
velop the Boers, who lined both banks
of the river.

The firing soon became heavy. The
Boers, holding a splendid position, cov-
ered the left of the Highland Brigade,
‘which advanced partly up the river-
bed and partly in the open, while the
rest of the brigade, with the other re-
giments, swung around the front of
the Highland Brigade on the level,
coverless ground, exposed to a terribje
fire, which obliged the men to lie upon
the ground, as they did for the re-
mainder of the day.

This began at half-past seven in the
morning. Through the dreadful heat
and terrible thunderstorm our men
hung to the position, answering the
Boer fire and shooting steadily.

In the meantime, the rest of the in.
fantry completed the enveloping
movement. the Welsh Regiment hav-
ing suooeeded in wseizing the drift.
thus closing in the Boers, who fonght
throughout with splendid eourage.

General Cronje’s laager, full of
carts, ammunition and wstores, counld

be plainly seen near the north bank.

General Smith-Dorien collected a
large body of men, including the Can-
adians, and crcssed the river by
Paardeberg drift, advancing toward
the laager, which was being vigor-
ously shelied.

This force made a gallant attempy
to charge into the laager, but failed.

Before scizing the western drifts
the Boers occupied a kopje on the
south bank, running down the ‘river.
Therefore their force is cut in two.
The Boers hold the kopje, and have
one Vickers-Maxim and probably one
or two other guns.

Towards evening tha battery on the
south side opened, co-operating with
the battery on the north side. A won-
derful sight followed. The shells fell
with amazing precision = along the
rivér-bed, oppusite the laager, which
was shelled thoroughly, damaging ev-
erything it contained.

One shell set on fire a small ammu-
nition wagon, which burned nearly all
day, Many other wagons were set on
fire, and the glare was visible at a
considerable distance far into the
night.

The infantry also maintained a ter.
rible fire, which was answered vigor-
ously. The scene towayd nightfall was
terribly picturesque, 'xlth the blazing
wagons, the roaring artillery, and
the crackling rifle fire.

Correspondents’ Storles.

(Correspondence of the Associated
Press). London cable says: The lasi
mails from South Africa brought a
bountiful supply of dramatic ac-
counts of the war. From Ladysmith,
the Tugela, Modder River, Rensburg
and Mafeking came thrilling epi-
sodes and deeds of daring that make
the English justly proud of the men
who are fighting their battles on
the veldt.

Moreover, in the many published
columns there are minute explana-
tions by experienced war corres.
pondents that help to take away
the sting of recent reverses. though
these writers do not hesitate to
criticize bluntly when the occasion
demands. For instance, the Cape
Town correspondent of the Times
scathingly rebukes the insular preju-
dices of many British officers. *“The
news of Lord Roberts’' decision to
oreate an
INDEPENDENT COLONIAL DIVISION
uuder the command of General Bra-
bant,” he writes, *'an experienced col-
onial soldier, and officered in the main
by colonial officers, has caused the
greatest satisfaction everywhere in
Cape Colony. From the very first there
had been frequent complaints from
the English population in the colony
that they had been et back, and that
noi mflicient use had been made of
their readiness to serve in the defence
of their country. Colonial advice was
48 a rule contemptuously neglected,
and the offers made by prominent col-
onials to raise local forces met at
first with the greatest indifference,
almost with hostility. Trained by ex-
perience of many Kaffir wars, the
English borderer is in every way®he
equal of the Boer at his own game,
and adds to the Boer’s skill and
watchfulness a dash and gallantry
which the latter rarely possesses.”

The Silege of Kimberley.

London cable says: Accounts of the
privations of those who were besieged
in Kimberley are beginning to ar-
rive. Numbers of people from Kimber-
ley are now flocking to the Modder
River camp. The women and children
are weak from their sufferings dur-
ing the siege, which, according to the
Daily Chronicle’s correzpondent, riv-
alled that of Paris. For sixty days
horseflesh was the daily diet of the
inhabitants of the town. All meat
had been consumed, and the horses
werc starving. Those which died from
starvat'on were ceized and devoured
by the Kaffirs.

It was after the Boers brought up
their 100-pounder that the siege De-
came wors:. This gun had a range of
eight miles, and it was placed at\Kam-
fersdam, four miles distant. It ded
with segment and shrapnel shell daily.
Women and children were killed in
this ugly bombardment. even those
living in excavations. These burrows
afforded security against ordinary
artillery, but not against the 100-
pounder. i

Consequently most of the women
and children by Cecil Rhodes’ crder,
were sent down intp the mines and
distributed along the various levels.
Many saw the sun Friday for the first
time in weeks. They came to the sur-
face pale and weird, looking like in-
habitants of another world.

Nevertheless it was this residence in
the mine workings that prevented a
heavy loss of life. The De Beers Com-
pany did everything in its power for
the non~combatants. Mr. Rhodes per-
sonaily rendered invaluable help. In-
deed, but for his encouragement and
infectious good spirits it is doubtfu)
whether the town would have held out
50 Jong.

A truly remarkable achlevement was
the manufacture of the 28-pounder
gun known as “Long Cecil.” Iis mak-
er was an American named George
Labram. He was recently killed by a
shell from the Boers’ big gun, which
burs: in his room in the Grand hotel.
“Long Cecil” was rifled, and it fired
either shrapne: or common shells. It
simply invaluable in helping to keep
the Boers at a distance. \

It is easy to realize that the cor-
respondents do not exaggerate when
they say that Gen. French's arrival
drew forth wild demonstrations and
rejoicing from the inhabitants, and
that they sang and danced in a de-
lirlnm of joy for half an hour hefore
Gen. French entered the town near
the Premier mine. The succor was
not expected, the people not having
even heard of the British advance.

A signaller saw the column on the
move, and recognized it as being
British. = The énemy’s forces wero
melting away, and Gen. French’s
cavalry were coming up extended
along a front of ten miles. Mr.
Rhodes rode out of the town, but
went to the wrong flank, thus miss-
ing Gen. French as he entered.

On Friday the British horses were
nearly dead from the effects of their
terrible march, but notwithstanding
this, Gen. French marched north in
the  direction of Dronfield, hoping to
capture the big Boer gun tiat had
8o harassed Kimberley, but he did not
succead in getting it.

The enginecr repaired the railway,
and the first train from the south
entered the town Monday evening.

Children’s Teeth.

A petition is being circulated
throughout the province asking the
Ontario Legislature at its coming ses-
sion to consider the question, of the
inapection of the teeth of children
attending the puhlic schools. The
question, if the first clause in the
petition is true, is an important one.
Tho petition is as follows :

1. That decay of the teeth of the ris-
ing generation is alarmingly on the
increuse.  Out of several thousand
children examined in the public schools
in several Capadian cities and towns
only 5 per cent had sound teeth, the
average number of decayed permanent
teeth per child being 6, while nearly
20 per cent of these decayed teeth
were past saving.

2. That such terrible destruction of
teeth must result in serions injury to
health of the children.

3. That owing to lack of knowledge
among parents as to which teeth are
permanent, etc., vary few children,
even of the well-to-do class, have their
tecth attended to, while-the/ teeth of
the poor are entirely neglect=d.

4. That in the opinion of your peti-
tioners there is but one remedy for such
a serious menace to the physical well-
being of future generations, namely, a
systemutic compulsory inspection of the
mouths of the children attendiug our |
public schools by an inspector, who
shall yreport’ on the condition of th
teeth of all children not having a
certificate from their family dentist,
such report to be forwarded to the
parents of the child with instractions

FORMIDABLE DEATH-DEALERS.

The great siege train now in South
Africa, says the Natal News, con-
sists of two companwes of garrison
artillery, 15 Southern and 15 West-
ern. It iIs commanded by Lieut.-
Colonel Perrott, whose Adjutant is
Captain Currie, of the School of
Gunnery, Shoeburyness. = The South-
erns, being a double compapy, num-
ber 300 of all ranks, and the West-
ern 160. The former are armed with
eight 6-inch Howitzers, mounted on
field carriages, and firing 118 1Ib.
lyddite shells. These weapons have
an enormous ra . They are sight-
ed up to 8,500 yards, but if neces-
€ary, with a special charge, they
can be used with effect at a dis-
tance of seven miles. The westerns
are equipped with a 4.7 inch quick-
firers, carrying a 45-1b. lyddite shell,
and having & range greater than
that of the howlitzers. These 4.7
weapons are naval guns, but have
been fitted to a special carriage,
which will enable them to be used
either for slege work or as field guns.
Either is capable of discharging ten
rounds per minute, and can be han-
dled by a detachment of seven men,
or, in the event of casualties, by
four. With all the guns of the
slege train g cordite is used. AS 1O
the personnel of the two companies,
every gunner is a highly train-
ed and expert artillerist, and
in point of physique, it would
be difficult, if not actually
impossible, to find a finer
body of men in the British army.
There are no recruits. The majority
are old and tried soldiers, who have
seen eervice in India, and a large
number are reservists, who have re-
turned to the colors. The siege-train
gunner forms a base of operatious,
well out® of sight and range of the
enemy, and proceeds deliberately to
make his preparations. He digs a
huge pit, and once he has got his gun
in it, and ia position, it:is a matter
of indifference to him whether he can
see his target or not. By means of
instrument; of marvellous delicacy and
accuracy he can lay his gun to an inch
on a perfectly invisible object rix or
seven miles away. He can tell ex-
actly the effect of each shell, and
being himsell invisible, and using
smokeless powder, he can rain death
and destruct'on upon the enemy. It
is almost impossible for the foe ta
Jocate him, and, even if they succeeded
in doing so, it would not trouble the
slege train gunner. Protected by the
pit, out of which he fires into the air
at an enormously high angle, he is
quite safe from any elfforts the enemy
may make tc dislodge him. Th2 de-
structive power of lyddite, despite the
grand work done by the Naval Bri-
gade, is practically unknown to the
Boers. The how'tzers, with their 118-
1b. shell, will prove an unpleasant
revelat’on. Entrenchments will prove
no protection, and their fortified posi-
tions will be only death traps.

THE INSANE AND IDIOTIC.

Report for 1899 Shows a Decrease in
Applications.

The annual report upon the asylums
for insane and idiotic persons will be
laid before the House this week. The
report points out that during 18Y9
there were 711 applicants for admis-
sion to the asylums, as compared with

50 the previous year, a decrease of
48. The reduced number of admissions
can be, in a measure, accounted for by
the larger number remaining in charge
elsewhere than in the Provincial asy-
lums. Kor example, there were last
year in Homewood Retreat 13, in the
Kingston Penitentiary 36, in the com-
mon jails 77, and the applications for
admission to the asylums direct 92.
Taking the average for the last ten
years, this is an increase of 64 pro-
vided for temporarily otherwise than
in the asylums. During 1898 there
were in daily residence 4,369 patients,
and during last year 4,441, or an in-
crease of 73. This number, added to
the 64 provided for elsewhere than
in the Provincial asylums, makes a
total of 137, and these figures fairly
represent the increased cases for the
past year regarding asylum accom-
modatipn.

There are 77 criminal lunatics in
charge in the six Provincial asylums,
guilty of offences, but acquitted by
the courts on the ground of insanity.
There are over 400 patients now in
charge in the asylums who have
homicidal tendencies of pronounced
character, and, although not commit-
ted by the courts as criminals, are in
many cases equally dangerous asthe
others, and are a menace to the
safety of the pat’ents generally. There
aroc more than 300 cpileptics al<o in
the several inctitutions, many of whom
could ho much - mote satisfactorily
carved for if domiciled in a separate
asylum. The per cadta rate of main-
tepance has been kept at the low rate
of $124:05 per annum. And in view
of the fact that all the maintenance
expenditure, together with the cloth-
ing for the indizent patients, is in-
clluded in the outlay, it must be taken
as evidence of the uniform system of
economy in practice in the institu-
tions. The revenue from the institu-
tlons shows a favorable result for the

year. During the year ending
Boapt. 30th, 1898, the sum of $72,-
04244 wns received from 770 pa-
tlents, while during the past yenr
$74,365.54 was received from 778
patients.

Advance in Higher Education.

The advanced stages of education
are becoming more thickly crowded.
Twenty-five years ago only .05 per
cent. of the population was enrolled
in the public high schools; now the
percentage is 0.61—the number of
such pupils having increased from 22+
900 in 1876 to 449,600 in 1898. The
number in private high schools has in-
creased in the same time from 73,740
to 105,225—there having been a de-
crease relative in the population. This
indicates a large measure of advance
in the public high schools as prepara-
tory schools for colleges over what
was the case years ago.—Chicago
Chronicle.

For the first time on record a
Viceroy of India (Lord Curzon) is
about to visit Assam, India’'s great
tea garden. Lady Curzon will ac-
company him. It is understood that
‘his object is to examine into the
meeds of the province regarding the
Sea industry.

RIFLE SHATTERED IN HIS HANDS.

Lance-Corporal A. G. Clifford, of the
5th Company, Grenadier Guards,
writes to his parents, who live at
Marsh Terrace, Cheltenham, as fol-
lows: When we had the first battle
at Belmont, I had my rifle blown to
pieces in my hands where their bullets
struck it. I had some of the splinters
go in one arm and leg and my face,
but I got it all out. I have pulled out
nine splinters and am alil right again.
I kept on the same as if nothing had
happened, only covered with blood on
my face, and, I picked up a dead man’s
rifle, for mine was no good, of course.

ANOTHER HEROIC PIPER.

A despatch from Ladysmith dated
January 21st, in the course of some
interesting details of life in the be-
leaguered town, tells of the discovery
of a second I'iper Findlater in the per+
son of Sergeant Kenneth McLeod,
wlo, during the charge of the Gorden
Highlanders at Elands Laagte, was
struck by bullets in the arm and side,
but continued to play and advance
with the Gordons, nor did he desist
from playing until his drones, chanter
and windbag were smashed by bullets.
McLeod comes from Lewis, and was
formerly in the Seaforth Highlanders.

IN JOHANNESBURG.

A letter has been received rroml

Johannesburg Tregarding the situa-
tion there. “I wish,” says our corres-
pondent, “you could see this place
as it is now, and compare it with
when you saw it last. What a change.
There are scarcely 2,000 people all
todd. Robbery is the order of the day.
You can sce ol Beers with their
wives with gangs of Kaffirs taking
handsome suites of furniture, pier-
giasses, brass badsieads, etc., away.
It is a dastardiy shame how bare
faced robbery takes place in broad
day-light, with not the slightest ef-
fort made to stop it. The police say
it is no good running peopie in as the
Landrosts will not convict, saying the
owners should be in town looking af-
ter their goods and chattels. In the
stores the same feeling prevails; if
you want anything they (storekeep-
ers) teil you to take it, for il you pay
them the officiails commandeer the
money. One firm had £1,000 command-
eered ; it was not good kicking, as we
shoukd. have been arrested on a
charge 'of high treason. The hospital,
exchange and churches are fuil of
wounded and dying men, as are also
all the large buildings in Pretoria.”
This is very unpleasant reading for
those who have lelc their belongings
behind in Johannesburg, and natur-
ally ‘as time goes on_their anxiety
is growing deeper. “Nearly three
months have now elapsed since the
war started. When the refugees left
the Transvaal not one of them &ut
thought he would be back by this
time. I have met many miners in
Cape Town who put their valuables
down the mimes in the hope that they
would be safe from the Boers there.
But by this time another ememy will
have demonished them—that is the
water, which is bound to have risen
and destroyed these valuables.
AT THE FRONT.

The following is an extract from a
letter dated 28th December from a
Govanhill lad in the 1st Royal Scots,
under General Gatacre at Sterk
stroom :

We were aroused at daybreak on
Sunday morning by the boom of artil-
lery, which proved to be the Boers
opening fire. The fight )asted five
and a half hours, and our brave fel-
lows had to retire, repulsed but not
disgraced. Such a sight I’can never
forget. To sce poor fellows being
brought in wounded in arms and legs,
while one chap had a bullet pierce
his shoulder and wrist as he was car-
rying his rifle at the slope. I came
across a young officer who had been
shot through the lung and was bleed-
ing to death. As I ralsed his beau-
tiful curly head he opened his eyes,
and smiled wanly, saying: * Never
mind me, dear boy, it’s all over with
me.” I bathed his forehead with
water, and as I was doing so he died.
I never felt so terrible in all my life.
With a big lump in my throat and a
feeling of hatred against the Boers in
my heart I felt as if all the fiends
of hell had got hold of me. To make
matters worse a terrific thunder-
storm broke over us, and with only
our thin-khaki uniform on we were
drenched to the skin. However, 1 did
not mind a bit, I could only think
of those dear boys lying in the
trenches dead and dying. = I . cannot
express my feelings on paper. but
someone had blundered. =ince then
we have all come back to Sterkstroom,
where we do nothing but dig trenches
all day. At night to our tents or
outpost duty. A very touching scene
took place one night as we were go-
ing up country. A missionary and a
lot of niggers turned out as we passed
through the village, and sang in Eng-
11 ih tirat beautiful hymn “God Be With
You Till We Meet Again.” The heat,
sand, and insects are terribly trying
at times. I was brown on my return
from Barry last summeg, but I am
black now. How it will®all end God
only knows, but it is evident that
a lot of hard fought battles are be-
fore us; but, cheer up,.there's a good
time coming, when we all come doub-
ling home after knocking spots off
the Boers.”

THE REAL BEEF TEA.

If Properly Made It Will Not ¢ Jelly®
When Cold.

“That’s what you call good beef
tea ; just see how it has ‘jelled’ now
it’s cold,” said an old lady recently, as
she contemplated her manufacture
with great satisfaction. But this is
an old-time idea, and an error. No
good beef tea can possibly “jeliy” for
this reasom : “it.must not, or, rather,
should not, be from the gela-
tinous parte of the beef. Shin of beef
is suitable for stock for clear
soup, but that is another matter. If
shin is used at all it ought to be the
top, where a thick piece of beef can
be cut, but other parts are better—
the round, or the roll of the blade-
bone. Better still, ask the butcher
for a lean, tender steak; buy it as
though it were to be cooked assteak,
and exercise the same care in the se-
lection, and the patient will reap the
benefit.

Now, as to the mode of making the
tea. It is a mistake to cut the beefl
in large pieces, or to let it boll for
a single minute. Scrape the meat
fine and put it in a jar of cold water
with a pinch of salt, to soak for an
hour or more, if convenient. Then
tie paper firmly over the mouth of
the jar, and set it in a saucepan of
cold water; bring this to a boiland
let it simmer two or three hours (the
water in the saucepan, not the tea).
Then strain off the tea until nothing
is left, but the meat.

The brown, thick-looking particles
that float about contain nutriment
and should be left in the tea. So
long as anything is cooked in a ves-
sel set in another one containing
water, the contents of the Inner
one cannot boil. This is the case with
beel tea, as it should be. The quan-
tity of the water added tothe beef
must be regulated by the strength
required, but a pint to a pound is
about the average. The soaking in
cold water 18 most essential, as by
this means the “goodness™ is ex-
tracted.

Beel tea made by this methodl may
not look so rich as the jelly-like sub-
stance once considered so desirable,
but it is the “real beel tea,” which
physicians delight to find In the
sick room when this diet is pre-
scribed, as it is the tea that is quick
in_.building up the system.

CATHOLICS IN THE TRANSVAAL.

The Boers Had No Use for Believers
in Religious Freedom.

Since the war. broke out in South
| Africa there has been more or less
discussion in the English press re-
specti the status of Catholics in
the Transvaal. On one hand, Dr.
Leoyds has set out to counteract the
feeling in Europe that Kruger is hos-
tile to Catholics to the point of
persecution, while on the other
therc has bezn a great deal of tes-
timony adduced in confirmation of
the view hich generally obtains.
The Tablet, the Catholic organ of
England, has taken a decidedstand
on the question, and quotes from
the statues of the Eouth African
Republic to show that Catholics
are excluded from Government posi-
tions. Law No, 2, of 1899, in re-
lation to the civil service, enacts
as follows: g

* Article 15—Applications must be
written in the language of the coun-
try, and must be written in the appli-
cant’s own handwriting. They must
be accompanied by a certilicate ot
burghership from the field-cornet of
the district, which must state clearly
whether the applicant is entitled to
vote as a full burgher or as natural-
ized, and proof must be enclosed that
applicant is 2 member of a Protessant
church.”

This would secem to be conclusive
proof of the strictly legal side of tho
matter. The law as it stands not only
excludes Catholics from holding office,
but also prohibits a Catholic from
being a member of the Volksraad.
And this is strictly in keeping with the
narrow spirit in which President Kru-
ger has always ruled the republic.

Cocoa Matting Snow Fence.

A firm in Dresden is offering a novel
kind of fencing against drifting snow.
1t consists of a cocoanut matting, or
rather nettiig, the meshes of *which
are about 1 1-2 inches wide. The mats
are usually 13 x 5 Ieet, says the Rail-
way Gazette, and are lashed at the
ends to posts which may be made of
old tles, with truss ropes at the top
and bottom. These fabrics offer very
little resistance to the passage of light
and alr, but almost perféctly arrest
snowflakes and do not decay when
wet nor break when dry. In summer
they may be rolled up, and stowed
away.

SHMSON'S DOWNFALL

Heélthy People Accountable For Right Use
of Their Pﬁysical Power---Impurities

of Modern Society Condemned.

Washington despateh: In thie dis-
course Dr. Talmage sets. forth the re-
sponsibility of those’ who are strong
and well, as in a former discourse L=z
preached to the disabled and ‘‘the shut
int Text, Judges xiv., 1: “And
Samson went down to Timnath.”

There are two sides to the character
of Samson. The one phase of his life,
if followed into particuiars, would ad-
minister to the grotesque and,k thz
mirthful. But there is a phase of his
character fraught with lessons of sol-
emn and eternal impori. To these
graver lessons we devote our sermon.

This giant no doubt in early life gave
evidgnces of what he was to be. Itis
almost always so. There were two
Napoleons—the boy Napoleon and the
man Napoleon—but both alike; two
Howards—the boy Howard and the
man Howard—but both alike; two
Samseons—the boy Samson and the
man Samson—but both alike. This
giant was no doubt the hero of the
playground, and nothing could stand
before his exhibitions of youthful
prowess. At 18 years of age he was
betrothed to the daughter of a Phil-
istine. Going down toward Timnath,
a lion came out upon him, and al-
though this young giant was weapon-
less, he selzed the monster by the long
mane and shook him as a hungry
hound shakes a March hare and made
his bones crack and left him by the
wayside, bleeding under the smiting qf
his fist and the grinding heft of his
heel.

There he stands, looming up above
other men, a mountain of flesh, his
arms bunched with muscle that can
lift the gate of a city, tgklng an
attitude deflant of everything. H:s
hair had never been cut, and it roll-
ed down in seven great plaits over
his shoulders, adding t& his buik,
flerceness and terror. 'The Philistines
want to conquer him, and there!org
they must find out where the secret ol
his strength lies.

'l'hereng an evil woman llving in
the valley of Sorek by the name of
Delilah. They appoint her the agent
in the case. The Philistines are se-
creted in the same building, and
then Delilah goes to work and coaxes
Samson to tell what is the secret ‘9t
his strength. “Well,” 4ue says, “if
you should take seven green withes
such as they fasten wild beasts with
and put them around me, I should
be perfectly powerless.” So she
Jbinds him with the seven green withes.
/Then she clasps her hnnds'nnd LENEN
“They come—the Philistines!” and he
walks out as though there were no im-
pedime=t. She coaxes him again and
again. ““Now tell the secret of l')'.lll
great swrength?” and he replies, it
vou should take some ropes that have
never been used and tle me with Lhtzm.
I should be just like other men.” She
ties him with the ropes, clasps her
hands and shouts, ““They come—the
Philistines!” He walks out as easlly
as he did before—not a single obstruc-
tion. She coaxes him agaln, and he
says, “Now if you should take these
seven long plaits of hair and by this
house loom weave them into a web,
I could not get away.” So the house
loom is rdlled up, and the shuttle flies
backward and forward, and the long
plaits of halr are woven into a web.
Then she clasps her hands and says,
“They come—the Philistines!”” He
walks out as easlly as he did before,
dragging a part of the loom with him.

But after awhile she persuades him
to tell the truth. He says, “If you
should take a razor or shears and
cut off this long hair, I should be
powerless and in the hands of my¥
enemies.” Samson sleeps, and that
she may not wake him up during the
process of shearing help is called In.
You know that the barbers of the east
have such a skilful wav of manipulat-

:.ing the head to thls very day

“TIhat instesd of ‘waking up a sleep-
ing man they wlill put a man wide
awake sound asleep. I hear the
blades of the shears grinding against
each other, and I see the long locks
falling off. The shears or razor ac-
complishes what green withes and
new ropes and house loom could mnot
do. Suddenly she clasps her hands
and =ays, “The Philistines be upon
thee, Samson!” He rouses up with
a struggle, but his strength is all gone.
He is in the hands of his enemies.

[ hear the groan of the glant as
they take his eyes out, and then I
see him staggering on in his blind-
ness, feeling his way as he goes on
toward Gaza. The prison door is
open and the giant Is thrust in. He
sits down and puts his hands on the
mill erank, which with exhausting
horizontal motlon goes day after day,
week after week, month after month—
work, work, work! The consternation
of the world in captivity, his locks
shorn, his eyes punctured, grinding
corn in Gaza!

First of all, behold in this giant of
the text that physical power is notl
always an index of moral power. He
was o huge man—the lion found it
out, and the 3,000 men whom he siew
found it out; yet he was the subject
of petty revenges and outglunted by
low passgion. I am far from throwing
any discredit upon physical staminn.
There are those who seem to have
great admiration for delicacy and sick-
liness of constituréon. 1 never could se»
any glory in weak nerves or sick head-
ache. Whatever effort in our day is
made to make the men and women
more “obust should have the favor of
every good citizen as well as of every
Christ'an. Gymnastics may be posi-
tively religious. .

How often it is that you do not
find physical energy indicative of
spiritual power? I{ a clear head I8
worth more than one dizzy with per-
petual vertigo, if muscles with the
play of health in them are worth
more than those drawn up in chronic
“rheumatics,” if an eye quick to
catch passing objects is bhetter than
one with vislon dim and uncertain,
then God will require of us efficiency
just in proportion to what he has
given us. Physical energy obught to
be a type of moral power. We ought
to have as good digestion of truth as
we have capacity to assimilate food.
Our spiritual hearing ought to be as
good-as our physical hearing. Our
spifitual taste ought to be as clear
A% our tongue. Samsons in body, we
Ought to be giants in moral power.

But how often it is that mea with
physical strength do . not serve
Christ. They are like a ship full
manned and full rigged, ocapable of
vast toennage, able to endure all stress
of weather, yet swinging 1dly at [the
docks, when these men ought to, be
crossing and recrossing the t

e s A

ocean of human suffering and sin
with God’s supplies of mercy. How
often it is that physical strength is
used in doing positive damage or in
luxurious ease, when, with sleeves
rolled up and bronzed bosom, fearless
of the shafts of oppeosition, it ought
to be laying hold with all its might
and tugging away to lift up this sunk-
en wreck of the world.

It is a most shameful fact that
much of the business of the church
and of the world must be done by
those comparatively invalid. Richard
Baxter, by reason of his discasés, all
his days sitting in the door of his
tomb, yet writing more than one hun-
dred volumes and sending out an in-
fluence for God that will endure as
long as the “Saint’'s Everlasting Rest.”
Edward Payson, never knowing a well
day, yet how he preached and how
he' wrote, helping thousands of dying
souls like himself to swim in a sea of
glory. And Robert McCheyne, a walk-
ing skeleton, yet you know what he
did in Dundee and how he shook Scot-
land with zeal for God. Philip Dod-
dridge, advised by his friends because
of his illness not to enter the minis-
try, yet you know what he did for the
“Rise and Progress of Religion” in the
church of the world.

Wilberforce was told by his doctors
that he could not live a fortnight, yet
at that very time entering upon phil-
anthropic enterprises that demanded
the greatest endurance and persever-
ance. Robert Hall, suffering excru-
ciations so that often in his pulpit
while preaching he would stop and lie
down on a sofa, then getting up again
to preach about heaven until the
glories of the celestial city dropped on
the multitude, doing more work per-
haps than almost any well man in his
day.

Oh, how often it is that men with
great physical endurance are not as
great in moral and spiritual stature.
While there are achievements for
those who are bent all their days
with sickness—achievements of pa-
tience, achievements of Christian en-
durance—I call upon men of health,
men of muscle, men of nerve, men of
physical power, to devote themselves
to the Lord. Giants in body, you
ought to be giants in soul.

Behold also in the story of my text
illustration of the fact of the damage
that strength can de if it be mis-
guided. It seems to me that this man
spent a great deal of his time in do-
ing evil—this Samson of my text. To
pay a bet which he had lost by the
guessing of his riddle he robs and kills
thirty people. ¥le was nos only gigan-
tic in strength, but gigantic In
mischief and a type of those men
in all ages of the world who, powerful
in body or mind or any taculty of so-
cial position or wealth, have used
their strength for iniquitous purposes.

Ok, men of stout phvsical health,
men of great menta: stature, men of
high social position, men of great
power of any sort. I want you to
understand your power, and I want
you to know that that power {e-
voted to God will be a crown on
earth, to you typical of a crown in
heaven. but misguided, bedraggled in
sin, administrative of evii, God will
thunder wagainst yo@i with" his con-
demnation in the day when million-
aire and pauper, master and slave,
king ard subject, shall stand side by
side in the judgment and money bags
and judicial crime and royal robe
shall be riven with the ligntnings.
~Behold also how a giant may be

slain of a woman. Delllah  started
the train of circumstances that pulled
down the temple of Dagon about
Samson's ears; tens of thousands
of glants have gone down
to death and hell through the same
fascinations. It seems to me that it
{s high time that pulpit and platform
and printing press speak out against
the-impurities of modern society. Fas-
tidiousness and prudery say: ‘‘Better
not speak. You will rouse up ad-
verse criticism. You will make worse
what you want to make better. Bet-
ter deal in glittering generalities. The
subject is too delicate for polite ears.”
But there comes a voice from heaven
overpowering the mincing sentimen-
talities of the day, saying, “Cry aloud,
spare not, lift up thy voice like a
trumpet and show my people their
transgressions and the house of Jacob
their sins.”

You who are seated in your Chris-
tlan homes, compassed by moral and
rellgious restraints, do not realise
the gulf of iniquity that bounds you
on the north and the south and the
east and the west. While I speak
there are tens of thousands of men
and women going over the awful
plunge of an impure life, and while I
cry to God for mercy upon their souls
I cry to you to marshal in the defense
of your homes, your church and your
nation. There is a banqueting hall
that you have never heard described.
You know all about the feast of
Ahasuerus, where 1,000 lords sat. You
know all about Belshazzar’s carousal,
where the blood of the murdered king
spurted into the faces of the banquet-
ers. You may know of the scene of
riot and wassall where there
was sat before Aesopus one
dish of food that cost $400,000. But
I speak now of a different banqueting
hall. Its roof is fretted with fire,
Its floor is tessellated with fire. Its
chalices are chased with fire. Its
song is a song of fire. Its walls are
buttresses of fire. Solomon refers to
it when he says, ‘“Her guests are in
.the depths of hell.”

Our American communities are suf-
fering from the gospel of free lovism
which 30 years ago was preached on
the platform and in some of the
churches of the country. I charge
upon free lovism that it has blighted
innumerable homes* and that it has
sent innumerable souls to ruin. Free
lovism is bestial; it is worse—it s
infernal! It has furnished this land
with many thousands of divorces an-
nually. In one county in the state of
Indiana it furnished eleven divorces in
one day before dinner. It has roused
up elopements north, south, east and
west. You can hardly take up a
paper but you read of an elopement.
As far as I can wnderstand the doc-
trine of free lovism, it is this—that
every man ought to have somebody
else’'s wife and every wife somebody
else’s husbahd. Free lovism! - It is
the double distilled extradt of nux
vomica, gatsbane aad adder’s tongue.

Never il soclety goes back to the
old B nd hears its eulogy of pur-
\» anathema of uncleanness
'— ntil then will this evil be

iso in- this giaunt of the
{

text and In the giant of our own cen-
tury that great paysical power must
crumble and expire. The Samson of
the text long ago went away. He
fought the lion. He fought the Phil-
istines. He could fight anything, but
death was too much for him. He may
have required a longer grave and a
broader grave, but the tomb neverthe-
less was his terminus.

If, then, we are to be compelled to
g0 out of this world, where are we
to go to? This body and soul must
soon part. What shall be the destiny
of the former I kfiow—dust to dust.
But what shall be the destiny of the
latter? Shall it rise into the com-
panionship of the white robed, whose
sins Christ has slain, or will it go
down among the unbelieving, . who
tried to' gain the world and save
their souls, but were swindled out of
both? -Blessed be God, we have a
Champion! He is so styled in the
Bible. A Champion who has con-
quered death and hell, and he is ready
to fizht all our battles, from the first
to the last.

Thousands of sermons are preached
to invalids. I preach this sermon to
stout men and healthful women. Wc
must give to God an account for the
right use of this physical orgamism.
These invalids have comparatively lit-
tle to account for perhaps. They could
not lift twenty pounds. They could
not walk half a mile without sitiing
down to rest. Yet how much many of
them accomplish. Rising up in judg-
ment, standing beside the men and
women who had only little physica!
energy, and yet consumed that energy
in a conflagration of religious enthus.
iasm, how will we feel abashed! Oh,
men of the strong arm and the stout
heart, what use are you makimg of
your physical forces? Will you be
able to stand the tesggof that day when
we must answer for the use of every
talent, whether it were a physical en-
ergy, or a mental acumen, or a spirit-
ual power?

The day approaches, and I see one
who iIn this world was an invalid, and
as she stands before the throme of God
to answer she says: “I was sick al
my days. I had but very Ilittle
strength, but I did as well as I could
in being kind to those who were more
sick and more suffering.” And Chris
will say, ‘“Well done, faithful servant.”

And theh a little child will stand be-
fore the throne, and she will sey: “On
earth I had a curvature of the spine
and I was very weak, and I was very
ill, but I used to gather flowers out of
the wild wood and bring them to my
aick mother, and she was comforted
when she saw the sweet flowers out
of the wild wood. I did not do much,
but I did something.” And Christ
shall say, 2¢ he takes her up in his
arms and kieses her, “Well done, well
done, falthful servant; enter thou into
the joy of the Lord.” What, theg.wil'
be said to us, we to whom the "Lord
gave physical strength and continuous
health? Hark, it thunders again! The
judgment, the judgment!

T said to an old Scotch minister,
who was one of the best friends T
ever had, “Doctor, did you ever know
Robert Pollock, the Scotch poet, who
wrote The Course of Time?' “Oh, yes,”
he replied, “I knew him well! I was his
classmate!” And then' the doctor went
on to tell how that the writing of The
Course of Time exhausted the health
of Pollock, and he expired. It seems
as if no man could have such a glimpse
of the day for which all other days
were made as Robert Pollock had and
long survive that glimpse. In the
discription of that day he says, among
other things:

Wherever Jesus was He engaged in
His Father's business, uttering di-
vine truth and correcting as far as
possible the effects of sin.

Unclean spirits cannot dwell in men
without their consent, nor even then
if Jesus Christ commands them to
depart, or imparts to others the
power to cast thein out. How one
spirit can inhabit another spirit is
beyond human comprehension, but we
know many things which we can-
not explain. Unclean epirits are dware
that they are filthy, and that Jesus
Chriet is the “Holy One of Ged,” and
they acknowledge the fact as in
this case; but it makes no’ change
in their nature or character—they
keep their devilish disposition still.

No doubt everything in this ma-
terial world, if not in this material
universe, was designed to be used
for the realization of spiritual results.
Spiritual ends are of vastly greater
importance than mere physical re-
sults, though the mass of mankind
fail to apprehend the fact. It is this
that leads to the utterance, “While
we look not at the things which are
seen, but at the things which are not
seen ; for the things which are seen
are temporal, but the things which
are noi seen are eternal.” “Many are
the alflictions of the righteous, bhut
the Lord delivereth him out of them
all.” This was irue in the case of
His servant Job—'a perfect and an
upright man, one that feared God
and escheweith evil.” The same was
true of the thorn in the flesh in the
case of the apostie Paul. The thorn
in the filesh was not in his carnal
mind (someuimes calied the flesh), so
ii must have been in his body. He has
chosen H:s peop.e in a furnace of af-
fliction because, He can make them
richer thereby than He could on a
bed of roses. If He thus secures to
us richer blessings to all eternity
than He couid in any other way, we
shall be thankful and praise Him for
taking us on that line.

Affl ctions, ptations, ities,
persecut'c.:?, distresses and the like,
are often-d8 w'nds to waft our barque
toward the heavenly port. “God tem-
pers the: wind to the shorn lamb.”
Jacob said, “All these things are
against me,” when, in fact, th:y were
all for h‘m. Prosperity much more
frequently works disaster to the soul
thmé adversity proves injurious.—G.
