APPLE AND PEAR
BLIGHT

Blight of apple and pear is a specific
and contagious disease. Some varieties
of pears are more susceptible to this
diseflse than are others. There are
three places on the trees where blight
commouly occurs, the biossoms, twigs
and larger limbs or trunk. The
names biossom-blight, twig-blight and
body-blight and canker are commonly
used, but it should be remembcred
that these are different manifesta-
tions of the same disease. The bac-
teria which cause blight grow as par-
asites in the inner bark tissue and k..l
it. The individua! bacteria are too
smail tv be seem by the unaided eye.
Nevertheless they are present by mil-
lions. They live over the winter at
the cdge of the cankers on the limhs
and trunk.  When warm weather
comes in the spring they multiply to
the extent that they ooze out in small
drops near the edge of the canker. It
is at this point that the new season’s
destruction begius.

dees and other imsects are attracted
by ihe ooze. and after their bodies
have become smeared with it they car-
ry the bacteria from place to place. In
this way bees deposit bacteria in the
blossoms that they visit, and a few

days later the blessoms wilt and turn

black. In a similar manner other in-
sects in their roaming, inoculate a few
bacteria into the bavk here und there
and twig blight resuits. All this could
be avoided by the grower of apples and
pears if the cankers from which the
Ooze comes were eradicated during the
winter. The cankers are irregular
and slightly sunken areas of bark us-
ually separated from healthy bark by
a definite crack. By cutting into tue
oanker it will be found that the bark
is dry and brown. To remove the
canker make a spindle-shaped cut with
a sharp pointed knife, always keeping
the outline of the cut at least & half-
inch outside the edge .f the canker.
After this outline cut has been made
just deep emough to cut threugh-to the
wood, the bark is peeled off. Adhering
shreds of bark should be removed and
the wood scraped. It is advisable ‘o
wash the wound with corosive sublim-
ate solution-{one tablet to a pint of
water), which should be carried in a
giass bottle and applied with a sponge.
Although canker eradication is very
important thbre are other sources of
infection in the spring which need at-
tention.  Badly infected trees should
be cut down and burned. Wild crab
apple trees and hawthorns are often
blighted and they should be removed
{rom the vicinity of the orchard. Care
should be taken also that any twigs
which were bligirted the past season
should be removed. . They are evident
during the winter by the fact that the
dead leaves cling to them. All suck-
ers or water sprouts should be re-
moved several times during the season.
The operations outlined above must
be carried out. thoroughly if benefit is
to be gained from them. They all
serve to reduce the chances of infec-
tion the next spring if they are finish-
ed before any warm weather occurs.
During the spring and early summer
the grower should make careful in-
spections two or three times a week,
walking down each row. All blight-
ed blossoms should be removed by
beraking off the spur. Blighted twigs
should be broken or cut off several
inches below the evident blackening.
If cut with a tool the end of the twig
should be swabbed with corresive
sublimate. All these control meas-
minimum.—W. H. Rankin, Plant Path-
ologist.

Blight of apple and pear is 8 specific
and contagious disease. Some Vl!l"i.:th!
of pears are more susceptible to this
disease than are others. Th are
three places on the trees w,hér:m t
commonly occurs, the blossoms, twigs
and larger limbs or trunk. The
names biossom-blight, twig-blight and
body-blight and canker are commonly
used, but it should be remembered:
that these. are. different manifesta-
tions of the same 80,
teria which eause blight grow as.
asites in the inoer bark
it. The individual bacteria -ave too
smail to be seen Dy the unaided eye.
Nevertheless they are present by mil-
They live .over the winter at

and trunk. en warm weather
comes in the spring they multiply to
the extent that they ooze out in small
drops near thé edge of the canker. It
is at this point that the new season’s
degtruction begins.

Bees .and other insects are attracted
by ihe ooze, and after their bodies
have become smeared with it they car-
Ty the bacteria from place to place. In
this way bees deposit bacteria in the
blossoms that they visit, and a few
days later the blossoms wilt and turn
biack. In a similar manner other in-
sects in their roaming, inoculgte a few
bacteria into the bark here and there
and twig blight results. - All this-could
be avoided by the grower of apples and
pears if the cankers from which the
ooze comes were eradicated during the
winter. The cankers are irregular
and slightly sunken areas of bark us-
ually separated from healthy bark by
a definite crack. By cutting into tne
canker it will be found that the bark
is dry and brown. To remove the
canker make a spindle-shaped cut with
a sharp pointed knife, always keeping
the outline of the cut at least a half-
inch outside the edge .f the canker.
After this outline cut has been made
lust deep enough to cut through to the
wood, the bark is-peeled off. Adhering
shreds of bark should be removed and
the wood scraped. It is advisable to
wash the wound with corosive sublim-
ate solution (one tablet to a pint of
water), which should be carried th a
gtass bottle and applied with a sponge.
Although canker eradication is very
important there are other sources of
infection.in the spring which need at-
{;ntlon. Bnadly infected trees ;should

cut down and barned. Wild.crab
apple trees and hawthorns are often
blighted and they should be removed
from the vicinity of the orchard. Care
should be taken also that any twigs
which were blighted the past season
should be removed, They aré evident
during the winter by the fact that the
dead leaves cling to them. All suck-
ers or waler sprouts should be re-
moved several times during the season.
The operations outlined above must
be carried out thoroughly if benetit is
to be gained from them. They all
serve to reduce the chances of infec-
tion the next spring if they are finish-
ed before any warm weather ooccurs.
During the spring and early summer
the grower should make careful im-
spections two or three times a week,
walking down each row. All blight-
ed- blossoms should be removed by
beraking off the spur. Blighted twigs
should be broken or cut off several
inches below the evident blackening.
If cut with a tool the end of the twig
should be swabbed with corrosive
sublimate.. All these control meas-
minimum.—W. H. Rankin, Plant Path-

In the reexploration ot previously
traversed, almost forgotten country,
the penetration of new, and the open-
ing to settlement of that great region
of Canada north from the North Sas-
katchewan River to the boreal limit of
wheat cultivation, and west to  the
northern extensoin of the Rocky Mouns
taine separating Yukon Territory from
the Northwestern Territories of Can-

eighteen years, following the Klondike
movement a steady influx north-and .

Spite of the modern motor,
and rail extensions ever and persist-
ently northward, the primitive -equip-
ment of trader and voyageur still holds
-its place, and travel routes still follow
the waterways. Transportation of
sgoods on the rivers of the  north
though becasional steamboats there be,
is still by bateau, barge and scow;

ed or towed up, or run with the ours
rent downstream, under deft manage-
ment of pole, swee and bow and
stern line at the rapids.

Among the great early explorers of
the northwest, the names of Samuel
Hearne and Alexander Mackenzie are
first connected. with Great Slave
River, whick in its two-hundred-and-
sixty-five-mile course northwest con-
nects Lake Athabasca with Great
Slave Lake, out of which flows again
the ‘Mackenzie River, two thcousand
five hundred and twenty-five miles
northwest. to the Arctic Ocean. Samuel
Hearne ascended Great Slave River
for forty miles in December, 1771, on
his returr from exploration to the
mouth of the Coppermine River. Sev-
enteen years later Alexander Macken-
zie came down it from Athabasca on
his way to the Arctic Ocean, on which
he was to discover the river that bears
his name.

The rapids of the Slave River are on
the boundary line between Alberta and
the Northwest Territories, and consti-
tute a stretch of sixteen miles between
Smith Landing and Fort Smith. From
here the river is continuously navi-
gable to the iake, itself traversable by
steamers of deap draft.

A veteran river man, speaking of
running rap:ds, said: “It's not so
much the re¢ck dead ahead, though the
rush of water seems to be taking yom
right on te it, you have to guard
against. The side rush of the current
where it splits on the rock is strong
enough to sweep the craft to one gide
before it can strike. You watch logs
running through a rocky rapid, and
notice how seldom they strike a roeck
end on. The really important thing
for us'is the possible sideswipe of the
hull aft, by pressure of water on the
stern after the bows have cleared.
The meanest thing is the half hidden
or covered rock with slow water. On .
successive trips ycu have to allow for
al sorts of variations. A bit more
or a bit less water coming down
makes a difference in the way you
have to handle a boat, same 2s in any
other navigation. But given the same
height of water in the river, and each
trip yvou ecan say pretty cortainly at
each pcint of the rapid just which
way the barge is likely to head, and
be ready for its next move.”

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SOME FREAKS
OF LIGH TNING

Scientists are inclined to poch-pooh
the" idea that lightning makes “plc-
tures” on the bodies of ite victims
occasionally, a further example of
which was quite lately quoted. A man
wag etruck while eheltering under a

tree, and the newspapers told how at |’

the inquest it. was reported that a
vhotographic likeness
imprinted on the man’s skin. :

Four people were sitting in a room,
Wwhen they were all rendered uncon-
scious by a flash which cut in balf a
trep outside. They alf recovered even-
tually, but one of ‘them, & child, was
found to bear on its body the imprint
of the whole tree. Every limb, branch
and leaf, even the eevered portion
‘were said to be visible. In a month’s
time the impression had totally faded.

Sometime ago the Lancet discussed
this subject, and incidentally gave
some interesting instances. Of course
it wag skeptical. It mentions the case
of a woman who wag struck when
minding a cow. The cow was killed,
and the woman rendered unconscious.
On her breast was seen a representa-
tion of the cow. The paper remarks,
“Here a hedithy skepticism is reason-
able, for the picture of the cow was
seen by peasants.

But a stil] more interesting story is
told. It appears that in the summer
of 1865 a doctor was returaing home
by traln, and he found, on alighting
at his wayside station, that his purse
wag miesing. It wag of tortoise shell.
On one gide it had a monogram of two
D’s interwined. :

Some daye later this very doctor
was called to_see a stranger who had
been found unconscious under a tree
struck by lightning in a recent storm.
To his surprise he found. imprinted
on the man’s thigh his own mono-
gram, the interwined D's. Instead of
Jumping to the conclusion that there
wae eomething “spooky” 'about this
occurrence, the doctor asked the hos-
pital authorities to look in the man's
pocket, and they would probably find
his lost purse.

The guess proved correct, and the
Lancet observes, ‘“The monogram, be-
ing of metal, wag a good conductor,
80 We can imagine how its image was
impressed on- the skin. Similar cases
are recorded of the imprinting of
money and other metallic objects on
the skin by lightning strokes, and it
fe common to find on the body over
metallic bodies. such as watches.

One of the commonest freaks of
lightning is to strip its victim of their
clothes. About twenty yvears ago three
women were etanding round a reap-
ing machine, whep one of them was
struck by lightning and killed. The
other two were injured, and were both
stripped absolutely naked, even to
their boots! :

At Ashford, in Kent, Ehg., a man
was struck while standing under a
willow tree, He was found lying on
his back two yards away from the
tree, his left leg broken, conscious,
but badly burned, and the field was
etrewn with fragments of hig cloth-
ing.
Sometimes lightning performs
rather comica] freaks. It wag record-
ed just before the war that a certaln
mansion in Wales had been struck by
lightning, which saved the servants

Two
or threo applications of this oint-
ment a year are snfficient to keep
the hens entirely free from lice.
TREATMENT OF MITES
Mites must be treated differently
The . latter live on the
bodies of the fowls; mites live in
the crevices of boards, roosts, nests,
walls and other fixtures in the poul-
try houses, whence they swarm by
thousands, and seldom go on the

fowls until al;ht!g. Again, unlike

lice, the young of mftes are not
hatched on the fowls, but in the hid-
ing places of the paremt mites. Con-
sequently, to destroy these pests the
poultry man must confine his attack
to their breeding places in the stryc-
ture of the buillding, and not on the
fowls. :

Spraying or painting the walls and
fixtures, especially the roosting com-
partments, with a solution of crude
carbolie acid, crude oil, fer-sul, or one
of the coal tar or petroleum instecti-
cides, is the surest way to rid a house
of mfites. Enough of the Hquid should
be used to thoroughly saturate the
surface of the woodwork and to run
freely Into all cracks end crevices.
Be sure to have the liquid reach the
under eide of the perches; this is a
favorfte abode of mites.

Because of its flowing and pene-
trating qualities and Dechuse of its
volatile nature, which remains po-
tent for a long time, crude oft i8
a valiable mite destroyer. Paint the
perches every three or four months
and they will not harbor mites; these
pests abominate the fumes of the oil.
The one Objection to the use of oil
is that it may stain the plumage of
white birds, though this is not so de-
trimental, really, except in the case
of exhibition stock. ’

The surest way to keep up the sum-
mer egg yield as far as feeding 1is
coneerned is to encourage the con-
sumption of mash feel and reduce the
grain ration. Because it is the dry
mash mixture which énables you to
supply the necessary protein, both
animal and vegetable, which stimu-
lates egg production. When hens
are able to gorge themselves on whole
graia, especially corn, they are prone

e
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to put on fat and become lazy. And
the lazy, overfat hen is a nonproduc-

er.

If milk of any sort is available at
a reasonable price, feed it liberally.
There is no better feed to help fill
the egg basket.

It is a temptation to sell as broilers
all the cockerels from the early
hatches depending upon the males
from the later hatches to furnish the
breeders for next season, but this is
@ mistake, because most of the hreed-
ing males are found in the early
hatches. The thing to do is to se-
lect the most promising birds and
await their development, culling them
as they fail to measure up to the de-
sired standards.

KEEP BEST STOCK

Among farm flocks egpecially it is
all too common to market the best
poultry because of prevailing high
prices until there is little left but
scrubs or !mmature stock to carry
on next year's breeding. Needless to
say this reduces the flock to an un-
profitable state.. Keep the best =t
home.

At the close of the hatching sea-
son the incubator lamp shoyld be re-
moved from the machine, ¢mptied of
oil and stored away from dust. Wrap
it in paper. If the lamp is left in the
heater of the machine the heater
jacket and other parts of the appara-
tus will absorb a large amount of oil,
which will cause the heater to smoke
and small badly the nert time the
incubator is started. The same idea
applies to lamp-heated brooders,

“overionded with thisusort of poultry
and paying depressed prices.

There is more or less of & limited
demamd for broilers at best. If the
supply could be distr\gted through-
out the entire year instead of during
& couple of months prices would re-
main firm. As it.is vast quantities
cease to develop; they put on weight
to the best advantage; they can be
kept in confilnement in large num-
bers without fighting; they can be
in prime condition as table poultry,
which meangs that they will fetch top
prices at a tim¢ when broilers-aro
pretty well of the market.

It hardly pays to caponize surplus
males of“the smafller breeds suth sy
Leghorns, because of their size. Ply-
mouth Rocks, Wyandottas, Rhode Is-
land Reds and Orpingtons are capon-
ized advantageously; the best breeds
of course, are the Asiatics, such as
Brahmas and Langshans, or crosses
betwen these breeds and Cornish
fowls, which latter are celebrated as
table meat. It is not uncommon for
such capons to attain a weight of 15
time to market such stock.

The combs and wattles of capons
2]l over the country ere dumped on
the market at virtually the same time
which depresses prices.

CAPONIZING

Caponizing serves to stabilize-the
broiler market, inasmuch as it holds
the younger steck for another six
months or-longer without their de-
terioration as tabie poultry.

Ordinarily #t does mot pay to keep
males until they are fully matured
with large.combs, wattles and other
indications of age, and then market
them, b the ch are they:

THE COLD POTATO.

Tasty Ways to Serve the Left-
Overs,

‘Are you ons of those cooks who
never use any imagination in warm-
ing over your ceid toes? Dg you
serve them plain UICL until the fam-
ily begin to rebei? Try some of
those recipes ons day for a change and
see how popular they will be.

Beat one egg well and add to it a
cup of milk heated to the boiliug
point, a tablespoonful of sugar, one of
butter, and a little grated lemon rind.
Stir into it as nmch celd mashed pota-
toes as will form a stiff, smooth bat-
ter. Pour into a wéll-buttered mould
and bake in a hot oven until it is nice-
ly browned. Turn out onto a platter
and surround with creamed vegetables
or a stew.

Potatoes and pork is a very popular
supper dish in New England. Cut sev-
eral thin slices of salt pork into dice
and fry a delicate brown.

intp that remaining in the pan. When
dight mix in the-pork crisps and serve.

Cut three or four cold potatoes into
tiny squares. Beat two eggs slightly,
add three tablespoonfuls of milk, sea-
eoning, and the potatees. Turn Into
a well-greased pan and fry a golden
brown. Fold over like an omelet and
serve on a hot platter garnished with
slices of crisp bacon. This is an
dideal! Sunday morning breakfast with
hot muffins or rolls.

Instead of grilling sold sweet pota-
toes, put a qudrter of a cup of butter
in a shallow pan, with two table-
spoonfuls of brown sugar. Heat it un-
til the sugar is meited, then lay in it
the potatoes cut in halves. Season
well, -cover with boiling water and
bake in a hot oven unt{l brown.

Instead of letting your potatoes that
you are to have for supper get cold,
rice two cups of them, add two table-

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PEACH RECIPES

There is promise of a big peach
crop.this year. Now is the time for
' immedfate consumption und for lay-
ing in needed stock for later-on supply.
Here follow some good recipes:

“PBACH SHORTCAKE. .

Make a rich biscuit crust and bake
it in two shallow cakes. When it is
done, and while it is hot, split it with
a-hot knife. Ley one-balf on a broad
plate, .the cut side upward, and cover
it with peaches that have been cuf
rather fine, sweetened and allowed to
stand for an hour or two before us-
ing. Put in another’crust, also with
the cut side up, and place upon it
!layer of pezches.
Continue fn the same way until all
the biecmit is wsed and the peaches
cover the top. Serve with cream.
Some persons add a little cream  to
the sweetened fruit.

PEACH MERINGUE PUDDING.

Bring o0 a boil one cupful of granu-
lated sugar and two cupfuls of water.
Peel and quarter 36 peaches and cook
them, a third at a time, in the syruna.
When all are done bofl the syrup dowa
until it §s thick, pour it over the
peaches and set them away to cool.
About half en hour before serving
heap the fruit in a shallow dish, and
cover it with a meringue made with
the stiffly-beaten whites of six eggs
and five tablespoonfuls of powdered
sugar and brown it quickly in the
oven. Serve the pudding with a sauce
mnade of one heaping tablespoonfu)
cornstarch, a quart of milk, the yolks
of six eggs, one-third of a cupful of
sugar and a teaspoonful of salt. Serve
puddipg and sauce cold. To brown the
pudding meringue without heating the
peaches stand the dish in a pan of cold
water in the oven.

PEACH PUDDING.

Soak a eupful of fine bread crumbs
in 2 cupful of hot water and a table
spoonful of melted butter. Cream to-
gether an ‘egg and three tablespoon-
fuls of granulated sugar, and »dd them
to the crumbs. Butter a pudding dish,
sprinkle it with fine bread erumbs and
put a layer of thinly-sliced peaches.
Sprinkle them with sugar, cover with
the batter and put in more peaches.
Continve in this way untli the dish i
full.

SHANKHILL DISTRICT OF

IS AN INFERNO

Belfast, Aug, ‘% . — A fusillade of
shots from a military armored car
caused a stampede on Royal avenue,
the chief business street, early this
evening. Two persons were killed.

The total deaths for the day is six,
and since the start of .the rioting 17.
The wounded number more than 100,
‘There have been nearly 100 arrests.
The situation remains threatening.

The death roll includes one boy,
Robert MacAlpine, aged 11, and two
welpen.

The Shankill district of Belfast late
to-night was a blazing inferno. A score
of fires had been started, and virtu-
ally all the grocery stores and public
houses owned by Catholics in the dis-
trict were being destroyed.

The police fired on the crowd dur-
‘ing the disturbances, inflicting sev-
eral casualties.

Hundreds of men in Belfast are
armed with rifles, others have revol-
vers and perhaps a thousand are
equipped with improvised weapons —
clubs and black .

Out of this situation clashings are
coming all over the area at practi-
cally every;hour of the day and night.
The armored ecars of the military d=sh
hither and yon. Soldiers jump from
lorries and advancing as a line of
skirmishers drop to their bellies on the

street and maintain a rifle and ma-
chine-gun fire to keep the factions
apart. Frequently the fire is turned
toward and sometime on the crowds
to enforce a dispersal.

The earliest serious clash of to-day
came when ship workers were attack-
ed in York street. Revolvers were
cracking, stones were flying through
the air and wounded men were on the
pavements when an armored car,
manned with soldiers, whirled through

the crowd and back again effectively
separating the combatants, who drift-
ed in lesser groups to side streets.
Small fracases continued. A few mo-
ments later another armored car shot
into Ewart Row and broke up the pil-
laging and burning of houses.

In Royal avenue a battle between
the Sinn Feln and Orange factions
lasted for several hours, when ‘sol-
diers lying in the street broke it up
with rifle fire. - The police encircled
the Sinn Feia from the rear and-the
gang broke into small groups, hurry-
ing down side streets.

Bands of ship workers roamed the
streets, seeking and finding plenty of
.trouble. But mOst of the brushes were
small. They were so uent, how-
ever, that merchants closed their
shops. Late in the afternoon the mil-
itary occupied more and more strate-
gic points.

GERMAN STRIKE
IS SPREADING

Income Tax Boycott is
Causing Grave Situation.

Press Warnings of Tax
Needs Vain.

Berlin, Aug. .»*.—The daring at-
tempt ot the Government to starve
German labor into an agreement to
a ten per cent. deduction in wages as
income tax by locking the workmen
out of the factories, is rapidly creat-
ing a serious slmatl‘gm.

The gereral strike with which the
“income tax boycotters” of Wwurttem-
burg promptly answered the Gowera-
ment's chalienge, is rapidly spread-
ing. Stuttgart is without water, gas,
eboctric light or street car transpbr-
tation. In Friedrichehaven, Ravens-
burg and - numerous other cities, en-
tire industries are at a standstill.

In Hanau Commumal workers clos-
ed all municipal offices apd public
works. The agitation is spreading
to the Rulhr and Westfalen districts.
Employers are rigidly enforcing the
deductions, taking refuge in the state-
ment that the Government holds
them responsible, and at the same
time they are glad to make labor feel
what it means to pay taxes.

London, Aug. . —Another attack
figainst Hillah, west of the Euphrates
River, in Mesopotamia, was launched
by a force of 1,500 rebellious tribe;-
men, but the attackers fell back under
heavy shell fire, says an official state-
‘lll;ﬂllt igsued by the Wor Office to-

y.

“The situation in the Muntefik area
of Mesopotamia, that is, between the
Lower Tigris and the lower Euphrates,
&rows more ominous,” the statement
continues. “A violent holy war is be-
ing preached, and this tribe is expect-
ed shortly to throw in its lot with the
insurgents. The situation around Sam-
aweth also gives rise to anxlety.’ *

LOOKING FO RLOOT.

London, Aug. °.—The tribesmen in
the Ramadi-Fallujuh area of Mesopo-
tamio have become definitely hostile
to the British, but British communica-
tions between the two places are still
open, says a War Office statément, is-
sued this evening.

There are signs of increasing rest-
lessness in the Samarra division. The
Sulimariyes division is in the main
still steady, although some of the
tribes are showing restlessness. f

The communication says it is report-
ed that in both the Diyala and Kirup
areas the disturbances are disjoined,
and that except in Bakula they show
no religious or nationalist color, but
are dictated almost wholly by oppor-
tunities for looting.

Kifro, twenty
miles southeast of Tuz Kurmati has -
been occupied by tribesmen and an
assistant- political officer has been
captured. ~ Thé War Office announce-
ment further refdrted that Sheraban,
forty miles south of Khanikin, where
a British garrison withstood repeated
attacks has been relieved by a col-
umn from Khanikin, which is eighty
miles northwest of Bagdad.
