BRIGADER DEAD.
Mrs, Stewart Devoted Her Life to
Work of Saving Girls. -

Toronto, June 24.—News of the death
at Winnipeg early yesterday morning of
Brigadier Annie Stewart, of the Wo-
men’s Social Department of the Salva-
tion Army was received in Toronto yes-
terday. Miss Stewart suffered a stroke
of apoplexy some weeks ago, but recov-
ered sufficiently to be able to start on
the journey west in search of health, ac-
companied by Mrs. Commissioner
Coombs. For several days past she had
lain in en unconscious condition. The
remains are being brought from Winni-
peg for intermémt at Mount Pleasant
cemetery on Saturday afternoon.

The late Brigadier Stewart was about
sixty years of age at the time of her
death. She was a antive of GuPLph,
where, prior to joining the Salvation
Army staff, eighteeen years ago, she was
the head of a prosperous dressmaking
business. For many years previously
she had been a Sunday school worker
in the Methodist Chureh, but decided to
devote the remainder of her life to the
work of reclaiming unfortunate women
and girls. She became head of the To-
ronto and Montreal Rescue Homes, and

later assistant to Miss Evangeline
jooth.  Of recent years she had been
Secretary of the Women's Social

Work under Mrs. Ooombs, wife of the
present Commisioner, and had done spe-
cial duty at the Toronto Police Court.
Her services, too, were always at the call
of the Morality Department. All of her
private resources were used by her in
the furtherance of her work, to which
she was entirely devoted. By her splen-
did unselfishness and gentle life she had
endeared herself to all of the court and
police officials, as well as to the many
Poor creatues of the underworld whom
she strove continuously to help.
