A RAVENOUS INDUSTRY.

How the Paper Makers Are Destroy
iug the Forests of the Unitcd States.

Thn forests of the United Statey
now cover 550,000,000 acres. or abou*
one-fourth of the area ¢i ¢ country
Forests publicly ewned c¢catain one-
fifth or all timber stonding. The tim-
ber privately ownea is not only four
times that publicly owned but it is
generally mere valuable.

Forestry is not practised cn 70 per
cent. of the forests publicly owned
and on less than 1 per cent. ol the
forests privately owned, or on only 18
per cent. of the total area of the for-
csts,

The original forests of the United
States contained timber in quantity
sand variety far beyond that upon any
otker area of similar size in the
world. They covered 850,000,000 acres
with a stand of not less than 5,200,-
000,000,000 board feet of merchantable
timber, according to present standards
of use. There were filve great forest
regions—the northern, the southern,
the central, the Rocky Mountain and
the Pacific.

The present rate of cutting is three
times the annual growth of the for-
ests of the United States. The great
pineries of the Lake States are near-
ing exhaustion and great inroads have
been made upon the supply of valu-
uble timber throughout all parts of
the country.

The heavy demands for timber have
been rapidly pushing the great cen-
tres of lumber industry towards the
South and West. In consequence, the
State of Washington hus led for sev-
eral years in lumber production, fol-
lowed in order by Louisiana, Texas,
Mississippl, Wisconsin and Arkansas.
In 1908 the production of yellow pine
lumber amounted to eleven and one-
quarter billion feet; the Douglas fir
of the Ncrthwest held second place,
with three and two-thirds billion feet;
whkile white rpine came third, with
three and one-third billion feet.

The annual cut from the forests, in-
cluding waste in logging and in manu-
facture, is 20,000,000,000 cubic feet of
wood.

There is used in a nommal year 90,-
000,000 cords of fire wood, 40,000,000.-
000 board feet of lumber, 118,000,00¢
hewn tles, 1,500,000,000 staves, over
138,000,000 sets of heading, nearly
560,000,000 barrel hoops, 3,000,000
ccrds of native pulp wood, 165,000,-
060 cubic feet of round mine timbers
and 1,269,000 cords of wood for dis-
tllation.

In 1509 4,002,000 cords of wood were
used in the manufacture of paper, of
which 794,000 cords were Imported
frcm Canada. The demand for pulr
wood {8 making a severe drain on the
spruce forests, which furnish the
principle supply. The Forest Scrvice
of the United Stetes Department of
Agriculture 18 conducting investiga-
ticns to determine what other woods,
such as scrub pine, white fir, tupele
and the like, can be successfully used.

A larger drain upon forest resources
1o made by the demand for railroad
tles, of which 123764,000, equivzient
to three and three-quarters billion
toerd, feet, were used in 1908. White
oak, h'therto the chief soarce of sup-
ply, 18 L plentiful enough to mwent
this demand indefiniteiy, and in many
parts of the country the supply of
chestnut, cedar and cypress is dwind
lirg; however, seasoning and treating
methods are being found, larzely
through the work of the Forest Ser-
vice, by which cheaper and more
plentiful woods, such_as lodgepole pin¢
in Tie FO1Liwons BUE wviwiy piue
the South. are made fit for usc as
ties. Timber to the amount of two
end one-half billlons feet was used n
1907 for mine timbers. A great sav-
4ng has been effected In the naval
stores industry, also largely through
the work of the Forest Service, by the

The five scuth-eastern provinces
of Chima—Quang-Tung, Fo-Kien,
Che-Kiang, Kiang-Se and Hoo-
Nan—are compietely in the hands
of Republican revolutionaries.
Each province has declared
independence, yet there is some ;
acknowledgement of a central gov-
ernment, the apparent aim being |
to establish a United States of
China on a constitution modelled
somewhat on that of tne United:
States of America. In the three
provinces on the lower Yano- [se-
Kiang —Kiang-Sa, Nzan-Hoe and :
Hoo-Pe—the strusgle is now|
being fought out between the
Mancha imperialists, helped by
many Chiuese, and the fiery Re-
publicans of the South. The
storm cenires are the old capital,
Nanking, and the great city of
Hankow further up vthe river,
both held by the Ewmpercr’s troops.
A decisive battle1s expected soon
at either of these cities.

Even 1f the Republicans should
be forced to submit they will have
largely gained their demands for
& freer government, as the Em-
peror’'s advisors have already
grantel a constitution on the
British model which, if manhood
suffrage is introduced—but that
is the question not yet decided—
will be as liberal as that of any
great western monarchy.
