Southern British Columbia, with 
its placid lakes that mirror fruitful 
shores, the orchards of the Okona- 
pn Valley, the Grand Forks Val­
ley and a country, rich in mineral 
and forest wealth, are made accea- 
Sirla by the Kettle Valley railway 
which links a vast extent of British 
Columbia with the Pacific Coast 
through a route of rare scenic 
beauty. At the southern end are 
linked the Kootenay and Arrow 
lakes, the route offering all the 
charm of mountain, lake, river, catar­
act, ravine and soft and rounded 
landscape of cultivated slopes.

Leaving the junction at Hope, 
you travel through nature’s wonder­
land of snow-capped mountains with 
evidence of man’s science in the 
Quintal Tunnels, a series of five tun­
nels in a direct line with the 
Coquihalla river, spanned by steel 
bridges, zigzagging between each of 
the tunnels. The rushing streams 
and innumerable waterfalls every­
where speak of the marvellous water 
power awaiting to be harnessed for 
man’s needs. Winding up to the 
Coquihalla Summit, 3,300 feet above 
sna level, the line peases through 
the towns of Othello, L~ar, Jessica. 
Portia, iago. P.omeo, Juliet, follow­
ing the Shakespearean tradition.

Princeton, the next spot of inter­
est was a renowned mining town of 
twenty years ago. It is located at the 
junction of two mountain streams, 
Sirr.ilkameen, meaning “Swift Flow- 
ir<? Water,** and Tulameen (Red 
Water). The Indian nomenclature. 
#i all its euphony, has been retained 
and native legends abound. The 
late Pauline Johnson, Indian poetess 
in her “Indian Legends” tells of 
“Red Water,” Tulameen, said to be 
haunted by the spirit of an Indian 

who gave her life for her
lovor.

Coalmont Collieries are passed 
where a tunnel three-quarters of a 
mile into one seam, gives an almost 
inexhaustible supply of high grade 
coal. There are at least ten million 
tons of coal “blocked out” and ready 
for mining and shipment.

ATTRACTIONS OF TWEED, ONT.
Canadians have grown more and 

more appreciative of the richness 
ar.d variety of the different parts 
of our Dominion. The Province 
of Ontario, rich in scenic beauties, 
historical setting and opportunities, 
has parts that are distinctive—one 
of which is Tweed, township of Hun- 
gerford, county of Hastings. It has 
attractions of lake, river,»hills, cen­
tral location, sound business, activity 
from a farming and dairy country 
and an adjacent district that is rich 
In promise. The situation is a happy 
one—just west in the rocky region 
of Frontenac and Addington coun­
ties, and it retains enough of the 
rugged along with many other scenic 
attractions, to make it a desired 
summer resort. Small islands do; 
the lake, given the euphonious 
name of “Stoco" by the early native 
settlers, the Mohawk and Massasaga 
Indians and around it is woven a 
mint of Indian lore and woodland 
vision. The winding and tree-clad 
shore which varies from low. gently 
sloping sandy beach to swiftly slop 
big rocky line, presents every beauty 
that attracts traveller and tourists. 
Richard Woodcock settled in Tweed 
In 1828, and from James Jamieson, 
who at one time owned the vil 
lage site, Tweed received its name 
Bom near the Tweed river in Scot­
land, the pioneer gave the name to 
his Canadian home. A neighborly 
river sings its picturesque way 
through the town and its many 
rapids and waterfalls present abund­
ant water-power.

East and North of Tweed are good 
mining lands which have been de­
veloped to some extent—the “Gold 
en rteece” and “Ore Chimney" mines 
having produced quantities of gold. 
In the farming district, dairying 
gives an extensive manufacture of 
cheese with as many as 20 cheese 
factories within a radius of ten miles 
of the town.

The outstanding district of the 
township is North Hastings where 
are the only known deposits of mie- 
pickle on the continent, of a work­
able size, and mispickle ore as the 
moat natura1 source of pure, white

' -
-
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arsenic Is of great value to the Do­
minion. These deposits have bîer 
thoroughly prospected during the 
last year and have been pronounced 
che largest in the world. The coun­
try is very suitable for mining de­
velopment as it is well supplied with 
water-power and transportation 
facilities. The only arsenic that is 
produced in Canada at the present 
time is that obtained as a by-pro­
duct from the Cobalt mines and is 
being manufactured on a small scale 
with practically all the output going 
to American agents so that it is 
difficult to buy Canadian arsenic 
without xoing outside of Canada to 
do so. Arsenic which was as high 
as 14 cents per pound has an ab­
normal price which cannot be main­
tained if the new sources of supply 
are developed and the serions short­
age in the world's supply is draw­
ing a good deal of attention to this 
leld in Eastern Ontario. The sup­

ply of arsenic in the United States

has been practically exhausted and 
American manufacturers are anxious 
to tap tho mineral resources of Can­
ada in order to carry on their busi­
ness.

As to the uses of arsenic, there 
has been remarkable development in 
the last few years. It is a poison, 
and its use as “pans green” is well 
known, but it has been found a life- 
giver as well as a life-deatroyer and 
agricultural experts have realized 
its potent and far-reaching possibili­
ties as a fertilizer. A journalist, 
writing of the possibilities of de­
velopment of this ore in Eastern On­
tario states: “If North Hastings, the 
land of rocks and shallow farms, van 
supply a commodity of such value 
to agriculture, it' writ be another 
illustration of the wonderful pro­
vision of nature, and the strange 
but happy irony of events; for the 
barren placet snail give new life to 
the more fruitful regions of the 
earth.”—C. O.

Motor power has largely in­
vaded the province of the tore2, 
but the animal still lives and 
terives and still has its widespread 
usefulness. The great war had 
its devastating iniluence on the 
horse and also developed the 
value of machinery in its place. 
But experience has proven that 
there are still many uses to which 
the horse can be better applied 
than motor or steam power. 
When trains came in the horse 
was to disappear. When the 
trolly was adapted to public ser­
vice, a crippling blow was dealt 
the horse. When the bicycle be­
came a furore the horse became 
an object for scorn. When the 
automobile and, later, the tractor 
appeared the horse was to vanish, 
but he maintained his ground. 
His numbers are not decreasing 
to any notable extent while his 
duality has ever an upward trend. 
Breeding stations are being es­
tablished and every effort is be­
ing made to maintain breed type. 
Saskatchewan's success in winmng 
championships at the recent In­
ternational Stock Show in Chic­
ago is an evidence of the marked 
success that has been met with in 
Canada. But the West is not 
alone in the march of horse im­
provement and development. 
Than the French-Canadian horse 
there is probably no breed that is 
more hardy of agriculturally use­
ful. The French-Canadian Horse 
Breeders’ Association has long
