MANY KILLED IN
IAP DISORDERS

e
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Troubles in Korea Lead to Brutal
Incidents—Guards Fire ¢n
Crowds—Girl Students in
Revolt.

Shanghaj, March 16.__Thirty persons
.were killdd and forty ws-e wounded
at Sungchun, Korea, on Maich 4, ac-
,cording to a translation of an account
of the disorders in that couatry pub-
lished in a Japandse newspaper at
Seoul and translattd by the Reuter’s
agency.

At the village of Suheung, south of
Pingyang, four gendarmes fired on a
mob until their ammunition was ex-
hausted, fifteen persons being killad,
the account states. The mob eventual-
ly killed the gendarmes. At Yangdok
twenty riotdrs were slain in an en-
gagement. The activities of girl stu-
dents throughout the detmonstrations
in Korea are emphasized by the news-
paper, which makus particular mention
of the fact that at Anju two Korean
gendarmes discarded their uniforgns,
joined a crowd and shouted “Long live
Korea.” The Japanese guards there-
upon fired, eight persons being killed
and thirty wounded, four niortally.

siderably more money for more men
will have to be engaged, but other
cities are adopting the change and the
committee having the responsibility
of administering the affairs of that
civic department are understood to be
willing to let the measure go through
if money can be found. The increased
outlay would be about $7,000 per year
cr what on the present assessment

would be about half a mill, which add-’

ed to the foregoing would total two
end a half mills roughly.

With these things alone it will be
seen that there is an increase to face
cf two and a half mills and there are
other wants that may have to be met
some -way.

On the Credit Side

As against this expected increase
there are two credits, one equaliing a
mill and the other from half to a mill.
The, first is the saving of a mill pro-
vincial war tax and the other is in the
extra revenue produced from the in-
creased assessment. Just what this
will aniount to, The Journal has not
been able to determine but it will be
quite a factor in the adjustment of the
whole budget. There is another feature
of interest to rate payers and that is
the increased revenue coming to the
city from the higher rate of interest
earned on half a million dollar invest-
ment in Victory Bondss as against the
old rate payed by the Provincial
Treasurer when the money was on de-
posit there. It was to have this in-
vestment end transfer validated that
the delegation went over to the Legis-
lature last Thursday.

Collegiate Requirements

Over and above these matters there
are two other items that will, have to
be considered, though what the policy
of the Couneil will be is unknown. One
is the request from the Children’s Aid
Society that something be put in the
estimates for the improvements to the
Shelter and the other from the Colleg-
iate Board that a sum be placed at its
disposal for the purchase of a new site
for a Collegiate .

It will be seen from a reveiew of ail
these things that the Council of this
year has quite a large job ahead of it.
The war is over and propositions that
have been held over in the past are
now coming forward full bloom. It is
believed that when the budget is fin-
ally ready for ‘adoption, a special
meeting of the Council will be called
to which the public will be invited
and at which a full and careful analy-
sis and explanation of the whole year’s
expenditures will be given.

CONDEVINED MURDERER MAKES
COOD HIS ESCAPE FROM JAL

FRANK- McCULLOUGH SAWED BARS OF DEATH CELL WINDOW
AT TORONTO JAIL AND GAINS LIBERTY—WRITES LETTER
TO THE PRESS SAYING HE DRUGGED THE GUARD. REWARD
OFFERED FOR HIS CAPTURE

Teronto, April 17th.—With sixteen days more to live,  Franch McCul-
lough, condemned to hang for the murder of Acting Detective Frank Wil-
liams, drugged the death-watch, sawed through the iron bars on his window,
and escaped in the open world some time between 10 o’clock Tuesday night
and 5 o’clock Wednesday morning: The condemned man had a good start and
nothing has yet been learned of his movements. A reward of $1,000 for any
nformation leading to his capture is offered by the Attorney-General’s
Department.

Frank Currell, a returned soldier, who was the acting death-watch at
the time, has been placed under arrest, and appeared in the Police Court’
vesterday to answer to the charge of aiding and abetting a prisoner to €s-
cape frem the jail. He was remanded|for eight days.

The escape of the condemned man wag evidently premeditated, and
every detail fully planned. The iron bars on the window of the death cell
were one inch and a quarter in ‘diameter, and two had been sawn through.
To do this. would have taken the prisoner'two hours, sawing continuously,
tut from the rust marks on the bars and shreds of chewing gum the offi-.
cials at the jail are of the opinion that the sewing had been done some time
previously.

Writes Letter to Newspapers

In a letter written to the press McCullough described the way in whith
he made his escape. He declares that he obtained the drug from a friend, who
had had himself sentenced to jail for the purpose. The saw had been pulled
in on a rope from the outside through the iron bars.

After sawing the bars he had but to pull himself through the ‘small
opening, drop to a brick lean-to, crawl along the jail wall to -the north and
crop some sixteen feet to freedemm outside the jail property.

How he could get the drug from a friend who went there for the pur-

In addition to pro-
tein, eggs also furnish fat and
a number of valuable elements,
including sulphur, phosphorus,
iron, calcium and magnesium in
an easily dssimilated form ,and
are believed also to be rich in
certain ‘essential vitalizing ele-
ments called vitamins. Their
shells constitute the only waste
materials. Ninety seven per cent.
of the portion eaten—a high pro-
portion compared with
foods—is digested.
