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THE LEPERS OF TRACADIE.

A DAY IN THE LAZARETTO IN NORTHEAST NEW
BRUNSWICK.

(From the New York Sun.)

Miramichi is a district in northeastern
New Brunswick, about half way between
New York and Greenland. Over halfa
ce’nfury ago one Gardner, a Scotchman,
and a resident of the town saw a tawn-
colored spot on his wife's forehead. Anon
there were ominous swellings at the cor-
ners of her eyes. Then the tendons of
her fingers began to stiffen and contract
until her hands resembled bird’s claws.
The {awn-colored spots were doubled and
quadrupled. The husband sought the
advice of Dr. Mackey, a young medical
graduate. This physician made a careful
study of the disease. It baffled his skill.
He could give it no name. He found
nothing like it on the medical calendar.
It seemed beyond the reach of remedies.
So engrossed was he in its study that he
grew thin and pale. Sleepless nights
were passed. Toadd to his distraction,
his attention was directed to a second
case. The victim was a Mrs. Landry,
living seventy-five miles ffom Miramichi.
Of French extraction, she was in no way
related to Mrs. Gardner. Fawn-colored
spots appeared upon her body. Her
skin became as transparent and as scaly
as isinglass. The contraction of the
fingers and the ominous swelling of the
eyes were there. - There were the same
aches and pains as in the case of Mrs.
Gardner. The physician was nonplussed.
At the end of his medical rope, deter-
mind to ascertain the true characterof
the disease, he. sold his little property
and went to Europe. He traveiled
through England; France, and Germany,
and gleaned no information. Acting up-
on & hint received in Paris, he passed
through Denmark into Norway. Near

- the coast, where the main staple of food

was dried fish and salt meats, he visited
a lazaretto. Its inmates were immured
for life. There was no mistaking the
symptoms. They were suffering from
the same disease as Mrs. Gardner and
Mrs. Landry. It was leprosy, and incur-
able, 3

On his return to Miramichi Dr. Mackey
found the scourge eating into the little
community like a cancer. Promptaction
was necessary. Mrs. Gardner's fingers
had dropped off at the joints, and her
skin was dry and flaky. Mrs. Landry
was in a worse condition. Her eyesight
yas gone, and she exhibited unmistak-
able symptoms of elephantiasis. The
young physician sounded the alarm.
The interest of the oldest practitioners
was aroused. One or two scoffed at the
idea of lebrosy, and asserted that the
disease would yield 1o remedies employ-

" ed in scrofulous and similar complaints.

Their experiments, however, verified the
yonng doctor’s discovery, and the com-
munity was thoroughly startled. It was
composed mainly of descendants of the
old French settlers. The English langu-
age was not much spoken. Families had
married and intermarried for nearly two
centuries, until whole parishes were dove
tailed. The result was similar to that
attending the overbreeding of animals.
The blood became overheated and im-
pure. Its impurities were quickened
by a diet of salt meats and dried fish,
and a genuine leprosy cropped to the
surface. There were 78 cases in one
section within twelve months.

The Provincial Parliament was spurred
to action under the personal appeals of
the members from Miramichi. A bill
establishing a lazaretto was passed.
Shelldrake Island, dotting a bay on the
northeast coast of the province, was the
spot selected. It was an isolated island,
off all lines of travel. Here buildings
were erected, with barred windows. A
strict search for all tainted with leprosy
was made, and they were confined on
this island. Scores of the unfortunate
wretches were captured. The lazaretto
was under the charge of two men, who
seemed to be destitute of -all feeling.
No care was given the lepers. They were
mostly ignorant French Canadians, who
had eked out a living by cultivating the
thin soil and by fiishing. Cleanliness
was not a virtue. They were neither
bathed nor dieted. Clean underclothing
was distributed thrice a year. The most
abject and squalid never removed their
clothing, but drew their clean shirts
over their old ones at each distribution.
sexes were not separated. The lazaretto
was a virtual prison for life. Its inmates
rotted like murrained sheep. It was the
horror of the adjacent parishes. Occa-
sionally a poor wretch escaped, and
appealed to those outside for protection.
Every face was turned from him. He
desecrated everything that he touched.
Even the fence that he leaned against
while telling his pitiful story was con-
taminated. If he drank from a spring
the spring was poisonéd. If a cup of
milk was given him the cup was broken
as goon as drained. A walking upas tree,
freighting the atmosphere with it poison,
would not have been regarded with more
horror. He was either recaptured. or

driven back to the lazaretto hy hunger.

Worse than all this, lepers, in whom the
seeds of the disease were fructifying,
were concealed by friends and relatives.
The lazaretto was regarded as more of a
prison than a hospital. A commitment
disgraced a family far more than a com

‘mitment to the penitentary. Fathers

and mothers endangered themselves and
their families in the effort to shield a
favorite son or daughter. It wasa dis-
grace to be hidden, and- not to be made
public. A discovery of leprosy tainted
every relative. 'The children could not
make eligible marriages, and the family
was shunned.

The lazaretto was removed to Tracadie,
on the bay of that name, about 1849.
Here the treatment of the unfortunates
was a little better, but there was an utter
lack of -cleanliness until fourteen years
ago, when the Sisters of Mercv took sole
charge. They found the inmates dying
in filth and misery. They inaugurated
new treatment. They tore out the iron
bars from the windows. The lepers were
bathed each day, and their ulcers were
carefully dressed. The bandages were
washed, and the clothes of the unfortu-
nates were kept scrupulously neat and
cean. They were allowed the freedom
of the grounds. - The sexes were separat-
ed. Rations of tobacco were given to
the men. A sailboat was bought, and
parties of the lepers were allowed to go
sailing and fishing. Nor was the body
alone entertained. The Sisters adminis-
tered to themind. The lepers nolonger
brooded day and night over their unfortu-
nate condition. Some of their number
played the violin, and they danced to its
music. A sure death was thus robbed of
some of its terrors. When the provinces
were confederated in the Dominion of
Canada the lazaretto passsed under the
control ofthe Federal Government. The
Sisters, however, remained in charge,
receiving a miserable pittance from the
Government for their labors. The rigor
of the law was softened by Father Joseph
A. Babineau, pastor of the little Catholic
church at Tracadie. When cases of lep-
rosy were reported he visited the afflicted
and prepared their minds for the inevit-
able. They usually entered the lazaretto
with resignation, and submitted to their
fate without a murmer. ~Where the good
Fathet's efforts failed, the strong arm of
the law was invoked, and they were seized
like criminals and imprisoned for life.
Their discontent was soitened by the
kindness of tneir Sisters, and they dropp-
ed into the grave hopeful of a better fate
in the world to come.

1 visited Tracadie on Sunday, July 16.
The Hon. Arthur D. Williams of New
York accompanied me. The visit requir-
ed a fifty-five mile drive from Newcastle,
a thriving villiage on the curved railroad
from Halifax to Quebec. The road was
a bee line and as level as a prairie. It
was shaded by stunted spruce trees. We
passed straggling settlements of French
Canadians and Indians. At times the
atmosphere was laden with a putrid odor,
which came from the refuse of the lobster
canneries on the beach. This is used as
a compost, for the soil is t"in and poor.
Where the spruces were cut away there
were magnificent views of the ocean and
of bays leading to prolific salmon and
trout streams. It was midnight before
we reached Tracadie. On the way our
driver repeatedly awoke residents on the
route, and asked for a pail to water his
horses. It was always given with the
greatest pleasure. The contersation was
in French. Thereis no hotel at Tracadie.
Through the kindness of Mr. John Young,
its richest inhabitant, we were given a
lunch and lodgings. At sunrise next
morning the- little bell in the belfry of
the primitive Roman Catholic chapel
fronting the broad blue bay announced
early mass. High mass was celebrated
at 10.30. By 10 o’clock the dusty roads
were filled with. French Canadians on
their way to church. A few came in
rickety wagons, but the most of them
were on foot. They swept in sqauds, old
and young clad in quaint costumes.
Some had arisen with the dawn and
walked ten and twelve miles. One man

on crutches lived seven miles away. It
was a hot day, and the air was fiilled with
mosquitoes and sand flies. The devotees
seated themselves on along broken pile
of cord wood near the house of the priest,
and awaited the tap of the bell. The
little cemetery allotted to the lepers lies
in the shade of the unpainted church.
It is overgrown with shrubbery and
brambles. A large, weather-beaten cross
stands in the centre, stretching its arms
over the unmarked graves of the unfortu-
nates. A wharf and a fish house stand
200 yards to the north,and beyond them
the squatty buildings and dormer win-
dows of the lazaretto are seen. We
knocked at the door of the parsonage.
The rustics gazed at us inquiringly.
Father Babineau was in the vestry dress-
ing for mass. He was summond by an
attendant, and gave us a gracious recep-
tion. His glittering black eyes and pale,
intellectual face recalled features of
Judge Cardozo. With extreme courtesy,
he accompained us to the lazaretto,
leaving hiw assistant, Father Nugent, a
jolly-faced Irishman, to chant mass. As
we crossed a rustic foot bridge near the
lazaretto we heard the plaintive notes of
a violin. The melody wassad and sweet,
a blending of the “Canadian Boat Song”
and “Annie Laurie.,” The musician was

a leper, whiling away the weary hours.

‘tionship between the afflicted.

We ascended the porch. Passing into
the entry was stood betore a door with a
wicket. The words.

: TOUT PASSE! :

were above the door. Father Babineau
rang the bell. A second afterward the
white face of a Sister of Mercy appeared
at the open wicket. The Father spoke
to her in French and she opened the door.
We were ushered into a reception room
under the motto.

: PERSONNE N'ENTRE ICI §'IL NE VIENT |
: AIMER JESUS CHRIST. :

Sister St. John, matron of the lazaretto,
is a pleasant-faced woman, about 36
years old. She came from the Hotel
Dieu, in Montreal. Fourteen years
among the lepers have familiarized her
with their manners, customs, and feelings.
She has been the recipient of manya
sad story. She knows the families of all
the inmates, and probably has a more
thorough knowledge of the nature and
characterof the disease than the physician
who receives $300 a year from the Govern-
ment for an annual visit. She has charge
of the cabinet of drugs, and has a fair
knowledge of medical jurispurdence. ~ As
there is no doctor within fifty milesof
the institution, the. Tracadiens and the
inhabitants of outlying settlements come
to her for medicel advice. Prescriptions
for- the poor are filled without charge.
She knows the families tainted with the
disease, and traces accurately the reta-

same strain of blood appears to flow in
the veins of all. A majority of the
lepers were born in Tracadie. They all
come from within a circle of seventy
miles. Under Sister John’s supervi-
sion an accurate record of the inmates
has been kept. There is no prior record
on file. Since 1868 the Sisters’ record
shows that fifty-eight out of ninety have
died. There are now twenty-six in the
institution. This number is larger than
at any time within fourteen years. The
average of life, after the appearance of
the disease, is from ten to fifteen years.
Some die within three or four years, and
there is now a woman in the institution
who has been suffering over fifty years.
She was an inmate of the lazaretto on
Shelldrake Island forty years ago. While
there the disease dissapeared, and it was
supposed that she had been cured. She
returned to her home Tracadie, married,
and had children. - Twenty years after:
ward the tell-tale spots again appeared,
and she was remanded to the lazaretto.
She is still living, handless and almost
sightless. A daughter, twenty-four years
old, whose fingers are drawn up like the
claws of a dead bird, has inherited the
scourge from the mother, and is now in
the institution.

Singular as it may seem, the lepers are
subject to attacks fromn ordinary diseases.
‘There have been deaths from jaundice
an/ typhus fevér. In some cases the
skin is dry and clean, and in others it is
covered with ulcers. Those afflicted
with ulcers live the longest. Damp
weather has a ing' effect. The
patients are feverish, and complain of
rheumatic pains. They have fits of
downsiness, and sleep for hours daily.
In winter and summer invariably
improve. None have di in fourteen
months. __—

They are “peculiarly sensitive. We
were warned against useing the wood
leprosy within their hearing. Theyspeak
of it as the -‘disease.,” Each patient
apparently has an impression that there
may be some mistake in his case. and
that he is suffering from some other com-
plaint. At times medicine is given to
relieve them from pain. Any unusual
decoction seems to affect them. Strong
tea has removed the fawn-colored spots,
but as soon as the system becomes ac-
customed to the tea, the spots return.
Three years ago the hearts of all the
lepers throbbed with joy.” A nostrum,
called Fowle’s Humor Cure, was adminis-
tered, and the disease entirely disappear-
ed. Fowlewasin ecstasies. He forward-
ed box after box of his mixture, and it
was used freely. Within six months,
however, the scourge reappeared with
more violence than ever.

Cases have occurred where those afflict-
ed with leprosy left the country before
they were sent to the asylum. Two or
three years ago the spots appeared upon
two girls belonging to well-known families.
Determinded to avoid the lazaretto the
girls went to Shediac and were employed
as houshold servants. Hearing of their
fight, Father Babineau wrote to Shediac.
He had observed indications of leprosy
on them before them disappearance.
The girls were alarmed, and fled to
Providence, R. I. One died in that city
in a private family, where she had been
engaged as a chambermaid. Father
Babineau learned the whereabouts of the
survivor, and went to Providence. Aft8r
a long talk he convinced her that it was
her duty to retvrn to Tracadie and enter
the luzaretto. She did so, and died with-
in a year.

The good Father relates the particulars
of a case of leprosy in a man two years
married. There were the usual forerun-
ners of the disease. The Father visited
the man’s residence and talked with his
wife about it. The husband insisted that
it was not leprosy. His wife coincided
with him,but expressed a different opinion
to the priest in private. Satisfied, how-
ever, that the husband was tainted. the
wife left him. He remained in the house
alone. Not long afterward, seeing the
priest approaching, he took to the woods.
Father Babineau over-took him and
remonstrated with him. The man was
obstinate. He was threatended with
the rigor of the law. The conservation
lasted two or three hours, and the hus-
band was finally induced to enter the
lazaretto. .

Not long ago the disease broke out on
the body of a fisherman, who for twenty
years had lived alone in a hut on the Bay
of Tracadie. When the priest asked him
to enter the lazaretto, his only objection
was a fear that he might become lone-
some. He is now in the hospital pining
for the companionship ot nature, -

A more dist@ssing case oecarred two
months ago.

on the mother of four little children.
The priest repeatedly talked with her,
and she was finally induced to part with
her husband and enter the living tomb.
Her parting with her children was very
affecting, and to this day the father's ears
hear cries of “Mamma, mamma!” The
family is isolated, the children have no
playmates, and-the neighbors shun the
place as though it was the nest of a
pestilence . s

The disease is 'said to be contagious,
but we could learn of no well authenticat-

ed instance of contagion. None of the | be,

Sisters have shown the least symptoms
of leprosy, although two have waited up-
on the patients for fourteen years. They
take the greatest precdution against it.
There is only one case on record of a
husband-arid wite who were confined in
the institution at the same time. They
were cousins. Wives who have had
children by leprous husbands, have mar-
ried on the death 8f their husbands.
Some of the children by the first husband
were infected, and those by the second
escaped. In a recent case the disease
did not appear until the third generation.
Then it broke out on the body of 2 man
of herculean strength. The native
families of French descent seem to be
satisfied it is contagious. They gaze at
the lazaretto from the outside, and very
few pay it a visit. :

The gictims of the disease are at first
visited by their near relatives, but as the
season roll on the visits are less frequent
and at last cease altogether. Husbands
forget their wives, mothers forget their
children, and vice versa. Not long ago
a pocr boy of 19 broke out of the lazaretto
at night, and walked twenty five miles to
see his mother. He remainéd home a
gew hours, and returned with a less aching

eart.

The lepers all express a willingness to
work, but many of them are unable to
do so. The Sisters are allowed only a
pittance to feed them. They have meat
on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and
Saturday, and fish on Friday. Seldom,
if ever, do they see Jresh beef. They
abhor mutton and veal. Fresh pork is
the meat mostly eaten. Three of the
leperg play the violin, and each appears
to be! ambitious to excel the others.
When the weather is dry, those who are
able frequently dance from morning until
night. Those who first enter the institu-
tion complain of a drowsy feeling, and
sleep days and nights, hours at a stretch.
The lungs become affected. The hair
falls from the eyebrows. The voice is
hurky. Insome cages there is a loss of
all feeling in the hands and arms. A
girl rested her wrist on a red-hot stove,
and was seriously burned, without the
least sensation. .Cuts with the knife
bleed, but give no pain. At times the
kin seem to be filled with steel filings.

hen it cracks open to the bone and
gradually shrivels away. When the liver
and lungs become seriously affected, the
patient wastes away with all the
symptoms of consumption. He dies by
suffocation.

All have separate beds. The men are
kept on the main floor and the women
on thie floor above. Rarely do they see
each other. There is a little room on
each floor where the Sisters officiate as

“‘warders. There is not a man about the

establishment whois not a leper. The
Sisters are alloweda washerwoman and a
servant boy. Aside from this they do
all the work. In the - dormitories the
beds are arranged side by side like beds
in a hospital. Old-fashioned quilts cover
the iron vedsteads. The floors are scrub-
bed once a day. Everything is scrupu-
lously neat. Each dermitory contains an
oratory, where the afflicted say their
prayers on retiring and arising. The
walls are covered with pictures of saints
and religious mottoes in the French
language. Here is a specimen.

which seems hardly applicable to persons
suffering a life of misery. There is no
specified dress for either the male or
female lepers, and unaccustomed eyes
could not distinguish some of them from
ordinary persons.

As we entered the male ward one of
the unfortunates were arising from
dinner. It was a plain board table,
destitute of cloth and napkins, and
furnished with tin plates, cups, and
spoons. On an iron cot within ten feet
of the table sat a pitiful object. His
flesh looked like flakes of sulphur
moulded into the shape of a man. He
had been in bed over a year. Although
but 15 years old he looked like a man of
70.° Nothing in the wards at Blackwell’s
Island equals this scene; yet the sisters
said that the patient was much better
than he had been. As we entered the
apartment a heavy black bear led man
clad in a blue woollen ahirt turned his
face from us, picked up a short black
clay pipe, and moved into the sunlight
through the open door. Poor fellow, his
misfortunes were his own, and he sought
no sympathy from the outer world. He
was Michael Dusron, the lone fisherman,
who had expressed the fear of being
lonesome before entering the lazaretto.
The windows were open and a cool breeze
from the sea was felt.

There were ten other males in the
ward. All but the miserable being on the
bed ranged themselves in a line wfth
bowed heads and dejected countenances.
Two were mere boys 11 and 12 years old.
One was suffering from leprous elephan-
tiasis. His face was a fungus outgrowth.
Oniy one of these men spoke English.
He was Peter M. Noel of Tracadie. A
man of magnigeent phsique, beyond
slight swellings above the chcek bones
he showed no signs of the disease. He
had a clear, blue eye, a rugged com-
plexion, and an honest face. He was a
man of deep feeling and of more than or-
dmary intelligence. Confident of sym-
pathy, he told his story in a straight-for-
ward way. He was 23 years old, a wood-
chopper and raftsman.

“You seem surprised to see me here,”
he said, “ because you see no marks of
the disease. Look at my hands,” show-
ing his palms. All the lines of his hands
seem to have been frosted with siiver.
The poresof the skin «listened as though
dusted with silver. “Look at the whites

of my eyes,” he continued. They were
of a light- orange color. He pointed to
the slight swellings below the temples,
and then said : “All your doubts would
be removed if you saw my body. This
spring I was logging up the northwest
branch of the Miramichi. One night,
when I was going to bed near Cunard’s
Ledges, I saw a yellow spot on my leg. I
paid no attention to it, supposing that it
came from wading so much in the cold
water. Two or three days afterward an
other spot appeared near the first one. I
gan to have strange pains in my legs,
and could not get enough sleep. Within
a week I noticed a spot on my breas:.
The pains increased and I thought I had
rheumatism. I took some medicine for
it, but it did me no good. At last I came
over here, by the advice of a comrade, to
see the Sisters, and to find out what was
the matter with me. They told me that
I had the disease. and here I am for life.”

Noel told his sad story with an erect
head. He had not been in the lazaretto
long enough to acquire the dejected look
of his fellow-sufferers, but the shadow on
his face indicated that it was surely com
ing. He is a fair violinist, and undoubt-
edly vents much of his sadness through
his instrument. With tears in his eyes
he spoke of the kindness of the Sisters,
but he spoke of the lack of books and
newspapers. He could not read English,
and his countenance grew bright when he
was promised a file of Parisian journals.
While grateful for the little tobacco given
him by the Sisters, he spoke of its poor
quality. “Thev buy it at Ferguson’s,” he
said, “and ef course the Sisters can't tell
whetherit is good or bad ; but smoking is
about our only enjoyment, and I wish we
could have good tobacco.” s

The Sisters then conducted us upstairs
to the female ward. Fourteen women
and girls, in all stages of emaciation, stood
in line with hands clasped and eyes cast
down. Sisters and cousins were among
them. All were in some way related to
the men below. The were not supposed
to be communicative. One woman, nearly-
eighty years old, overheard Sister
John calling our attention to to the fact
that she was concealing her hands under
her apron. She flung up her apron with
spiteful energy, and exhibited two wither-
ed stumps, accompanying the action-with
bitter words. She had no hands. Her
heart was touched by our expressions of
sympathy. She was the woman released
fiom Sheldrake Island forty years ago
under the supposition that she had been
cured. She called to her side her daugh-
ter. a é)leasant-fsced woman, 24 years old.
Her fingers were talons in appearance,

and her hands were withering, losing the |

joints one by one, the same as her
mother’s had done. In the dermitory we
saw a female dwarf only 28 years old.
She looked to be 90. Her eyes were
sightless, and her face mirshapen and
totally unlike the face of a human being.
It was the face of a person suffering from
the worse form of elephantiasis. Despite
our remonstrance, she arose to receive us.
Sad at heart, we turned away. ‘The
afflicted woman, in low tones, bade us
goord-by as we went down stairs.

The Sisters then showed us the kitchen,
the range, the electric bells, the neat
apothecary shop, and the exquisite chapel
with its image of the Virgin and Child.
This chapel is-latticed on either side.
Behind the lattice; on the right of the
alter, the Sisters hear mass. Half a
dozed benches fill the main body of the
little chapel, and are evidently used by
the male lepers. A solitary woman bear-
ing marks of the disease was on her knees
behind the left lattice, counting her beads
and praying. Everything throughout the
building was clean and neat. The floors
were scrubbed as white as marble, the
great range shone with stove polish,
there was not a grease spot on the clothes
of any of the lepers, the aprons and
kerchiefs of the women were as white as
snow, and the windows were as clean as
the plate glass of Simpson, Crawford &
Simpson’s store. ‘The oratories were
simple but attractive. Delicate efforts
at ornamentation bespoke the excessive
care of the. Sisters. There is only one
impediment to the comfort of the beings
buried alive. Itis the parsimony of Sir
John A McDonald’s Government. The
buildings disgrace the five million of
people who are taxed to support his
Government. The ceilings are low, and
the roomsare illy ventilated. The Sisters
work to great disadvantage. All that
they receive is spent upon the immured
lepers. They are now building a dorm-
itory for themselves at their own €xpense.
The isolation of the lazaretto is so com-
plete and visitors are so few thatits wants
do not reach the public ear. Surely
there ought to be one man in the Parlia-
ment of the Dominion of .Canada to
champion the interests of the poor men
and women whose life imprisonment is a
punishment for no cotime, although con-
fined for the protection of the community.

Out again in God’s free air we cast our
eyes toward Mr. Young's mansion. Poor
Noel and four of his companions stood in
the yard awaitingus. “Gentlemen,” said
Noel, approaching us, hat in hand, “I
beg your pardon, but my companions
can’t -speak English. This poor man,”
pointing to the heavy-bearded man who
had left the dining table on our entrance,
“is bleeding at the lungs. He thought
that one of you might be a doctor, and
that you could tell him what to do for it.
He has been on the the sea, but he can’t
stand the sea air any longer, because his
lungs are so weak.” Wae could give him
no encouragement. Our faces forestalled
Noel’s translation of whet was said. The
bearded man walked back to the fence
and turned. his face to the sea. Noel
accompanied us to the end of the lane
leading to the highway. It was the boun-
dary of the le{)er’s world. The two
leprous boys walked at our side.. One
said, “Please, sir, give me a penny.” He
got half a dollar, and the other boy was
not forgotten. If a bag of gold dro%ped
from the sky they could not have been
more surprised. They shot off' towards
the lazaretto with the-speed of the wind.
Nor was Noel forgotten. We had already
gained his confidence. He accepted a
Canadian bank note , with even more
astonishment and far more thankfulness
than the boys had shown.” It was a small

sum to create so much happiness in so
wretched a being. [ involuntarily com-

It is a matter for congratulation that
the City Council has ratified the action of
the Water Works Committee, and that
Fredericton will have within a few months
an efficient artificial water supply. We

S. Neill furnish-
ing the .pipes and special castings, Whit-
man Haines the guard crib and erib well,
Arthur Limerick the pump well, and
McFarlane, Thompsen & Anderson the
iron conduit.

Mr. Neill expects to be able
to -deliver the pipe here by the second
week in October.

The meat is all. slaugh-
tered in the city, which ensures its being
entirely tresh at the time of shipment and
being conveyed in refrigerator cars, reaches
Boston .in excellent condition. The best
quality of meat.only is shipped, for which
feom 8 to 9 cents per pound is realized by
the shippers.

If the farm were situated near the
mouth of the Keswick, the N. B. Rail-
way Co. would furnish the means for
regnlar shipment to the United States,
if a locality on this side of the river were
chosen the Fredericton Railway would
give all the necessary facilities.

THE MIRAMICHI VALLEY ROAD.

Our North Shore contemporaries treat
the Miramichi Railway project in a friend-
ly and hopeful tone. Wesare disposed
to think that they, and some others, are
making too much of the fact that as yet
no promiment capitalist has taken hold
of the scheme. It is of course very
greatly to be wished that some one
would take hold of the project who could
carry it on successfully on his own finan
cial strength, and there is not the slight-
ist doubt that the gentleman, whose
name has recently been associated with
1t by one of our city papers is abundant-
ly able to push the road through when-
ever he sees fit. But it is not wise to call
continually upon Hercules, and it ‘is
never well to begin a project in that
way. If thosee who want to see the
Valley Road built, desire fo enlist the
assistance of any gentleman of large capi-
tal, they ought to make it worth his tak-
ing hold of it. The business world pre-
sents plenty of opportunities for the in-
vestment of money. If we wish to divert
any of it to the building of this railway,
we must présent such a case as will show
the men who control the money that the
investment will be reasonably good.®

We have already shown how the inter-
est on the probable cost of the road
could be guaranteed for at least ten years.
Probably a little effort would secure 'an
oxtension of this guarantee to fifteen
years, and assistance from the countiés
interested, in the shape of a further
guarantee for two years, and if this could
be procured, or if the Counties and
the Government together, would guiran-
tee interett on the ©bonds at
five per cent. for fifteen years, the gov-
ernment to assume the responsibility for
the first thirteen years, we do not think
any difficulty would be experienced in
floating the bonds in any market.. Fifteen
years interest guaranteed would make
any bonds marketable, especially as the
road would inall probability earn the
interest on its cost before the expiration
of that time, in which event the company
would in fairness be entitled to the
unpaid portion of the guarantee, or it
might be allowed to remain as a contin-
gency guarantee.  The project we believe
can be successfully carried through, and
the assistance of strong capitalists can
be secured if a speedy and determined
effort is made.

We are to have water works. Now
what next? The city is pretty deeply in
debt, taxes are heavy, and there is no
present prospect of their becoming any
lighter. What are the people goingto do
about it? Some may say, “Cut down ex-
penses.” Good; but how? And even if
expenses were cut down to the lowest
possible figure, still taxes will be high.
We have shown that the number of 1ate-
payers and the amonnt of taxable pro-
perty has decreased. It clearly becomes
the duty of every one to endeavor to de-
vise means for increasing both of these.
There is only one way in which this can
be done, and that is by increasing the
number of people employed here. As
we have before pointed out, the persons
chiefly interested in this are the owners
of real estate. Upon them them the
burden of taxation must always ultimate-
ly fall, and they should spare no effort to’
see that steps are taken not only to keep
our people here but to induce others to
settle here. We think the fact that
water works have beeu decided upon has
created considerable interest in this mat-
ter on the part of the people generally.
One hears more talk about what might be
done. It has not yet taken the shape of
a discussion of what shall be done; but
we hope it will reach that stage at an
early day.

The opinion of the citizens is very undecid-
ed on the subject of miscellaneous licenses.
We do not know that many persons think
there is anything wrong in the exaction of a
fee from commercial travellers, particularly
as these men have adopied the habit of retail-
goods. Neither bave we found ameng com-
mercial travellers any very great disposition
to complain of the amount of the tax upon
them here. Upon the question whether per-
sons whn come to buy or sell country pro-
duce should first take out a license, we ffnd
great differences of opinion. At present we
understand that whatever power the city
possesses to tax such persons is not exercised,
and there is no likelihood that it will be
called into use. We find, however, a con-
siderable number of people, who, without
saying that a tax should be imposed upon this
class of traders coming from abroad to do
business here, make much objection to per-
mitting them to have the freedom of the city.
The objections are after this sort. The
person who buys butter, eggs, &c., by retail
objects that it is next to impossible to get
country people in the market to sell in gmall
quantities, they say that ‘forestalling’ is
practically in full blastin spite of all the
legislation which has been enacted to pre-
vent it. Granting that this is so it is difficult
‘to see how it can be prevented by imposing
atax on buyers. Unless farmers will sell in
small quantities, all the laws in the.land will
not help the persons whose means limit them
to small purchases. A complaint is also
made by some persons who buy goods in the
market to sell again in stores, that they ought
not to be interfered with by buyers
from other places who pay peither
renl nor taxes in the city, and spénd
their profits elesewhere.” This seems reason-
able, but inasmueh as you cannot prevent it
by exacting a licence fee, without at the
same time driving sellers of produce away
from the city, it is difficult to see what good
would be accomplished by insisting upon the
enforcement of the law in respect to them.
It is also said that residents who buy produce
in bulk, to sell again, ought not to have to
compete with those who buy large quantities
of produee here, and Yetail it ont, or at any
rate, that the latter should pny‘something
for the privilege of doing business here. Tt
is impossible to meet all these objections by
any law whatever. The city papers might as
well ask that all St. John papers should be
taxed on their sales in the city, asfor any
person to ask protection from outside eom-
petition. We could give just as good papers
here as are published anywhere in Canada
almost, if we had a monopoly of the sales :
but it would he a great mistake to give any
one such an exclusive privilege, nlthougix
there would be money in it to him and no
serious disadvantage to the city. ‘We are
satisfied that the better opinion among the
business men of the city is favorable to the
most absolute freedom for the sale and’ pur-
chase of all articles of country produce.
Occasionally a dealer may feel piqued at
being undersold by a stranger, or having
produce run up by men from abroad, but n.f‘tel;
all he would not care to have it otherwise.
He knows that the more money is paid out
here the better for him ; ‘that if people will
come here to sell, they will buy here if
favorable opportunities are given them.

What we desire to nfake as plain as pos-
sible to our country readers is that Frederic-
ton to-day is a free market, offering as great
advantages to persons having goods to sell

as are offered by any other place in the
Province:

_of all clearly and fairly stated from Dr.
. Bliss’ own published accounts of the pro-
gress of the case and of the post mortem
examination. Professor Esmarch’s con-
clusions are: 1. The wound was not in
. itself absolutely fatal. 2. That the bullet
was not the cause of the septic suppur
ation in the wound which led to the fatal
result. 3. That the cause of the septié
suppuration was introduced from without,
and that as contributing directly or indi-
rectly to this were the following errors in
the treatment—the repeated probing and
exumination of the wound with instru-
ments and fingers not rendered aseptic,
the failure to dress the wound aseptically,
the syringing out of the wound with fluids
not sufficiently antiseptic, and the failure
to give a complete vent to the “bagging”
pus. 4. There was no true pysmia, but
only metastatic inflamation of the parotid.
gland. 5. The cause of death was hsemor-
rhage, moderate in ‘amount, but occur-
ring in one whose strength was under-
mined by septic fever, decubitus, bron-
chial catarrh, and hypostatic pneumonia.
6. Although the splenic artery may have
been injured primarily by the bullet
or by a splinter of bone, this would
not have led to the formation of a false
aneurism except for the establishment
of putrid suppuration. In conclusion,
Professor Esmarch refers to the popular
superstition that the bullet is the cause
of all dangerin a gunshot wound, and
that to extraet the bullet should be the
chief aim of the .surgeon. He asserts
that most of the secondary dangers arise
rather from the fingers of those who ex-
plore the wound, and that the American
surgeons committed the error of doing
too much rather than of doing too little,
as they have been freely accused of at
home. Finally, he surmises that if no
search had been made for the ball, and
the wound had been dressed aseptically,
the unfortunate patient would have been
alivenow. Valuable as is Prof. Esmarch’s
opinion on such a point, we yegret that
this lecture has been published, at any
rate so soon. It would not have lost in
value by being kept back until the acri-
monious discussions on the eonduct of
the attending surgeons had died out on
the other side of the Atlantic. It is pro-
verbially easy to be wise after the event,
and it is an ungracious -task to criticise
adversely the conduct of men who, under
very trying circumstance, were suddenly
called upon to act in a grave emergency.
We are willing to admit that mistakes
may have been committed, but it is a
case in which the golden rule is eminent-
ly applicable: “Let him that is without
sin first cast a stone.”

The many ways in which accidents result
fom the careless handling of pistols are
Emown to all, and the fact that men have
these weapons:about their person leads
them to bring them into use on occasions
when a good old-fashioned knock down
Blow would serve the purpose very much
Better. While we may all deplore this
great and growing evil, it is not easy to
suggest a_remedy. The criminal use of
firearms oan be in a measure prevented
by the imposition of severe punishm'ént
upon all persons who may be convicted
of causing the death or injury of persons
by such means. Most of the accidents
ean Be prevented by a little common
sence. It is a common thing to see little
Boys of ten and twelve years playing with
pistols. Ifany one doubtsit and will take
@ walk through the Grove he will be
eonvinced. Every now and then some
Bitle fellow is shot. Tho wonder is that
mone of them are killed. It seems that
the parents of these children are very
eareless, or accidents among little child
mem resulting fromi playing with firearms
weanld be excessively rare. Quite frequent-
Iy we hear of another class of acci-
dents, where a mere baby will
find its father's pistol and shoots
weelf or its playmate, then we have the
young woman, who toys with a revolver
until she shoots herself, her lover or her
meighbor-on the other side of the street.
Ia nineteen cases out of twenty where
aecidents of this kind occur the person,

THREATS.

A member of the Government threatens
that he will resign his seat in the Execu-
tive if Mr. Flewelling should not be elect-
ed in King's. ‘Another member of the
Executive more than hints that the
Government may feel called upon in cer-
tain' events to direct a dissolution, and a
new general election in January. No
one can control the action of the first-
named gentleman. He can resign when
he wishes, and we are dispesed to think
that neither the country nor his colleagues
would regard his taking such a course in
the light of a national calamity. Ne
official act which he could perform would
be so entirely in accord with public sen-
timent as his taking leave of office would
be. As for the threat of a dissolution,
which is made to influence new members,
it is a matter about which somebody else
that - Messrs. Lardry & Co. have some-
thing to say. A dissolution can only be
ordered by the Lieutenant Governor, and
that gentleman is too well-versed in con-
stitutional principles to make such an
order before the new House has met, or
even when it does meet, upon a defeat
of the Government upon a bare %ote of
want of confidence. If a House fresh
from the people votes no confidence in
the advisers of the Lieutenant Governor,
that officer will constitutionally be bound
to offer to the Opposition the opportunity
of forming a government. If a
principle were involved in a vote adverse
to a government, upon which there
might be reason to believe that the house
might not reflect public opinion, it would
clearly be the proper course for ‘the
Premier to advise a dissolution and for
the Lieutenant Governor to grant one:
but when the .only question involved is
of the confidence of the House in the
individuals comprising the executive, it
would be an unheard of thing either for
the leader of the government to ask or
the head of the government to order a
new election. We refer to this, because
it is well that every one should under-
stand the tactics which are being adopted
by the unscrupulous men who now ad-
minister affairs. This last move indicates
an ignorance of the law governing parlia-
ment in an English court, which is extra-
ordinary but by no means surprising. We
are glad to know that the better the
principles which govern the action of
Executive are understood, the more they
are condemned by the members. elect.
Since the arch scheming of Tilley and
Mitchell in the last years before Confede-
ration, politics in New Brunswick have
not presented such a mass of intrigue
as they have this summer. The country
pays fiv@ officers large salaries and
travelling expenses, and they devote
their'whole time, not to public aftairs,
but to scheming to hold on to power.
They have only performed one act of
administration and that was a bad one.

KING’S ELECTION.

The electors of King's have not had a
very long time given them to decide upon
whom they shall send to the Assembly in
the place of the late Mr. Crawford, or
whether they approve of the course pur-
sued by Mr. Morton in accepting office at
the hands of men to whom he had declared
himself opposed. The time, however, is
long enough for a vigorous canvass. In
‘offering themselves to the -electors of
King's, Messrs. Morton and Flewelling
have upon them the burden of proof, and
they should be required, wherever they
g0, to justity the course which they have
have seen fit to adopt. No one who pre-
tends to have any correct idea of consti-
tutional law will deny that by all the
principles which govern politics the ad-
ministration,which Mr. Morton has joined
and which Mr. Flewelling pledges hi nself
to support, is responsible for all the mis-
deeds and omissions which flourished
under the regime of Messrs. King and
Fraser. It is not a new Government
which has a right to demand a fair trial,
but an old one, patched up by all manner
of means, and at th‘ cost of all that is
honorable or honest in politics—an ad-
ministration which has been distinguish-
ed for its subserviency to the Ottawa
Government, and has disregarded Pro-
vincial rights in a manner calculated
to work irreparable injury. It is an
administration svhich seeks to extend to
New Brunswick the control which the
French of Quebec cxercise in Dominion
affairs and, if they could, would employ
in Ontario. Mr. Hanington, who wants
an office with a salary, owes his political
existence to Mr. Landry and cannot get
an office because the latter insists on
having one. The government is kept
together by the fact that one member
fears and another controls the French
vote in Westmoreland. Kings County is
now asked to say that it approves of the
state of affairs, that it is content to have
the affairs of New Brunswick regulated
according to decrees from Oftawa, made
in pursuance of dictation from Quebec.
They may do so, they have the sovereign
right to do so if they see_fit. It may be
more important to the country that Mr.
Landry should control affairs in Mr.
Hanington’s name, and that Mr. - Morton

should get a salary for an office which he
cannot fill, than that our legislature
should be kept.independent, asystem of
reform inaugurated, and the abuses
which have flourished in the past be
exposed; but we do not believe the
electors of Kings will say so.

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THE OAMPAIGN IN EGYPT.
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It is evident to the most casual observ-
er that the Britisl? forces in Eghpt have
very serious work cut out for them. They
labor under many disadvantages. In the
first place, the men are not accustomed
to the climate, and there is danger at any
time of a large portion of them being in-
capacitated for severe work by illness.
In the next place, they are numerically
very much inferior to the enemy. Inthe
third place, the character of the country
is unfavorable to military operations, and
Arabi has seized and holds nearly all the
points of vantage in the interior. Under
these circumstances, the complete vic-
tory of the British arms can only be look-
ed for after a protracted struggle.
That Arabi feels considerable confidence
in his troops is shown by the fact that
he assumes the offensive, and although
Wolseley succeeds in repulsing him he
is not able to follow up his syccesses.

One very surprising feature of the
ceampaign i3 the wonderfully small
number of casualties reported on the
British side considering the enormous
weight of metal hurled upon the army by
the Egyptian artillery. Very many
persons refuse to believe® that the des-
patches can be correct in those particu-
lars, but we can scarcely think thata
commander would venture officially to
report fewer casualtiés than really
occurred. ‘

WAR IN EGYPT.

A despatch to the Central News Agency
from Constantinople, reports that the
Anglo-Turkish Convention is now being
signed.

A despatch from Kassassin to Reuter’s
Telegram Co:, dated Sept. 6,says: At the
general parade of troops here the men
presented a fine, serviceable appearance.
Brisk firing has been proceeding between
the outposts to-day.

The Council of Ministers engaged with
the question of indemnifying inhabitants
for loss sustained by incendiarism or pil-
lage. Itis almost certaiy that the minis-
try will propose to the Powers to appoint
an International commission to settle
the claims.

A despatch from Constantinople states
that after a conference of three hours
between Lord Dufferin and Said Pasha,
to-day, the Anglo-Turkish military con-
vention was informally signed.

In a telegram dated Ismalia, Sept. 6th,
Gen. Wolseley says: The enemy recon-
noitered the English position at Kassas-
sin Lock, toda?y, with cavalry. Musketry
fire was exchanged with them.

Bedouin Arabs have thrown carcasses
of horses and other foul matter into the
Ismalia canal, and it is feared the water
will become unfit for drinking.

The English train of 300 mules, was at-
tacked near Ramses Sept. 6th, by Bedou-
ins. The escort of the train repulsed
them. '

IsmarLa, Sept. 7.—Another regiment
has arrived from Bombay. The men will
be kept on board ship for the present.
It is estimated that the railway is now
capable of carrying two hundred tons of
stores daily to the front.

A despatch from Constantinople says
the Imperial Civil Commission leave there
on Thursday for Alexandria. Dervish
Pacha and Baker Pacha, with their staffs,
will start on Thursday for the rendezvous
in Crete. Turkish troops are assembling
as fast as possible.

Orders have been sent to Suda Bay to
forward the first detachment of Turkish
troops to Egypt.

The Daily News' Kassassin correspon-
dent says the Egyptians loss in the out-
post affair the other day was heavy, con-
sidering the brief duration of the skir-
mish. I counted six bodies close together.
This was by far the most determined
demonstration made by the enemy since
the battle of Kassassin, and indicates the
near approach of a decisive conflict. All
our cavalry, with General Lowe. and
Wilkinson, and now here.

The correspondent of the News at

Alexandria has obtained from a most
reliable source the exact strength of
Arabi’s army. The grand total was as
follows : Infantry, 44,600; cavalry, 18,600;
guns, 143; rocket tubes, 18; Bedouins,

" On the seventh Lord Dufferin was still
awaiting instructions from England before
gsigning the final draft of the Anglo-
Turkish Military Convention. It is be-
lieved to be improbable that any obstacle
will arise to prevent the formal signing
of documents.

Orders have been despatched to Suda
Bay to have the Turkish troops prepare
to embark for Egypt. It isbelieved that
the whole contingent in two portions of
3,000 men each, will disembark at Port
Said. Their ‘operations will be under-
taken after an understanding has been
arrived at between Dervisch Pacha,
Baker Pacha and General Wolseley.

Maj. Gen. Wilkinson and Col. Butler,
with a body of Indidn Cavalry and Mount
ed Infantry, advanced within a short dis-
tance of Tel el Kebir, at 3 o'clock, a. m.,
on Sept. Tth, and took sketches and made
particular observations of the enemy’s
position. [he rebel troops were ap-
parently asleep, and none were seen by
the British until the latter were retiring.

An Alexandria despatch says it is
rumored that the Sultan offered Egypt to
England two months ago, on the same
conditions on which she took Cyprus.
England declined the offer.

It is stated that Lord Dufferin is dis-
satisfied with the Sultan’s proclamation,
inasmuch as while it states that Arabi
Pacha deserves to be declared a rebel, it
does not expressely proclaim as such.

Major-General Millis has arrived at
Kassassin and taken over the command
from General Graham.

The enemy have occupied a village
about two-and-a-half miles south of eur
camp.

A reconnoisance made yesterday in
the vicinity of Tel El Kebir, revealed to
us the enemy’s position from Karraim to
Tel El Kebir, to tne extent of about five
{or six miles. The strength of the enemsy
at both places is now pretty well known.

All Arabi Pasha’s troops from Cairo
have been brought to Tel el Kebir, also
the crack regiments which form the elite
of the Egyptian soldiery.

The enemy are working night and day
on the entrenchments across the Fresh
Watcr canal on his right.

Gen. Wolseley is now in direct telegra-
phic communication with London.

Kassassiv, Sept. 9—9.20 a. m.

After six o’clock this morning the Ben-
gal Lancers and scouts come in with the
news that the enemy were approaching
in great force on the northern side of the
railway. Our army was at once put in
motion, and by seven an artillery duel
began.  Arabi’s troops, of all arms, are
spread over the entire ridge and a mile,
and half up the line. A train, heavily
armed, has appeared. Close to where I
stand our forty pounder and Krupp guns
are placed, shelling the enemy’s right.
There is also a twenty-five pounder a few
hundred yards off playing on the same
poition. We have the enemy’s range ex-
actly. One shell burst right over the
enemy’s ranks. The Egyptain artillery
have got their' distance very will, and
their shells are dropping steadily into our
camp. We have horse artillery extended
along a line half a mile in tength on the
north side of the railway. They are firing
rapidly, and at present the Egyptians are
slowly retiring. Up to this moment no
casualties have occurred. Reinforcement
are just coming up from Gahsameh. The
Krupp gun recently captured from Arabi,
sent a shell nearly in front of his trian.
Our infantry are slowly advancing, and
the enemy are slowly retiring.

The Telegraph’s correspondent at Kas-
sassin views Saturday’s repulse of Arabi
Pacha as a complete success for the
British who never calculated upon his ar-
tacking them in such a manner. The
enemy did not retire until the English
Infantry advanced. Arabi left about 200
dead. and wounded on the field. The
wounded state the -English right was
attacked by five battalions of infantry,
with five guns and 500 cavalry under
command of Mahmond Pacha. They
came from Salihiyeh. The enemy had
altogether 15,000 men. Saturday night
passed quietly, the enemy disappearing
behind their entrenchments. At day-
break on Sunday morning the English
began to throw up rifle pits around
Kassassinin order to prevent Arabi Pacha
from approaching near enough to shel!
their camp. The picket charged a regi-
ment of the enemy’s cavalry and rode
through them and killed ten men, losing
one of their own. The enemy threw
some of their.own wounded alive into the
canal.

The Foot Guaris loss during the en-
gagement was 50 wounded ; none Kkilled.

It is not through any fault of the Rebel
leaders that the attack on Saturday by
Arabi was unsuccessful. ¥or a quarter
of an hour the position of the English
force and camp looked exceedingly
critical, as the infantry were in danger of
being outflanked. The commanding
positions were all in the enemy’s hands,
while line after line of his cavalry and in-
fantry were seen crossing sand hills. Gen.
Lowe came to the relief of the British in-
fantry with a cavalry force, and threaten-
ening the enemy's left, forced him -to
desist from continuing his flanking move-
ment. The Rebel Cavalry fell back, and
for half an hour each endeavored to get
round the other. Gen. Lowe's flank
movement checked that of Arabi. The
active forward movement of the English
infantry together with the superior ac-
curacy of the English artillery forced the
enemy’s infantry to give way when the
fight was virtually endeds

The Times’ Alexandria correspondent
says the Egyptians at Kafr E1 Dwar ap-
pear to have brought up one or two
mortars of heavy calibre. Fire from them
is so inaccurate that they are practically
inoffensive.

The Times' Alexandria corresponent
says-one of the officers who surrendered
to the British at Ramleh states that the
dissensicn in the Aboukir garrison con-
sists in the refusal of 2,000 raw r:cruits
to be drilled.

He return-
ed after gaining a clear idea of the
enemy’s position. This is the last recon"
noisance before the battle.

A general order has been issued for a
forward movement of the wnole army.
Tents and baggage will be transported by
rail to the nearest point to the British
encampment. No bugles will be allowed
after sunset.

The British army is now bivouacing at
a point two miles beyond here along
the line facing Arabi’s front. Our most.
advanced line is about four miles from
the Egyptian front.

The forward march will begin shartly
after midnight, so that_the force may
reach fighting distance easily by dawn.
Wolseley will attempt to get around
Arabi Pasha and destroy the railway in
his rear, communicating with Zagasig.

The British are now marching on Tel
el Kebir.

The attatk will probably begin before-
daylight.

Loxpox, Sept. 13.—The Exchange Tele-
graph Co.'s Alexandria correspondent
announces that Tel-el- Kebir was carried
this morning. Forty guns and a large
number of prisoners were captured. The
cavalry are in pursuit. Arabi’s force ap-
pears to be quite broken up. The de-
moralization of Arabi’s army is complete,
his infantry flying towards the desert.
The Egyptain loss is estimated at 2000
men. Our loss probably 200, including
many officers. The Highland brigade
bore the brunt of the action.

The Times has the following: Tel-el-
Kebir was carried this morning with a
rush. The first shot was fired at 5 o’clock.
The position was taken in twenty minutes,
we having suprised the enemy by a
night march. The enemy are in full re-
treat. .

The Indian cavalry are hotly pressing
the fugitives on the south and the
British cavalry on the north of the canal.

2,000. The retreat of the enemy on the
north is cut off. I'he cavalry are still
pursuing.

An Eighty Pound Hailstone.

Considerable excitement was caused in
our city last Tuesday evening by the an-
nouncement .that a hailstone weighing 80
pounds had fallen six miles west of Salina,
near the railroad track. An inquiry into
the matter revealed the following facts: A
party of railroad section men were at work
Tuesday afternoon, several miles west of
town, when the hail-storm came upon them.
Mr. Martin Ellwood, the foreman of the
party, relates that near where they were at
work hail-stones of the weight of four or
five pounds were falling, and that returning
toward Salina the stones increased in size,
until his party discovered a huge mass of
ice weighing, as near as he could
Judge, in the neighborhood of eighty
pounds. At this placé the party found the
ground covered with hail as if2 wintry storm
had passed over the land. Besides sécnringz
the mammoth chunk of ice, Mr. Ellwood
secured a hailstone over a foot long, three or
four inches in diameter, and shaped likea
cigar.

Water Works,

A HITCH IN THE CONTRACTS.

A report was circulated on the streets
Monday that there was & hitch in some of the
water works contracts. Rumors of all kinds
were afloat, and for a time among those who
take an interest in such things there was con-
siderable excitement. It was said thataring
had been formed, and it was the intention of
the lowest tenderers to throw up their con-
tracts, with the view of sharing in the profits
of the higher ones. This, of course, had no
substratum of fact, except the circumstances
surrounding the case; and it would be going
a little too far, perhaps, to say that these jus-
tified such a conclnsion. However that may
be, the committee acted very promptly in the
matter. An informal meeting of the Council
was held, at which the committee were
authorized to declare all tenders off and to
do the very best they could under the circum-
stances. This was accordingly acted upon,
and the intending contractors notified that
their tenders would not be accepted. "The
committee will now probably proceed to have
the work done by days work: The difficulty
only arises in connection with Mr. Limerick’s
tender for the pump well, and Mr. Haines for
the crib well and guard erib. Mr. Limerick
said thatin hisestimate he left-out $300, and
Mr. Haines says he omitted some $190. The
committee told these gentlemen that if they
could show this to the Council no doubt
their claim would receive attention, but that
they did not feel at liberty to make any
addition to the price. Messrs. Limerick and
Haines then declined to sign the contracts.

Another somewhat curious feature of the
matter- is that both Limerick and Haines
claim or are said to claim, that they had
been promised the supervision of the West
End wharf, and that they thought to make
up out of that what they would be short on
their water works contract. We are autho-
rized tofsay, both by the water committee
and the wharf committee, that no such
promise was made to any person, andin
point of fact it is not yet decided that the
repairs in the West End wharf will be made
this fall.

The committee think that the city will not
lose anything by this miscarriage of the
comtracts although of course it will throw a
great deal extrr trouble upon the members of
the committee.

A force of men, under the directlon of Robt.
Belyea, went to work Tuesday digging the
pump well for the water works. - Alderman
Burchill went to St. John to purchase cement
and to secure the services of an experienced
wharf builder to superintend the construction
of the guard crib. From what we can learn,
it appears as though the committge could
scarcely have taken any other course from
that which they adopted in declining to con-
sider any other tenders than the lowest. It
is to be regretted that sucha misunderstand-
ing should have occurred; but now that it
has, the public will expect the work to be
done at the lowest expense compatible with
first class work. The difference between the
lowest tender and the next for all the work
which the committee has undertaken to do
was about $1,000; and itis certainly some
object to save this amount. Mr. Limerick
gays he regrets very mueh that he did not
sign the contract, and trust to the City Coun-
cil to make up to him the deficiency caused
by his error in calculatiom. Mr. Haines, we
are told, also thinks that it would hayve been
better for him to have gone along with his
contract. Theother tenderers are very much
annoyed, and they complain because their
several offers received no consideratién at
all. They deny very emphatically that there
was any combination to put up the price.
Mr. Limerick says that he told-members of
the committee that he had notestimated on
the trench before his offer was submitted to
the Council.

Mr. Sutherland says he was prepared to do
the work at the price at which he tendered,
and would have taken either the whole or a
part, but that he had no opportunity given
him to say what he would do. We do not
charge any one with forming a combination,
but from what we have heard, both from the
committee, and the persons tendering. we
have come to the conclusion expressed above,
that is, that the only course left for the com-
mittee was to put men on and push the wark
on as rapidly as possible. It was obviously
too late to invite a second set of tenders,
especially as there is every prospect of a rise
in the water, and the work is of such a
character that it cannot be done with advan-
tage except in low water.

ghc*; he said he was; Fred. Gilman asked
Gallagher for the revolver, but he would not
give it up; Charley Hossack went over to
the new school house; Gilman got a wagon
and took him home.

Robert Biggs,

ALEXANDER EDMONDS

gave testimony much to the same effect; he
gaid that when Gallagher had pointed the
pistol at him he was frightened and ran
away ; he came back and stood in the door
with Charles Hossack ; little Freddy Clark-
son stood between them; Gallagher pointed
the pistol at them, he could not say at which
of them, and the pistol went off; Charles
Hossack screamed and fell down; he said
that Gallagher had no ‘reason to be angry
with him.

‘Frederick Gilman, William Carr, Dr.
Moore, William T Howeand Frederick White
were also sworn. Their testimony chiefly
related to the condition of Hossack after he
shot. The last named witness is the school
teacher. The revolver with which the lad
was shot had been his (White’s) property,
and he had traded it off with Gallagher for
another; he said in his evidence that the
pistol would not go off easily, but required
considerable pressure to set it off. -

After being instructed in the law by the
Coroner, the jury found the following
verdict: :

“ That the said Charles Hossack came to
his death by a leaden bullet fired out of a
revolver by Walter Gallagher, against him
the said Charles Hossack, and that the said
Walter Gallagher did feloniously kill and
slay the said Charles Hossnclf,, at the Parish
of Stanley in the said County of York, on
the 8th day of September inst., and that.the
said Charles Hossack died from the wound
cansed by the said bullet on the tenth day of
September instant.”’ i
_ Gallagher was then committed for trial at
the next Supreme Court. The vendictis one
of manslaughter, but there is no doubt that
the crime is. in a legal point of view,
murder. Gallagher treated the matter with
considerable bravado at first, but at the last
broke down completely. He feels his posi-
tion very keenly.

The Head Waters of the St. John.

(Continued.)

. Before leaving the widow Castoria’s, we
hired one of her'sons to accompany us on
the trip. He proved to be a usful man, and
an entertaning one. He told us many stories
of hair breadth escapes in running the Big
Rapids and moose hunting. He also spoke
of an Indian burying ground on Black River,
and said that while he was passing it on one
occasion unseen hands threw stones at him.
He has no doubt that the projectors of the
projectiles were defunct Indians.

The night of Aug. 12th, was very cold,
almost cold enough for frost. We pnshed
on the next day, and after poling 8 miles
came to the mouth of

BIG BLACK RIVER.

This is one of the largest tributaries of the
St. John, its waters reaching to within
twenty miles of the St. Lawrence. It isa
very strong stream and just at its mouth
there is good farming land. There is an
old clearing here upon which considerable
hay is stil grown. For twelve miles Big
Black River runs with a very strong current
but at that distance the dead water is
reached. Adams Brook, said to be a capital
trout stream, here joins the main river. _The
water was rising too fast for good fishing..
The dead water extends®en miles with wide
flats, well adapted for farms on either side;
but itis not likely they will be occupied for
some time, as the owners are averse to
gettlers on account of the danger to the
timber lands from fire, which ,has already
done a good deal of damage along this
stream. Above the dead water, there are
rapids for two miles, and then dead water
again for five miles, when Depot Branch is
reached. Thtsstream was named by the

BOUNDARY COMMISSIONERS

as the base of supplies was upon it. It runs
parallel to the Inteeeolonial boundary. Five
miles above the line crosses theriver, and the
iron posts with the date 1842, and the names
of the Commissioners, are standing on the
river bank  On the night of August 14th we
had frost. Five miles from the boundary we
came to Mrs. Gudreau’s, where we left our
canoe. A roud to Seven Islands crosses the
Big Black here, and there is a weekly mail
from St. Jean Port Joli, on the St. Lawreuce.
Taking the road, we went along it a short
distance and then struck into the woods, at
first on a westerly course and afterwards on
a south-westerly course, camping at night in
low spruce land. It rained very bard, and
continued te do so all the next day. We
camped the next night at a sugar camp on
the top of a high ridge. Here we found a
large establishment for making sugar. The
owners use evaporating pans, of which we
saw three and fifteen large tubs for sap, which
is hauled by horses to this place. There
were many ‘‘caseaus” and ‘‘spiles’”’ In
every respet the appointments were first
class, and might be well imitajed by sugar
makers on the lower St. John, where the
maple woods ar far superior to those here.

Our next day’s march was over a rocky
country, the land being very poorly adopted
for farming. It rained so hard all day that
we had to camp early for fear that all our
provisions would be wet. We made a com-
fortable camp of bark, and put in a very good
night. The next.day we gota'view of very
high mountains directly in our course, but a
long way off, and nearer at hand but still
many miles away were clearings. The rain
continued. The county hereabout consists
of alternate belts of spruce land and  bard
wood ridges, none of itis fit" for settlement.
We saw in the distance several large lakes,
but the country is very unattractive. Just
before reaching the north-west branch of the
St. John we passed through some good land.
The North-West is a large strong stream.
We had to build a raft to crossit. After
crossing this stream we ascended a low
ridge, from which the settlements on the
south-west St. John-are clearly visible. It
is probably not known to most of your readers
that these are settlements upon the St. John
four hundred miles from its mouth. We
also got a fine view of ‘The Sugarloaf,” a
very striking looking mouutain rjsing out of
a large flat.

On Augnst 19th, we started with prospects
of fine weather, but were sadly disappointed.
We changed our course, after going
several miles and ascended a‘high mountain.
The whole region now spread before us was
ore vast sketch of ‘black country.” We
became anxious ‘to get along, as our pro-
vision was running short. We changed oug
course again to’ the north, and when we ar-
rived at the falls of the left hand branch of
the North-West, we laid in a large supply of
blueberries. Next morning, after a biscuit
apiece and some blueberries, our course led
us over broken land, and we had to wade
through two strems where the water took us
to the waist. About four o’clock we came
to a settlement. Theland was of the poorest

description; being  wet and  rocky.
It has to be drained - before any-
thing - will grow on it. The crop looked

stunted and everything wasuninviting. The
firet house we came to was untenanted, but
at the next we were comfortably entertained
by a hospitable Frenchman and his wife.
We found that we were now 21 miles from
Cape St. Ignace, on the St. Lawrence. We
had been altogether six days and a half in
the woods, and had walked about 27 miles
through a country, scarcely one acre of which
is fit for settlement.

Finding it impossible to pracure the
supplies we needed to continue our explera-
tions, we decided to go out to the Grand
Trunk Railway and make our way home.
The character of the country as we approach
the St. Lawrence does not improve. As we
approached this strcam a magnificent view
opened before us. The broad river lay before
us for six miles, dotted with steamers.
High mountains were in the distance and
near at hand the white cottages of the
farmers. In the centre of the river was a
large island on which were several houses.
The soil however was very poor. We took
the cars on the Grand Trunk for St. Jean
Port Joli, fifteen miles distant, whence we
took a team again for our ¢anoce. |

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The Faithful Wives of Weinsberg.

Weinsberg is in the northwestern part
of Wurtemberg, about thirty miles from
Stuttgart. It is early mentioned as a
eapital city of the bishopric of Wurzburg,
and later we read that in the year 814
Emperor Louis I. established the Frei-
herrshaft of Weinsberg. About 1129,
Freiherr Wolfram von Weinsberg trans-
ferred the castle to the Rhenish Palgra-
vine, Gottfried of Caled. The latter gave
it as a marriage gift with his daughter
Uta to Duke Welf VI, who regarded it as
a part or the allodizl estate of his wife,
and refused to deliver it to Konrad IIL,
when this emperor claimed it as a rever-
sionary fee. An intense hatred existed
between thie Hohenstaufens and Welfs.
It began in the time of the unfortunate
Henry IV., and culminated when in 1079
Henry sent for Frederic of Hohenstaufen,
and, in.a solemn speech in which he
acknowledged his loyalty, gave him his
daughter Agnes in marriage, and the
Dukedom of Suabia as a dowry. The
death of Henry in 1139 brought new com-
plications and feuds, and Konrad welcom-
el any event that mightymake Welf feel
his power. He accordingly app ared
with his army before the castle, having
in the meantime defeated the forces of
Welf at Esslingen as they wete hastening
%o the help of the besieged Weinsberg.
The attack upon the castle was begun.
After a determined struggle, Welf fell,
wounded, and the surrender seemed to
beinevitable. “Without graceor mercy,”
were the words of the emperor, and the
town was to share the fate of the castle.

“The greatest terror prevailed. ' Thén the

Bighborn dutchesses and the wives of the
Zown officers held a council, and deter-
mined to go in procession to the emperor,
implore them to let them escape, and
also-allow them to carry away with them
their most precious possessions. The
emperor, who had no desire to wage war
with women, received them kindly, gave
them permission to leave the besieged
®own, and to take with them all that
they could carry with them upon their
shoulders. The woman went away, night
passed, and the morning came. At an
early hour Konrad’s army was drawn up
im file, the gates were opened at the com-
mand of the emperor, when Duke Fred-
eric,  the emperor’s brother, turning,
espied, downin the valley street and
slong the steep path that led from the
eastle a longline of women, carrying on
their backs, not clothing, jewels, and
silver, but each her husband; and, behold
Uia, the stately duchess of the castle,
Jeads the procession, the wounded Duke
‘Welf upon her back! Had not the em-
peror distinctly said, “Take with you all
that you can carry upon your shoulders?”
When Duke Frederic, beheld this sight,
the ik of which had never before been
witnessed since the world began, he cried
out angrily to the emperor, “That was
mot the compact!” but the emperor,
whose face showed quite plainly that he
was not displeased by this exhibition of
womanly faithfulnesi, answered, “aking's
word is not to be broken;” and while
the emperor and his army looked on in
mute surprise, the strange procession
wended its way, patiently and silently,
down the steep hill-side, out into the
country road, carrying away the men, and
Feaving the castle and town to the troops.
The emperor generously ordered that all
the treastires should at once be collected

To perpetuate this instance of wemanly
fidelity, the ruins have ever since borne
the name “Weibertreue”—woman’s faith-
falness.— Harper's Magazine.

POOR DOCUMENT

How to strengthen the Lungs.

Sparring is excellent exercise for the
chest, and is good also for the arms and
shoulders. A live opponent is not need-
‘ed—in fact, is not desirable; for where
there is one the exercise is apt to
be continued too long, and repeated only
intermittently, whereas it should be car-
ried on daily, and for ashort time only. A
calf-skin bag, 14 or 15 inches in diameter,
hung by a stout. cord from the ceiling
(if there is a beam to it, or from a cord
stretched between two high nails on op-
posite sides of the room), will make a
capital dumb boxer. The bag should
hang at about the height of the chin, so
that its highest part is opposite the chest.
Pound away at this as if it were the head
and shoulders of aliving opponent. Hit
out from the shoulder, so that it flies up
to the ceiling, catch it “a good one” as it
flies back towards you; advance a step,
80 at the next rebound iv flies over your
head; spring sharply round and meet it
on that side ; hit it upwards till the cord
loops ; hit round-arm, so that if you are
not quick enough it catches you on the
back of the head. In five minutes time
(which, latér, you may extend to ten),
you will be puffing and panting like the

 conventional .rampus. You can then

rest, or turn to some other léss active
exercise.

But there is an excellent and too much
neglected exercise for the chestwhich
requires no apparatus at all, and can be
taken without leaving yaur room, or even
your seat. It is simply the inhaling the
air (at the nostrils), until the Inngs are
fully distended, holding the air there for
a while, and then slowly dispelling it. A
time-keeper is useful with this exercise,
so thatits effect inimproving the capacity |
of the lungs and increasing the power of
the breathing apparatus generally may
be tested. In a capital little book by Mr.
W. W. Blackie, the following case, illus-
trating the good effects of a practice in
effect identical with this is cited :

“Some jyears ago, Dr. G., of Boston,
showed us a photograph of himself taken
several years previously. The shoulders
were warped forward, the chest looked
flat, almost hollow, and the fuce and gene-
ral appearance suggested a delicate man.
He was inclined, he said, to be consump-
tive. Well, by practising breathing
(not in an ordinary blowing machine,
where you empty your lungs of all that is
in them, but from an inspiromoter, from
which, instead, you inhale every inch of
air you can), and by practicing vigorous
working of his diaphragm, he had so ex-
panded his lungs that he could inhale
three hundred and eighty cubic inches of
air at onebreath. Certainly the depth of
his chest at the later period was something
astounding, it being, as nearly as we could
judge without calpers, fully fourteen
inches through directly from breast bone
to spine, while it was a-strikingly broad
chest as well. An even more astounding
feature was the tremendous power of his
voice. He said he could run two blocks
(nearly a tenth of a mile) at on> breath.

This case may, of couse, be excep-
tional, still-it is extremely significant.—
Knowledge.

WaTER Works. — Thc Holly system of
water works has been tested at Winnipeg
with satisfactory results. Chief McRobie, of
the fire department, says that with pressure
obtainable he can keep the city safe. When
hydrants are put down he will be able to
reach any part of the fire limits, and have
water playing in 2 min. and 30 sec. Witha
pressure of 56 1bs. an inch stream was thrown
on the roof of a three-storey building. The
pressure will, however, be 75 lbs. when the
fire bell rings, the engine house being con-
nected with the telegaaph alarm igstem. In
cases of emergency, both engines, with a
combined pressure of 150 1bs., can bhe brought
into requisition.

The inquest on the body of Daniel Donohoe
was continued Thursday evening before S
D McPherson Esq. ' 5

The Jury were: C Sampson, A G Edge-
combe, D Hatt, J Horsman, B Foster, D C
Knowles, J.C McCready. -

Paul Phillips sworn, said at 6.30 Police-
man Wright told him a man was lying
drunk on the bank of the river; I went down
and found a man; tried to wake him; he did
not wake; It was Daniel Donohoe; we took
him to the lock up; put him on a bunk with
a couple of blankets under his head and one
under him; left him locked up; went back at
7 o’clock; he was sleeping nicely; went in
again about 11 o’clock; shook him, he did
not speak, but seemed the same as when put
in; went back about 12.30; tried to wake
him; took a blanket from underneath him
and covered him; Wright went in at half-
past two and came out and said he was dying
or dead; I went in and picked him up; I
thought he was alive; I set him in a corner
on his bed and went for the doctor; Wright
stayed with him; I brought Dr. Torrens back
with me ; he pronounced him dead.

To Mr. Edgecombe—He was lying with his
head raised ; he made no unusual noise; I
think he was only drunk ; he did not vomit
that I know of.

To lhe Coroner—We carried him gently tc
the lock-up; when we found him he was
lying on the grass; when we found him his
head was thrown back.

To Mr. Foster—I went to see him the last
time at his sister’s request; he ‘had no fall
while we were carrying him ; weare instiuct-
ad by the Police Magistrate to visit prisoners
during the night; I have forgotten how often,
but we are to go often when a man is drunk.

Zebedee Wright, sworn—At 6 o'clock I
came to the lock-up, thence to the river, and
Isaw a team on the wharf in possession of a
man named Belyea; he called to me, and
said something which I did not understand,
waving his hand towards a tree in-the square,
in looking down fron*where I stood; | went
out and waited till policeman Phillips eame;
I said I believed there was a man down under
the tree drunk; we went down and found
it to be Daniel Donohbe ; we carrieq him to
the lock-up; we laid him on the bunk in
the cell with some rugs under his perscn
and head also; we then went out on the
street; returned te see him about 9 o’ clock;
he appeared to be breathing as natural
as when we left him; about eleven
we visited him again; going in the cell
turned him up partlv on- his side; took a
blanket and fixed his head and ¢overed him
over; saw no difference from when we first
put him therey 12.30 we visited him again

found him (ying Just the same; we turned
him over shook him but he did not move
or speak; Phillips says, I guess he's all
right, he'll wake up soon; About 2.30 we
weut in again;~and I found him as I thought
about dead or dying; Phillips came in shook
him turned kim over, and set him up in the
corner on the bunk; Dr. Torrens pronounced
him dead. -

Ethel Grannan sworn, said: I knew
Daniel Donahoe ; Isaw him about five o’ clock
yesterday evening in mother's house ; he did
not appear to be drunk; he walked; he
stayed about three minutes; he asked me
for a handkerchief; he neither ate nor drank
anvthing ; he was alone; he asked me if he
might lie down ; T told him he could not;
he said he wanted the handkerchief to tie his
head ; he said he was sick; he did not
appear to be drunk at all.

Daniel Mehan, testified that he saw Dono-
hoe at 5.30; he said he was very sick; he ap-
peared to be pick.

Archibald )McDiu.rmid and Headly Baxter
téstified to seeing deceased near the officers’
square where he fell down. He was put up-
on his own _team which George Belyea was
driving.

George Belyea said that he had been work-
ing with Donohoe, who had been drinking ;
he told about taking him on the wagon from
the square; he said that John ‘Reid asked

heard him, and said to go and earn a quarter
of a dollar and he would sit there ; he gat at
the willow a little time.

Charles Brady testified he worked with
Donahoe yesterday ; saw him,going down the
street at Sherman’s office, between 10 and
11 o’clock ; came to the barn where we were
and had a flask of whisky with him; they
all had a drink ; on returning to the Barker
House stable with the second load of hay we
had a drink in the hay loft from another
flask which Dan produced; saw crossing
King street from Meehan’s shop.

The Capital is worried again over the
HerAwp and the bridge. It gets itself into
fidgets about nothing.

An Irish Crime.

THE % MOONLIGHTERS' "’ METHOD OF MURDER.

John Leahy, farmerresiding at Scarteen,
within a few milesof Killarney, was yes-
terday morning murdered by a ¢ Moon-
light ” party, and the facts that have
come to light place the crime among the
most heartless and atrocious of those per-
petrated in the name of the land agita-
tion. Leahy wasan aged man, and had ‘a
large and respectable family. He was
formerly employed as a driver or rent
warner on the estate of Tord Kenmare,
but had given up that position in order
to turn his attention to.the cultivation of
the several farms which he and members
of his family possessed. It does not ap-
pear that in the discharge of his duties
as rent warner he -became an object of
popular enemity or dislike; on the con-
trary, those who knew himndescribe him
as a I-natured sort of nan, never in-
clined to harshness or unfair dealing.
The special facilities which his eonnection
with the Kenmare Estate Office afforded
him of acquiring farms exposed him to
the charge of land - grabbing, which jeal-
ous nei hbours were not slow to level

-| against him. However, the chief cause

of the ill-feeling which is supposed to have
led up to the murder is attributed to the
following circumstance:—Some weeks
ago, a farm of about 60 acres at a place
called Lackabrane, held by Lord Hadley
from Lord Kenmare, was put up for
auction at a sheriff’s sale and was pur-
chased by a man named Daniel Crouin,
of Gortatlea. who was returning from
South Africa, where he had amassed a
considerable amount of wealth. After
he was declared the purchaser, the sale
was for some reason annulled and the
tarm given to a man named John Cronin.
The latter is the son-in-law of Leahy, who
was popularly believed to be the prime
mover in the- transaction; and this
circumstance was sufficient in the present
temper of the country people to provoke
their anger and resentment. Leahy, the
victim of the present crime, was in Kil-
larney yesterday, and returned home at
eight o’clock. There wasin the house his
son John, his daughter Hanora, and his
wife, together with the three male ser-
vants. His son shortly afterwards left
the: house to visit his brotherin-law,
Daniel Daley, who resided a mile away.
The household went to bed, leaving the
door unlocked till the return of the young
man. The husband and wife were sleep-
ing on the ground floor off the kitchen,
and- the daughter and servants upstairs.
Mrs. Leahy, while awake, awaiting the re-
turn of her son, heard a person enter the
kitchen and in a peremptory manner
order her husband to get out of bed. In
a few moments men entered the room
and dragged Leahy out of bed.. Mrs.

at between 12 and 15. They were fully
armed, but undisgujsed. One man, who
appeared to be the leader, ordered her
husband to be placed on his knees in the
kitchen, and addressing his followers,
called on “No. 1”7 to fire. Despite the
frantic efforts of the wife, who placed her-
self between the doomed man and the
assassins, the order was obeyed, and
Leahy was badly wounded. The captain
then called on “No. 10” to advance, and
another shot was fired. “No. 14" was
then summoned, and his was the last shot
fired, though a bayonet thrust was made
at the prostrate old man. Miss Leahy,
leaning over the staircase, asked the men
to desist, but the person in command only
replied with a brutal threat against her
own life. When the assassins finished
their work they searched for young Leahy.
Fortunately he had not returned from his
brother-in-law's house; and they took their
departure. The servant men who were
witnesses of the shocking outrage never
interfered to prevent the violence, and
when Mrs. Leahy requested them to go to
Daniel Daly's house for her son they re-
fused, and she herself went away in the
dark across the fields, and brought assis-
tance. When the medical man and the
priest arrived Leah; was dead. This
morning Captain Plunkett visited the
place; and five young men, principally
farmer’s sons, were arrested.
