| THE BATHURST INQUIRY.

S0 Much Different from What was Given
Out Before Election,

Batnugst, June 2.— The rev. father
Varrily stood aside to be recalled on the
production of certain letters.

Dr. Inch, wh~ was recalled, recollected
a change in the manual in the printer’s
hands; he did so because it was necessary
for the benefit of education throughout
the province. It was not specially changed
to suit the desire of the trustees of Bath-
urst. He had an application before mak-
ing the change from the district of Sack-
ville to permit the renting of a building
for a school. He could not grant the per-
mit as regulation 10 was not amended.
Several other changes were made while in
the printer's hands. He had a conver-
sation with the Bathurst trustees who
objected to the regulation as at first print-
ed. Dr.Inch gave the history of the re-
fusal of the board to grant permission to
Edward O’Brien to teach in the grammar
school. He explained the matter of
the Elizabeth Arseno examination. He
refused the examination because no
special examinations were being held.
He offered her to come to Fredericton the
following week, as it"would be cheaper
for all concerned. He would have made
the change in regulation 10 if the trustees
of Bathurst had never objected. The
scheme referred to by inspector Mersereau
was not a report for the board of educa-
tion; it was intended for the attorney
general only. No arrangements were
made whereby the pupils of district 15
came to district 16 to receive religions in-
struction. In the schools taught by the
sisters of charity the arrangement was
made to permit the pupils of district 15 to
be taught in school district 16, because
there was no room in school 15. The
teacher was a sister, but received no
salary from 16. If he knew religion was
taught in the school room after regular
hours he would not think it was 4 matter

of interference. This arrangement was

cancelled and afterwards allowed for short
term at the request of the memorialists.
He thought it irregular but it covered
nothing improper. Mr. O’Brien was not
dismissed from the inspectorship on ac-
count of immoral habits. The board of
education acted as promptly as it could in
the matter of refusing permission to
O’Brien to teach the grammar school.
The arrangements submitted by rev. Mr.
Thomson in 1892, are substantially now
in force in the village schools.

Mr. White read a memorial from 28
protestant ratepayers sent to the board of
education on the 13th January, 1891, in-
cluding rev. Geo. D. Peters, rector of St.
Genquert Episcopal church, expressing
his satisfaction at the introduction of
sisters under the law, and saying that no
injustice was done.

Mr. Skinner objected to classing Mr.
O’Brien as a protestant.

Mr. O’Brien—MTr. Skinner changes poli-
tics so often he thinks I do the same in
religion.

Dr. Inch—Great difficulty is always ex-
perienced in grading where French and
English children attend school. You
can’t divide 150 pupils in three schools of
50 each. I understand school hours to be
from 9 a. m. until they close in the eve-
ning. If the catechism was taught be-,
tween 12 and 12.30 in one department |
and the other branches in another de-
partment I would not allow it. I will
not permit the catechism between 12 and
23

Anna Ethel Corbett attended the su-
perior school at Petit Roche, taught by
Jerome Boudreau and Miss Josephine
Frenett. Catholic prayers opened school,
Miss Frenett then taught catechism, pro-
testant children could leave at catechism
hour. Miss Frenett had the catechism up
one day that the inspector was to come.
Some one said, “There’s the inspector.”
She sent the class to their seats and hid
the catechism. My father and mother
knew of teaching the prayers and said I
should not learn them. I never spoke to
the teacher or trustees about this. All
knelt; I knelt, but never was asked or
forced to. The catholics would cross them-
selves, the protestants would not.

Maud Corbett corroborated Ellen’s tes-
timony. She said, at 9 we draw from
three to four catholic children to say
their catechism ; if any time before 4 they
draw. The catechism is in French. I
don’t know it. The catholic primary de-
partment is not always taught as long as
the advanced. There are five protestants
in all the departments.

James Huntley Corbett, brother of the
two last witnesses, corroborated their tes-
timony and added that refusal was made
by the teacher to let him go out during
catechism.

Peter Doucett, son of Jerome, protestant,
of Green Point, told a similar story as re-
gards Green Point school, taught respec-
tively by Joseph Boudreau, Philomine
Boudreau, and Philomine Goden. Five
protestant children attended this school.

Lyda Ellis, 14 years old, of Green Point,
testified to being forced to kneel and
cross herself by Philip Boudreau, the
teacher of the Elm Tree school. When
she objected he threatened to punish her.
She told her parents who forbade her to
doit. She refused to do so again at school
and the teacher did nothing to her. She
attempted to make the sign ot the cross
in court, but the attempt did not show
any former practice.

In regard to the charge of undue delay
on the part of the board of education in
considering of memorial of complaint
against Ed. L. O’Brien’s appointment, Mr.
Inch’s relation of facts was explicit, and
according to letters and telegrams read in
court by him, it is apparent that there
was no undue delay; it also appeared
that a protestant private school was es-
tablished after notice of refusal of board
to grant permit to Mr. O’Brien was sent
to the prime movers in the agitation
started in opposition to his appointment.

In explaining the change made in the
gchool manual after it had been in the
hands of the printer he said: “When
found necessary to publish a new edition
of the manual, I requested the board of
education to appoint a committee to as-
sist me in supervising the revision, so
that I could consult them in regard to all
additions or charges, it was not thought
necessaty to appoint a definite committee
and matters were to be left to my own
judgment. In case of doubt I could con-
fer with members of the board of educa-
tion and when proofs were to be read, as
a final revision before being properly
printed, they were to be submitted to the
board. Regulation 10, respecting leasing
of buildings, is a new regulation pnt there
at my suggestion, and was thought neces-
sary in order to give more power to the
board over the trustees of different dis-
tricts; as first printed, the words ‘unless
the chief superintendent or the board of
education, in consideration of spec al cir-

cumstances, shall otherwise order,” were

not in regulation. In conversation with
the trustees at Bathurst, I became con-
vinced that what I had already feared by
the introduction of the regulation in its
unamended form would be realized, viz:
That it would conflict largely with edu-
cational interests throughout the entire
province. I had previously received ap-
plication from a district in Sackville for
periission to lease a building for school
purposes, and under the provisions of
this regulation I could not although I
knew it was necessary to grant the re-
quest. I had not yet submitted the proof
to the board of education; I did so soon
after and suggested to the attorney gen-
eral to add the words referred to, and he
consented and the board approved of the
regulation as it now appears. This was
not the only change made after the proof
was taken ; numerous changes were made
and ratified by the board of education en
bloc. The regulation was not made to
please the Bathurst trustees; it would
have been made if I had never spoken to
them about it.”

A new charge was made by Mr. Skin-
ner, embodying an arrangement with the
board of education and trustees of district
16 and 15, whereby a sister of charity was
allowed to teach religion to children of
district 15, in achool of district 16, during
school hours.

. Hon. Mr. White, although desirous of
haying the charge investigated, did not
think it was a proper time to get into it;
it was new, not being in the bill of com-
plaint, and was taking parties by surprise,
giving them no time whatever to prepare
to meet it. He desired every opportumty
be given to arrive at the truth in the
matters pertaining to this difficulty and
would not object to charges being made
and investigated, but sufficient tie should
be given to the defendants.

Mr. Lawlor took objection to the intro-
duction of new charges at this stage of
the inquiry.

Mr. Skinner contended that it was no
new charge but was included in complaint
No. 13.

Mr. Lawlor—If friends on the opposite
side are of opinion that the charge is em-
braeed in complaint No. 13, I will with-
dmﬁ my objection, and give the full bene-
fit-of an investigation.

His honor thought it was not included
in complaint No. 13, but as Mr. Lawlor
had; withdrawn his objection, and the
golicitor general had shown such an
anxious disposition for a full and impar-
tial-inquiry, he would proceed with the
matter, and if they wanted time to pre-
pare a defence after hearing evidence on
the point, time would be given them to
procure witnesses. The superintendent
stoutly denied the charge, but admitted
that an arrangement was made whereby
30 pupils of district No. 15 were taught by
a gister in district No. 16 as there was
not sufficient accommodation in district
15 for them. One trustee complained of
this arrangement and it was immediately
cancelled ; but it was again allowed for
the winter term on receipt of a memorial
from the trustees and ratepayers setting
forth that accommodations could not be
procured in district 15 until the summer
term. ' No religious teaching during regu-
lar hours was allowed under such arrange-
ment or even hinted at.

THe article in Gleaner of 31st May hint-
ing ‘at secreting important witnesses by
catholics, was brought up by M. Lawlor,
who denounved the statements therein as
base and infamous.

Mr. White said he had made every ef-
fort as representative of the crown to assist
the complainants in procuring attendance
of witnesses and he thought the article
was very unjust.

The court thought such articles should
be condemned, but did not see that any
action could be taken. Utterances of the
Gleaner would have no weight in arriv-
ing at a conclusion in this investigation.

Mr. Skinner discountenanced sach tac-
tics as resorted to by the Gleaner and
thought it was unfair to the persons con-
cerned. !

Upon request of the counsel for the
complainants and the assent of the coun-
sel for defendants the court adjourned to-
night to meet on Tuesday next.

Mary Elizabeth Doucet, aged 11, Henry
M. Ellis, aged 12, James Doucet, I4 years,
and Charles R. Wicket, 12, of Greenpoint,
and Charles Miller, of Petit Rocher, gave
testimony this morning corroborating in
some degree the testimony given yester-
day in reference to prayers and catechism
in the schools in those districts.

Theodore Langis, of St. Anthony, Kent,
formerly teacher in the village school,
said he taught the catechism between 12
and 12.30, at request of trustee T. Leahy.
Father Varrily asked me one and a half
years after, if I would teach big boys if
they came with little ones. I said yes.
He never told me to tell the trustees he
said so.

Mary Alexander, teacher of district No.
8, Kinsale, taught there in 1882, under a
local license. She asked the trustees then
if they would engage her providing she
got an extension of local license next
term. She was told by the trustees, of
whom two wcre protestants, that she
could not re-engage as they wanted a
catholic teacher. The parents thought
the catechism should be taught the chil-
dren. Things went on and finally a
catholic trustee asked me to teach school,
without any reference to teaching re-
ligion. Later on I was asked by the
trustee if I%ould teach the catechism. I
said it would be a pleasure for me to do
so, if all were satisfied. I did so volun-
tarily, as I understood they could not
compel me. There'are only two protest-
ant families in the district. Miss Alex-
ander here detailed the particulars of
teaching the catechism and prayersin the
schools, dating as far back as 1879. Father
Varrily said one time, some years ago, he
would like to see a catholic in this dis-
trict. The witness then went over a de-
tailed account of the three telegrams sent
to the legislature, which appeared to con-
tain such contradictory statements and at-
tempted to explain why there was no
direct contradiction. Sheattended prayer
meetings in Dunlap school led by rev. Mr.
Thomson. On account of these meetings
she got into trouble with the trustees of
Dunlop and had a law suit. This is an
entire protestant district.

John ‘Alexander, trustee of district 8,
corroborated to some extent Miss Alex-
ander’s testimony, but said one reason of
not engaging a teacher sooner was the in-
complete state of the school. He was a
protestant and wanted to give a catholic
teacher to the district.

Ebenezer Hicks, a former trustee of No.
8 and a protestant, was also anxious to
get a catholic teacher, as the entire dis-
trict was catholic with two exceptions.

James McIntosh, of Birkville, a former

- teacher in the superior school at the vil-

lage, gave a history of the troubles as he
knew them. A falling off was noted in
the advanced department of the superior
school after the opening of the conyent

schools. He thought Miss Landry, of

whom protestants bitterly comglained,
was a good teacher of sufficient ability to
teach her grades. He did not believe
Baldwin meant to threaten in saying the
“kickers” would have something to kick
at in the abolition of the superior school.
I attended examinations at the sisters’
schools and they attended examinations
at my school.

Barnurst, June 6.— The court opened
today pursuant to adjournment. Samuel
Gammon was the first witness. He gave
the dimensions of the grammar school.
Trustee O’Brien told him that grade seven
would be changed to the convent. He
objected to this, O’Brien said he would
have to send hig children ihrough the con-
vent before reaching the higher grades.
Mr. Crockett came and the grade was not
changed.

The next witness was Dr. Duncan, sec-
\'evary of district No. 16, (Bathurst village).
After giving the dimensions of the super-
ior school and convent school dimensions,
with the attendance which showed a large
falling off in the attendance at the super-
ior building, which was the cause in his
opinion by the return to the convent of
the sisters teaching in the superior school
building. He read a letter from rev. Wm.
Varrily, asking the trustees to increase
the school accommodation and offering
the convent as a school, asking $30 rental,
and $110 for each of three teachers. The
engagement of the teachers was made at
a meeting of trustees, $5 rent for each
room. This was only paid as a nominal
rent. The protestants sent a written pro-
test against the sisters teaching under the
law in any building. One objection was
the wearing of a religious garb, emblems
and that they were illegally licensed.
The trustees answered the protest that
the garbs were not worn in contravention
of the law and the licenses were legal, and
invited the protestants to visit the schools
and they were confident there was noth-
ing to fear from a religious point of view.
Nothing was done as a result of the
conference with the protestants. The
only point in dispute was that the trustee
accepted the propositions of chief Crockett
and the protestants refuse to accept. The
objection was to dual gradesébove 4. Miss
Furlotte resigned voluntarily. Miss Her-
bert was dismissed because some protest-
ants thought her salary was too high.
Miss Landry was then engaged at a
salary of $110. The protestants objected
to this as she was an inferior teacher.

Mrs. Moffat
had been married only about six months.
She was a native of Cape Breton.

James Wilson is putting up a nice house
for himself, the carpenters are getting
along very well with it and will bhave it
ready for occupancy in a short time.

The pupils of the superior school here
gave a very pleasant entertainmentin the
Grange hall on Friday evening May 19th.

WHEN YOU SEE A BUG, STOP.

Some of the Danger Signals Familiar to
Tipplers,

Delirium tremens has many signboards
pointing out the road to it and marking
the distance. It never comes without
due and repeated notice. The unpleasant
result of intemperance seems to be nature’s
way of ridding the world of men who do
not pay her for their keep. It is like the
ejectment following the delay to pay a
long-delayed board bill. A man may let
his account run so long, but unless he
keeps his balance with nature approxi-
mately even he will find at last the sum
due has become too big to be paid at once,
and he will go into mental and physical
bankruptey.

One of the earliest signs that a man has
been drinking too much is the appearance
of unnatural visions and dreams, not only
at night, but in the day time. The term
drinking too much is, however, purely
relative, for what is too much for one man
may be as nothing to another, and what
would break down a man when he is
strained, worried and nervous may do
him little injury when he is in rugged
health. The warning signals which
nature gives are not gauged according to
the amount of drink, but on the basis of
what the system can stand at that time.
It is remarkable how few men recognize
or pay any attention to the drink signals.
Everbody knows how easy it is to pick
out the next day the man who has been
drinking heavily the night before, yet the
man himself rarely seems to notice the
change, or if he does, attributes it to some-
thing else. A red nose, bloodshot eyes,
irregular heart action and a shaky hand
are recognizable easy enough by all ex-
cept the one most concerned.

A man was telling a story of his per-
sonal experience to a friend a few eve-
nings ago which shows how obtuse and
hardened a drinking man’s sensibilities
become when the subject is himself. This
man had gone to the toot-ball game at
Manbattan Field, and after that he had
dined with a number of old college friends
who had come to town to see the game.
He was not seen at his office for a fort-
night afterward.

“You know I have rooms near Madi-
son Square,” he said, “and it is my custom
in the morning to go over to Delmonico’s
or the St. James for breakfast and then
to walk over to Twenty-third street
station of the Third Avenue Elevated and
go down to Hanover Square to my office.
The morning after the foot-ball game I
breakfasted at the St. James and started
to walk across Madison Square to my
office. I have always enjoyed this walk,
especially in the bright sunshiny morn-
ings in November and December. The
people one meets there, the nurses and
baby carriages, the tramps and the dogs,
never failed to interest me. I made the
acquaintance of the tramp dogs, and when
I had time I would sometimes take them
over some bones and bread to eat.

“This morning, as I was walking
through the square by the fountain, I saw
a bug come out from the grass and sit
down on the edge of the walk. He seemed
to be an especially intelligent bug, and to
be personally acquainted with me. I do
not know the kind of bug he was, as I am
not up on these things, but he had a body
of the same shade as the Yale blue, and
his legs were striped with OFange, and
black. These colors naturally interested
me, and I was still thinking of the foot-
ball game. I had seen insects and birds
and other animals around the square be-
fore, but it was the first time I had ever
seen a bug of that color. The bug was
evidently waiting for me, for when he
caught my eye he nodded and waved his
legs, as if apolpgxzmg for being unable to
shake hands on account of the difference
in our height. Naturally I stepped and
looked at him. He beckoned to me and
started up the walk towards Fifth avenue.
I followed a few steps behind. He was
such a friendly bug and he seemed to
take so much interest in me that I wanted
to see where he was going to take me.

“He went up the west side of the
avenue, stopped from time to time to
smile at me and beckon me to follow him.
He walked about as fast as I did, and
kept five orsix steps in front of me. I
was afraid some one would step on him,
but he kept out of the way of passers-by.
Up at the reservoir at Fortieth street the
hug stopped awhile by the iron fence and
rested. It was a pretty good tramp for
him, but he was determined, and in a few
minutes he beckoned to me and started
off again up the avenue. We got up to
the park about 11 o’clock. My interest
in the bug had been growing all the.
time, and I wondered more and more
what his object was. He walked through
the park to a bench oyer by the arsenal
where he signalled me to sit down. The
bug sat down on the edge of the walk op-
posite. We sat there for some time; it
must have been several hours. Along in
the afternoon I began to think that I had
no lunch. I didn’t want to leave the bug,
for I thought he was tired and was sitting
there to rest himself.

“At last I asked him what he was up
to and why he had brought me there.
He tried his best to answer, and from the
way he moved his legs and looked at me
I knew that he understood what I was
saying. I sat there and talked to the bug
for an hour. He didn’t make any reply,
but he seemed to be an appreciative listen-
er. About the time I had made up my
mind to leave the bug and get my dinner
a park policeman came up and asked me
what I was doing. He said that he had
been watching me for some time and
that he heard me talking, but couldn’t
see any one to whom I had been talking.

“‘Oh, I have not been talking to any
one, said I, ‘ except that bug that brought
me up here.

“‘What bug?’” asked the policeman,
I explained to him about the bug and
pointed out the creature sitting on the
grass by the edge of the walk. The
policeman asked me if I minded going to
the arsenal and explaining it all to the
sergeant. I told him that it seemed to
me rather an unnecessary proceeding, but
if the sergeant was interested in such
things T should be glad to go. 1 spoke to
the bug and he followed me. He went
into the arsenal and climbed upon the
desk beside the sergeant, who asked me
my name and address. He then asked
me if I would step into the back room for
a while until he had examined the bug.
I fell asleep there. I must have slept
very soundly, for vesterday morning I
woke up in Bellevue hospital and they
told me I had been there a little over ten
days.”

Almost every man who drinks enough
to feel it has an animal appear to him oc-
casionally. It is a good deal of a shock
the first time, but if the animal is greeted
in the proper spirit it becomes friendly
and not only calls agair itself, hut brings
friends and relatives alopg, Sometimes
these animals confine t,bemselveg to the

recognized species described in the books.
Some men see bugs, others birds, others
snakes, and still others elephants. It is
rare that more than one animal comes to
a man the first time, and it is sometime
afterward before more than one kind of
animal appears. If this favorite animal
on such occasions is a bug, its first ap-
pearance is a solitary bug standing on one
end of the bed posts looking at him. The
gecond or third time the bug feels more
at home and jumps from one bedpost to
the other, with occasional walks along
the ceiling. After he has familiarized
himself with his surroundings he brings
his friends, who parade around the ceil-
ing and through the air. At such times
the law of gravity does not obtain. The
gaudiness in color increases with the in-
crease in the number of bugs and their
variety.

It is the popular belief that a man who
has delirium tremens sees snakes, and
that snakes are a mnecessary accom-
paniment or prelude. This is a fallacy.
A man may get to the delirium tremens
stage with no vistors other than bugs, or
even plain, ordinary elephants. A good
many men become attached to these
companions, who console them during
the lonely hours before dawn. A friend
of the man who walked up Fifth avenue
with the blue, orange and black bug sees
elephants. They have been visiting him
for five or six years.

The first time these elephants, or rather
elephant, for only one elephant appeared
the first time, visited him waa one night
when he had not been drinking very
much but when he was greatly worried
and physically run down. He was lying
in his bed, hoping that sleep would come,
and thinking how desolate and lonely the
blackness of the night was, when he saw
a line of telegraph poles approaching him.
The poles were the regular distance apart,
but instead of having wooden cross-bars
there were no cross-bars and only one
glass insulator on the top of each pole.
The telegraph line began miles away and
approached him gradually until it extend-
ed over his bed, with the wire the regu-
lar distance above his head: Then he saw
an elephant six or seven miles away slow-
ly walking along the wire. He was
balancing himself with his trunk, using
it somewhat as a professional rope-walker
does his balancing pole. But the ele-
phant was evidently not an expert, and
he swayed from side to side, in danger of
falling at any moment. He would oc-
casionally stop on the top of a pole and
sit down to rest on the glass insulator.

This was alarming. The line of wire
ran directly over the bed, and if the ele-
phant should happen to fall off it would
smash the bed and kill the occupant.
The expression on the elephant’s coun-
tenance showed that\he was afraid that
this would happen. It took from three
o'clock till daylight for the elephant to
walk over the telegraph line. He stopped
over the bed some time, swaying to and
fro. The stopping was intentional, and
he-looked down to make the acquaintance
of the man in the bed.

This visitation resulted in a reasonable
amount of abstinence for several weeks,
but after a while the elephant appeared
again. This time he capered along the
telegraph line as if he were rather glad to
be back in a familiar place, and pleased
to meet his old acquaintance. The ele-
phant walked with a firmer tread, and
danced around a little. Over part of the
line he ran, and jumped up and down to
see how strong the wire was and how
firm the poles were set. The man in the
bed watched this performance, and figured
out that there were at least twenty-five
miles of telegraph line and only a few
feet of it were over his bed. The chances
of the elephant falling on him were not
one in a thousand.

In a few weeks the elephant reappeared
with several other elephants. They faced
about in a row on the section of line over
the bed, and were introduced one by one.
They were a polite lot of elephants, for
they all bowed and waved their trunks
in a friendly way. The man was a good -
deal alarmed lest one of the elephants
lose his balance, or the section of wire
break with so many elephantson it. The
introductions were gone through safely,
and the elephants marched off about
morning.

Since that time tbe elephants have
been frequent visitors. The telegraph
poles have added branches to themselves
and hundreds of wires. Some nights
thousands of elephants appear, and caper
along the wires for miles. They appre-
ciate the spirit in which they are re-
ceived. The nights have come to seem
lonely without them, and the man some-
times lies awake until they appear. Then,
knowing that his old friends are near at
hand, he goes peacefully to sleep, assured
that no harm will befall him in such
company.

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THE SUNBURY AND QUEENS
CONVENTION.

The liberals of the counties of Sunbury
and Queens met at Upper Gagetown on
Wednesday, and after organizing the two
counties for election purposes, selected
delegates to attend the liberal convention
at Ottawa. The sudden withdrawal of
one of the steamboats from the river on
that day, disappointed a large number of
persons who wished to attend the meeting,
while the busy season of the year and the
necessity of keeping the teams at work on
the farms, deprived many others of the
privilege of being pregent. Notwithstand-
ing these drawbacks, however, the at-
tendance was a large and representative
one, and the meeting a grand success.
The convention was first duly organized
by the election of officers, and the several
parishes of the two counties were brought
into readiness for an election upon the
shortest notice by-the striking of com-
mittees, and the carrying into effect of
other measures necessary for active cam-
paign work. The delegates to attend the
convention of the liberal party at Ottawa
on the 20th inst. were then selected, after
which several preminent members of the
party delivered rattling speeches. Mr.
Burpee, the veteran standard bearer on
many a hard fought field in Sunbury, and
Mr. King, the never defeated but sadly
abuse«kold war horse from Queens, were
received with such enthusiasm as seldom
falls to the lot of any politicians. Neither
of them could help referring to the cir-
cumstances which necessitated -the joint
meeting of the counties. It meant that
one or the other of them had lost a repre-
sentative in parliament —a representa-
tive which, under the terms of the
union, they had been entitled to at
confederation and had had ever since.
This fact spoke in silent and pathetic
voice, pointing them to the then and now,
and was a stronger argument than they
could use to denounce the blighting and
injurious policy of the party that had
guided the destinies of this dominion for
the greater part of the time since confed-
eration. It simply showed that all the
bright promises that had been made, and
all the glittering inducements that had
been held out to the people of the Mari-
time provinces by the party in power
were a delusion, and that the province of
New Brunswick, one of the best in Can-
ada, in place of going ahead, was not even
keeping abreast of the times. Reference to
these facts, and to many other circum-
stances which went to show that the
people not only needed but demanded a
change, were received in such a way as to
leave little doubt as to the feelings of the
people of the two old river counties in re-
gard to dominion matters,/and as to
what their attitode will be at the next
election. The first >resentative from
Sunbury and Queens will be a liberal.

THE BATHURST INQUIRY.

Resuming after recess, Dr. Duncan read
letters from D'r. Inch and minutes of the
trustees meeting considering these letters
which went toshow that Dr. Inch’s request
to do away with grade 6 in convent was
never complied with. The only difficulty
1 see is in regard tothe grade. The letters
of Dr. Inch evinced every desire on his
part to bring about a settlement of the
difficulty. Dr. Inch’s proposition was
substantially the same as that proposed
by the protestant minority. There are
130 ratepayers, divided as follows: 37
protestants, 91 catholics; the first paying
$246,22 and the latter $322,13, and $77 for
corporations. At present all the pupils
cannot - be accommodated in the public
building. If they could less teachers
would be required and efficiency increased.
In answer to Mr. Lawlor the witness said
the trustees carried out the suggestions of
ex-Supt. Crockett, but-they were not
acceptable to the protestants. The
grades objected to by the protestants in
the convent were also taught in the sup-
erior school. So far as I. know no rent
was paid for the convent for the first two
years. I don't know of any influence
used by the priests in regard to the school.
I believe that Rev. Mr. Thompson used
his influence to stop the protestant chil-
dren going to the schools on the grounds
of the schools being under the catholics.
The charge made in regard to closing the
superior school is not correct. As a mat-
ter of fact it was never closed. Miss
Herbert, a protestant, teacher of the 3rd
class was paid $175, the sisters, 2nd class,
only got $150 each. As a protestant I
would not send my children to the con-
vent. Iunderstood Rev. Mr. Thompson
to attend the trustees meeting to present
the views of the protestants.

Cross- examined by Mr. Lawlor, witness
said that Mr. Thompson, one of the trus-
tees-and a protestant, suggested the em-
ployment of sisters as teachers in the su-
perior school building. Mr. Crocket’s sug-
gestions were carried out by the trustees,
but were not acceptable to the protestant
committee; thought the protestants were
right in objecting to the higher grades be-
tween the convent and the superior schools
as it interfered with the efficiency of theése
grades. The trustees accepted Fme Var-
rily’s offer of the convent school rooms
and furniture, and paid no rent therefore,
for two vears. He knew no reason why
the sisters should not be continued ; paid
the current rent as soon as it was asked
for; knew of no attempt on the part of
the catholic clergy to have protestant
children sent to the convent schools. The
superior school was never closed; and in
so far as sub-section B of section 8 of the
bill of complaint sets out that it was er-
roneous. This sub-section says the super-
ior school was “closed in consequence of
the matters herein set forth.”

To Mr. White— Am a Presbyterian;
rev. Mr. Thomson is pastor of the church
in the;village.

To Mr. Skinner — Being a Presbyterian
he would not send hischildren to the
convent school. The protestants did not
object to Roman catholic teachers per se,
but to the conventual idea.

The case for the memorialists will prob-
ably close to-morrow.

Baraurst, June 7.—S. Gammon, re-
calied, corrected his statement of the
height of the ceiling of the convent
schools. Cross-examined by Mr. Lawlor,
he said he would not send his children
to the convent with lay teachers nor to
other public buildings where the sisterg
taught. The objection is to the building
as much as to the teacher. He wanted to
keep away the influence of the church.
He made serious objections to carrying on
the grammar school in 1890. He thought
children were not receiving the education
he deemed fit. These complaints were
the subject matter of public investigation.
He would have objections to a Presby-
terian minister teaching. Under the law
protestant hymns should not be taught or
sung in the schools. He remembered the
school being taught in both the Metho-
dist and Catholic churches in Bathurst.

Rev. Father Varrily was re-called. He
stood aside on Friday, pending the produc-
tion of the letter to the trustees. The let-
ter read by Dr. Duncan is the one. He
detailed the brifiging of the sisters under
the law, his statement being essentially
the same as given by Bishop Rogers and
Father Barry. In writing to the trustees
he acted as agent to the sisters and the
authorized agent for the building. It
was optional with the trustees to en-
gage the sisters and not take buildings.
He believed the sisters have no objection
to teach in public buildings. They taught
already here. They have always taught
in public schools in Halifax city. They
are educated entirely by the civil authori-
ties, and are no more under the control of
the local priest than an ordinary catholic.
His intention was for the sisters to teach
in strict conformity with the law. He
would not be party to its violation. He
went on to give the reason of the object-
ions of catholics to the school law and
went on to show that the text books
themselves were sectarian under a so-call-
ed non-sectarian law—books such as
grammars, compositions, histories and
mathematical problems. He had no
understanding with Langis about teaching
catechism within schools or any other
teacher. He would not sanction it if he
knew it so far as his province permitted
him te interfere. His action in regard
to the Arseneau girl was directed by the
thought of the spiritual welfare of the
girl.

EXHIBITION NOTES.

The Management will Start a Subsecrip-
tion Fund-Show Sheds to be Moved.

The exhibitions held heretofore each fall
by the agricultural society, have droved a
uniform success, and of late years the ex-
ecutive committee has been enabled to ex-
pend some surplus earnings in the construc-
tion of sheds and exhibition buildings on
their propervy near the I'redericton driving
park, until now they have nearly enough
accomodation for all the requirements of a
provincial exhibition. It is true they want
one more large building in the centre of the
square, in order to provide ample room for
a full exhibit of all classes of farm produce.
It is the intention of the society to hold an

* exhibition this fall, if sufficient encourage-

ment is given them by the citizens of Fred-
ericton. In order to provide against a pos-
sible deficit, and to defray certain expenses
to which they will be put, it will be neces-
sary to raise about $800 or $1,000, which
they ought easily to obtain in this coungy.
Part of this fund will be needed to assist in
the removal of the society’s sheds.

One side of the square formed by these
sheds abuts on Smythe street, and stands
on land owned by the estate of Mr. O'Dell.
The Sheirs of this estate want to sell this
land for building lots, and are pressing the
society, as agreed in the leasé, tb remove
their sheds back 160 feet from Smythe street.
This the society will have to do, and in
order to retain ample space for exhibition
facilities, will have to bring the upper row
of sheds nearer the road leading to the
driving park, where they have quite a
broad space unused. The interior of the
show grounds will then be an oblong, in-
stead of a square as at present, but will con-
tain about the same amount of room. The
executive of the society are holding regular
meetings in the city at present, and will
soon begin to make arrangements for the
holding of the fall exhibition which they

intend to make a grand success,

THE STEVENS TRIAL.

Judge Landry Presides— Mrs. Stevens
Put on Her Defence.

The June term of the county court
opened at Dorchester Tuesday afternoon,
his honor Judge Laudry presiding. The
case of Mrs. Stevens will be the first tried.
At the March term of the county court
the grand-jury found a true bill against
her, to which she pleaded not guilty.
Owing to the absence of the attorney
general and others interested, the case
was put off until the present term. Dr.
Pugsley is prosecuting and-W. W. Wells,
Q. C,, and H. A. Powell are for the de-
fence. There is no criminal business on
the docket at this term. The petit jury
is as follows: Stephen Anderson, David
Scrimgeor, Gideon Carter, Robert Ander-
son, Wm. E. Campbell, Elias Tower, Ben-
jamin King, Woodford Puady, James
Frier, Joseph Hicks.

Thursday morning Dr. Pugsley opened
the case for the crown and wewnt on to
show that by the witnesses to be brought
it would be proved that a great many of
the marks on the body were ante-mortem.
He also showed at some length the al-
leged contradictory statements made by
Mrs. Stevens. For instance, first she told
Mr. Hallett, father of the deceased, that
the child had been sick since 4 o’clock on
the morning of the 4th of January, and
then again she told Dr. Ross that she had
been sick since 10 o'clock the night be-
fore.

The first witness called by Mr. Pugs-
ley was Robert Hallett, father of deceased
girl. He said: Live in Moncton; for-
merly lived in Sackville; am the father of
the deceased Mabel Glennie Hallet; was
informed of the death of his daughter by
Dr. Ross. He went immediately down to
Mrs. Stevens’ house; Mrs. Stevens took
him up stairs to see the body; Mrs.
Stevens showed him a scratch on her
left cheek, which she told him was caused
by her scratching her cheek. The con-
versation which took place between him
and Mrs. Stevens was: He went down to
her house and she told him that Mabel
was dead ; that she had been up with her
all night, and had been, applying ot
cloths as she had great pain; she had
given her syrup of squills; that Dr. Ross
had come in the morning and said he
was too late, but he gave her an emetic.

To Mr. Wells—Had no conversation
with Mr. and Mrs. Stevens about the
funeral. They decided to have her buried
on the 5th at 5 o’clock. Mrs. Stevens bug-
gested to him that she be buried in Sack-
ville with the rest of the family. He
said he would rather she would be buried
in Moncton, as the cemetery in Sackville
was very full; Mabel was adopted by Mr.
and Mrs. Stevens about 1887. He had
lived in Moncton ever since Mabel was
adopted by Mr.and Mrs. Stevens; Mrs.
Stevens took Eloise and Greta and kept
them for about nine months ; have under-
stood that they gave Mabel music lessons
and sent her to school; have not seen
Mabel driving with Mrs. Stevens for the
last few years very frequently ; saw Mabel
shortly before her death ; she seemed to
be very well. One morning he saw her
going to Mr. Forbes’s store, where she
made a purchase, and after coming out
went to Mrs. White’s where she was
dressmaking, only a short distance ; had a
talk with her on both occasions; she
seemed apparently well; she never com-
plained to him that Mrs. Stevens ill-treat-
ed her;saw her on these two occasions
within a week from her death. Mr. and
Mrs. Stevens took an extended trip to the
west in the summer of 1890 in June and
returned in August. Mabel was at Mrs.
Stevens’ house while they were away ; do
not know who was in charge in the house
when they were away; did not see the
housekeeper; knew Mabel remained at
the house that summer ; Mrs. Stevens told
her that Dr. Ross was with Mabel from 4
o’clock ; the reason he did not make the
positive statement before the magistrate
was that he was not sure whether she
said he stayed from 4 o’clock or was there
at 4 o’clock.

After dinner, Robert Hallett, who was
on the stand before dinner, resumed. He
further testified that when he was to Mr
Stevens’ house the day his daughter died
the room Mabel wzs laid in was too cold
to say in, he having to go out for fear of
catching cold. He never saw a hot water
radiator in the house, and never knew the
house was heated by hot air. Witness
was shown the handwriting of the de-
ceased, Mabel Glennie Hallett, but could
not recognize it ; never had seen much of
her writing.

When Mr. Wells was cross-examining
him, he asked him if he did not say since
the trial in Moncton that Mrs. Stevens
would have to get out of the country or
it would cost Mr. Stevens $4,000. Witness
did not like to say, but he might have said
it. He, however, acknowledged that he
did say he thought she would leave the
country on the bail.

Dr. Ross was called next. He was Mrs.
Stevens’ medical adviser. He never ex-
pressed his opinion that the girl died from
heart failure, but just said it might be the
cause of death. His other evidence was
very similar to that given in Moncton.

Enoch W. Steeves called, testified that
he sold a little girl of twelve years of age a
whip, and the same was charged to Mrs.
Stevens’ account.

Mr. Wells objected to this evidence be-
ing taken, as it had no bearing on the case
and as the girl’'s name was not known,
therefore the evidence was not good, and
he was afraid it might prejudice the jury.
The witness was stood aside until the
morning.

A. A. Tuttle was next called. He was
an undertaker. He thought it was not
an unusual occurrence for people to lay
their own relations out. He cited a case
in Moncton since the death of Mabel
where the mother laid out the daughter.

Edwin Burch was then called. He had
seen a number of bodies. He was partly
examined this afternoon and will be fin-
ished in the morning.

Robert Anderson, one of the jurors, re-
ceived a despatch to-night that his son
was not expected to live ; consrequently
W. E. Lawrence, constable, has taken him
to his home in Sackville. In the mean-
time the case will be postponed until Mr.
Anderson is able to return or gome other
definite arrangements are made.

DoRrcHESTER, June 9.— The Stevens trial
was continued here to-day, Robert An-
derson, the juror sent home in charge of
constable Lawrence, returned this morn-
ing as the boy was improving.

Enoch Steeves was re-called in connec-
tion with the purchase of the whip.
Crown counsel intimated he would subse-
quently connect Mrs. Stevens with the
purchase, but in the meantime he would
ask witness certain questions subject to
objection.

Mr. Powell objected that the course
pursued was unfair.

After considerable argument Judge
Landry decided to admit the evidence
subject to objection.

The crown then decided to stand Mr.
Steeves aside for the purpose.

W. B. Chandler testified he was pres-
ent at the coroner’s inquest and by con-
sent of counsel took part of evidence, the
coroner’s arm being lame. Mrs. Stevens
at the inquest made a statement which he
took down and which she signed. Wit-
ness read several pages of Mrs Stevens’
statement, including her statement in

reference to speons, whip, having Mabel

locked up in a room, beating her and
other points.

Enoch Steeves, recalled, said the whip
was cat-gut, about two feet long, from
three to half an inch at the butt, and
tapering at the end.

Mr. Pugsley asked witness to narrate a
conversation between himself and the
girl Lucy who bought the whip.

Mr. Wells objected and quite a tiff took
place between the two. The whip cost
25 cents. /

Mrs. Alonzo Jones, sworn, said she
saw the corpse of the Hallett girl in Mrs.
Stevens’ front room before it was buried ;
that was about 10 'o’clock on the day of
the funeral. The servant and she were
in the room. She noticed a mark on
Mabel’s eye, two marks upon the same
cheek, and that the cheek was broken.

Cross-examined by Mr. Wells, she said
she did not know Mrs. Stevens; had
never been in her house before. The
marks might be called scratches ; the skin
was broken.

Court adjourned for noon recess.

NORMAL SCHOOL.

Closing Exercises—Valedictory—Exami-
nations,

The closing exercises of the provincial
Normal school were held here yesterday
morning and afternoon according to pro-
gram. In the morning a number of visi.
tors were present, including Sir Leonard
Tilley, Dr. Inch and H. 8. Bridges, Ph. D
The exercises before dinner were in the
nature of examinations, conducted by
Messrs. Creed and Brittain and Miss Clark,
interspersed with an exhibition of physical
exercises under the direction and super-
vision of Miss Clark, music by the students
under direction of prof. Cadwallader. The
questions propounded were selected by the
examiners from the work covered during
the whole term, and the students were not
specially prepared for the kind of questions
asked them. In this way the public are
enabled to judge of the exact quality of the
work done in the classes, as the examin-
ations coyered the whole range from begin-
ning to end. Nevertheless the answers
by the students were entirely satisfactory,
and evinced a degree of mastery over the
term work in each subject which is very
creditable to themselves and to the labors
of their instructors. The singing too, was
remarkably good, and for such a large body
of students, yery well in tune. The after-
noon session partook more of the character
of a public entertainment, in which read-
ing, recitation, singing and the awarding of
medals made a very interesting program.
The reading of the valedictory by Miss
Barbour was the central point of the pro-
ceedings. A very much larger number of
visitors were present, including Sir Leonard
Tilley, Dr. Inch, Dr. Harrison, rev’s Canon
Roberts and R. N. Weddall. Wesley Van-
wart represented the board of school trus-
tees. Altogether there must have been up-
wards of 300 people present besides the stu-
dents and teachers. Every available seat
was filled, and a large number were forced
to stand. Many parents and friends of the
students came from other parts of “the
province to attend the exercises.

The interest taken in the public closing
of the Normal school emphasizes very em-
phatically the increasing importance of that
institution, and the firm hold it is taking
among people of all classes in the province.
The appearance of the large body of stu-
dents dressed in pretty sufymer costumes
was remarkably fine, and especially no-
ticable was the evident good health of the
great majority. None showed this more
than the winners of the medals, whose
position in the classes implies an amount of
work equal to, if not greater than that per-
formed by their class mates.

The proceedings commenced with singing
by the students under the direction of prof.
Cadwallader. Principal Mullin then ex-
amined the classes in professional theory.
The seniors were examined on the history
of education, and while they were engaged,
the juniors were writing on professional
topics assigned to them—class A 1 on school
discipline, and A 2 on school organization.
Then followed the awarding of the medals
for highest professional standing, which
were presented by Sir Leonard Tilley. That
of the senior class was won by Miss Hen-
netta M. Ward of the Victoria high school,
St. John, Miss Ryan of Sussex, and Miss
Murphy of Moncton, being close competi-
tors. In the junior class the medal- was
carried off by Miss Julia Dugan of Holmes-
ville, Carleton county. Next to her came
Miss Hierlihy of Northumberland county,
Mr. Perry of Queens, Miss Jordan and Miss
Quinn of St. John, Miss Burchell of Fred-
ericton, Miss Boyd of St. Stephen, Mr.
Robertson of Queens. As Sir Lemtard was
obliged to leave on the afternoon train for
St. John, he addressed the students at this
stage of the proceedings. His remarks were
as usual full of sympathetic feeling and of
sound advice for the students. He wns’very
much pleased to be able to be present at the
closing exercises. He referred to the great
confidence which the board of education
had 1n the Normal school and 1its work.
His remarks were very eagerly listened to
by his hearers. Recitations were then given
by Mr. Belyea of the senior class, who gave
D’Arcy’s McGee’s ““ The British Constitu-
tional System.” * The Legend of Rose Sun-
day,” by Miss Lynot of Albert Co.; and
“The Interviewer,” by Messrs. H. Alward
and Hartley.

Miss Barbour of St. John, read the vale-
dictory for the out going classes. Her ad-
dress did herself and the institution infinite
credit. It was indeed a bright, clever f0-
duction, well conceived, well written' and
very well read. She referred to her course
at the school with much pleasure. She re-
gretted parting from the class mates and
from the beautiful celestial city, and she
had nothing bnt good words to say about
the teachers who had given them so much
assistance.

Chief Superintendent Inch made a short
and eloquent address to the students referr-
ing in complimentary terms to the Normal
school, its efficient staff of teachers, and its
position and excellent work in the past.
He remarked upon the apparent general
good health of the students present as being
gratifying to the gove
the students and their parents, whose fears
were often excited by exaggerated and in-
flated reports reaching them of sickness and
contagion among the large body attending
the institution. He stated that the board
had already had 400 applications for admis-
sion to the Normal school, and pleasantly
remarked that unless a very large propor-
tion of these were * plucked,” he feared the
government would be under the necessity
of providing increased accomodation for the
students.

Dr. Harrison, chancellor, of the U. N. B.,
also delivered a short address, compliment-
ing the school and the students upon the
excellent character of the work performed
and expressing the hope that in the coming
“ Philippi,” the final examinations, all
would be successful. At the conclusion of
the proceedings the students sang Auld
Lang Syne and God Save the Queen very
nicely. On the whole this important pub-
lic function was a complete success, and the
harmony and regularity prevailing through-
out the whole day must be very gratifying
to the principal and his able coadjutors.

COUNTY COURT.

Trial of Prisoner Good -Found Guilty—
Civil Suits—Mr, Turner Naturalised.

York county court commenced its regular
June session on Tuesday last, Judge Stead-
man presiding. The followin g is the docket :

CRIMINAL DOCKET.

The Queen vs. Charles Good—The attor-
ney general presents the indictment charg-
ing the prisoner with arson in setting fire to
a barn belonging to A. E. Cliff of Kingsclear.

CIVIL DOCKET.

Christopher Seagraves. vs. Blanchard D.
Sewell—C. E. Duffy files record. .

Thomas A. Armstrong vs. the city of
Fredericton — Black, Jordan & Bliss file
record.

The indictment against Charles Good was
presented to the grand jury along with the
evidence adduced upon the preliminary ex-*
amination at the police court, and they
found a true bill against the prisoner.

In the matter of Walter L. Turner, an
alien, J. H. Barry presented Turner's
naturalization papers, which were read in
open court and ordered to be filed.

The petit jury in the trial of the case
against Charles Good was sworn as follows :
Martin Lemont, Wm Curry, Mark Neville,
Daniel Lucy, Daniel Lemhan, Hubbard
Niles, John Hodge, Charles Carlisle, Eleazer
Merrithew, James Machum, John Kyle and
R. B. Carvell.

Good was formerly arraigned on Wednes-
day morning, the attorney general appear-
ing for the crown and George F. Gregory,
Q. C,, for the defence. The evidence of A.
E. Cliff, James Roberts, Young Good and
others was taken. The circumstances at-
tending the discovery of the fire, the time of
night at which it took place, the tracks
from the prisoner's house to the barn and
back, the fact of his having threatened to
damage and injure Clift, the fitting of the
prisoner’s boots into the tracks leading from
his’ house to the barn were all deposed to.
The evidence was all got in on Thursday
morning, and Mr. Gregory addressed the
jury until noon, pointing out certain minor
deficiencies in the evidence, and asking for
an acquittal. The attorney general’s ad-
dress in reply was a masterly review of the
whole evidence, detailing the circumstances
put in evidence, pointing out to the jury
the inconsistencies in the evidence of the
prisoner’s witnesses, and its irreconcilability
with a reasonable, common sense yiew of
the case, and asking for the condemnation
of the prisoner. The judge’s charge to the
jury was strong against the prisoner. At 4
o’clock the jury retired, and at 5 brought in
a verdict of “ guilty.”

Yesterday morning the case of Seagraves
vs. Sewell was called. This was an action
for $129 for work and labor performed by
the plaintiff for the defendant. Chas. E.
Duffy appeared for the plaintiff and J. A.
Vanwart, Q. C.,, and E. Byron Winslow for
the defendant. The evidence of Austin
Harris, B. D. Sewell and Seagraves, the
plaintiff, and others was taken. At five
o’clock the jury retired and brought in a
verdict for the plaintiff for $8. This amount
is within the limits allowed to be sued for
in magistrate's courts, and as a consequence
the plaintiff will only get magistrate’s costs.

After the verdict in Seagraves vs. Sewell,
Charles Good, the arson prisoner, was
brought into court and sentenced by judge
Steadman to ten years imprisonment in the
penitentiary at Dorchester. The prisoner
seemed to take his sentence very quietly
indeed, although he could not but feel that
his position was very serious. His young
son, who had done his best to have his
father cleared, was much affected at his
father’s sentence, and shed tears freely.
The judge added a few words of wholesome
advice to the prisoner, and he was led back
to his cell. The court adjourned till the
20th inst., when the remaining cases of
Thos. A. Armstrong vs. city of Fredericton,

nd Queen vs. Simpson will be taken up.

Lumber Notes.

During the latter part of last week, the
news from the lumber drives on the head
waters of the St. John, and on the Aroostook
was of the most discouraging nature, and
there was great fear that a very large pro-
portion of the total cut on those waters
would be hung up for the season. It was
at one time reported that 47,000,000 feet were
altogether stranded on these waters, and
the prospect for the 8t. John Mill men was
very gloomy indeed. But Saturday night
and Sunday there came a heavy rain, which
raised the water considerably in the small
streams, and now the reports are far more
encouraging. On the Aroostook, matters
are about as follows :(—

A. R. Gould has the bulk of his 7,000,000
feet of lumber in or within easy reach of his
pond, and will saw at the rate of 30 odd
thousand feet per day. Of the up river
drives the following parties are reported to
have passed Presque Isle. Fred Hale, 7,000,-
000; Jas. H. Oak, 5,000,000 ; T. H. Phair, 3,-
000,000 ; Dunn Bros., 5,000,000 . Geo. Burt, 1,
506,000 ; Cook, & Clark, 4,000,000 : Nason is
reported to be on his way with some 5,000,-
000, and also Carney with about 4,000,000,
Frazier, Giberson and Pearce are behind
still further, but are reported to be in safe
quarters. Only one drive on the Aroostook
waters is reported asabandoned, that of Mr.
Alfred Trafton on the Big Machias.

On other waters the following is the con-
dition of affairs :—

Gilman and Burden, for W. H. Murray,
are out of Black river into the main St.John
and will reach the corporation limits in a few
days.

Nadeau and Mallett, for W. H. Murray,
will be out of Fish river this week.

Chisholm has part coming and part hung
up on the St. Francis and Bearse is similar-
ly situated on Aroostook.

Kilburn is between the Seven Islands and
Burnt hill Brook with a good prospect of
getting out.

It is doubtful if Claire will succeed in
getting out of Little River.

Noble, McAllister and Sands for Cushing
are hopelessly hung up on the Aroostook,
but Mr. Murray thinks that these are all

the season,

LIBERAL [CONVENTIONS.
Suoccessful Meetings Held in Carleton,
Northumberland, Albert, Queens

and Sunbury.

During the present week a number of
large and successful conventions of liberals
for the purpose of electing delegates to at-
tend the convention at Ottawa, have been
held in the various counties of the province.
Without ex: ntion at every ome of these
there were large numbers present, great en-
thusiasm manifested, and strong delegations
were elected to represent them at Ottawa.
On Monday the liberals of Carleton met in
convention in the town hall at Woodstock,
and held one of the most successful gather-
ings of the year. Every parishin the county
was represented, although the farmers are
still busy putting in their crops, and besides
electing delegates, a thorough county or-
ganization was eftected. Dr. Colter, M. P.,
was called to the chair and James Watts
appointed secretary. Dr. Colter made a
splendid speech in addressing the meeting,
and advised that the meeting organize by
appointing a county president and vice-
presidents for each polling district. John
Harper was elected county president and
vice presidents for the various parishes were
nominated. The nominating committee
selected the following delegates: Samuel
Watts, E 8 Gilmore, E M Shaw, Geo Stick-
ney, Roger McElroy ; substilutes, Andrew
McIntyre, F B Carvell, C L Smith, Judson
Briggs, Wilmot Ballock, Allen Bradley,
John Campbell, H Paxton Baird, Robert
Brown, Andrew Colwell, William Taylor
and A Henderson. 2

At Charlottetown, P E I, on Tuesday a
large and enthusiastic convention appointed
the following delegates to the Ottawa con-
vention: Hons Premier Peters, Laird, Far-
quaharson, Sinclair, Forbes, and A B War-
burton, A C McDonald, M P P, James Laird
and G. McCallum Blanchard. A resolution
was unanimously adopted expressing ap-
proval of Mr. Laurier’s leadership and con-
fidence in the liberal policy.

At Hopewell Cape on Monday the liberals
of Albert held a very large and enthusiastic
convention. Over fifty delegates were pres-
ent. Alex Rogers, ex-M P, occupied the
chair, and Joshua Dickson was secretary.
The nominating committee chose the fol-
lowing delegates: Hon H R Emmerson,
Hon A McClellan and J H Rhodes, editor
Maple Leaf, ex-officio.

Al-
ternate—W 8 Starritt, E W Lynds, Watson
E Reid, W P Starritt, John W Gaskin, John
L Steeves, Graham D Steeves, Joseph W
Turner, John J Shields, Robert P Goggin,
Leonard Martin, W C Pipes and W A West.
Resolutions expressing confidence in hon
Mr. Laurier, as leader of the liberal party,
and acknowledging the efforts of hon L H
Davies and maritime liberals in promoting
liberal principles and recording unwaver-
ing adherence to principles of tariff reform
and freer trade relations with the United
States was moved by W J McKenzie, W A
West, and W F Taylor, respectively, and
passed unanimously, being spoken to by
Senator McClellan, hon. H R Emmerson,
Alex Rogers, John Dickson and others.
The meeting was representative and en-
thusiastic and showed that the liberals are
awaiting the next conflict with a certain
hope of success.

At Chatham on Wednesday the North-
umberland county liberals met in conven-
tion, James Troy in the chair and Warren
C Winslow acting as secretary. Resolutions
were adopted approving of tariff reform,
and expressing confidence in hon. Mr. Lau-
rier. The following were selected as dele-
gates to the Ottawa convention: Hon Peter
Mitchell, Wm S Loggie, James Brown,
John C Miller, Wm Kerr, J R Nicholson.

Fairley. The meeting closed with Auld
Lang Syne and three cheers for Laurier.

The liberals of Queens and Sunbury held
a very enthusiastic and successful conven-
tion at Gagetown on Monday afterncon. A
large number of people were present from
both counties, and some from Fredericton.
A liberal association was formed for the
two counties. Charles Burpee, ex-M P, was
elected president; A W Ebbett, secretary ;
D M C McDonald vice-préident for Queens
county, and Cecil Mclean, vice-president
for Sunbury county. Committees were ap-
pointed for the various parishes. Resolu-
tions were passed expressing fall confidence
in hon. Mr. Laurier and the liberal party.
The following delegates were elected to the
Ottawa convention for Queens county:
Hon A G Blair, L P Ferris, M PP, R T
Babbitt, R C Richardson and D H Abbott
G G King is ex-officio a delegate. For Sun-
bury county: Charles Burpee, hon. Mr.
Harrison, Arch Barker, L R Hetherington
and C L Tracey. Rousing speeches were
made by G G King, R T Babbitt, Charles
Burpee, L P Ferris, Henry Johnston and
rev. Mr. Austin.

At the temperance hall in Charlo, on
Thursday afternoon an excellent liberal
convention was held. George Haddow, ex-
M P was called to the chair. A liberal
association for the county of Restigouche
was formed with Mr. Haddow as president,
and a vice president for each district of the
county- J B Mackenzie, secretary, and
Hugh Miller, treasurer; A J Adams, J Gal-
brath, Jas Brown and Thos Murphy, di-
rectors. The following were elected dele-
gates to the Ottawa convention: Geo Had-
dow, J B Mackenzie, Wm Murray, James
Harquail, Wm Hamilton, J H Galbraith,
Thos Hayes, W McBeth, Thos Murphy and
Patrick Ultican. It was resolved that the
vice-president should call a meeting and
select seven delegates for each parish, one
week before the 1st of August, they to meet
in convention on that date and to nominate
a liberal candidate for the next election,
Addresses were called for from Messrs. Mc-
Alpine and McCready, who met with a
hearty reception. The convention adopted
resolutions endorsing Mr. Laurier as liberal
leader, a tariff for revenue, and the fullest
measure of reciprocity with the United
States consistent with equal treatment to
Great Britain. The feeling is strong for a
change of government and a change of
policy.

On the whole liberalism seems to be
flourishing in New Brunswick, and when
the big convention meets at Ottawa it will
be found that there is no body of delegates
more able or enthusiastic than those who
represent this little province hy the sea.

Itis buta fitting recog-
nition of the worth of a young man de-
voted to the cause of progressive agriculture,
and the government secures his services at
a time when they will have the greatest
weight. The state of Maine might well
pattern after the province of New Bruns-
wick in the dairy missionary work at-
tempted there. If the lessons be heeded,
and the opportunities fully improved, thor-
ough practical co-operation, and the finan-
cial condition of the farmers will surely

steadily improve.

The City Leases.

Tuesday night the city council held their
regular monthly meeting in the council
chamber, and had a very stormy session, pro-
longed some time past midnight. The most
important subject under consideration was
the expiration of the city leases on Queen
street, and the renewal of the same. The
date of expiration is about July 1st. There
are four of these lots below Queen street,
on which some of the most valuable busi-
ness property in the city is situate. The
lessees are: The Wiley estate, George Gil-
man, Joseph Colter’s estate, and John Edge-
combe’s estate ; and in buildings the follow-
ing business places are contained: Wesley
Vanwart’s law office, J. J. Weddall’s dry
goods, Tennant, Davies & Co's dry goods,
Misses Young, W, H. Golden, J. M. Wiley,
F. B. Edgecombe. Above York street, and
on the east side of King street there are two
other lots on which valuable business
houses are built. The rentals for the lower
lots are $100 each, and the city council
wants to make a considerable increase.
Those above York street have been paying
$40 each., After a good deal of discussion
alderman McPherson moved, seconded by
alderman Walker, that a committee of one
alderman from each ward be appointed to
confer with the lessees of these lots, ascer-
tain the value of the properties and recom-
mend an increase in the rentals upon re-
newal. Ald’s McPherson, Walker, Everett,
Moore and Block were appointed as such
committee. The old leases were for the

period of twenty-one years, and contained a |

covenant on the part of the city to renew
the taxes at a reasonable rental, or to pay
for improvements, the amount to be fixed
by arbitration. It is probable that if the
city attempts to raise the rentals to an un-
reasonable figure, the lessees will insist
npon giving up the properties. The total
value of the properties on the lower leases
is somewhere in the vicinity of $40,000.

Resolution of Regret.

On the eve of the departure of Rev. Mr.
Nobles, late pastor of the Gibson and
Marysville Baptist churches, occasion was
taken by a prominent member of the Gib-
son church to move a resolution of regret
that the “church was to lose the labors of
Mr. Nobles. It met with an unanimous
response. Reference was made to the
financial prosperity of the church, of the
large ingathering and of the kindly rela-
tions that had existed between pastor snd
people. A sum of money wasalso presented
the retiring pastor as a token of esteem and
appreciation. It is not only a source of re-
gret for the congregation to whom Mr.
Nobles ministered but his loss is felt by all
denominations in the parish, as he was
ever ready to help any object for the gent
eral good. He has removed to Bear River,
Nova Scotia, and bears with him the best
wishes of all in this city and elsewhere who
have made his acquaintance.

Electric Rallway.

" As yet nothing definite has been done by
the men interested in the promotion of the
electric railway between the city and Marys-
ville, for which an act was passed at the
last session of the legislature. F. B. Cole-
man was instrumental in getting the bill
passed, and when the company is formed
will be one of the directors. A number of
gentlemen from New England, including
governor Russell of Massachussetts and
Joseph Jefferson are the chief promoters of
the scheme. At present operations are de-
layed by the illness of Jefferson, who has
been sick for some time, but is now recover-
ing. A meeting of the men interested will
be held in Boston some time in July, at
which a definite course of action will be de-
cided upon.

UPPER GAGETOWN.

JuNe 8.—Pursuant to call, the liberals
of Sunbury and Queens met in the tem-
perance hall here yesterday afternoon and
organized a convention for the two
counties. Charles Burpee was elected
president; A. W. Ebbet, secy. treas,; Dr.
M. C, McDonald, vice president for
Queens; Cecil McLean, vice president for
Sunbury.

The delegates chosen for Queens for the
Ottawa convention were: Hon. A. G.
Blair, R. T. Babbit, G. G. King, L. P.
Ferrig, M.P.P., R. D. Richardson and C. H.
Ebbett; for Sunbury, Hon. Archibald
Harrison, Charles Burpee, C. L. Tracey,
Archibald Barker and L. R. Hetherington.

A resolution was unanimously adopted
expressing confidence in the liberal party
of Canada in its leader, hon. Wilfred
Laurier, M.P.

There were calls for G.G. King to
speak, to which that gentleman responded
and was received with enthusiasm. Mr.
King regretted that circumstances had led
to the necessity of joining two eonstitu-
encies to make one for dominion purposes.
But if we had to be joined to any county
he was quite satisfied that it should be
with Sunbury. He said the liberal party
of Canada were as one on the great ques-
tion of freer trade and tariff reform. He
anticipated there would not be the
slightest friction at the coming convention.
It would be a long time before the tories
would hold a domirion convention, at
least with open doors.

That canvass could no longer be used as
the people of the United States had on
two occasions declared positively for tariff
reform. He had no fear as to the result
when another election came on. The
liberals of Sunbury were true.

R.T. Babbitt spoke particularly ot the
necessity of making ready for the revi-
sion of voters’ lists whenever a revision
should be ordered. He gave some very
practical ideas in connection therewith.

L. P. Ferris, M. P. P.,said he was no
speaker but was quite a worker, and when-
ever an election was called on, the liberals
of Sunbury would find the liberals of
Queens at their posts and ready to help
carry their standard to victory.

Henry Johnston had the fullest confi-
dence that the liberals of the two counties
would work in perfect harmony.

The president said that even conserva-
tives admitted that the last election in
Sunbury- was no test of the relative
strength of the two parties. He said the
liberal candidate accepted the nomination
with the understanding that a pure elec-
tion was to be run ; that no money would
be spent gn either side. They expected to
be beaten if the money were brought in
by the conservatives, as in the preceding
election.

Rev. Mr. Austin came as a learner. He
said that conservatives said that if we
had free trade with the United States
their manufactures would be poured in
and swamp us.

VARIOUSKINDS OF SWEET CAKE.

Taylor Cake.

IngrEDIENTS: Halfa cupful of batter,
two and a half cupfuls of sugar, one cup-
ful of milk, three and a half cupfuls of
pastry flour, three eggs, two heaping tea-
sponfuls baking powder (ot one teaspoon-
ful cream of tartar and half a teaspoonful
soda), flavoring to taste. Beat the butter
to a cream, add the sugar and beat again,
next the egge, yolks and whites beaten
geparately ; the flavoring, milk, and lastly
the flour sifted with the baking-powder.
Bake in a moderate oven, forty-five min-
utes in loaves, or twenty-five minutes in
sheets.

This méakes an excellent cake baked in
sheets and frosted; it is equally nice for
layer-cake.

Herniits.

Inerepients: Two cupfule of sugar,
one cupful of bufter; three eggs, three
tablespoonfuls of milk, six cupfolls of
flour, a nutmeg, one teaspoonful powdered
cinnamon, one teaspoonful powdered
cloves, one cupful of raising, three fea-
spoonfuls of baking powder. - Beat the
butter to a cream, add the sugar and beat
again, next the well-beaten eggs, milk,
flour sifted with the dry ingredients, and
lastly the raisins, stoned and chopped.
Roll out about a quarter of an inch thick,
and cut with around cake-cutter. - Bake
in a quick oven.

Jelly Roll.

IncreDIENTS: Four eggs, one cupful of
sugar, one cupful of pastry flour, halfa
teaspoonful of baking powder. Beat the
yolks of the eggs with the sugar, add the
well-beaten whites, and the flour sifted
with the baking powder. Bake in a large
shallow pan about twenty minutes.
While it is yet warm, cut off the edges
and spread the cake with any kind of
jelly or firm jam, like raspberry jam. Roll
up and pin a towel around it until serv-
ing time. -

Macdonald Cake.

IngrEDIENTS : One cupful of butter, one
and a half cupfuls of sugar, four eggs, half
a cupful of milk, half a cupful corn starch,
one and a half cupful of pastry flour, one
teaspoonful of baking powder (or one tea"
spoonful of cream of tartar and half a tea-
spoonful of soda). Beat the butter to a
cream, add the sugar, the well-beaten
yolks, the milk, corn starch, flour sifted
with the baking powder, and the whites
of the eggs beaten stift. Bake in two shal-
low pans, in a moderate oven.

Cornstarch Cake.

IngrEDIENTS: Half a cupful of butter,
one and a half cupfuls of sugar, half a cup-
ful of milk, half a cupful corn starch, one
and a half cupful of pastry flour, one tea-
spoonful of baking powder (or half a tea-
spoonful of soda and one and a half
teaspoonful of cream of tartar), whites of
six eggs, and half a teaspoonful of al-
mond flavoring. Beat the butter to a
cream, gdd the sugar, milk, and the other
ingredients in the order named. Bake in
a moderate oven.

Dream Cake.

IngrEDIENTS: Three-quarters of a cup-
ful of butter, two cupfuls of sugar, halfa
cupfal of milk,/ two and a half cupfuls
pastry flour, -a teaspoonful and a half of
baking powder (or half a teaspoonful of
soda and one and a half teaspoonful of
cream of tartar), the whites of eight eggs,
one teaspoonful almond extract. Mix as
usual, adding the beaten whites last.
Bake in three shallow pans; make frost-
ing and divide in three parts, and flavor
one part with lemon, another with vanilla
and the third with rose. Frost each cake
put together, and sprinkle grated cocoa
nut over the top.
