The Works of Penance

(An’.igonisb Casket.)

A work of penanoe is any kind of 
punishment which the sinner will­
ingly undergoes in order that he 
may satisfy for bis sins, or as St. 
Paul expresses it, in the first chapter 
of his Epistle to the Colossians, that 
he may fill up in his flesh those 
things that are wanting in the suf 
ferings of Christ. Not that the snf- 
ferings of Christ are not in them­
selves sufficient for our salvation, but 
that it is the will and the design of 
God, as is made abundantly clear by
tb*fc«a many fAstty,TtifrVT«, ttfe Ulrd otte« of It w appear to despise
Scripture, that we should obtain the 7‘ • * * ■ -
salvation of Christ by doing certain 
good works ourselves. And as the 
nature of punishment rcqcires that 
it be painfol and afflicting to self- 
love, so anything whatsoever which 
is naturally painful and tffl cling to 
us, and which we williogly undergo 
with the view of doing penanoe for 
oar sins, is a penitential work.

Penitential works are of three 
classes: (1) those which we are 
commended to undergo under pain 
of sin ; (2) those which are left to 
our own free choice, according to 
our particular wants, without any 
other command but the general one 
of doing penance for our sins; (3) 
those which we are forced to onder- 

by the order of Providence 
whether we will or no, but which 
we may turn to our advantage by 
receiving them in the spirit of pen­
ance.

In the first class the leading place 
must be given to tbe confession of 
our sins in the Sacrament of Pen­
ance. This is very painfol work, a 
work that is most humiliating to 
our selflove, a work which covers us 
with shame and confusion; but it

short prayer; they do not believe it 
amounts to anything, and it often 
happens that they return to confes­
sion saying in an indifferent tone 
that they forgot to perform their 
penance, or that they are not sure 
whether they said or not. Now the 
confessor plight very easily give a 
penanoe which would not slip their 
memory. If be said, “ Make the 
Way of the Cross every day for a 
week, ’* or “ Come to Maes every 
day for a raooth,!! it is -altogether 
likely that they would remember 
the penance and know they finished 
it. But through pity for their 
weakness, through fear that they 
might not perform a harder penanoe 
and might thus burden the oon- 
scienoe with a new sin, be gives 
few short prayers to be said, This 
woik, however, though easy in it 
self, yet on account of its being 
part of the Sacrament of Penanoe, is 
worth far more ip the sight of Qod 
than any other worlds, no matter 
how painful, performed of our own 
accord. Let no one, therefore, 
think lightly of the penance given 
in confession. Ii is so important 
that, ghqald the confessor forget to

4- third penitential work to be 
performed nnder pain of sin is the 
keeping of the public fasts of the 
Ctiurob. This work is obligatory 
on all between tbe ages of twenty 
one and sixty who are not excused 
by reason of poverty, sickness or 
hard labour. The obligation is a 
strict one, and no man or woman 
who is not certain of belonging to 
one of tbe above mentioned classes 
should date to excuse themselves 
from fasting. Abstinence from fieib 
meat, of course, is obligatory from 
the age of seven to the end of life.

Now we come to the second class, 
those woiks which are left to our 
own choice.

And by 
this particular mention of the coo 
sal in office when Fabiola was in 
terred in tbe basilica of St. Peter, 
De Rossi bad no diffloulty in dis­
covering the date, which Is A. D. 
452. Another tomb in the Cats 
oomb of SL Oommodilla bears the 
name of Fabiola—a name which 
Cardinal Wiseman has m de so 
renowned and which is, in all pro- 
babili y, more widely known and to 
a greater number of par.-ocs than 
any other name recorded on tbe 
inscriptions of ihese cemeteries.

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As an outcome of the sugges­
tion by Joseph Chamberlain when 
he held the post of Colonial Sec- 
cretary a unique blue book was 
published recently recording and 
tabulating in 300 pages forty 
years growth of the British 
Empire as revealed by the census 
of 1901. The blue book shows 
that since 1861 the area of the 
Empire increased from eight and 
a half millions to nearly twelve 
millions of square miles, and the 
population from 250 millions to 
400 millions of which only 54 
millions are whites and 58 mil­
lions Christians.

The Rouvier Ministry of 
France was defeated in the 
Chamber of Deputies, Paris, on 
Wednesday evening last, and im­
mediately resigned. It appears 
the defeat of the ministry came 
quite suddenly, in a comparative­
ly minor debate on the matter of 
laws against the church. The 
majority against the Government 
was thirty-three. The vote stood 
234 for the Government and 267 
against. This cabinet crisis came 
at a most inopportune moment, 
when the Franco-German contest 
over the Morrocan affair had 
reached an acute stage at 
Algeciras. Latest Paris advices 
say that M. Serrien has accepted 
the task of forming a ministry.

The qnnual report of the 
Dominion Railway Department is 
issued. Railway expenditure for was 
the year ending June 30th last, 
amounts to $16,804,772, of which 
$6,125,481 is charged to capital, 
$8,906,154 to revenue and $1,373,- 
136 to income. The expenditure 
on capital included $778,419 for 
the Transcontinental. There was 
$1,275,629 paid for railway sub- 
sidies and $77,557 for Board of 
Railway Commissioners. On the 
Intercolonial the expenditure was 
$13,246,448, of this amount 
$4 737,621 was charged to capital 
account and $8,508,826 to revenue 
account ; in this capital is includ 
ed $800,000 for the Canada 
Eastern. On P. E Island the 
expenditure was $961,877, of 
which $591,412 was on capital 
and $370,464 on revenue. The 
total departmental expenditure 
was $19,767,137.

Archbishop O’Brien.

This community was shocked 
on Saturday morning on learning 
that the Most Rev. Archbishop 
O’Brien, of Halifax had died very 
suddenly on Friday evening. 
The Archbishop had not been in 
robust health for some time and 
latterly his indisposition had been 
somewhat more pronounced ; but 
bis condition caused no alarm and 
his physician was not uneasy. 
During Friday his doctor visited 
him twice and left him at 10 
o’clock in the evening apparently 
quite comfortable. A few min­
utes afterwards he asked for a 
drink of water, and his sister, 
who was at his bed side, went to 
get it for him ; but when she re­
turned the Archbishop was dead. 
The spirit of the great prelate 
had winged its way, with awful 
suddenness, to the presence of its 
eternal Judge. Needless to say,

trusted him has been kept bright 
by his luminous pastorals, and 
their morals have been guarded 
by his watchful care and admoni­
tions, in season and out of season.

Mr. R. L. Borden, delivered an 
address in New York on the 6th. 
inst., and spoke freely regarding 
several questions connected with 
the government of free countries. 
He said that “ in Canada, as in 
the United States, the system of 
government by party prevails. It 
is thought by some to be an es 
sential feature of democratic in 
stitutions. These institutions, and 
thus the party system itself, are 
said to be on trial and observers 
are not lacking whose view as to 
the ultimate outcome is not op 
timistic. We must not forget that 
the imperfections and limitations 
of humanity will make themselves 
manifest in the operation of any 
system of government, whether 
autocratic or democratic. It is 
idle to condemn the party system 
until we are able to point out, or, 
what is more important, to put 
into operation, a better one. 
Meanwhile, good citizens should 
unite in an honest endeavor to 
free the party system from the 
anomalies and dangers which it is 
so easy to indicate.”

The speech with which the Fed­
eral Parliament was opened, [pub­
lished in another column, is a 
rather light bill of fare. It cer­
tainly does not foreshadow a great 
amount of important legislation ; 
neither is it a very remarkable 
document from its literary excel­
lence. The Finance Minister is 
incapacitated from arduous work 
in consequence of an accident 
which he suffered some weeks 
ago, and it is not expected that 
he will not be quite well for som» 
time yet. This will interfere with 
the work of preparing a new 
tariff bill. It is said, indeed, that 
the matter of tarriff revision will 
not be introduced this session ; 
but that an autumn session will 
be held to deal with that matter 
especially. It is said that in con­
sequence of the relegation of tariff 
revision to a future session, the 
present session will not last over 
three months. It is hard to say 
how near these reports are to 
fact ; but the Government may 
be depended upon to proceed with 
the public business in the manner 
they think will bring most poli­
tical grist to their own mill, and 
not in the best interests of the 
country.

Most Rev. Cornelius O’Brien

He soon 
attracted the attention of the 
great Bishop McIntyre, who sent 
him to Rome to pursue his 
studies in the renowned Urban 
College of the Propaganda. He 
entered the Propaganda on Dec. 
5th, 1864. Here he spent seven 
years in the study of Rhetoric, 
Philosophy and Theology, and 
availed himself of all the oppor 
tunities afforded by this renown­
ed seat of learning. He made the 
very best use of his time and be­
came a shining light among his 
fellow students, at the end of his 
course he won. with much distin 
ction, the degree of Doctor of 
Divinity. He was ordained to 
the holy priesthood, on Holy 
Saturday in 1871, in the Church 
of St. John Lateran by the Car 
dinal Vicar of Rome.

He arrived home during the 
summer of the same year, and in 
September was appointed to 
professorship in St. Dunstan’s 
College. Here he remained for 
two years. He was then appoint­
ed senior priest at St. Dunstan’s 
Cathedral i but bis health, never 
very robust, broke down and in 
Sept 1874 he was appointed 
pastor of St. Mary’s, Indian 
River. In the quiet of a rural 
parish and in the fresh country 
air, he gradually improved in 
health and he remained at St 
Mary's for a little oyer eight 
years, or until he was appointed 
by the Holy See, Archbishap of 
Halifax, in succession to the late 
Archbishop Hannan.

He was conesarate4 in St.
Mary’s Cathedral, Halifax, on the 
2lst, of January 1883.. The Con 
eecrating Bishop was Bishop 
(afterwards Archbishop) Babre °f 
of Montreal and the assistant 
Consecrators were Bishop Me 
Intyre of Charlottetown and 
Bishop Sweeney of St John 
The sermon on the occasion was 
preached by Jlishop Cameron of 
Antigonish. Of these foqr pre 
lates, then officiating, the Arch 
bishop elect, the consecrators and 
the preacher, th® venerable Bishop 
Cameron is now the sole surgiyof. 
His Grace’s career in Halifax has 
been a era of great progress

Opening of the Legis­
lature.

Opening of Dominion 
Parliament.

The Provincial Legislature 
opened yesterday, with the usual 
formalities. Following is the 
speech from the throne
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the 

Legielative Assembly :
I heartily welcome yon on re-assembl 

ing for the performance of yonr Legisla 
tive duties, and I have much pleasure 
in congratulating yon and the Province 
upon tie general prosperity, which, 
through Divine Providence, has prevail­
ed thronghont the Island during the 
past year.

During the recess we were hononred 
and pleased by a visit from His Excel­
lency, onr new Governor-General, Earl 
Grey, who, during his abort stay, had 
an opportunity of visiting the Mac­
donald Consolidated School at Hillsbo­
rough, which he formally opened, and 
with which he expressed himself high­
ly gratified. He was also delighted 
with the prospérons and comfortable 
condition of the farm houses and build­
ings seen by him during bis drive.

The idea of the consolidation of onr 
schools seems to have taken a strong 
hold on the minds of many people, and 
I feel assored that if properly carried 
ont it would be of great advantage to 
onr system of education.

We were visited daring recess by the 
Transportation Commission and alao by 
the Tariff Commission, from both of 
which visita, especially the latter, we 
trust much benefit will accrue to this 
Province.

We were also honoured by the pre­
sence of the Second Cruiser Squadron 
under the command of Rear-Admiral 
Prince Louis of Battenberg.

I regret that by death we have loet a 
Minister of Marine, the Hon. Raymond 
Prefontaine, who only a short time be­
fore, had been here to vieit qs in his 
official capacity, and who impressed 
all who met him with the ardent and 
intelligent interest he was taking in 
hia Department, and particularly in 
regard to Prince Edward Island and 
the problem of onr Winter Service. 
We feel sate, however, that the good 
work commenced by him will be con­
tinued by his successor, the Hon. Mr 
Brodeur, who we had the pleasure of 
having with ns a member of the Tariff 
Commission.

The Province has also to mourn the 
death of His Grace Archbishop O’Brien, 
a native of this Island, who has risen 
to a high position through his greet 
ability, integrity, and honourable and 
upright character.

I am pleased to stale that the con­
dition of onr Farmers, on which the 
prosperity of our Province so largely 
depends, is steadily improving. The

I also note with pleasure that the 
Federal Department of Agriculture has

The second seision of the tenth 
Parliament of Canada opened at Ot­
tawa on Thursday afternoon last with 
the usual formalities. After his Ex­
cellency the Governor General had 
taken his seat on the throne in the 
Senate Chamber, and the members of 
the House of Commons had been 
summoned be read the following 
speech in both English and French 

Honorable gentlemen of the Senate, 
gentlemen of the House of Com­
mons :—In again summoning you to 
meet for the despatch of business I 
am glad to be able to congratulate 
you on the prosperity that is prevail­
ing throughout the Dominion.

The severe bereavement which 
Queen Alexandra has sustained 
through the death of her father the 
King of Denmark, has occasioned 
much sorrow throughout the Empire 
and I am satisfied that the warm sym 
patby of the people of Canada will be 
readily extended to Her Majesty.

It affords me much pleasure a£the 
representative of His Majesty to take 
part in the inauguration of the pro­
vinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan 
as constituent members of the Con­
federation. The universal rejoicing 
on the assumption of provincial auto 
noroy everywhere visible, was gratify— 
sng to witness and I venture to say 
that in no part of the world could a 
more contented people be found.

The universal sentiment was one 
of abounding confidence in the 
future. The bountiful harvest with 
which we have been blessed continues 
to develop our industries, and the 
transportation facilities have so 
estimulated business in alt parts of 
Canada and have given such an im­
pulse to our exports and imports that 
the trade both with the United King­
dom and foreign countries for the 
current fiscal year gives promises of 
being the largest on record.

The flow of immigrants seeking 
homes in the three prairie provinces 
ttill continues and from the present 
outlook the number will be in excess 
of any previous year, and it is gratify 
ing to note the increasing proportion 
from the British Isles.

Already on behalf of Canada a 
treaty has now been concluded be­
tween the United Kingdom and 
Japan which it is confidently hoped 
will largely increase our trade with 
the people of that progressive Empire. 
When the formal documents have 
been received they will be laid before 
you.

The rapid destruction of our forests 
now going on will, unless the opera­
tions of the lumbermen be brudently 
regulated in the futnre and a system 
of reforcestration adopted, result in 
grave conséquences, affecting the uni­
form flow of our rivers and limiting 
our valuable water powers to a few 
months in the year. A bill will be 
submitted for your consideration em­
powering the Government to set 
apart forest reserves on lands under 
its control.

In accordance with the offer made 
by my ministers to the Government 
of the United Kingdom the imperial 
treasury has now been relieved from 
the cost of garrisoning Halifax, and 
arrangements are in progress for tak­
ing over the defence of Esquimault 
and hereafter detachments from the 
permanent force of Canada will have 
charge of both these important 
stations.

You will be invited to consider the 
propriety of making such a change in 
the fiscal year as will bring it more 
into harmony with the active business 
season.

The result of the investigation into 
the administration of leading life in 
surance companies in the neighboring 
Republic has naturally created some 
uneaiiness in the public mind as to 
the condition of Canadian companies 
A commission has therefore been 
issued to inquire into and report on 
the management and financial stand 
ing not only of the companies hold­
ing Canadain charters, but also of all 
companies doing business under 
license in Canada.

Satisfactory progress is being made 
in the exploration and the surveys df 
the eastern division of the National 
Transcontinental Railway and it is 
expected that contracts for the con 
struction of two important section, 
embracing together about 400 miles 
will shortly be executed.

The interim report of the Canadian 
section of the International waterway 
commission will be laid before you.

The work of the joint commission 
has been somewhat delayed owing to 
a doubt as to the jurisdiction of Am­
erican sections. The great develop­
ment of commerce on the wateis 
dividing the two countries and the 
opportunities for the generating of 
electric power at many points, oeces 
sarily involve question which can only 
be dea|t with by International ar 
rangement or by treaty. At Niagara 
the commission will have to consider 
how best to preserve the scenic ef 
feet of the Falls while not unduly re­
stricting the use of the flow of the 
Niagara riverj so valuable for power 
purposes.

Terrible Storm.

During the gale the hurricane 
deck of the Cape Breton Electric 
Company’s ferry steamer Peerless, 
now being repaired here, was blown 
off, and the telegraph and other wires 
were torn down in all directions.

Storm in the West.

Portland, March 12—Reports from 
all parts of the Pacific Northwest in­
dicate that the district is in tbe throes 
of one of the worst storms ever ex­
perienced in March, the snowfall vary­
ing from 15 inches at Weiser, lhaho, 
to 3 inches at Huntingdon, Oregon 
At Walla Wella the severity of the 
cold winds threaten the fruit crop.

At North Yakima a bitter wind 
reaching the proportions of a gale 
unroofed several buildings and did 
property damage aggregating to thou­
sand of dollars.

The steamer Lake Erie arrived at St.

By far the largest influx of immigrants to 
reach Canadian shores this season arrived 
in Montreal on Monday, when over 4,000 
men, women and children passed through 
the city en route to the Canadian North-" 
west, where they will take up their resi 
dence. Such was the nature of the advice 
received at the C. P. R. General Offices 
from the immigration officials of the diff­
erent trans-atlantic lines possessing 
Canadian terminals at Halifax and St- 
John Special trains conveyed these large 
contingents of settlers to the West.

In aceordance with offiicial proclamation 
the 10th was celebrated throughout the 
Japanese Empire as the anniversary of 
the late war, Business was universally 
suspended and the people everywhere 
gave themselves up to the celebration of 
the day. In Tokio the celebration was on 
a particularly elaborate scale and included 
among its prominent features a mammoth 
review of troops attended by the Emperor 
and many of the military and naval com­
manders who had a prominent part in the 
recent conflict.

The ravages of the dogfish and shark 
among the fisheries of Massachusetts was 
discussed by the President at Washington 
on the 8tb, with the committee appointed 
by the Governor of Massachusetts to

of fish and ravages being so extensive as to 
effect the fishing industry, especially 
mackeral and cod. There is a bill before 
Congress which has for its object the 
promotion of certain industries that make 
use of the shark and dogfish.

The Cassidy-Lansing bill to prohibit gam­
bling on race tracks was given its first 
hearing at Albany on the 7th inst. before 
the joint codes committees of the general 
assembly, Tfle measure is being pushed 
by the International Reform Bureau, 
which has its headquarters at Washington 
and which has been successful in securing 
the enactment of antigambliog legislation 

several states. The defeat of the 
measure is generally predicted in view of 
the strong opposition with which it will 
meet from August Belmont and his asso­
ciates of the state racing commission.

Numerous mes­
sages of congratulation, however, wefe 
received at Marlborough House during 
the day. Albert Edward, Prlnoe of 
Wales, (Now King Edward VII ) married 
Alexandra, the eldest daughter of King 
Christian IX., of Denmark, in St. 
George’s Chapel, Windsor, March 10, 
1863. He was then 22 years old and she 
was 19. Now he is 64 and she is fil.

Army officers of the United States are 
displaying much interest in the endurance 
march through the heart of the Rocky 
mountains about to be undertaken by two 
batteries of the United States army, with 
oannon and equipment. The 14th and 
19th Batteries have been selected to make 
the test, starting within a week or so from 
Salt Lake City and marching to the front 
at Cheyenne, Wyo., a distance of about 
500 miles. The trip will be notable as 
the first long-distance mountain trip for a 
battery. All the heavy cannon and other 
accoutrements will be taken through.

The Letters of St. Cath­
erine of Siena.

The letter» of St. Catherine of 
Siena, which have come down from 
the fourteenth century to onr own 
time, nnd have been recently trans- 
lated anew by a New England woman 
and non-Catholio, Misa Vida D. 
Soudder, are truly noble epistles 
written by a truly noble eoul. Misa 
Soudder rightly aaya of them i 
11 They reveal a nature at once so 
many-sided and so exalted that the 
sensitive reader can but echo the 
judgment of her countrymen, who 
see in the dyer's daughter of Siena 
one of the most significant authors 
of a great age. . . . One knows
not whether to be more struck by 
the outspoken fearlessness by the 
woman or by her great adaptability. 
. . . The spell which she exer­
cised by simple force of direct deal­
ing was nothing lees than extraor­
dinary. . . , The clarity of
mind which Catherine always pre­
served, even in moments of highest 
exaltation, and her loving eagerness 
to share her most sacred experiences 
with those dear to her, have given 
her a power of expression that has 
pages of unsurpassed interest and 
value. ... In all afike, we 
feel a heart akin to our own, though 
larger and more tender.”

St. Catherine was born in Siena, 
March 25, 1347, the youngest child 
of Jacopo Baniocaes, a dyer, and of 
hia wife, Lapa. From early child­
hood the little one was like a saint. 
She died in Rome, April 30, 1380 
having dedicated herself as a sac­
rificial victim in expiration of others’ 
Blue. Thirty-three years spanned 
the story of her life, as it had apann 
ed the earthly life of the Divine 
Master of her soul, floe had nut 
learned to read until she was a 
woman; she did not 1 rn to write 
until three or fouryeais before h^r 
death, and even then : lie often dic­
tated her letters to her secretaries, 
and soma'imes two and ibree at a 
time. These letters were addressed 
11 to prisoners and outcast» ; to great 
nobles at d plain business men; to 
physicians, lawyers, soldiers of foi. 
lure; to kings and queens and car­
dinals and Popes ; to recluses pur­
suing the Beatific Vision, and to men 
and women of the world plunged in 
the lusts of the flash and governed 
by the pride of life. The society of 
the fourteenth century passes in re­
view as we turn the pages.”

Two Main Thoughts.

Two main thoughts dominate, 
however, the varied writings of this 
many-sided, m:ghty soul. One is 
the love of God—His love for n- ; for 
“ Nails would not have held God-and. 
Man fast to the cro s,” she cries, 
“ had love nob- held them there." 
The other is love for their fellow 
ctoa'uros, oonrieo-ed into passionate, 
strong love to the Catholic Church, 
the Bride of Christ. Writing to the

Pope bimetlf, Vo Gregory XI., ibe 
“ sweet Christ on earth," as she calls 
him, she bids him to follow the ex­
example of his illustrious predeces­
sor, Pope St. Gregory the Great, in 
the following magnificent appeal: 
‘AH will be possible to you as to 
him; for he was not of other flesh 
than you ; and that God is now Who 
was then ; we lacking nothing save 
virtue, and hunger for Ute salvation 
of souls. . , . Now, then, do
we wish to bsve that glorious hunger 
which these holy and true shepherds 
of the past have felt, and to quench 
iu ourselves that fire of self-love / 
Let us do as they, who with fire 
quenched fire, for so great wse the 
lire of inestimable and ardent charity 
that burned in their hearts and souls, 
that they were as hungered and 
famished for the savor of souls. Oh, 
sweet and glorious fire, which is of 
such power that it quenches fire and 
every inordinate delight and pleaaure 
and all love of self ; and this love is 
like a drop of water, which is swiftly 
consumed in the furnace I Should 
one ask me how men attained to that 
sweet fire and hunger—inasmuch as 
we are surely in ourselves unfruitful 
trees—I say that those men grafted 
themselves into the fruitful tree of 
the most holy and sweet Cross, where 
they found the Lamb, slain with enoh 
fire of love for our salvation as seems 
insatiable. Still He cries that He is 
athirst, as if saying : ‘ I have
greater ardor and desire and thirst 
for your salvation than I show you 
with My finished Passion.’ 0 sweet 
and good Jesus I Let Pontiffs shame 
them, and shepherds, and every 
other creature, for our ignorance and 
pride and eelf-indnlgenoe, in the pre­
sence of so greet largeness and good­
ness and ineffable love on the part of 
our Creator." And then she says 
with holy boldness to Gregory i “If, 
up to this time, we have not stood 
very firm, I wish and pray in truth 
that the moment of time which re­
mains be dealt with manfully, follow­
ing Christ, Whose vicar you are, 
like a strong man."
The Church in St. Catherine's 

Time.
The Church was passing through 

very troubled waters io .St. Cath 
erica’s time. During ipost of her 
life St. Peter’s see was deserted ; the 
Popes were at Avignon. When, 
largely through Catherine’s zeal and 
determination, Gregory XL returned 
at last to Rome, he lived little more 
than a year after ; and the pontificate 
of his successor, Urban VI., was 
terribly darkened by the Great 
Schism, the reval claims of anti­
popes; and Catherine died of the 
sorrow and the burden, if we may 
not rather say she died of a broken 
heart. But, in loyalty and faith, 
this heroic woman never failed, and 
to this fact Mus Soudder renders 
strong and emphatic testimony as 
follows ;

“ It Las been claimed that Cath­
erine, a century and a half later,

would bsve been s Protestent. Such 
hypotheses ere slweye futile to dis 
cuss; but the view hsrdty commends 
itself lo the careful study of 
her writings. . . . The most
distinctive trail in the woman’s cha­
racter was her power to cling to an 
r‘3esl veriiy with unfsl ering faith- 
tuloeir, even when the whole aspect 
of life snd society shout her seemed 
to give that verity the lie. To im­
agine her without faith in the visible 
Ct-urob end the God-given authority 
of the Vtcar of Chriet is to imagine 
soother wemab.” And again : ,r8he 
saw in the Catholic Cbnroh that im­
age of a pare, univon-al fellowship 
which the noblest Catholics of sll 
ages have cherished. To the service 
of the Chnroh, therefore, her life wse 
dedicated ; it wss to her the Holy 
House of Reconciliation, wherein sll 
nations shoald dwell in unity ; and 
only by submission to its authority 
could the woia of Italy be healed " 

As “ her instinct for solidarity 
forced her lo dwell in the thought of 
a world-embracing brotherhood,” so 
her faith in the Catholic Church, 
" her love and reverence for the 
Church, were simply tremendous io 
intensity." She writes bow she 
“ Saw the necessity of Holy Church, 

. . how no one can attain to
the beauty of God in the Abyss of 
the Trinity but by means of the 
sweet Bride, for it befits all to pass 
by the door of Christ Crucified, and 
this door is not found elsewhere than 
in "Holy Church." St Catherine 
saw, too, “ that the Bride brought 
life to men, because she held in her­
self such life that there is no one that 
can kill her ; and that she gave for- 
titnde and light, and that there is no 
one who oan weaken her, in her true 
self, or cast her into darkness. And 

. , her fruit never fails, but in­
creases for ever."

In sublime vision Almighty God 
showed to this, His saint, the 
Church's face soiled and swollen by 
the sins of the very men whom she 
was sustaining ; and her beauty was 
not to bo restored by'the sword of 
war, “ but by peace, and humble con­
tinual prayers, tears and sweats, 
poured forth frotn the grieving de­
sires of His servants." For this 
cause St. Catherine of Siena offered 
up her life, and for this cause she 
died. She was no Protestant re­
former, breaking away from the 
Church on account of the sins of in, 
dividuale. She was a devoted child 
of the Church, striving to staunch 
the wound and heal the suffering 
that were caused by unworthy mem 
hers of the Church.—Sacred Heart 
Review.

Chief Function of the 
College.

The Loyola Alumni Ae80°tat'0n 
held its annual banqudt at the Staf­
ford Hotel Baltimore recently, ai 
which a large number of former 
students of the college were present. 
The principal address of the evening 
was delivered by Rev. John F. 
Quirk, S. J., president of the college, 
in the course of which he said :
Mr. President and Members of the 

Alumni:
I am well aware of the solemo 

sound and import of the pledge to 
which I am speaking; and under 
other oiroumstanoes might fear or 
hesitate to treat of so serious a sub­
ject on a festive occasion like this 
But I have been assured—and assur­
ance echoes response to my belief— 
lhat the Alumni piey their banquet 
in the light of a return to Aim 
Mater, and are eager to hear her 
voice either of approval or of chiding 
of some serious topic or lesson of 
life v

Being of this mtnd, and persuaded 
also tb^t the greatest work of college 
is apt to be slurred and minimised, 
I wish to invite your attention for a 
little while to what I deem the 
noblest function of college. Let me 
take for granted that “ function" 
means “ the natural or assigned ac­
tion of a power or faculty," and that 
“ function" grows and assumes a 
higher (ffioe in proportion to the 
nobility of the aim and task, accord 
ing to the nature and order of the 
subject to be achieved.

Now, the scope of all college file 
and training is the development of 
toe student as a whole in his collec­
tive facnlties; hence this result pre 
seuls the sum of the fonctions of the 
oi liege. But among the different 
faculties of the student there are 
some of greater, some of lesser, im­
portance, some inferior, some more 
excellen1. The function of educa­
tion in regard to each is determined 
accordingly, ranging higher with the 
higher faculty ; ranking chief with 
the highest. Moreover, it oan easily 
be seen that the larger snd weightiei 
the issues involved in the use of any 
power the more vital is our ooi corn 
that that faculty is informed and 
equipped for right exercise and ac­
tion.

All this is but in the abstract and 
only prelude to what I now oome to 
in the concrete. The mind and the 
will are pre-eminently the moat ex. 
Calient of man’s faculties, and in the 
case of the Christian, baptized in 
Chris', their most perfect employ­
ment is found in those acts which 
relate to his final happiness. These 
ao's are those which concern bis 
moral weal, and whjcb keep him in 
the grace of God's love, if they be in 
confotmity with Hie law. To per­

form these acts of miud snd will, 
legnlaiing them according to God’j 
command, this is the fulfilment of 
'be law; this is man’s noblest life. 
What follows from the troth is a mere 
corollary ; that the edooatidn of 
these faculties, mind and will, so se 
to bring them in harmony wiih God’s 
law and assure their eternal destinyi 
is by excellence the duty of the 
teacher faculty which has the plastic 
e udent in her moulding hands. Her 
main and chiefest function is to bring 
him under the sway of lhat force and 
agent which alone can produce for 
us the moral mao of mind responsive 
to lofty principles of right and wri ng, 
and whose will ohimes out sweet 
mnsio of word and deed io harmony 
with the dictates of his practical 
judgment. Surely this is the timely 
question lo consider today, when so 
many great human figures of intel­
lect, wealth or power fail of obtain­
ing the best of life’s prizes, the peace 
of a gcod conscience and the respect 
of their fellow-man. This, then, is 
the answer to the question—the 
burning question of education’s high­
est function in college today ; it is 
to forge upon the anvil of religion 
the shapely mind and tempered will 
which shall prove in the welding the 
right-principled and resolute man. 
What worth indeed the learning or 
the gifts of language and expression 
if the knowledge lack reverence and 
the mind maintain a feast of viands, 
yet invite not God to the table ?

Dear Alumni of Loyola, who are 
gathered here this evening, with whom 
God and Religion are here to-night as 
chief guests, let me remind you of 
your special heritage. You have 
studied aud recited with the symbol 
of salvation before you, with the 
voice of prayer at class each day and 
session, with’the book of Christian doc­
trine daily in hand, with the garb of 
religion open to your constant gaze in 
the person of the living book of your 
teacher and professor. Why this 
ceaseless reminder and remerbraocer 
of God save to accentuate the fact 
of His all-ieeing eye, His all pervad 
ing presence? For these are 
truths which, absorbed in youth, 
create and plant God’s living 
presence tn the man and kindle 
and (an in him the flame of 
moral life. And all this we do for 
years, not uncertainly, as without a 
purpose, but as a preparation for the 
sludy of ethics, of man io bis relation 
to God through his moral acts so that 
he be further grounded io truth and 
be convinced that there is a law, an 
objective morality, independent of 
man, which he may not violate for all 
the prizes of high estate or “ the wealth 
of Ormus or of Ind.” These things 
are commonplace .for you to hear, as 
they are trite for me to speak. Bui 
not given to all to know, although you 
know them. And knowing these things 
of eternal value, how can you test con­
tent with possessing them for your­
selves and your children? Why not 
share the gift of your heritage and 
the influence of Alma Mater over many 
new and added lives ? Many of us 
with Horace of old can cite with 
gratitude the generosity of our pa­
rents and guardians who stinted 
themselves that we might purchase 
the gift of knowledge and right wisdom 
Some of us, maybe, could say with 
some measure of truth as Horace of 
his father :

“ Libertine patte oatum—’’
“ Qf freeman father born ’’ 

citing our bumble parent's lot to re­
mind us cf bis goodness. Xe1 
Horace spoke only of the profane and 
worldly jn letters. While we owe 
thanks for the supremest gilt of wis­
dom of life, the knowledge of God and 
our bounden obligations to Him, the 
intimate realization of His prese-^ 
the verity of Bis eternal law, by which 
we shall one day be judged, although 
we may escape that of the Conscript 
father# &o earth.

Let me bid you be zealous for these 
better gifts, and pray your pardon for 
this lengthy word upon the " chief 
function of the college ”
