Mr 
Itobineon rea-l to the Jury the affidavit 
which vaa made by John Pratt, before Mr 
Thomas Holmes, aa a Magistrate.

Thomas Holmes, sworn, is a commit- 
aiorcr to the Queen’» Bench, and a magist­
rate in Blyth,. Remeinbera Mr Pratt and 
Mr and Mrs Mcllroy coining to him and 
Mr Pratt made the affidavit read, Mcllroy 
saw me before this. The affidavit w$» 
written by him to Pratts’ dictation and 
sworn to, Mr Mcllroy was present, Mr 
Mcllroy wanted to ahow it to Mr Jackson 
who waa a member of their Church to 
clear hiniielf from the charge of making 
false ruuiora. The witneaa kept a copy to 
■how to Mr Wilson and thinks he gave the 
other to Pratt. The one prod need ie what 
he kept. He ahowed it to Wilson, shortly 
after, about a couple of days. Wilson 
called on him.

Cross-examined by Dr McMichael,charg­
ed 61.50 for the affidavit. Took the affid­
avit aa a commissioner, in no particular 
individual’s cause, Mcllroy wanted an 
affidavit to satisfy Mr Wilson he was not 
guilty of slandering him. He told him this 
in presence of Pratt. Pratt dictated it to 
him, for this purpose. Mcllroy had nothing 
to do with the dictation of the document, 
Mcllroy was present, witness told Mcllroy 
he thought the affidavit cleared him and 
that it would satisfy Mr Wilson that Mc­
llroy had nut wronged him.

Crosa-examiued by J. S Sinclair, Pratt 
expresaed no intention but to clear Mc­
llroy and no other malice against the girl. 
Aa near aa possible the affidavit is in 
Pratt’a language, Pratt can write his name 
but his literary attainments are .not re­
markable, nobody eaw witnes s copy ex­
cept Mr Wilson, till it came into court. 
Thought he waa going to allay a disturb­
ance by allowing the affidavit. Witness 
suggested that it should be shown to 
Wilson. He laid the other copy on the 
table and thought Pratt took it away.

His Lordship addressed the witness 
condemning him for taking such an affi 
davit aa a commissioner, which was not 
within the Province of his duties and for 
which he might have beén indicted.

Edward Wilfjrd, sworn, lives 
Morris, knowi Pratt and Mr and Mrs 
Mcllroy for 3 yean, talked to him about a 
statement they intended to hare made ab­
out Miss Wila jn last winter. They asked 
him if he had heard the fuss. He said, 
yes, but did not know what to think about 
it, heard that John Pratt was going to Mr 
Holmes to clear them. He recommended 
them to wait till Mr Wilson prosecuted 
and then let Mr Pratt make his own state 
ment.

John Jackson, sworn, lives in Morris, 
knows Mr& Mrs Wilson, John Pratt, and 
Mr and Mrs Mcllroy, heard of the trouble 
from Mcllroy, who said he waa glad of 
what Piatt had done for http. Pratt he 
told him, hid said before Holmes that he 
had never said anything against Wilson, 
Mcllroy went into a room ^rith him to 
show the jKtpcr, which was not fit for the 
buys to hear,Mcllroy wanted witness to go 
and te 1 Wilson what Pratt had done and to 
ask Wilson to come to him, Mcllroy before 
htijiroaecutjd. He told Wilson and he said 
he would go to Holmes and 'get a copy.

Cross-examined by Dr McMichael what 
Mcllroy said was that he thought what 
Pratt had done would help to clear him of 
the talk that wax going round.

Kev. Coleman Bristol, sworn, knows 
the parties,&inversed with Mr & Mrs Mc­
llroy who said they had been with Pratt 
before Holmes and that Pratt had made 
a statement which was intended to clear 
themofscamlaliaimrMr Wilson • daughter. 
Thinks Mr Mcllroy handed hiiu the do­
cument, which he read.

William Wilson, sworn, is the father 
»f Rachel Wilson, heard that a statement 
had been made about his daughter. Mr 
Jackfion informed him of it about 1st or 
2nd December. Went to Mr Holmes and 
got the copy lie had in his hand which he 
compared with the original, knows the 
original now shown.

Dr McMichael addressed the Court in 
eloquent terme in defence of Mr Mcllroy.

J S Sinclair, Hup, followed,in an equally 
able strain, in defence of John Pratt.

C Robinson,Esq., replied for the Crown. 
His Lordship then charged the Jnry, and 
after an absence of half-an-hour returned 
a verdict of qnilty. His Lordship fined 
John Mcllrov821).Odor3iuonths imprison­
ment ; and lohn Pratt 810.00 or 3 months 
imprisonment ; both to remain in custody 
until the tines are paid.

a Cross ex., lives in Garrick, has known 
Laird since a boy—is his cousin. Has 
talked to him of this matter. Heard of 
the girl being with child. Told him ho 
had connexion with her before Laird had.

Never promised to 
marry her. Lives 4 miles from Seaforth.

John C. Martin, sworn, waa at Nei- 
bergal'a on 17th Aug. 1868, which waa hie 
birthday Waa there all day. Could not 
say when he left. They said it waa 7 
when they stopped working, He fed hia 
horse after that. He did not see Anne 
Maria Vanaton that night or that day. 
Heard of the charge first about 91 or 23

With regard to tha maintenance el las and 
cadet m the êoeatry, the Preodeeaanouno- 
ed that an arrangement haa been made 
with Her Mejaety’i Government for the 
despatch of an expedition, to be comprised 
partly at Her Majesty's troops and partly 
of Canadian Militia—one fourth regulars 
and three-fourths militia ; the expendi­
ture to be borne in tha same proportion. 
The regular force will consist of 300 men. 
Sir John A. cloeed by moving the first 
reading of the Bill Mr. Mackenzie took 
•soeptten to the large grants given to the 
new Province, which would be burdensome 
to the Dominion. Mr. Msekesie also 
treated aa absurd the proposal f»r this 
little Province to be represented aa wae 
proposed, via : by two members in the 
Senate and four in the House of 
Commons. He also expressed his intenti­
on of insisting that there should be no class 
distinctions in the Territonr, especially as 
effected the religions bodies. Sir G. E. 
Cartier replied to Mr Mackenzie. He expa­
tiated on the very moderate amount of 
subsidy that ia to be paid by Canada, and 
described tl e policy of the Government aa 
being one that would promote the form­
ation of a confederation of Provinces stret­
ching across the whole continent. 1 Mr. 
Mackenzie wanted tp know whether it waa 
true Captain Cameron had been engaged 
ir organizing a mounted police force, and 
if so for what purpose f oir John A Mac­
donald said that Captain Cameron had re­
ceived no commission, the force being or­
ganized by tho Dominion Commissioners 
it wae to be composed of 200 mounted 
riflemen, and its chief object was to guard 
against possible disturbances arising be 
tween'the Indians and new settlers, who 
might be attracted into the country.

of the rebellion on the Roman Csth< 
priesthood ; and pointed eut a Urge 
CsnadUn settlement, containing four or 
five hundred families, namely, Portage 
Laraine, was left out of the ne * Province 
through the boundary line diverged fifteen 
minutes to take in a small Roman Catholic 
mission.

Cameron. H*h- Mr Macdonald replied, 
and charged H >n Mr Howe with being the 
chief instrument in promoting the rebel­
lion. He had informed the people In effect, 
that they had only to do as Nova Scotià 
did and they would succeed. The rebellion 
would hate keen a mere trifling affair had 
it not been sustained by the advice and re­
commendation of the Secretary of State. 
These facta he could prove—before a com­
mittee of the House if one were appointed. 
Mr Stirton aaked if the Minister of Justice 
had any authority for the statement that 
the people of the Portage la Prairie de­
sired to be left out of the new province. 
Sir John A Macdonald said he had and 
would give it to-morrow if he obtained per­
mission. In reply to Mr Rymal, Sir John 
A Macdonald said that no wnt had been 
issued against Riel. The proper power to 
arrest Riel was the Imperial power. It 
waa with her, and her only, that steps 
could be taken fagainst any offenders in 
that Territory. They could not have any 
ex post facto jurisdiction. The Bill waa, 
after aome furtheir discussion, read a first 
time, and the House adjourned at 11:15.

Shortly after the House met Sir John 
A. Macdonald submitted fcerba:ly the re­
sult of the Cabinet deliberations for the 
forming of a constitution for the North­
west Territory. From the remarks of1 the 
Premier, which were exceedingly d.ffuse, 
the following sketch of the purport of tl e 
Bill is gleaned : (let.) That out of the moat 
thickly settled portion of the Territory a 
Province be formed, to bo kuown aa Mani­
toba. The boundaries of the Province to 
be as follows ; Commencing at a point on 
the frontier t t the United States territory, 
ninety-six degrees west of Greenwich, and 
extending to a point ninety-aight degrees 
fifteen minutes west, being bound on the 
south by the forty-ninth parallel of lati­
tude, and on the north by latitude fifty 
degrees thirty minutes. This givea an 
area of 11,000square miles. (2nd.) Such 
portions of the Territory as are nof includ 
ed in the above, to be governed as an un­
organized tract, by the Lieut. Governor 
of Manitoba, under a separatecommiaaion, 
and until they are settled and organized aa 
provinces, shall be governtd by orders in 
Cpuncil. (3rd.) That the Province shall be 
represented in the Dominion Senate by 
two members until the Province ahall have 
a population at a decennial census of 60,- 
000 ; from thenceforth the people there 
should have a representation in the Senate 
of three members, and subsequently, when 
the population shall amount to75,000, the 
■hall have a representation of focr mem­
bers. In the Commons, it shall by repre­
sented by four members. The Province 
being divided into four electoral distriets, 
each containing as nearly as possible an 
equal iftnnber of the present community 
of settlers. (4th.) The executive power 
to be vested in tho-Lieutenant Governor, 
who shall be appointed like the other 
Lieut. Governors by commission from 
the Governor General, under the Great 
Seal of the Dominion. (5th.) He ahad 
have an Executive Council of seven per­
sons, holding office as the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor ahall from time to time think fit, and 
in the firat place shall not exceed five in 
numter. (6th.) The meetings of the 
Ligislatute, until other* iso ordered by the 
Legislature, ahall be held at Fort Garry, 
or within a mile of it. ( th.) The Legis­
lature ahall consist of two Chambers. (8th.)
The Legislative Countil to consist of seven 
members, which numeermay, after a lapse 
of four years, bo increased to 12. (9th.)
The Legislative Assembly to consist uf 
twenty-four members, tho Lieut, Governor 
dividing the Province into twenty-four 
electoral districts, having due regard to 
tho various communities into which the 
settlement ie at present divided. All these 
provisions and subject toalterations by the 
people themselves except Bo far aa they 
relate to the appointment of a Lieutenant- 
Governor, winch reata upon the same auth­
ority aa in the other Provinces of theDom- 
inion. In all other respects they can al­
ter their constitutions sa they please. It

Srovides in the bill that all the British
