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WILL set down, if only to get rid of
them, a few incidents of this day.

Strange ! there, in the Crimea, in the

.midst of danger, hardship, and misery of
all kinds, I was at' peace, even happy;
happier than for many years. I seemed
to have lived down, and nearly obliter-
ated from thought, that one day, one
hour, one moment, which was but a mo-
ment. Can it, ought 1t, to weigh against
a whole existence? or, as some religionists
wouild tell us, against an eternity ! Yet
what is time, what. is eternity? Nay,
rather, what is man, measuring himself,
his atom of good or ill, either done or
suffered, against God ?

These are vain speculations, which I
have gone over and over again till every
link in the chain of reasoning is painfully
familiar. I had better give it up and
turn to ordinary things. Dear imaginary
correspondent, shall I tell you the story
of my day ?

It began peacefully. I always rest on
a Sunday, if I can. I believe, even had
Heaven not hallowed one day in the
seven—Saturday or Sunday matters not,
let Jews and Christians battle it out—
there would still be needful a day of rest;
and that day would still be a blessed
day. Instinct, old habit, and later con-
viction, always incline me to ‘‘ keep the
Sabbath,” not, indeed, after the strict
fashion of my forefathers, but as a happy,
cheerful, holy time; a resting-place be-
tween weck and week, in which to enjoy
specially all righteous pleasures and
earthly repose, and to look forward to
that rest which, we are told, ‘‘ remaineth
for the people of God.”

The next examination for *%3 admis-
sion of pupils will be held at the High
Schools, on Tuesday and Wednesday, be-
ing the 21st and 22nd days of December,
at the hour of nine in the morning of
each day.

morning. To the others in_the morn-
ing I gave one peck of mangolds eut up.
Those that had the mangolds were in
a better condition than the one that had
corn meal only, Ym March the men-
ds gave out and I gave to each cow
onn&uu-u of coen meal daily. Tb.{
fell off and became quite thin, and
was obliged to give them hay in addition.
1 have tried feeding calves on mangolds
and find them invaluable. Last fall I
had a male Jersey calf that was very
thin, but soon improved on one peck of
mangolds each day and in the spring was
much larger than many calves 6 months
older. T think cattleare much healthier
for being fed on roots, and are in better
condition for grass, and consider too
low an estimate has been given them in
the articles named, I have tried both
mangolds and sugar beets and consider
the beets the best, and worth for the
purpose at least 15 cents a bushel or 85

a ton.—[N. Y. Tribune. |

SHEEP IN WINTER.

Two extremes should be avoided in
« the matter of shelters. One may be in-
guicent, while the other may be so close
as to be unhealthy. The majority of
mistakes are with those who shelter in-
sufficiently, In such instances more food
is consumed than would otherwise be re-
quired, and no gorresponding benefits
accure—though the gffects upon the
sheep are not so unfavotshle as those
following confinement to improperly
ventilated rooms. Another error isfound
_in too close crowding while under shel-
ter. This is vartionlesly objectionable
when any considerable number of ani-
mals are confined together. While a
portion of them may lie down, others
are compelled to stand, and through
restlessness or fright often trample upon
and injure their fellows. The shelters

ONl wui® 5i€eP 1AM BilOlWiw w@ - -
increase in size as rapidly as the flock

multiplies its numbers.

The water supply should be carefully
looked to. A flock of a given number
will drink more water in winter than will
be needed when on pasture. If such an
arrangement can be economically secur-
ed, access to water twice a day is better
than but once. This forstwo reasons.
1st, the more timid animals which are
likely to be held back in the morning
by their stronger fellows, have a chance
when the latter are not sg’gfiger; and,
2dly, all danger from over drinking of
cold water is obviated. Ase of snow in
lieu of water should be forced upon the
flock only under the extremest necessity.
Stock will live under suchcircumstances,
but satisfactory thrift will not be secured.

Ewes in lamb should, as far as practi-
cable, be fed and sheltered separate from
the non-breeding animals, as the crowd-
ing and more rapid movements of the
latter are apt to result injuriously, while
such separation makes convenient certain
little attentions to which breeding ewes
are entitled as the yeaning season ap-
proaches, and which may be profitably
accorded to them. Advantage will be
found in subdivision of the several ages
and sexes into as many smaller lots as
circumstances will admit of, as such
course lessens the liability to crowding
and over-feeding of the expense of the
weaker ones. It also brings each animal
more directly under_the eye. of the at-
tendant, who will the more readily de-
tect the first §gmptoms of deviation from
the desired thrift.—[Nat. Live Stock
