ROSCOE.. CONKLING.
LIFE 3KETclH OF A MOST RE-
MARKABLE WMAN.

He Bogan the Study of the Law in the
Office.. ‘of M : , ‘Rernikp, His
leagne Ju fhe Setate In AQ}: :)'c*
CouMifng’s Lt Polftieal Utferance.
From 1850 to 1881 Roscoe was
almost all the time in public life, and
always growing. He probably sustained
fewer defeats and made as few mistakes
between his election as county sttorney
and his retirement from the senate 8s any
public man of his time, and was certainly
on the victorions sidé of as many great
issues.- His first great mistake was his
last, and when he failed of re-election to
the senate, after his somewhat erratic
“appeal to the peaple,” he retired com-
pletely from publie life.

The Conkling family is & talented one.
Roscoe's father, Alfred Conkling, was an
eminent’ latvyer, member of congress in
1821-23, judge of the United States dis-
trict court for the Northern district of
New York from 1825 to 1852, and minister
to Mexico for & short term. One son,
Frederick A. Conkling, won high honors
in the army, and served one term in con-
gress,  and ¢ daughter, Margaret (Mrs.
Steele), has some renown as an suthoress;
but-both-are te some extent obscured by
the fame of their brother Rosege. |

He whs born Oct. 80, 1829, nt Alfbany,
received an academic edncstion and
studied law in his father’s office: then en-
tered the office of Francis Kernan, after
ward his eolleague in congress, and in
1850 was elected district attorrey for
Oneida county. ' In the springof 1868 he
was olocted mayor of Utica, and the next
Novomber was elected to congress. Re-
elected in 1860, he was defeated in 1862
by his late 14w colleagus, Francis Kernan,
buf in 1864 and 1866 was again suceessful.
Before taking his seat the last time he
was chosen United States senator, took
his seat in the upper house in 1867 and held
tho place continuously till 1881. His first
prominence in the house of represent-
atives wes gained by his vigorous opposi-
tion to the legal tendep act, and his
critielsm of Gem.” McClellan's
management of the army. .He foreod,sin
inquiry into the causes for the disaster at
Ball's Biuff, and his speech in the resolu-
sion calling for-information frem the war
department was read with an intense
interest by the pedple. His speech on the
legal tender act, in- connection with that
of Owen Lovejoy, exhausted the subject
on the negative side. On both those
subjects he was consistent to the end of
his career; he was ant ardent “*hard money
man,” and an uncompromising opponent
of Gen. McClellan and all his supporters.
Indeed, he was determined in all his posi-
tions, ardent in friendship, relentless in
opposition. His deVotion to the military
support of Gen. Grant and tho political
measures of President Grant never weak-
ened for a day; he was the untiring advo-
cate, one might say the creator, of the
“third term movement” of 1880, and
broke with President Garfield in 1881on a
point of political rights directly growing
out of the matter. In the combat he
fought with relentless fury, and when de-
feated he went down with colors flying.
His opponents often complained that he
was cruelly sarcastio; but that he had
many attractive personal qualities is con-
clusively proyved by the life long devotion
of his friends and supporters.

GEN, GILMORE: DEAD.

He Was Made Famous by His Genius,
He Handled the “Swamp ‘Angel.”

Maj. Gen. Quincy Adams Gilmore, who
died recently igBrooklyn, has been living
in comparative obscurity since the war;
but he was one. of the very few Federal
commanders whose fame was,  for s
while at least, as great in Europe as
Americs, for it was his happy forture to
disprove all the laws of gunnery which
had been supposed to be firmly fixed by
the Crimean war. In fact, Gen. Gilmore's
cannonade and capture of Fort Pulaski
revolutionized ‘the nwval’ gunnéry of the
world. Inthe Crimean ‘War the British
commanders reported that the very closest
anchorage they could secure was from 600
to 700 yards distant from the Russian
fortifications; ‘‘and at that distance,” adds
the report, “‘shot

His next notable success was with the
noted ‘“‘Swang Angel,” a big gun used in
the siege of Charleston. Thero was no
new principle of gunnery involved in this
once noted gun. It was simply an eight
inch Parrot rifle of the finest finish, and
its effectiveness was due to the excellence
of the gun, the scientific use of the pow-
der and the position gained. The gun was
apparently planted in the edge of the sea,
but really in the shallow marsh between
Morris and "omes islands. There a firm
foundation was laid, a low broastwork put
up in a circle around the gunm; and 100
pound shells were “‘dropped” into Charles-
ton. But it was only fired thirty-six
times, exploding at the last discharge.
Other guns soon after did as effective
work, but the ‘“Swamp Angel” is remem-
bered because it first proved the practica-
bility of the method.

They reached their new home on
Saturday, and tho first thing Sunday
morning they. were called together by the
good parson and wed to, under a
large tree, from t! + Matt. iv, 1, A
section of this mammoth oak tree formed
the support of the anvil on which two
stalwart generations of Beechers ham-
mered Lefore @yman Beccher transferred
tho role of the fanily from the anvil to
the pulpit. The old wlite bouse in which
Lyman Beecher was born is now standing.
Tradition tells of the kindliness of the
earlier Becchers.  Tliey were simple, lov-
able, always ready to help those in need,
and, as a consequence, lived in comparative
poverty, traits which the descendants of
the old stock still exhibit. Henry Ward
Beecher and his wife used to make fre-
quent visits to this historic spot. Early
in the year the seitlers began to erect
houses, and in the latter part of 1638 the
colonists had permanent dwellings.

These old houses were queer buildings,
with their rough hewn boards and shingles.
But as the ¢arly Ininnipiacans were
wealthy, comparstively speaking, ac-
cugtomed to larg® houses in London, they
expended liberally on their new houses.
An early chronicle tells of the one owned |
by Theophilus Eaton so large as to have
nineteen fireplaces, and the Davenport
house, just opposite, with thirteen. The
Beoeher house, erected some years later,
waA smaller but more improved.

The Sargery of Mr. Conkling’s Case.

A physician has given the following de-
scription of the operatiom recently per-
formed on Mr. Conkling at New York:

‘“The operation is a very delicate one,
having been made over a century and a
half ago with the chisel and mallet. The
first martyr of this operation was the Dan-
ish surgeon, Berger, of Copenhagen, at his
own_request, who had an opening made
into the mastoid cells, and died eleven
days later from suppurative meningitis in-
duced by the operation.
