Marine Engineers
Given a Raise in Wages

Marine engineers throughout Nova
Scotia, have received the desired in-
crease. from ten to fifteen per cent.
Steamship owners throughout the
province, employing one hundred and
fifty skilled. mechanics, acceded to
the demands of the National Associa-
tion of Marine HEngineers, prepared
last March, and submitted to the
steamship interests in April, with no-
tice that they must go into effect the
first of June. This request for in-
creased wages was made collectively
by the couhcils in Nova Scotia, and
was applicable to about twenty-five
steamers plying  in Canadian trade
chiefly. < :

Notable' among those coming to an
amicable settlement were the owners
of the Yarmouth-Boston Steamship
Company, who granted an increase ‘of
thirty-three and a third per -cent,
and the Dominion Coal Company’s
entire Black Diamond '‘and collier
fleet. On their ships that carry coal
exgykively, a raise of five dollars
per month dating from May 1st was
given, with the stipulation of a sim-
ilar advance next January. On the
passenger ships, especially the City
of Sydney, running from Montreal to
points east the engineers’ scale of
pay is on an even higher basis.

It is also- reported that all steam
vessels «plying through the Strait of
Canso “came across” to the. men, in
addition to all tow boat operators.
Others who increased the pay sche-
dule were Pickford and Black, on
their fleet of steamers on West In-
dies and Jamaica routes; ‘J. A. Far-
quhar & ‘Company, for the Seal; G.
S. Campbell' & Company, -.for - their
towing ‘craft, and the Red Cross lin-
ers, and several of the  coastal
freighting and passenger steamers.
