A British
Advantage.

One of the matters disclosed by the
co-operation of the Admiralty in the
fight along the Belgian coast is the
purchase of three monitors, which
were, being completed in British ship-
yards for the Brazilian Government.
They are not large, but they are just
suitable for the work in hand. Their
tonnage is 1260, and their horsepower
1450. They carry two 6 inch and two
4.7 inch guns. They are as we point-
ed out yesterday floating forts, with
sufficient horsepower to move them
from place to place. Their purchase
illustrates once more a striking ad-
vantage Britain possess in waging a
maritime war. Britain is the great
ship-building country of the world,
both naval and mercantile. These
yards have constantly on the stocks
warships for different nations, and the
understanding always is, that the
British Admiralty can pre-empt them,
whenever an emergency arises. In
addition to these monitors, there are
two dreadnoughts, completed since
the war begun, and built for foreigrn
igovernments, which are understood
now to be in commission in the Brit-
ish Navy. At Elswick, tco, there are
under construction two battleships for
the Chilian.Navy, the Alm. Cochrane
and the Alm. Latorre, of 28,000 tons,
22 knots, and to carry ten 14 inch and
sixteen 6 inch’'guns. At Cowes, also,
there are six destroyers completing
for the same Government. These are
of 1500 tons burden of a speed of 31
knots and they carry six 4 knot guns.
The Admiralty can take them over at
any time they are disposed and have
them completed for the British Navy.
These are of course in addition to the
dreadnoughts and other warships be-
ing built for the British Navy. Of the
Iron Duke class, the Iron Duke and
the Marlborough were in commission
at the outbreak of the war. Then
there is the Emperor of India and the
Benbow, which if not in commission
already will be soon. The first of the
latest dreadnought class, the Queen
Elizabheth, of 27,500 tons and carrying
eight 15 inch guns and sixteen 6 inch
guns, with an indicated horsepower of
60,000 and a speed of 25 knots should
be completed early next year, and four
sister ships, the Malayo, Warspite,
Valiant and Barham will follow on in
due course next year. The Malaya is
a dreadnought presented to the Brit-
ish Navy by the Confederated Malaya
States.

Germany’s Failure.

A note of failure and despair runs
through the speech of ‘the German
Vice-Chancellor in his address to the
Prussian Diet, and well there may be,
when we remember how Prussian
strategy has failed in its objective. It
is now the twelfth week of the war
and Prussian strategy demanded that
France be crippled in a month. In
three months time the Germans are
further off crippling French forces
than they were when war began. In-
deed France is stronger relatively now
than she was then. Not only are her
armies practically intact, but they
have been strengthened by consider-
able additions from Britain and India.
Moreover some 800,000 recruits are in
training in England, and over thirty
“ thousand troops from Canada and
Newfoundland are also in training on
Salisbury Plains. In spite of terrible
casualties, Germany's sacrifices have
been in vain, and she sustained a sev-
ere defeat on the Marne, and evidence
is accumulating that she is meeting
with severe setbacks along the lines
which have been developed since her
retreat from the Marne. She is also
.engaged in a severe struggle along
the Vistula, which she claims is yet
- undecided, but in which the Russians
claim advantage.

While the Emden and Karlsruhe

have made havoc in'shipping in the
Pacific, Indian and South Atlantic,
her own shipping has been paralyzed,
and the balance of advantage is de-
cidedly against her. She has been
unable to prevent transportation of
troops from England to France, from
India to France, from Algiers to
France, from British North America
to England, and the shipping of the
North Atlantic has so far been im-
mune from her atacks. Now that the
main ocean transportation of troops
is over for the present, it may be the
Admiralty may release some of the
cruisers to round up the Karlsruhe
and the Emden.

Robbed His Cousin

A DARING AND MEAN THEFT.
CULPRIT CONVICTED AND FINED
$100 OR TWO MONTHS IMPRIS-

THE KARLSRUHE PLAYS HAYOC

LANTIC,
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch from Teneriffe, Canary
Islands, to the Daily Mail reports
that the German cruiser Karlsruhe
has sunk thirteen British merchant-.
men in the Atlantic. The news of the
Karlsruhe's exploit, according to the
correspondent, was brought to that
port by the German steamer Crefield
which arrived there with the crews
of the British steamers Strathroy,
Maple Branch, Highland Hope, In-
drani, Fioiguass, Quafn, Nicole, Marie,
de Larrinaga, Gervante, Cornish City,
Pruth, Condor, and Lynrowan, all of
which were sunk by the Karlsruhe.
The Crenfeld was accompanied into
port by the German steamer Pata-
gonja, Rio Legro and Asuncion. The
ships sunk were mostly engaged in
South American trade and their total
tonnage is about 60,000.

LONDON, Oct. 23.

On the Belgian coast naval flotilla,
mounting powerful long range guns,
have bombarded ‘German flank con-
tinuously since 19th effectively, it is
believed, substantial loss on the en-
emy and- rendering important assist-
ance to the left flank of the Belgian
army.

Dur-
ing an aeroplane reconnaissance in
the neighborhood of Verdun, Mr. Rey-
mond, Senator, was wounded and fell
between enemy’s lines. On our troops
attacking he was released and ‘trans-
ported to hospital, where, gathering
all his energy, he managed to give an
account of his mission. He was decor-
ated by the General in presence of Mr.
Briand, when he expired shortly after-
wards.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

Official (Oct. 22.)—To our left con-
siderable German forces are contin-
uing  their violent attacks, especially
around . Dixmude, Waraon, Armen-
tiers and La Bassee. The positions
occupied by the Allies are being
maintained. On the remainder of the
front the enemy has only delivered
partial attacks which have all been
repulsed especially at Fricourt, east
of Albert, and on the heights west of
Craonne. In the region of Soaine, in
the Argonne, southwest Varennes, in
in Woevre to-
wards Chambley and southeast of St.
Mihiel and in Ailly woods, German
attacks have been repulsed. We have
slightly progressed in Argonne and
in southern Woevre on the Montmarte
woods.

Russian advance is taking effect as

the result of an fmportant, victoriou

engagement in the region of Warsaw.
The Russians have thrown the Ger-
mans back 13 kilometres. Elsewhere
in the south the battle is continuing
under favorable circumstances.

ENEMY BEATEN BACK.

LONDON, Oct. 22,
Governor, St. John’s:
The following is from the Press
Bureau: Throughout the twentieth,
the enemy made vigorous counter at-
tacks against the Allies’ front, but
were beaten back, suffering consider-
able losses. The Belgian army in
particular distinguished itself by a
spirited and brave defence of its posi-
tion.

HARCOURT.
SITUATION UNCHANGED
To Governor, St. John's:

The following from the Press Bu-
reau: Three British monitors have
recently operated on the Belgian
coast firing on the right flank of the
German army and contributing ma-
terially to the success of the opera-
tions in that District. Detachments
with machine guns landed from these
vessels to assist in the defence of
Nieuport, have performed meritorious
service. The German allegation of re-
bellion in Somaliland and the capture
of Berbea is entirely without founda-
tion. The situation in the Protector-
ate’ is unchanged since the outbreak
of the war.

HARCOURT

These monitors, which were being
built for the Brazilian Government,
are of shallow draught for river work,
and were bought at the declaration
of war, and were completed in Sep-
tember. They are called the Humber,
Mersey and Severn, are of 1260 tons,
and carry 26 and 2 4.7 guns.

VIOLENT BATTLE RAGING.

PARIS, Oct. 22.—(Official.)

The activity, which was displayed
vesterday, did not slacken to-day.
Between the sea and La Bassee the
battle continued with just as great
violence, without the Germans being
able to force back the Belgian, French
or British troops. Similarly between
Arras and the Oise, the enemy made
determined efforts, which have, at no
point, been crowned with success. In
the Argonne region we have made
progress between St. Hubert and Le-
four de Paris, to the north of Verdun.
At Hammont and Brebant on the
Meuse we have gained ground. In the
Woevre district we have repelled an
attack on Champion.

GENERAL AND STAFF REPORTED
KILLED.

LONDON, Oct. 22.
A News Agency despatch received
here states that British naval guns
fired from vessels in the Channel,
killed the German General Von Tripp
and his staff at Middlekerke, south of
Ostend on the coast.

COMMUNICATION CUT OFF.

LONDON, Oect. 22.
A despatch from. Amsterdam, says

that heavy fighting has been heard
between Bruges and Ghent. It is ro-
ported that the German line of com-
munication has been cut.

ABANDON DEFENSIVE POSITION.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 22.

A cable from the French Foreign
Qﬁice, made public by the French
Embassy here, says that the Germans
before Warsaw have abandoned their.
defensive position, and are in re-
treat, pursued by Russians, who have
captured many priscners and muni-
tions. The 17th and 20th German ar-
my corps have been decimated.

PROTEST AGAINST LAYING OF

MINES.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 22.
The British Embassy has made pub-
lic a copy of a communication made

Allies and Powers in London, pro-
testing against the laying of mines by
Germans on the high' seas, and in
trade routes, which action is describ-
ed as an illegitimate means of con-
ducting warfare. The communication
states that mines have been found in,
several places as far as 50 miles from
the English coast. Since the begin-
ning of the war, 6 neutral and 7 Brit-
ish merchant and fishing vessels have
been destroyed by mines.

FINAL STAGE OF THE SIEGE.

TOKIO, Oct. 22
The bombardment of Tsing-Tao by
a heavy artillery corps of the Navy
opened to-day, according to a state-
ment issued by the Admiralty this
afternoon. Thus is beginning the
final stage of the siege of the Ger-
man fortress. Heavy guns from the
Japanese battleships have been land-
ed, and it is expected that with these,
the reduction of the fortress will be
hastened.
ROUNDING UP GERMANS.

ILONDON, Oct. 22.

The wholesale arrest of Germans
throughout England continues. Ger-
mars, Austrians aal Hungarians
tinovghcut the kinzdom &re being
rounded up. Only those having nat-
uralization papers, issued prior to
the war, are being spared. It is esti-
mated that there are 3,000 (? 300,000)
enemies in the United Kingdom, of
whom the majority are in London;
500 men have been arrested in Man-
cbester during the last 24 hours, and
numbers elsewhere are in proportion.
At Northampton a prominent Ger-
man, who was manager of the local
Street Railway system, was-forced to
resign, in spite of the fact that he had
lived in England for 27 years. It is
said he did not take out his natural-
ization papers until after the war be-
gan.

NAVAL LOSSES. B

LONDON, Oct. 23.

The Secretary of the Admiralty an-
nounces that the submarine boat E 3,
commanded by Lieut.-Com. Cholmley,
is now considerably overdue, and that
it is feared she has been sunk in the
North Sea. A wireless despatch re-
ceived here from Berlin on Tuesday,
said that E 3 had been sunk on Sun-
day, October 18th, by German war-
ships. Her complement consisted of
16 men. It is reported that the Brit-
ish torpedo boat Drzad is ashore at
Kirkwall, in Orkney Islands, off the
goast ' of Scotland. Her crew is said
to have been saved.

GERMAN TALK.

BERLIN, Oct. 22.—(Official.)

On the Yser canal heavy fighting is
still in progress. The enemy was re-
inforced by artillery fire from the sea
at a point to the northwest of Nieu-
port, but in the engagement a British
torpedo boat was put out of action by
our artillery. Fighting continues
west of Lille, and here also our
troops have assumed the offensive and
repulsed the enemy at several points.
The English have lost several ma-
chine guns. No decision has yet been
reached in the eastern theatre of war.

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THE BATTLE OF
THE AISNE DESCRIBED
BY GEN. FRENCH.

DETERRREIT

The Bntisll Troops Constantly
Engaged With the Enemy Along
the Great Batile Line--Vigorous
Attacks of the Germans Repuls-
ed With Heavy Loss --- British

Troops Fought With Great Gal-

lantry.

London Oct. 18,—(7.17 pm.)—Two
long reports by Field Matrshal Sir
John French, covering the operations
of the British army from August 28
to October 8, were’ issued to-night.
The first report, dated September 17,
calls special attention tothe fact that
“from Sunday, August 23, up to the
present date, from Mons baeck almost
to the Seine, and from the Seine to
the Aisne, the army, under my com-
mand has been ceaselessly engaged,
without one single day’s halt, or rest
of any kind.”

Further
French says:

“In spite of very determined resist-
ance on the part of the enémy, who
is holding in strength and with great
tenacity a positiom peculiarly favor-
able to defence, the battle which
commenced- on the evening of the 12th
instant (September), has so far forc-
ed the enemy back from his first posi-
tion, secured passage of the river and
inflicted great loss upon him, includ-
ing the capture of over 2,000 prison-
ers and several guns.

The despatches give details of the
retreat on August 28 and 29. Generals
Gough and Chetwode, with the Third
and Fifth cavalry brigades, covered
the retreat, repulsing the Germans
with great loss.

PURSUIT OF THE ENEMY,

“The pursuit by the enemy,” con-
tinued the report, ‘was very vigorous.
Some five or six Gérman corps were
cn the Somme, facing the Fifth Army;
on the Oise at least two corps were
advancing toward my front and were
crossing the Somme, east and west of
Ham; three or four more German
corps were opposing the Sixth French
Army on my left.

“This was the situation when at
ne o'clock T received a visit from
General Joffre at .my  headquarters,
strongly represented my position to
the French commander-in-chief, who
was most kind, cordial and sympath-
etic, as he always has been. He told
me he had directed the Fifth French
Army. on the Oise to move forward
and aitack the Germans on the
Somme, with a view to checking the
pursuit.

THREATENED BRITISH LINES.

“1 finally arranged with General
Joffre to effect a further short retire-
ment towards the line between Com-
peign and Soissons, promising him
however, to do my utmost to keep al-
ways within a day’s march of him.”

The Germans were threatening the
British line of; communication, and
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continues the report: .‘““While closely
adhering to his strategic conception
to draw the enemy on all points until
a favorable situation was created
from which to assume the offensive,
General Joffre found it necessary
from day to day to modify the meth-
ods by which he sought to attain this
object, owing to the development of
the enemy’s plans and a change in the
general situation.”

On September 5, General Joffre de-
cided to take the .offensive, as he
considered conditions very favorable
to success.

Field Marshal French believes that
about-noon on the sixth the enemy
realized that a powerful move was
being made against the flank of his
columns moving south and east, and
began the great retreat which open-
ed the battle.

This battle, so far as the Sixth
French Army, the British Army, and
the Fifth and Ninth French armies
werg concerned, was concluded on
the evening of September 10, when
the ~Germans were driven .to. the
Soissons-Rheims line, with the . loss
of thousands of prisoners. many guns
and enormous masses of transport.

GERMAN LOSSES HEAVY.

The change in the German plans
from a direct advance on Paris ap-
pears to have been made on Septem-
ber 3. Describing the various stages
of the advance against the Germans,
Field Marshal French - praises  the
cavalry, especially General de Lisle’s
brigade with the Ninth Lancers and
Eighteenth Hussars.

On the 8th, both the first and sec-
ond army corps made large captures
and took some guns. On the 9th, af-
ter forcing the passage of the Marne,
they inflicted a heavy loss in killed
and wounded on the Germans, while
the: second division took some hun-
dreds of prisoners and a battery of
eight- machine guns. On  the 10th,
thirteen guns, seven machine guns,
2000. prisoners and quantities of
transport fell into British hands, and
the enemy left many dead on the
field.

These had a range
of ten thousand yards, and during the

“As the enemy was able to bring

ALLIES CHANGED PLANS.

“I was compelled to change my
plans when I learned that the further
advance of the First Corps would have
dangerously exposed my right flank,
and further I learned from the French
commander-in-chief that he was
strongly reinforcing the Sixth French
Army on my left, with the intnetion
of bringing up the Allies left to at-
tack the enemy’s flank and thus com-
pel retirement.

“On the 17th, 18th and 19th the
whole of our line was heavily bom-
barded.

necessary to make a new plan, and
to attack and enevelop the German

right flank. It was evident to me

that the battle in which we had been
engaged since the 12th- must last
some days longer, until. the flank
movement could be felt, and the way
opened to drive the enemy from his
positions.

“Thus it became essential to estab-
lish some system of relief in rthe
trenches, and I have used the infantry
of the Sixth Division with good re-
sults for this purpose. On the even-
ing of the 19th the enemy again be-
gan to show activity. After dark the
enemey continued his attack on the
Second Division, only to be again
driven back. Our losses in these two
days were considerable, but the ene-
my’s, as obtained, vastly exceeded
them.

HEAVIER GUNS FOR BRITISH.

“On the night of the 21st another
violent counter-attack was repulsed

by the Third Division, the enemy los- |

ing heavily. On the 23rd four six-
inch howitzer batteries, which I had
asked to be sent from home, arrived.
The two batteries were handed over to
the Second Corps, and two to the
First Corps. They were brought into
action on the 24th, with very good re-
stlts.

“Our experiences in this campaign
seem to point to the enployment of

.| by our forces.

more heavy guns of larger calibre in
great battles which last several days,
during which time powerful entrench-
ments work on both sides ean be car=-
ried out. These batteries were used
with considerable effect on the 24th
and the following days.

“On the 23rd the action of General
de Castelnau’s army on the Allied left
developed considerably, and apparent-
ly withdrew considerable forces of
the enemy from the centre and the
east. I am not aware whether it was
due to this cause or not, but until the
26th it appeared as though the en-
emy’s opposition in our front was
weakening. On that day, however, a
very marked renewal of activity com-
menced. A constant and vigorous ar-
tillery bombardment was maintained
all day, and the Germans in front of
the First Division were observed to
be sapping up our lines and trying to
establish new trenches.

“Renewed counter-attacks were de-
livered and beaten off during the
course of the day, and in the after-
non a well-timed attack by the First
Division stopped the enemy’s en-
trenching work.

ENEMY’S EFFORT FAILED,

“During the night of the 27th and
28th the enemy again made the most
determined attempts to capture the
trenches of the First Division, but
without the slightest success. Similar
attacks were reported during these
three days along the lines of the Al-
lied front, and it is certain that the
enemy made one last great effort to
! establish ascendency. He, however,
was unsuccessful everywhere, and is
reported to have suffered heavy loss-
es.

“The same futile attempts were
made all along our front up to the
evening of the 28th, when they died
away and have not since been resum-
ed. '

“On former occasions I have
brought to Your Lordship’s notice the
valuable services performed during
this campaign by the Royal Artillery.
Throughout the battle of the Aisne
they have displayed the same skill,
endurance and tenacity, and I deeply
appreciate the work they have done.

“Sir David Henderson and the Roy-
al Flying Corps under his command
have again proved their incalculable
value. Great strides have been made
in the development of the use of air-
craft in the tactical sphere by es-
tablishing effective communication be-
tween the aircraft and the units in
action.

“It is difficult to describe adequate-
ly and accurately the great strain to
which the officers and men were sub-
jected almost every hour of the day
and night throughout this battle. I
have described above the severe char-
acter of the artillery fire which was
directed from morning till night, not
only upon fhe trenches but over the
whole surface of thé ground occupied
It was not until a few
days before the position was evacuat-
ed that the heavy guns were removed

and the fire slackened, Attack and
counter-attack. occurred 4t all hours

of the night and day throughout the

whole position, demanding extreme
vigilance and permitting only a mini-
mum of rest.

“The fact that between the 12th of
September and the date of this des-
patch (October 8) the total number
of killed, wounded and missing reach-
ed the figures amounting to 561 offi-
cers and 12,000 men proves the sever-
ity of the struggle.

“The tax on the endurance of the
troops was further increased by the
heavy rain and cold which prevailed
for some ten or twelve days of this
Ltrying time.

“The battle of the Aisne has once
more demonstrated the splendid spirit,
gallantry and devetion which animates
the officers and men of His Majesty’s
forces.”

During the advance in the region be-
tween Przemysl and the Vigtula, we
captured over 30 officers, 2,000 sol-
diers and many rapid fire guns. To
the south of Przemysl, Russian opera-
tions are developing also with suc-
cess.

Ceiting Rid of Flies.

A French scientific paper reports
that the color blue is an effective
remedy against flies. They seem to
have a profound objection to it, and
will not remain in any building the
walls of which have been treated with
a blue wash.

Among the cases mentioned'is one
of a farmer who had 170 cows housed
in different sheds, all of which, with
the exception of one, were swarming
with flies. He observed that in the
shed which formed the exception the
walls - had been washed with a blue
limewash.

Thinking that this might have some-
thing to do with its freedom from flies
he had another shed washed blue,
with the result that the flies promptly
deserted the building. The same ef-
fects: were produced when shed after
ghed was treated in a similar way.

His recipe for the wash was: Slake
10 1bs. of burnt lime in 20 gallons of
water, and add one pound of ultra-
marine,

The washing was done twice during
the summer.
